Sudden Advance in Ocean Freight
Rates=Miscellaneous and Personal
Railway News and Notes.

The Baltimore & Ohlo Rallroad Company
has hundreds of pensfoners, a fact not gen-
erally known by railroaders, payment to
whom of a substantial pension” was pro-
vided for in connection with the establish-
ment of a relief department of the road in
the days of President Robert Garrett. The
pension department was created in March,

1838, and in the succeeding years the rall-
road company contributed to the pensions
alone from its own earnings upwards of
$310,000. The pension is to provide means of
support during life for members of the re-
lief department of four years' standing,
who have been employed by the company
ten years or more, and, having reached
the age of sixty-five years, are honorably
relleved from duty. The fund provides in
the same manner for those who elect to
retire from the service. The pensions are
paid monthly, each pensioner receiving a

daily allowance, excluding Sundays, equal
to half the benefits provided for sickness.

In the case of pensioners who have been
members of the relief assoclation for fifteen
years the allowance is Increased by an

additional 5 per cent., and a like addition
iz made for each additional five consecu-

tive years of such membership. Funds for
the payment of the pensions are derived
wholly from contributions of the company,
varying according to requirements. Upon
the death of a pensioner the accrued pen-
sion to the date of his death is not consld-
ered a part of his estate, but inures to the

exclusive benefit of his widow or children.
One of the most interesting and liberal
features of the Baltimore & Ohlo rellef
rJlepartment, not generally known outside
of Baltimore & Ohlo men, is the savings
feature. Any employe of the company, his
wife, child, father or mother, or the bene-
ficiary of any dec2ased member of the re-
lief assoclation, may deposit any sum from
$1 to $100 a day. On all sums of $5 and up-
wards that have been on deposit not less
than three months interest is pald at the
rate of 4 per cent. a year.

The new steel rail mill at Youngstown,
0., which begins operation April 1, has sold
a large tonnage of ralls at $33 per ton in-
stead of $§35, to which price ralls were ad-
vanced last fall. No sales of any conse-
quence have been made for $35.

The Ammense piles of merchandise at the
various freight houses yesterday would lead
to a belief t spring and summer had al-
, ready set in. Not In any preceding year,
say the platform foremen, has business in
and out-.ound been as heavy in February
as at present.

J. A. Barnard, general manager of the
Peoria & Eastern, who has been quite ill
from a surgical operation, was reported
last evening by his sister, who is with him,
as being as comfortable as could be ex-
pected. She thinks the crisis in his case
has been passed.

C. O. Munn, superintendent of car serv-
ice of the Merchant's Despatch Transporta-
tion Company, of New York, is on a
Western trip and will spend a couple of
days the latter part of the week with J.
R. Cavanagh, superintendent of car serv-
ice of the Big Four.

An exchange says there is a tempest in a
teapot brewing; that the Western railroads
are to be investigated for cutting grain
rates by the Interstate-commerce Commis-
sion; but it predicts that the big firms with
large bank accounts will continue to do the
grain business as heretofore.

The Central Freight Assoclation will meet
at Chicago to-day. Colonel Gray, of the
Panhandle; Samuel B. Sweet, of the Lake
Erie & Western; John 8. Lazarus, of the
Indiana, Decatur & Western, and Ford
Wood, of the Peoria & Eastern, left last
night to attend the meecting.

The officlal summary of the Rallroad Ga-
zette shows that there were bullt in the
United States in 1899 4,569 miles of new rall-
road, 666 in Canada and 267 In Mexico. In
this country Jowa leads with 563 miles,
Minnesota coming next with 374 miles and
Arkansas third with 281 miles.

The fast freight train put on two years
ago over the Bee-line and St. Louis div-
sions of the Big Four between Cleveland
and St. Louls is the fastest scheduled
freight train in the country. Only seven
times during that period has it arrived at
St. Louls behind its scheduled time.

It Is stated that with the retirement of
John Bean, master mechanic of the Wheel-
ing & Lake Erie, the position will be abol-
ished and the superv sion of the master
mechanic of the Toledo division will be ex-
tended over the Cleveland division, having
but one otdcer for the entire road.

It Is twelve days since the order that
ticket agents should not recelve commis-
sions became effective, and no vialation
has been reported. The ticket agents are
still allowed to receive commissions frem
the traveling accident assoclations, which
benefits them a few dollars monthly.

