A BLIZZARD IS HERE

BIT CHIEF WAPPEXIIAS SAYS IT
WILL SOT LAST LONG.

A Cold Day and a Strome Wind Make
Things Uncomfortable Weather

Conditions Elsewhere.

Cheer up, It will be warmer to-,da-y. At
least Weather Observer Wappenhans said
co last night, and If his prediction comes
true his reputation as a weather prophet
Is assujed. It Is probable that the present
cold wave has been more keenly felt by the
citizens of Indianapolis than on many oc-

casions when the temperature was fifteen
degrees lower than at present, and all on
account of tho terrible northwest wind that
seemed to freeze the very blood of the pe-

destrians who unhappily had to face it.
Although the present cold wave was her-

alded for several days, yet nevertheless it
was just as unwelcome as though it had
put la Its appearance unexpectedly, for un-

fortunately no amount of preparation will
make the gas burn any brighter, and in
the present instance, in many of the
houses, the gas had been turned oCf entirely
because the supply was bo inadequate that
the blaze would not kindle a stick of wood
that was laid upon it. As a consequence
there- - has been 'much suffering, and inmany Instances people have actually had to
go to bed to keep warm.

The thoroughfares of the city, usually
crowded with pedestrians, were yesterday
like the streets of the "deserted village,"
and, as a consequence, the down town
merchants, who usually wear their most
complacent smile on Saturday nights, when
their store 1 are as a rule packed with cus-
tomers, were saying some very unpleasant
things last night of the present cold spell.
A thing that perplexes the Indianapolltan
mind Is why the street cars, which don't
run any too often on ordinary occasions,
always seem to be, and in many cases ac-
tually are, behind time when the mercury
is bobbin? around zero, and the poor trav-
eler Is slowly freezing to death on the
street corner. Something always seems to
happen, at least the people thought so last
night when an English-avenu- e car broke
down and innumerable cars lined up be-
hind, so that finally most of them got out
of the cars and walked across the viaduct
In that terrible wind.

Friday evening the thermometer at the
Weather Bureau registered 43 degrees andat 7 o'clock yesterday morning the ther-
mometer stood at 11 and continued to go
lower all day until at 7 o'clock last night
the minimum was reached at 4.4 degrees.
The maximum wind velocity was 37 miles
from the northwest. Word received from
ailnnedosa. Manitoba, showed a tempera-
ture of 34 degrees below. Chief Wappen-
hans said last night that the Indications
were that the cold wave would be brokenup this afternoon.

SBAERETTI INSTALLED.

ffevr Bishop of Havana Received by
Cabana Without Demonstration.

HAVANA, Feb. 4. Monsignor Sbarretti,
the newly-appoint- ed bishop of Havana, ar-
rived this morning and landed at
Many of thQ clergy of Cuba went to
meet the prelate. There was no demonstra-
tion. Mon. . Sbarretti says it is too early to
give an opinion in regard to his new of-
fice. He pleaded, however, that the Catholic
Church is cosmopolitan and that questions
of nationality do not enter into it.

Mgr. Sbarretti on landing went imme-
diately to a small chapel built upon the
spot where Columbus is supposed to have
celebrated his first mass. A procession
was formed and marched to the cathedral,
where Monsignor Sbarretti, after holding
mass, addressed - the congregation. He
said he had come to propagate tho re-
ligion of Christ. His mission was one of
peace. The Pope, he declared, in nominat-
ing him had not taken Into consideration
tho condition of secular questions In the
island, adding that a republic should be
built in the firm faith of Roman Cathol-
icism. He declared that he would receive
all with equal love and without distinction
of race, and would strive to learn the needs
of the country.

A committee consisting of Generals Maxi-
mo Gomez. Lacret, Cisneros and others, is-
sued a manifesto last night, cautioning the
people against making an unseemly dem-
onstration against Bishop Sbarretti. The
manifesto said: "Let us not commit any
ect which we may in the future have to
regret on the day we celebrate our glorious
revolution."

PRESIDENT OF PURDUE LAID TO
REST AT LAFAYETTE,

DlBtlngralahed Honors to the Dead
Scholar-Bradl- ey Will Sustained

Spread of Smallpox In Clay.

