SALISDl'RY'S It K PLY APPROVED.

Comment of the London Pre on the
Declination of Mediation.

LONDON", March 16. Lord Salisbury's at-

titude toward the United States meets
with the universal approval of the press.
The Dally Graphic says: "It was not an
easy task, but Lord Salisbury has acquitted
himself with conspicuous success."

The Dally Mall says: "Englishmen are
sufficiently acquainted with American af-
fairs not to misinterpret the attitude of the
Washington Cabinet. President McKinley
has behaved to us with scrupulous fair-
ness. The very correctness of his attitude
has become a danger to him. It is idle to
deny that the leaders of both parties in
the United States are now exposed to a
strong temptation. We look to the Repub-
lican leaders to rise above this devil's bait."

The Standard says: "Lord Salisbury's
reply will not be misunderstoii In Wash-
ington or in any other clvMized capital.
We are grateful to the Americans for their
good wishes and we should Le delighted to
accept their assistance if it were possible.
But this quarrel Is our own and we must
settle it In our own way. Wj have no rea-
son to complain of platonlc and vicarious
affection for intervention, so long as every
government Is quite resolvod to leave it
to its neighbor to begin."

The Dally News says: "The British at-
titude Is 'analogous to that of the United
States In the quarrel with Spa'n, an att'-tud- e

respected by us In a manner which
has been gratefully acknowledge i by Gen-
eral Alger In the North Amerlca.i Review.
It was a happy circumstance that the first
message of the kind came from a quarter
In which there was so little possibility of
a misunderstanding. It Is quito unlikely
now that France or any othr power will
interfere.

The Daily Chronicle says: "If Lord
Salisbury's answer should prejudice Mr.
McKinley's electioneering prospects, the
litter cannot blame this country. M.
Delcasse la a much more discreet man. He
has not attempted to gratify anti-Briti- sh

sentiment. Here we see the advantage cf
European diplomacy over the artless im
pulses of the White House."

The Times says: "President McKinley'
message docs not amount to much, of
course, although it Is more than we ever
thought of doing when the united States
were just beginning to break down Sn.in!U
resistance. lie could hardly nave antici
pated any other reply than Lord Salisbury
sent M. Delcasse aaneres to me extreme
ly correct and friendly attltu.le maintained
by the French government throughout this
war.

II EITZ ANSWERS SALISBURY.

Secretary of the TrnniTaal Denle III
Lordship's Allegations.

PRETORIA, March 14. State Secretary
Reitz's refutation of Lord Salisbury's argu
znents in the reply to the Bloemfonteln
joint note was Issued to-da- y. Mr. Reitz
says:

"The British government, after the
Bloemfonteln conference, endeavored to
enforce by threats certain changes in the
Internal government of the Transvaal Re--

' . public, contrary to the London conven-
tion. They also imported troops in great
numbers and broke off negotiations with
a threat to take their own means to remove
the grievances of their subjects.

"After waiting a fortnight, while an army
corps was prepared and the reserves were
being called out by the British, President
Steyn asked the reason of these proceed
lngs. Sir Alfred Milner refused to reply.

"Meanwhile Mr. Chamberlain, in his
speeches, showed the world that England
had decided on war. Accordingly the Trans
vaal Republic addressed to the British gov
eminent a demand for the withdrawal of
their troops, as otherwise it would accept
the presence of the troops as a declara
tion of war. That was not necessarily In
tended as a message of war.

Concerning the armaments Mr. Reitz
pays: "There were bought openly in Eng
land and in Europe, and the high commis-
sioner boasted full knowledge of them at
the Bloemfonteln conference and also ful
descriptions of those armaments were
found among the officers papers at Dun
dee.

"Both the army and the ultimatum were
protective measures, subsequent to the raid
and to the discovery, through concealed
cables, that British Cabinet ministers were
Implicated in the attempt to filch away
the of the Republic.

