Mlle. Elsa Ruegger, who made so favor-
able an impression at the Symphony con-
cert Monday evening, spent a great deal
of her leisure time with the daughters of
Mr. Adoiph Schellschmidt, of Bast Ohio
street. Miss Ruegger and Miss Pauline
and Bertha were students at the Brussels
Conservatory, and Miss Pauline spoke en-
tertainingly of her artist guest. “We were

curious to see her and see if she had
changed, but she is just as modest and un-
assuming now as when she was in Brus-
sels. She and her mother are charming,
and made many friends here, not saying
anything about her numerous admirers.
They are typical Germans. Elsa does just
as her mother bids her, and asks her what
ghe shall play. In fact, her mother is not
only chaperon but also manager. Her
mother told us Eisa was to play for Em-
peror William, but owing to his illness at
the time the concert; was postponed. In
the meantime her accompanist left for
Paris, where he had an engagement. One
evening while they were dining the Em-
press called to see her and said the Em-
peror was better and wanted to hear her
play. ‘She must not leave Berlin without
playing for me,” were his words. While
Elsa was prearing her toilet her mother
sought an accompanist, but had some dif-
ficulty in finding one. When she secured
one, however, the Empress ejaculated, ‘Gott
sie dank.” The imperial carriage called
and took them to the palace, where she
was Kkindly received. Her performance
made such a favorable impression that the
Emperor presented her with a brooch of
diamonds and rubies, which she wore at
the concert Monday evening. Her success
before other European courts and with
artists like Petschnikoff, Hambourg and
Lachaume you already know., One of the
most Interesting things her mother told us
was her apparent predestined predilection
for "cello. When but a child of four years
she was given a toy violin and soon mas-
tered the rudiments of the diatonic scale,
but instead of holding the violin as custom-
ary she insisted upon sitting down, rest-
ing her little instrument on the floor like
a 'cello and played on it in this position.
No amount of coaxing could muoke her
play otherwise and a real ’'cello replaced
the violin a few years later.”

The first rehearsal of the Oratorio So-
ciety Monday evening was well attended,
and much interest was shown in the Men-
delssohn part songs taken up for rehearsal.
The volume and quality of tone was very
creditable for a first rehearsal, and gives
evidence of careful cholice in membership.
Those desiring to join this organization

should .present their names to the direcior,
Mr. B. Frank Croxton, 442 North Pennsyl-
vania street, to-morrow, or at the reheargal
to-morrow evening at the Third Christian
Church, Thirteenth and Ash streets. Mr.
Croxton, the conductor of the society, is a
young man who has made music his life
work. After finishing college in Kentucky
he went to New York when but seventeen
vears of age, and for five years was a
pupil of the best teachers in the metropo-
lis. He has sung with success under the
direction of Anton Seidl and Walter Dam-
rosch, and has made oratorio work a
special study. The first work to be taken
up for rehearsal will be Hadyn's master-
piece, *“The Creation.”” To every musiclan
this composition is sacred and is always
studied reverently. It is a work of such
stupendous import, masterful construction
and intense purity that it is not astonish-
ing to read that it was not commenced un-
til Hadyn was in his =sixty-fifth vear, and
required two years for its completion. The
religious fervor of this oratorio i{s made
clear in Hayvdn's own words: “Never was I
so pious as when composing ‘The Creation.’
I knelt down every day and prayved God to
strengthen me for my work.” Upon its
completion and after directing its first pub-
lic :rehearsal he said: “One moment I was
as cold as ice, and the next I seemed on
fire, and more than once I feared I should
have a stroke.” This was due, of course,
to his solicitude, but the acclamation with
which it was received at that time is still
ringing down the years of time, and
“Papa” Hadyn's inspired work is the goal
of all sacred musical thought. ‘“The Heav-
ens are Telling,”” one of the greatest and
best known choruses in the oratorio, will
be taken up for rehearsal to-morrow even-
ing. Coincidentally, this week contains the
168th anniversary of the composer’'s birth,
he being born at Rohrau, a village in lower
Austria, March 31, 1732.
