April 16.-F- our per-
sons are dead and two are dangerously
wounded at the mining town of Windmer,
near here, as the result of a drunken row
In a saloon there last night. One Italian
Is charged with the wholesale crime, but
It Is believed he Is already beyond the reach
of the law, as a man answering his descrip-
tion was ground under a train at South
Fork this morning. The dead are:

JOHN HALVERSEN, a Swede.
D P. M'CAULEY, an American.

GUST GRIEYHACII. a Slav.
SAMUEL SHIVES. an American.
Some of these are victims of a revolver

and some of the deadly stiletto, the two
wounded men Thomas Kipling and "Jerk"
Buckwalter both being wounded with the
latter Instrument.

The row occurred at the home of a
French woman known as Mrs. Steux until
a couple of weeks ago, at which time she
married an Italian. The place has been
known as a "speak-easy,- " or unlicensed sa-
loon, and has been frequented by both for-
eigners and Americans employed In the
mines of the Berwind White Coal Com-
pany. Yesterday seems to have been a
banner day but no particular
demonstration was made until about 10:15
p. m., when a man emerged from the door,
.crying out that he had been stabbed, ran
a few rods and then fell over dead on the
street. He was followed by a second and
then a third. The fourth man who was
killed died in the house, and the two
Wounded men were found there. There
were a dozen 'or more men In the house
when the affray . occurred, but none of
them can be found, and it is impossible to
learn even the name of the murderer orany facts concerning him beyond that he
wore a slouch, hat, slightly creased. It Is
believed he would naturally flee toward
Altoona. however, and as South Fork Is
on the road there it is generally thought
that he was the man killed this morning.
Mrs. Steux and two other women, who
were Inmates of the place, are under arrest
and the place is being guarded by men with
Winchesters.

Various stories are afloat as to the cause
of the row, but the women refuse to talk.
One story is that Mrs. Steux angered the
murderer by giving too much attention to
other men: another that the fight was over
a game of cards, and a third that it was
the result of bad blood over the strike at
the Horatio mine. The town Is in a state
ef wild xcltement. Hundreds of people
suirounded the house and the pools of
blood on the streets where the men died.

Hough treatment will probably be ac-
corded to the murderer If It proves that he
Is still alive and if he is caught. The fact
that he was able to do so much execution
without himself receiving harm is ac-
counted for on the theory that he was
probably the only one of the party armed,
and that he was perhaps nut so drunk as
the others.

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KENTUCKY GOVERNORSHIP CASG
DOCKETED IX SUPREME COUIIT.

Advanced by the Justices, and Each
Side Given Four Honrs for Argu-

ment Two Weeki Hence.

AGREED STATEMENT PILED

PLEA OP COUXSEL FOR PROMPT COX-SIDERATI- OX

OF THE CASE.

Dual Government In the niaejfrnss
State and Affairs Generally In

a Chaotic Condition.

WASHINGTON. April 16. The case in-

volving the Kentucky governorship was
docketed in the United States Supreme
Court to-da- y. The court advanced the case
tc, be heard on the 30th inst. and gave each
side four hours for argument. .

A brief statement by counsel for both
Taylor and Beckham was also filed, asking
for an early hearing. In this agreed state-
ment it is set forth that both Taylor and
Beckham, as Governor, John Marshall, as
Lieutenant Governor, on the Republican
side, and L. H. Carter, as president pro
tern, of the Senate, and John B. Castleman,
as adjutant general on the Democratic
side, are each and all claiming the right
to and are actually attempting to exer-
cise the powers of the respective offices
severally claimed by them, thus producing
great confusion in Kentucky by reason
of the doubts as to which of the persons
named has the lawful right to exercise
the authority pertaining to the several of-

fices named, all to the great Injury and
detriment of the people of the State.

The agreed statement then continues as
follows: "Thus, under the Constitution
and the laws of Kentucky, the Governor of
the State, in addition to being charged gen-

erally with the duty of seeing that the laws
are faithfully executed, la also specially
charged with the duty and invested with
the power of filling many important of-

fices in the State by appointment, some
by original appointment, and others by
appointment to fill vacancies; and also
with the power to Issue commissions to
many officers, whether appointed by him
or elected by the people, and also with the
power to issue pardons and to remit fines
and forfeitures.

