Business Is Not Up to Expectations
and Plants Are Shut Down in Con-
sequence—Loenal Markets Firm.

The New York stock market, after mak-
ing an indifferent struggle all day against
the forces of depression yielded all around
in the last hour and closed under severe
pressure and with prices on a rapldly de-
scending =cale. Transactions were large
all day and the railroad list made a con-
siderable show of strength in the opening
dealings, but there was heavy selling in

the iron and steel stocks. But some of the
railroad stocks were bid up confidently in
the face of vicient declines in this group.
Missouri Pacific was buoyant and carried
. the whole of the SBouthwestern group with

it. This stock went to 61%¢c, and its in-
fluence promised at one time to overcome
the reactionary forces, but It fell suddenly
to Thursday's level and the whole list fell
heavily in sympathy. No definite news
was forthcoming to account for the weak-
ness of the ifron and steel shares beyond
the assertions that the large selling was
for account of important inside interests.
Wall street is confident that the selling or-
ders In these stocks come from Chicago
and the West and liguldation in Union
Pacific and other Western railroad stocks
is attributed to the same interests for the

purpose of protecting thelir holdings in the
steel stocks. Union Pacific was the first

of the rallroad stocks to show acute sym-

pathy with the demoralization in the metal
stocks.

Late in the day a rumor took form that
there was to be extenslve shutitng down
of plants In the great metal companies on
the ground of over-production, in anticipa-
tion of business during the early part of
this year, which had not materialized.
American Steel and Wire and Federal Steel

Jed the decline In puint of actlvity and
weakness. At the extreme declines in the
oup were Tennessee Coal and Iron, 9;
eel and Wire, 8%; Federal Steel, T7Y;
American Hoop, 4%. There were a few
raliroad stocks besides the Southwestern
g7oup, which made a stand against the
weakness, but the majority of railroad
stocks closed at from 1 to 2 points under
Thursday's last prices. There was a gens
eral feeling that the advance in prices on
the strength of the general outlook had
about reached its limit. It had been hoped
that last week's reaction would bring in
new buyers and result in a new upward
movement In prices. The fallure of the
early efforts to-day to get prices up caused
disappointment and uneasiness and when
began to erumble, large speculative
oldlnn were thrown over. The absence
of initiative from the London exchange,
which was closed, deprived the market of
a usual sustaining force. The course of
the money markets in London and Berlin
gives little prospects of support for Ameri-
ean securitie=s there and causes some un-
easiness for the future of those markets
throughout the financial world.

Heavy showers during the forepart of yes-
terday checked some lines of trade, but orders
brought in on Saturday by travellng salesmen
were liberal, and to fill them kept the dry goods
houses, the grocers and leather dealers quite
busy.

May Corn Also Advanced, but Oats De-
clined=Lard Higher, While Pork
Lost Ten Cents a Barrel.

CHICAGO, April 16,.—The wheat market
was qulet but firm to-day, inuuenced by
foreign damage reports, the corn strength
and beter foreign bids, May closing e
over Saturday. May corn closed %c up
and May oats %c depressed. At the close
provisions were from 5¢ higher in lard, to
10¢ lower in pork.

Wheat was rather qulet all the session,
as the foreign markets were still closed
in celebration of Easter. Foreign bids were
reported improved and New York had
twenty-three loads taken for export. The
cash business was moderate, a demand
from millers absorbing about 50,000 bu. At
the outset the market was easy be-
cause needed rains had fallen in the West
and Southwest, but the corn strength
caused a reaction of sentiment among
shorts and Initial figures proved to be the
lowest of the day. The rally was further
aided by a report that Chili would have to
import wheat owing to heavy damages
to the domestic crop, and another from
Kieff, southwestern Russia, reporting seri-
ous damages there. A further considera-
tion pointed out was the probability of a
decreased acreage in the Northwest, where
farmers are supposed to favor planting to
raise high-priced flaxseed. The visible de-
creased slightly and the other statistics
were about as prepared for Saturday.
Primary receipts were 58,000 bu, compared
with 386,000 bu last year. Atlantic port
clearances in wheat and flour were equal
to 250,000 bu. Minneapolis and Duluth re-
celved 406 cars against 608 last week and
306 a year ago. Local recelpts were 45 cars,
one of contract grade. May opened g@'ic
under Saturday at 664@66%c, advanced to
B6% @eh7%c, declined to 66%G66%c, and then
rallied, closing firm 3%c higher at %%c.

In corn the deal was largely local. The
market was firm the greater part of the
day, but not very animated. The rain,
which was regarded as favorable to the
wheat crop, was viewed from the corn pit
as a thing which would delay planting
as well as hindering the movement, The
increase in the visible of 1,770,000 bu ecaused
a dip following its announcement, but as
its offerings thus made were readily ab-
sorbed, the market reacted and closed firm.
The cash demand was generally reported
slow, although one firm claimed to have
sold eighteen loads for export. Receipts
here were 412 cars. New York reported

thirty cars taken for export. May =old

The oats market was dull and weak all
day.