Engine No. 11 of the Belt road, which
has been rebuilt at the company's shops
under the supervision of Master Mechanic
O. H. Jackson, was completed yesterday.
Engine No. 6 will be turned out next week,
both being about as good as new locomo-
tives, so thorough has been the rebuilding.

Frank P. Sargent, zgrand chief of the
Bratherhood of Locomotive Firemen, says
a Peoria special, is a candidate for the
United States Senate to succeed Shelby M.
Cullom. The same authority says while
he is not a man who seeks political honors
he would receive the united support of the
railroad brotherhood.

Many of the Western roads are showing
light galns in net earnings from what they
have saved in operating expenses during
the present winter from the favorable con-
ditions for moving freight. What they
have saved In that direction they are ex-
pending in permanent improvements 1o
roadbed, which work it is seldom possible
to carry on dfiring the winter months,

The Pennsylvania is spending consider-
able money on its signal service system.
1¢ 1s stated from offleial sources that this
company is about to inaugurate the new-
est design in the line of electric signals yet
known to the rallway world. The idea Is
entirely new, Is that of the chlef signal en-
gineer of the Pennsylvania, and is sald to
be a bold step forward in railroad signals,
entirely original with this man and road.

William Wright, formerly master me-
chanle of the Vandalia, now superintendent
of the Pressed Steel Car Company at Me-
Kee's Rocks, is taking quite a following
from the Vandalia shops at Terre Haute,
Several men will leave for that place this
week, including Harvey Myers, chief ste-
nographer in the motive power offices,
Dwight Gerber, draughtsman in the same
department, and W. H. Berry, foreman
in the car department shops of the Van-
dalia.

Ocean rates on frieght as well as passen-
gers are advancing in & manner never

The Colonial Trust
Company, which represents the second
mortgage bonds, made a larger bid and was
awarded the property, and if it attains con-
trol the reorganization plan prepared by
the second mortgage bondholders will be
put into effect, thus wiping out the stock.
Already other interests in the road have
announced thelr purpose to contest the
sale,

The mother of H. Salter recently re-
ceived $10,000 from a travelers' accident
insurance association under peculiar cir-
cumstances. Her son had been manager of
the tourist business of Phillips, Judson &
Co., between Boston and California points
twenty years, and during the entire time
had carried accident policies. When he paid
his last quarter’s premium he notified the
company that at the end of the quarter
he should discontinue his insurance, and
four days before the policy expired he was
killed In an accident at Salida, on the
Bouthern Pacific, and the company re-
cently paid the money to the mother.

It is reported that the university board of
trustees of the Order of Rallroad Conduc-
tors of America has practically agreed
upon the establishment of an industrial
training school on Lookout mountain, util-
izing the Inn property for that purpose.
The Chattanooga Chamber of Commerce
has agreed to pay 10 per cent, of the $500,000
to be invested, donating its share as soon
as $250,000 has been invested and 500 pupils
taken.

SUIT TO TEST COMMISSIONERS
RIGHT TO ALLOW CLAIM.

<

The County Auditor Wants the Law
on His Side—Cases of Interest

in the Courts.

——

A test suit was brought in the Superior
Court, yesterday, against County Auditor
Smith, to ascertain the position of the au-
ditor and County Commissioners in allow-
ing sums of money for the care of the
poor. The state, on relation of the County
Commissioners, appears as plaintiff. There
has been some question as to the right of
the commissioners to allow certain claims
and in order to settle the matter in the
court, it was arranged that the commis-
sloners should allow a particular class of
claims and the county auditor should re-
fuse to issue orders on the treasury for
these amounts. The question involves the
construction of the new county and town-
ship reform law.

the School for Faeble-minded Youth at

Fort Wayne. His expenses were $5. Other
claims involved in the suit are the follow-

ing: Allowance to Home fqr Friendless
Women,  $100; Indianapolis Free Xinder-

garten, $500; Alpha Home, $%5: House of
Good Shepherd, $25; Little Sisters of the

Poor, $25; Sisters of Charity, $25.
The complaint filed by the county attor-

ney is in nine paragraphs. Shortly after it
was flled, Judge Carter, of the Superior

Court, issued an alternative writ of man-
date, requiring the county auditor to either
issue warrants for these amounts, or ap-
pear on Feb. 14 and show cause why he
should not do so. County Auditor. Smith
remarked, last night, that he would be
willing to issue warrants on the treasury
for every dollar ordered paid by the com-
missioners, if the Superior Court will give
a decision authorizing him to do so. He
says there will be no appeal to the Su-
preme Court, All that he asks, he says, is
the authority of the lower court to do what
is asked.