LAFAYETTE. Ind., Feb. 24.-- The body
of President James H. Smart, of Purdue
University, was taken from the family resi-

dence to the Second Presbyterian Church
at 11 o'clock this morning. For two hours
It lay in state. A double line of university
students extended from the residence to
the church, and they stood with bared
heads as the coffin was being transferred
between the lines. In the church was a
profusion of beautiful offerings. The stu-
dents were the first to file through to take
a farewell view of the dead president.
They were followed by citizens of every
class, and in the two hours several thou-
sand persons paid tribute to the dead.

The funeral took place this afternoon,
the services, which begun at 2 o'clock, be-

ing conducted by the Rev. John P. Hale.
The spacious church was crowded in every
part. The body was buried at Springdale
Cemetery, and was attended by private
ceremony. The escort to the cemetery
consisted only of the trustees of Purdue,
the honorary pallbearers and representa-
tives of the university faculty. The ac-
tive pallbearers were Professors Coulter,
Hatt, Plumb and Arthur, and Mr. Mont-
gomery, Mr. Meigs. 'Mr. Brown and Mr.
Brockenbrough.

The honorary pallbearers, In addition to
the trustees of the university, were Prof.
W. E. Stone, Samuel Moore, Robert W.
Sample, James Murdock, James Fowler,
W. M. Blackstock. Mortimer Levering and
Dr. G. F. Beasley. all of Lafayette.

A number of citizens from over the State
were here to attend the funeral, among
them being General Benjamin Harrison.
Governor Mount, Hugh H. Hanna and
Thomas C. Day, of Indianapolis; President
Joseph Swain, of the State University,
Bloomington, and Superintendent of Pub-
lic Instruction Jones.

MEANING OF THE DEAL.

Cudahy Combination Centralizes Op-

position to the Standard.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

MONTPELIER, Ind., Feb. 24. The sen-

sation in the Indiana oil field Is the re-

ported consolidation of the interests of the
Manhattan Oil Company, the Cudahy Oil
Company and the Indiana Pipe-lin- e and
Refining Company. These companies, com-

bined, control close to five hundred pro-
ducing oil wells, which are all well
equipped, and the dally output Is close to
three thousand barrels. If the rumor Is
correct it will eventually be a big thing
for the oil-produc- ers of both the Indiana
and Ohio fields, as they control producing
properties, pipe lines and refineries In both
States. It is also rumored that the combi-
nation will erect a mammoth refinery at
Indianapolis, Toledo or Chicago. AH the
cities mentioned are good points, but it Is
better that one be located at Indianapolis,
as the other cities mentioned have a num-
ber of refineries. The new combination
controls sufficient territory in both States
to keep the drill going steadily for the next
two years without accumulating any
more, but that is not the object of the
concern, as it will branch out and work
Into the business of the Standard Oil Com-
pany, the same as the Pure Oil Company
of the Eastern fields has done in the past.
The new concern will have Immense capi
tal back of It to keep the thing going for
years, if it fails to make a fortune the first
year or so. The report of the consolidation
was evidently the cause or the advance in
the price of the crude product, as the price
of Indiana oil Is higher than ever it has
been, and the prospects are good for it to
advance until it strikes the S1.G0 mark,
where it should have been several months
ago. The Northern Indiana OH Company,
as well as the Ohio-India- na Oil Company,
which is the property of the Cudahy peo-
ple, is reported to figure in the deal.
which, without a doubt, is the largest made
since the Standard Oil Company bought out
the old OhloOU Company. The new con
cern will give the Standard Oil Company a
run for the trade of the Northwest.

Over around Marion there is still a big
excitement, but It has somewhat abated.
as the Wiggers farm well is about as much
a mystery as It was before It was drilled
into the sand. The second venture on the
same farm is delayed by a fishing lob on
top of the sand, and until It is drilled in
the surroundings cannot be listed as a spot
or wealth.

She
was nineteen years old.

WATER WAS TOO LOW.