Our relations with the two belliger-
ents then were absolutely cordial and free
of suspicion. No French interest was di
rectly involved in the conflict. No cloud
had risen between France and the belliger
ents which could give rise to a fear that
the attitude of France would be remem
bered to her prejudice. Moreover, I had
reason to think that Washington would
listen to overtures. I undertook to com-
municate these, and that Is why, faithful
to the best traditions of France, which
did not appear tc me Incompatible with
her essential Interests, nlways superior in
my eyes to all other considerations. I ac
cepted the delicate and, as it was. the diffi
cult mandate offered me. I have said
enough to enable the Senate fully to ap-
preciate the difference between the two
situations."

The minister then denied that France
had refused to Join Russia In making a
friendly suggestion In the direction of
Ieace. The union between France and
Russia. M. Delcasse declared, draws closer
every day and defies all malevolent as
sertions to the contrary. France, he added.
has never ceased to be a generous nation.
The world has known and admired and
sometimes abandoned. But, after so many
hard and sometimes cruel experiences, she
can no longer admit that her duty to the
world should stand before her obligations
to herself.

The possibility of the Boers destroying
the mines Is causing some anxiety among
French financiers, who hold one-thi- rd of
the shares. The Gaulols devotes an arti
cle to the subject to-da- y and calls upon
the financiers of Europe to furnish the
Boers with the means of resisting British
invasion.

FAITH HEATER UNFBOCKED.

Methodist Preacher Deposed on Rec
ommendation of Bishop Vincent.

WICHITA, Kan.. March 15. The com
mittee on church conduct of the Southern
Kansas Methodist Conference to-da- y took
decided action against faith healing, and
on recommendation of Bishop Vincent ex
pelled a Methodist minister from their
ranks.

Rev. S. D. Osborne was pastor of the
First Methodist Church at Pearvllle. Kan.
Last fall he went to Chicago and studied
faith healing. He received a diploma and
took up faith healing as a business In
connection with preaching. He so informed
Presiding Elder Martlndale. That minis-
ter to-d- ay read his letter to the committee
and recommended that he be relieved from
duty. Bishop Vincent concurred, and ac-
cordingly Rev. Mr. Osborne's name was
disconnected from the Methodist Church.

Sight of the British Fla Greeted
with Joy by Free Staters.

BLOEMFONTEIN, March 13.-- As Lord
Roberts was being conducted to the town
to-d- ay by the deputation of officials who
had gone out to meet him he was greeted
bygreat crowds of people, cheering and
waving handkerchiefs and displaying the
utmost enthusiasm and cordiality.

Lord Roberts first entered the market
square, thence proceeded to the Parlia
ment house and from there to the presi
dency, which he entered from the front.
The garden of the late President's pretty
house was instantly entered by the crowd.
which broke out with tremendous energy
"God Save the Queen." All stood rigid, the
civilians removing their hats. Then the
cheering was renewed.

Meanwhile Lord George Scott bent Lady
Roberts e pretty union Jack, with a, four- -

leafed shamrock embroidered in the corner,
to the halyards, and as it rose over the
presidency the crowd caught sight of the
grim-lookin- g cavalry escort before them
end spontaneously roared forth the songs,
"Tommy Atkins" and "Soldiers of the
Queen."

WHITE'S BELLIGERENCY.

Doer Envoy t'ses American nostrums
to Voice Ilia Malignity.

NEW YORK, March 15.-T- here was a
mass meeting of Boer sympathizers at
Cooper Union to-nig- ht, at which George
M. Van Hoesen presided. Montague White,
the Boer representative, John E. Mulhol
land and P. Louter Wessels, a representa
tlve of the Orange Free State, made
speeches. Mr. Van Hoesen prophesied that
"Not until all the Boers are in their
graves or all the English are In flight will
the war be over." President McKinley's
name was hissed and hooted and the men
tion of Bryan's name brought forth cheers.

Mr. White made the references to Bryan
that were cheered. Another remark of his
that was enthusiastically cheered was:
"I hope the day may be far distant when
there is in reality a case of 'Hands across
the sea' to stifle the life and Independ
ence of America.

Referring to his Interview with regard
to the probable destruction of Johannes-
burg by the Boers, he said: "A nation
making war cannot provide a drawing
room for its enemy. The Boers would
neither have lost or gained by the de
struction of Bloemfonteln, but the case of
Johannesburg is different, as it would pro
vide splendid barrack accommodations for
the British and by reason of its location
and other advantages an Invaluable base
for operation.