'Both plaintiff in error, William S. Tay-
lor, and defendant in error, J. C. W. Beck-
ham, are claiming the right to perform
all the functions of the aforesaid office of
Governor, and each of them is attempting
and has actually attempted to perform
many of the said functions, such, for ex-

ample, as issuing pardons and filling of-
fices by appointment, etc. Some of the of-

ficers of the State recognize the acts of
tho plaintiff in error, William S. Taylor,
as the lawful acts of the Governor of the
Stato and refuse to recognize similar acts
by defendant in error, J. C. W. Beckham;
while other officers of the State recognize
the acts of J. C. W. Beckham as the law-
ful acts of the Governor of the State and
refuse to recognize the acts of William S.
Taylor as such Governor. Among other of-
ficers whom the Governor is authorized and
required to appoint are the offices of the
eleemosynary institutions of the State, and
each of the said two claimants to the of-
fice of Governor has attempted to fill said
offices, and- - some persons recognize the
authority of the appointees of one of said
claimants to the offices and refuse to rec-
ognize those of the other, and vice versa.

"By reason of all these facts, and others
which might be enumerated, it is of the ut-
most importance to the people of tho State
of Kentucky that the question of the right
to oillce involved in the aforesaid litiga-
tion be determined. The question of law
involved in said causes are of very great
and grave Interest and Importance, involv-
ing the nature and extent of the powers
ot an election contest tribunal and the
powers of the judiciary with relation
thereto."

Mr. Louis McQuown appears as attorney
for Beckham and others of the Demo-
crats, while Helm Bruce appears as at-
torney for Taylor and other Republicans.
Mr. Bruce presented the above statement
of facts. While he was speaking, the chief
Justice asked him if he did not expect the
question of Jurisdiction to be raised and
whether he did not also expect a motion
ti dismiss. Mr. Bruce replied that both
were probable, but that there was such
confusion in the State that all were anx-
ious for a decision during the present term
of the court and that the course under-
taken was apparently the only one open.
"If," he added, "the court should sustain
the motion to dismiss for lack of Jurisdic-
tion that result would, of course, end the
controversy." If the opinion on such a mo-
tion sho'ild be adverse to dismissal It
would then, he added, be too late to hear
the case on its merits. After Mr. Bruce con-
cluded his statements the ca?e was as-
signed to hearing on the 30th inst.. and
four hours allotted to each side for ar-
gument.

Governor Taylor, of Kentucky, spent to-
day conferring with legal and political
friends. Including Senator Debne. on hiscase in the Supreme Court. He did not call
on the President, and as yet. at least, has
arranged no appointment at the WhiteHouse.

ALBANY, N. Y., April 16. Former Gov.
John P. Altgeld, of Illinois, was the prin-
cipal speaker to-nig- ht, at the banquet given
at the Stanwix Hotel, by the Bimetallic
League of Albany county, in honor of the
anniversary of the birth of Jefferson. He
responded to the toast, "What Would Jef-
ferson Do?" The attendance was large.
Here are a few extracts culled from his
speech:

"The foundations of the Republic are
shaking, and the altars of liberty are
crumbling. Dirty fingers are laid on the
Goddess of Justice, and soiled hands are
pillaging the temple of humanity.

"The effort to secure privilege and to
maintain private monopoly in city and in
nation is not only robbing us but rotting
us down.

"In America enterprise has come to mean
exploitation, and patriotism has become a
new name for plunder.

"Finding the government such a profit-
able aset, these private monopolists have
taken possession of it. They seek to control
caucuses, conventions and elections. They
control legislation, they own courts, andthey dictate to the President of the United
States. Naturally, they select men with no
convictions to do their rear stair work andbetray the public, and they have brought
to the front a race of men who make de-
ception their business and duplicity theirstock in trade.

"These men are mere creatures. They do
not rise to the dignity of politicians, buthave tho impudence to sit in chairs once oc-
cupied by statesmen. Through this class ofmen the functions of government havebeen perverted, and from being tho pro-
tector, it is being made the despoller of thepeople.