Sawmill Roller Explodes and Mangles
Nearly a Dozen Men.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., Feb. 24. At S

o'clock this afternoon the boiler of the
Pullman Lumber Company's sawmill at
Pullman, Ark., forty miles north of Tex-arkan- a,

exploded with terrible results. Fol-
lowing is a list of the known dead and
wounded: Hoover Thompson, fireman,
killed; AI Hutton, trucker, mashed to
death; J. W. Dicus, cut by flying iron, will
die; Taylor Brown, cut and scalded; Loyd
Busby, cut and scalded: Jim Busby, badly
cut: Dr. Baldwin, badly burned. In the
face; James Brown, .burned on back and
right arm.

It is believed three bodies are under the
wreckage, but it will be impossible to reach
them to-nig- ht. Thompson is said to have
allowed the water to get low in the boiler
and the explosion followed. All the killed
and wounded are white men. The boilerproper was blown 400 feet from Its bed and
parts of It were hurled all over the mill
yard. The mill was in full operation and
the flying missiles did terrible execution.
Every physician in Doqueen hurried to
Pullman to render assistance.

Powder Mills Victims.

Platteville powder mills were wrecked by
an explosion this afternoon, killing three
men and badly injuring another. The dead
are Thomas Bass, William Rottiger and
Fred Genthe.

Mrs. Snell was nearly seventy yer.rs of
age and had lived since h?r husband's
tragic death in the house, in which he was
murdered. '

The killing of Mr. Snell took plaw on the
night of Feb. 8, 1SS8. Two bulleta of dif-

ferent caliber were fired into the ciiital-Isf- s

body Amos J. Snell' wealth was
principally In real estate. The basement
front room of his residence was his cilice.
7he night he was slain the safe in Ihe
basement had. been opened and the paprrs
scattered about. The .robbers descended
to the parlor and broke ipon'a desit. Sn3'l
heard them, and going down stairs in his
night clothes, fired through the folding
parlor doors. The men thr?w ope.i the
doors and shot him as nj stood in the
hallway. A reward of $50,000 was offered for
the arrest of the murderer. Suspicion
turned on William B. Tascatt. a yojng
man of the vicinity. Ke was followed to
Milwaukee.. but the trail was lost, to be
taken up at Minneapolis two days later,
and there' he disappeared. During the next
five years no less than 2.000 suspects were
arrested and almost every country on the
globe contributed Us prisoner, supposed
to be Tascott, but the real Tascott was
never found.

The Late Joseph Con-en- .

LONDON, Feb. 24. The death of Joseph
Cowen.'the coal mine owner, member of
Parliament and proprietor ; of the New-

castle Chronicle, has removed one of the
most remarkable figures in English life and
one of the most extraordinary men in Eu-

rope. His whole life and personality teemed
with vivid contrasts. He was a millionaire,
yet dressed In slouchy clothes, and as
brilliant an orator as ever held the House
of Commons' breathless attention, yet of
small stature and awkward 'gait, and he
spoke with a Northumbrian burr. A sup-
porter of Lord Beaconsfleld In his wildest
schemes for imperial expansion, yet Mr.
Cowen was the friend of every conspira-
tor from. Moscow to Madrid, and financed
revolutions from his own pocket as readily
aa other millionaires buy steam yachts. At
the risk of his life and through battalions
of spies he carried secret instructions to
agents In Italy from that arch conspirator,
Mazzini. It was at Mr. Coven's house that
Orslnl, who threw a bomb at the carriage
of Napoleon III, and was guillotined for so
doing, spent weeks prior to the perpetra-
tion of the deed. With such an intensely
democratic tendency Mr. Cowen was nat-
urally a home ruler, yet none was more
potent or more often quoted In arguments
In favor of the present war than the sen-
tences penned by Mr. Cowen shortly be-

fore his death, when he declared that Great
Britain was fighting to "prevent men of
British blood from being treated as helots."
Many years ago he retired from active
politics owing to independent ideas, de-
voting his attention to his paper, the New-
castle Chronicle, which wielded almost as
much political influence in the north coun-
try as Mr. Cowen did when men pointed
to him in the House of Commons as the
next Liberal prime minister. He lived as a
recluse, yet directed his brlckmaklng busi-
ness until It has. become one of the most
profitable in the country. In Northumber-
land they say Mr. Cowen had gypsy blood