As to the reported statement of the Brit
ish that President Kruger would be held
personally responsible for any destruction
of property, he said: "President Kruger
is very well able to take care of himself.
and If he is not I call upon you to take
care of him."

Methuen Praises Cronje.
CAPE TOWN, -- March 13.-L- ord Methuen,

speaking at the Town Hall, Klmberley, to-

day, said: "Although some of the enemy's
men were guilty of dastardly tricks, we
must remember that their army Is not or-
ganized with the same discipline as our
own. I never wish to meet a braver general
than Cronje, and never served In a war
where there was less vindictive feeling be
tween the two armies than in this one."

was filed with the Wabash county auditor

to order an election to determine whether
Noble township, In which Wabash Is sit-

uated, shall appropriate $20,000 in aid of the
construction of an Interurban electric line
connecting Wabash and Peru.

DEWEY'S GREAT VICTORY

THE ADMIRAL'S SURVIVING CAP
TAINS CELEBRATE THE EVENT.

Capt. Coghlan Says the Sinking of
Cervera's Fleet Waa Petty Work

Compared with Devrey'a Deed.

NEW YORK, March 13. The surviving
captains of Dewey's fleet at Manila were
entertained to-nig-ht at dinner at the Col
onial Club. Captain Coghlan, of the Ra
leigh, sent a letter of regret. Captain
Lamberton, of the Olympia, left the city
to-da- y on official business after he had ac-
cepted the invitation of the club.

About seventy-fiv- e club members and
guests attended to-nigh- t's dinner. The
naval guests were Capt. Frank Wildes, of
the Boston; Capt. Asa Walker, of the Con-
cord; Captain N. M. Dyer, of the Balti
more; Lieutenant Commander R. T. Hall
and Bradley Fiske, of the Petrel, and
Lieutenant Solln Gibson, of the Boston.
Jacob G. Schurman, president of the Phil
ippine commission, was also a guest.

Captain Coghlan wrote his regrets, mak
ing reference to the fact that less than
two years have elapsed since the battle of
Manila bay, yet "two of our seven have
crossed the silent river." He continued:
"We give, and glory in giving, all the
honor to the squadron that destroyed Cer- -

vera's squadron and in not one lota want
we their glory dimmed, but to compare
that destruction of a running squadron.
two-thir- ds beaten before it came out, for
it knew from the work of Dewey at Manila
what it had to expect and came out with
the Idea of Its own death, to compare that.
I say, with the work of the squadron under
Admiral Dewey at Manila, his glorious
cutting adrift from everything, carrying
nls base with him; no refuge In case of
defeat, passing the batteries and mines
at the entrance of the bay, hunting the
powerful enemy In his chosen position,
protected, as was well known to the ad
miral before he went there, with as many
guns ashore as our squadron could bring
to bear from the sips, and in spite of such
drawbacks utterly annihilating the enemy:
cowing his force in the far East, by one
stroke gaining a colonial possession larger
than the whole vest Indies group; to
compare any other of the war with that.
is. It seems to me, to belittle the work
of our great admiral."

President Schurman said In part: "The
victory or our commodore and captains
made us responsible for the Philippines.
The vastness of the responsibility is
enough to appall us. As I ponder over it
I seem to see a solution In a small body of
American officials carefully selected and
highly trained, with a permanent tenure of
onice and promotion for men, who shall be
animated by the spirit of our naval cap-
tains. You hear nothing or almost noth-
ing of politics In the navy. Since our navy
entered the Philippine waters there has not
been an Instance of an officer abusing his
power to oppress. Injure or ill treat the
natives. The navy Is, I think, our highest
embodiment of love and honor and devotion
to duty for the sake of honor and duty
and nothing else. The spirit of the navy
must, I say, animate our civil service in
the Philippines. Think of the Filipinos as
a 'nigger or an 'injun,' and you will never
know him and can never rule him. Treat
him as a man like yourself and all things
are poslble to you. Our .civisl adminis
trators must learn from our naval officers
the art of dealing with, men of other races
and with them in the admin
istration or their affairs."