"At the dictation of the combines, thecourts, which were Intended to protect thecitizen in his rights, have been used tostrike down trial by Jury, that bulwark ofliberty for which the English-speakin- g peo-
ple have shed more blood than for any onething.

"Although living in a republic, vet, in-
stead of being governed by the people andaccording to law, the corporations havehad established for their convenience, gov-
ernment by Injunction, and according tothe whims or prejudice of an individual
who acts as their creature and imprisons
American citizens at pleasure.

"Time changes, men degenerate nnd par-
ties rot. Cant Is at a prpmlum and hypoc-
risy passes for coin. The creed of KingGeorge has become the platform of Mc-Kinley and Mark Hanna's dollar sign
breeches has become the flag of the Repub-
lican party.

Alleged Synopsis of the Platform to
De Adopted by the Philadel-

phia Convention

NEW YORK, April 16. A convention,
which promises to be absolutely devoid of
rny feature will be held In this city to-

morrow by the Republicans to name dele-
gates to the national convention at Phila-
delphia. So distinct is the harmony, it is
said, that there will be no committee on
contested seats, no contesting delegations,
and, so far as can be learned, no objec-

tion to the brief and noncommittal pro-
gramme laid down. The programme reads
like this: Senator N. A. Elsburg will be
the temporary chairman and Representa-
tive James S. Sherman, permanent chair-
man. The delegates-at-larg- e will, It Is un-

derstood, be Thomas C. Piatt, Theodore
Roosevelt, Chauncey M. Depew and B. B.
Odell. The platform will indorse the ad-

ministration of William McKinley, ask for
his renomination and indorse the adminis-
tration of Theodore Roosevelt and other
Republican State officials, and call atten-
tion to the low tax rate.

After the meeting of the State commit-
tee to-nlg- ht Chairman Odell, alluding to
the vice presidency situation, said: "There
should bo no misunderstanding about the
question of indorsing the candidacy of Mr.
"Woodruff. This convention ought not to
fcrmally name any candidate for the vice
presidency, because that might seem to
bind the whole State delegation, without
giving the delegates from the congression-
al districts any opportunity to express their
choice. They can best decide about the
course that should be taken by New York
when the national convention meets. Itmay then seem best to the New York dele-
gation to advance Mr. Woodruff's name.
Ills candidacy has a great deal of strength,
not only here, but in several. other States,
and I should rot be surprised to see him
nominated and his nonlndorsement by the
convention should not be construed as
meaning that the delegates from this State
are opposed to hl3 selection for Vice Presi-
dent."

Senator Piatt to-nig- ht Indorsed the above
statement.

THE REPUI1LICAX PLATFORM.

"What Republican Lender Are Said
to Hare Agreed On.

CHICAGO. April 16. A special to the
Post from Washington says: "Administra-
tion leaders have agreed on the Issues and
articles of Republican faith which will be
incorporated in the national platform to be
submitted to the Philadelphia convention
for ratification. A rough draft, of the Re-

publican party's creed has been accepted
by Republican leaders of the Senate and
Republican national committeemen. The
opening declaration will be a hearty in-

dorsement of President McKinley and a
tribute to his personal management of the
most brilliant military and naval achieve-
ments of the close of the century. Un-

qualified approval will be accorded to all
the administrative acts. The establish-
ment of a gold standard will be dwelt on,
and a plank will be devoted to a renewed
allegiance to the gold standard. The key-

note of the platform will be the expansion
Issue. A strorg, clear utterance in favor
of tho retention of the Philippines and of a
vigorous foreign policy will be delivered.
There will be no positive affirmation of
the right of this government to govern the
Philippines, as that must be left for fu-
ture adjudication. The policy of protec-
tion will be affirmed, and the platform will
pledge the party to the support of the doc
trine of reciprocity. A greater merchant
marine and liberal pension laws will be
demanded and the Monroe doctrine reas
sertfHl.

norted If no action is taken at this session
ol Congress. The developments of the near
future In Cuba and the outcome of the
municipal elections next month will large
ly shape the policy toward that island.
Among other planks In the platform will
be one in favor or an augmented navy.
others in favor of civil service, free home-
steads and restriction on lmmlirratlcn. and
temperance and woman's suffrage also will
have a place in tne piatronn. .

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON, April 16.- -In an inter-

view last night, referring to the TortoRlcan
bill, Representative Dick, secretary of the
Republican national committee, said:

"One of the objects of the tariff upon
Porto Rico's products Imported here is to
establish a right to impose such a tariff
in later years, should it be found neces-
sary. This will be a precedent in our leg-
islation for our new possessions the Phil-
ippines. You must concede that the pro-
posed Import duty 15 per cent, of the Ding-le- y

rates Is merely nominal: within 6 per
cent, of free trade. Back of it is an es-

tablished power and recognized authority
to deal with these questions as shall seem
wisest and best when we know more about
the whole matter, and shall better under-
stand the true situation with which this
country has to deal.

"Porto Rico has but recently passed into
our hands. The island needed immediate
financial assistance which has been
promptly given It by Congress. It will take
at least a year or two before the people
there, through the of their
local industries, will be in a position to
pay much in the way of Internal taxes.
The proposed tariff will be little direct
burden upon them, will all be returned to
them, and it will fill in some measure the
temporary need for supplying funds for
the island's government and development,
and this too In a manner that will be less
burdensome and onerous than if the needed
funds were to be secured through the me-
dium of direct taxation.

"What Torto Rico Is to-da- y we know
what it may become ten or twenty years
from now, under the influence of American
capital and enterprise, we can only con-
jecture. Cotton may be grown there, and
cotton manufacturing may become a large
Industry. Witn cheap Island labor, the
product of our own northern and south-
ern mills could be undersold. Would it be
rlgnt to expose the agricultural and in-

dustrial Interests of these United States
to such competition? If the principle of a
tariff be not now maintained, it might be
difficult, if not Impossible, to impose one
hereafter. Then the Republican party
would be blamed, and justly so, for its
neglect to protect tho Interest of American
citizens on the mainland, and for Its lack
of forethought.

"It may be that the sugar yield there may
grow to such an extent as to curtail the
available market area for our growing
beet industry. j.he same may be true of
tobacco, of vegetables, of oranges, of rice,
of hides and of other products. It Is not
claimed that there is danger to-da- y, but
that there is strong probability of danger
to American Industries through the estab-
lishment of free trade relations with Porto
Rico, a precedent for our policy in dealing
with all our outlying possessions, no one
can deny, after having given the subject
careful investigation. What applies to
Porto Rico applies equally to other pos-
sessions, and who can say what
may develop in that much larger
and equally fertile area in the East,
with its abundance of cheap labor. This Is
what we must guard against. Without a
precedent and the established right to im-
pose a tariff upon any of the products of
our island possessions, the United States
may In years to come feel the effect of
such lack of legislation to a very serious
degree.

"The nearer tho tropics the cheaper the
cost of production. With the exception of
a very limited number of articles, the Ha-
waiian island trade pays the Dlngley tariff
rate. Why have not the same objections
been raised with reference to the Hawaiian
islands, that are now being given so much
prominence In the discussion of the Porto
Rlcan policy? The analogy is not com-
plete, and yet the principle Is the same.
No harm will be done to Porto Rico by the
proposed tariff, which is only 15 per cent,
of that which the Hawaiian Islands pay,
and even that will come 'mainly from the
pockets of the sugar and tobacco trusts,
and all of It will go back to the Porto
Ricans. "

"By the adoption of this legislation,
future protection will be assured to Ameri-
can interests In case It be needed from that
source, or against the Philipines, or against
the Danish West Inuies, should we acquire
them, or any outlying possessions. An
ounce of prevention is worth a pound of
cure, and Jt is best not to fix a precedent
that will abolish a right which maintains
our national policy. Moreover, the Re-
publican party will not be committed to
the policy of free trade, as Is bo earnestly
desired by the Democrats."

GOVERNOR ALLEN'S PLANS.

Will Start for Porto Rico Toward the
End of the Week.

WASHINGTON. April 16. Mr. Allen, the
newly-chose- n Governor of Porto Rico, is
arranging to leave Washington for San
Juan toward the end of the present week.
He will be accompanied by Mrs. Allen and
their daughter. The trip will be made on
the United States ship Dolphin, Captain
Southerland, which Is now lying at the
Washington navy yard. It Is Governor Al-

len's intention to make this a flying visit.
He will set up the new civil government
and, Inside of three weeks, will return to
the United States to arrange his private af-
fairs.

The President and Secretary Long have
determined that the inauguration of the
civil government in Porto Rico shall be
marked with as much pomp as is befitting
an event of that magnitude. Therefore, the
United States wiH see to it that there is at
San Juan, on the occasion of the inaugura-
tion of the first American Governor, a dig-

nified and impressive ceremony that will fix
the event in the minds of the people. The
United States ship Dolphin, which will car-
ry Mr. Allen to San Juan, will enter the
harbor there escorted by the entire North
Atlantic squadron, under the command of
Rear Admiral Farquhar, on his flagship
New York. The squadron Is now at Ber-
muda and will time its movements so as to
arrive off the north coast of Porto Rico
about the time the Dolphin Is sighted.

Governor Allen will be inaugurated at
San Juan on May 1, and General Davis, the
military Governor, will turn out all of the
United States troops under his command in
honor of the occasion. The ships of the
squadron will Are salutes, which will be
answered by the shore batteries. There will
be some speeches and at night the fleet
will use their electric lights and there will
be general illuminations.

After setting up a civil government and
conferring with General Davis, Mr. Allen
will return to the United States to arrange
his private affairs, returning to Porto Rico
on the Mayflower. The crew for the May-
flower will be drawn from that of the De
troit, which has been ordered home from
Chlrlqul lagoon, Colombia. The Detroit will
be sent to Portsmouth, X. H., where she
will be put out of commission. It is the
purpose of the Navy Department to make
some repairs on the Detroit in this navy
yard, the extent of which cannot be stated
until a naval board of survey has examined
the ship. It is thought that there will be at
least a year's work on the vessel, v

It cannot be learned that anything has
yet been done toward selecting a uccessir
to Mr. Allen is assistant secretary of the
navy, though Secretary Lonj is giving the
subject consideration.

Erased from the Chicago Tres-byte- ry

at Ills Orrn Request.

OVEETHRE TO THE ASSEMBLY

.

WHICH IS ASKED TO CONSIDER RE-

VISION OP THE STANDARD.

Dr. Gray, of the Interior, In Favor of
A Brief Evangelical Creed to

Which All May Subscribe.

CHICAGO, April 16. With only one dis-

senting vote 'the report of the committee
to which was referred the request of Dr.

Newell Dwlght Hlllis, of Brooklyn, that
his name be erased from the rolls of the
Chicago Presbytery was to-da- y adopted by

that body at its regular meeting. The
questions of Presbyterian doctrine raised
by Dr. Hlllis in his now famous sermon at
Plymouth Church, Brooklyn, did not. how-

ever, have any bearing on the acceptance
or rejection of Dr. Hillis's resignation.
The committee, which was composed of
Dr. McClure, president of Lake Forest
University, and Drs. Chichester and Nott-ma- n,

reported that It had had further cor-

respondence with Dr. Hlllis on the subject,
and that In his second letter the Brooklyn
divine had again asked that his name be
erased from the rolls of the presbytery'.
Dr. Hillis's first letter, the committee re-

ported, allowed for differences of interpre-
tation, and as circumstances did not admit
of the proposition that a personal Interview
be held with Dr. Hlllis he was written to
In regard to a right interpretation of his
letter. Dr. Hillis's request, therefore, that
he be allowed to withdraw from the Juris-
diction of the Chicago Presbytery was
simply a matter provided for in the book
of discipline, and without any debate the
report was adopted.

The report of the committee admitted
that Chapter 3, Sections 3 and 4 of the
Presbyterian Confession of Faith were
"sources of embarrassment, and not re-

garded as essential. The threatened dis-

pute over Dr. Hillis's resignation out of
the way, the presbytery, by a unanimous
vote, adopted a set of resolutions Intro-
duced by Dr. Herrick Johnson, president of
McCormlck Theological Seminary, overtur-In- g

tho General Assembly to appoint a
committee to report on the general ques-

tion of Presbyterian creed. Dr. Johnson ex-

plaining that the resolutions did not com-

mit the presbytery one way or the other
on the disputed questions of doctrine. The
resolutions follow:

"In view of the widespread misunder-
standing of what the things are that are
most surely believed by our beloved Pres-
byterian Church, and

"In view of the archaic forms in which
some of the doctrines of our church have
expression in the historic Confession of
Faith, and

"In view of the gross misrepresentations
cf our faith that claim to find their Justi-
fication in these existing forms,

"We, the Presbytery of Chicago, do over-
ture the General Assembly to appoint a
committee to take into consideration this
whole matter of a restatement of our doc-
trinal standard, and to report to the next
assembly following what, in their Judg-
ment, should be the action of our church
on this subject."

The report of the committee on Dr.
Hillis's resignation after expressing its high
appreciation of the attractive personality
ar.d the brilliant intellectual gifts ana use-
ful ministry of Dr. Hlllis, continues of fol-

lows :
"The Presbytery admits that the words

of Chapter 3, Sections 3 and 4 of the Con-
fession of Faith as quoted by Dr. Illllia
are to certain minds a source of misunder-
standing and embarrassment. But it also
calls attention to the fact that subscription
to them Is simply a subscription to the
'system of doctrine as taught In the Scrip-
tures.' It also admits that the words ns
quoted by Dr. Hlllis are not deemed neces-
sary and essential to the integrity of the
creed. Neither the church nor the commit-
tee appointed on revision of the creed by
the General Assembly In 1892 regarded
these words as necessary and essential to
the Integrity and form of calvlnlstlc doc-
trine. Inasmuch as the letter of Dr. Hlllis
in which he announced his demission from
the ministry was presented to the Presby-
tery under Chapter 7, Section 53, reading
as follows: 'If a minister not otherwise
chargeable with an offence renounces the
Jurisdiction of this church by abandoning
the ministry or becoming independent or
Joins another denomination not heretical
without regular demission, the Presbytery
shall take no other action than to record
the same and erase his name from the
rolls. And Inasmuch as Dr. Hlllis has
made formal alterations In his letter so as
to state his request in the language of the
provisions of the discipline, the Presby-
tery now makes record of the fact that
Dr. Hlllis has renounced Its Jurisdiction
and with affection, but agreeable to his
wish, erases his name from the rolls."

Should Mnke a Clinncr.
CHICAGO. March lß. Dr. W. C. Gray,

editor of the Interior, has prepared fot
this week's Issue of that paper an editorial
in which he announces that the Interior
will advocate a movement to substitute a
brief evangelical creed of the Presbyterian
type of thought and expression for the
Westminster Confession of Faith. Ho
gives five separate reasons for that de-

mand. Speaking of the subject Dr. Gray,
said last night that the churches in Scot-
land relieved themselves of objectionable
statements In the confession by adopting
a supplementary and än explanatory state-
ment, which thus became their working
creed. The Presbyterian Church of Eng-

land set the confession aside and formu-
lated a new brief creed, which is now tho
doctrinal symbol of the church. Dr. Gray,
spoke cf the ineffectual steps taken ten
years ago by the Northern Prcsbyteriaa
Church to revise the confession, and de-

clared that people now demand brevity,
clearness and simplicity in doctrinal state-
ments. "While the Hillis incident did not
create a demand for a brief creed," he con-
tinued, "it revealed a degree of misunder-
standing and confusion that needs clearing
up."

Must Xot Mix In Politics.
PARIS, April 17. The Jvomo correspond

dent of the Temps in a dispatch that has
almost official significance says: "Tha
papel decision prohibiting the Assumption
ists from continuing the editorial manage-
ment of the La Croix was arrived at after
a solemn conclave of bishops and cardi-
nals. "Hereafter no religious congrega-
tion will bo permitted to take any part la
politics. This decision is binding upon
Catholics all over the world. Including tho
American Paullsts."

Another Alleced Heretic.
NEW YORK, April 16. It Is reported
