The Republicans of Indiana nominated a
ticket at Tomlinsoa Hall, yesterday, that
mus certainly carry the State at the com-
ing election. It Is a ticket composed of men
of high character, recognized ability and
men who, will make an aggressive cam-
paign.

The second day's session of the conven-
tion opened yesterday morning with as
much enthusiasm as characterized its close
cn Wednesday evening. There was an im-

mense crowd In attendance, larger if pos-
sible than on the opening day. People be-

gan pouring into the hall before 8 o'clock,
and within an hour every available bit of
space in the hall was in use. The east bal-
cony, reserved for ladles, was packed. The
stage was crowded and the lower floor of
the hall was bo crowded that the police
and eergeants-at-arm- s were almost un-

able to get around.
On the stage were Governor Mount, Se-

nate Fairbanks and several of tho Repub-
lican representatives in Congress. After a
spirited rendition by the band Chairman
Hanly called the convention to order a
few minutes after 9 o'clock. The delega-
tions nearest the stage were those from
the Tenth, Twelfth and Thirteenth dis-

tricts. The Seventh district delegation, in-

cluding Marlon county, occupied a posi-
tion about the center of the hall. Gen. R.
8. Foster, chief sergeant-at-arm- s, was on
hand with a large force of assistants, and
there was also a detachment of police in
the hall. Chairman Hanly had consider-
able difficulty in calling tho delegates to
order.

BISHOP M'CABE'S TRAYER.

Thy peo-
ple, and we recognize this land as Thy gift
to have and to hold it and to possess it andto consecrate It forever to be the home of
civil and religious liberty. We thank Thee
for the great men Thou hast raised up to
be the leaders of the people, for the men
who have been trained by providence and
fitted for their high duties, so that victoryhas come to us in every conflict and we
have marched still forward to the leader-ship to all nations of the earth."Surely a little one has become as thou-sands, and the small one as a strong na-
tion. May a sense of our high obligation
rest upon us continually.- - and sense of ut-ter dependence, upon Thee. God of ourFather, be with us still, God of Abraham,
God of Jacob. God of U. S. Grant and Wil-liam McKinley be wtth us still. Help us asa nation to fulfill our high destiny. May we

TELEGRAM FROM BEVERIDGE.
On account of a severe cold which Chair-

man Hanly contracted a few days ago his
voice almost gave out again yesterday
morning, and early in the proceedings he
turned the gavel over to representative
Hemenway. Representative Landls also
presided part of the day. After the prayer
the band played "America," and the big
audience Joined In singing. At the close of
the hymn a telegram was handed to the
chairman from Senator Beveridge. It read
as follows:

"Give to the Republicans of Indiana In
convention assembled my fraternal greet-
ings, and say to them that nothing but the
continued illness of Mrs. Beveridge would
keep me from meeting them face to face
to-da- y. We go forth on a campaign of cer-

tain victory, led by our great captain, Wil-

liam McKinley, the last President of the
nineteenth and the first President of the
twentieth century. We fight to perpetuate
the prosperity his administration has
brought to the country; to hold the domin-
ions our soldiers' blood has won for the
Nation to make the Republic the greatest
of all the powers on earth. No nobler pur-
poses ever commended a political party to
the Judgment of patriotic citizens. Say to
the Republicans of Indiana that when the
conflict is on I will be with them, battling
at their side for the honor and welfare of
the Nation and the onward march of the
American people."

The balloting for Governor then began.
There were six candidates, as follows:
John L. Griffiths, Seventh district; James
S. Dodge, Thirteenth district; W. T. Dur--
bin. Eighth district: W. S. Haggard. Tenth
district; E. G. Hogate, Fifth district; Frank
B. Posey, First district.

The name of Frank B. Posey was placed
in nomination by a First district delegate.
II. H. Hanna placed John L. Griffiths in
nomination. A. L. Clark, of Danville,
presented the name of E. G. Hogate.
Charles L. Henry, of Anderson, placed
Colonel Durbln's name before tho conven-
tion. S. Vater, of Lafayette, presented
Mr. Haggard's name. Colonel Dodge's
name was presented by Charles Miller, of
Goshen.

On the first ballot Marlon county was the
only county that did not give its candidate
Its full vote. The county cast 115 for Grlf
fiths and one for Durtln. Johnson county,
Marion's sister county in the Seventh dis
trict, gave its solid vote for Griffiths,

The Second Ballot.
When the second ballot began It was ap

parent that the Hogate and Haggard
forces were beginning to scatter. Colonel
Dodge also seemed to be losing some votes
on this ballot, while Griffiths and Durbin
began to show steady gains. Marlon coun
ty gave Griffiths the same vote a solid one
with the exception of the delegate who
voted for Durbin. In the Montgomery
county delegation, on the second ballot,
Griffiths gained four. This is Governor
Mount's county. It had been understood
that this county would at the proper time
come out solid for Mr. Griffiths, and sub
sequent developments showed that It did.
On the first ballot its vote was divided
among nearly all of the candidates. On
the second ballot Benton county, which
cast Its first vote solid for Haggard, being
a part of his district, gave him only seven
and gave Griffiths and Hogate one each.

With the uncontested places out of the
way the struggle for supremacy in the race
for nomination for reporter of the Supreme
Court began in the convention hall. The
names of Jesse W. Weik, Leroy W. Nash
and Charles F. Remy (present incumbent
of the office) were placed in nomination,
and then began a contest which proved al-

most as interesting and exciting as that
for the gubernatorial nomination.

When Marion county was reached in the
call of the roll for votes the first real
trouble was started. The Instant the coun-

ty's vote was announced by Chairman
Harry B. Gates, Ed Logsdon Jumped to his
feet and cried out excitedly, 'I challenge
the vote of Marion county!" Mr. Logsdon
was Joined by Senator R. O. Hawkins and
several other delegates and in a few min-

utes utmost confusion prevailed.
It was with great difficulty that Acting

Chairman Watson was finally able to se-

cure a call of the roll of the entire Marion
county delegation, 116 in number. The call
had not proceeded far, however, when
Senator Hawkins raised the question that
a proxy is not legal unless It contains a
revenue stamp. The chair decided against
him on this point and the roll call pro-
ceeded.

The Second Ballot.
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By the time the second ballot for re
porter of the Supreme Court was reached

the convention' had worn out two or three
chairmen and James F. Stutesman, of
Peru, was the presiding officer. As soon as
the chairman called for the second ballot
L. B. Nash, of Tipton, arose and said he
desired to withdraw from the race, as it
was apparent that he would be unable to
win. He thanked his friends for their sup-

port. This left the contest to Charles F.
Remy, who was seeking the renomlnation,
and Jesse Weik, of Greencastle. On the
second ballot the delegation divided the
vote it had given to Nash between the
other two candidates, and it did not take
long to demonstrate that Mr. Remy waa
getting the best of the division. Marion
county, which had given Remy 54 votes on
the first ballot, increased the number to C6

SEVERAL VILLAGES 3UBNED

WHOLE CHAUDIERE FLATS AFLAME
AT OXE TIME.

One Stretch of Fire Seven Miles Long:
Only Two Lives Known to

Have Been Lost.

OTTAWA. Ont, (April 27. Five square
miles of territory burned over, more than
2,500 dwellings, factories, mills, rtores and
other buildings destroyed, entailing a lost
estlirated to reach $20,003,000, and between
12,000 and 15,000 men, women and children
homeless Is a summing up of the havoc i

wrought by the fire which has been rtglng
at Hull and In Ottawa since 11 o'clock yes-

terday morning and at midnight was not
completely under control.

Most of the lumber piles in Ottawa and
Hull have disappeared and are now mere
heaps of charred wood and ashe. Half a
dozen churches and schools, a number of

mills, the Hull water works, the Hull
courthouse and Jail, the postoiPce, the con-

ventalmost every business place and
about 1.000 dwellings and shops in Hull
have been destroyed. Indeed, practically
nothing of Hull Is left but a church and a
few houses beyond it.

The spot where the fire originated is

about a Quarter of a mile from the
main street of Hull, and, as a gale
was blowing frora the northwest right
in the direction of the lumber piles
and mill on both the Hull and Ottawa
shores of the Ottawa river and Chaudlere
Flats, it was soon seen that the Are was
almost certain to be a largo one. By 11:21

o'clock the lire had got a good hold of
Main street and the entire street, with
dozens of cross streets, was burned. Prac-

tically, there is not a houe left in the
street. About this time the fire made a
jump of nearly half a mile and ignited
Eddy's wood yard, near the natch factory.

.It was soon in flames, and the fifty-mlle-an-ho- ur

gale which was blowing drove a
high column of flame across Bridge etrcet
and set fire to the Eddy paper mill and tho
other buildings of the company. The fire

at this time also sprang across the Ottawa
river and caught the sheds in the rear of

the Mackay Milling Company, on Victoria
island, and In a few minutes the lumber
pile3 on Victoria and Chaudlere islands,

one of the power houses of the Ottawa

Electric Company, the Victoria foundry and

half the buildings on the two islands were

in flames,
OTTAWA, Out., April 26, 8:30 p. ra.-- The

city of Hull has been burning elnce noou

to-d- ay and all that remains at the time of
writing is a small corner in the cast end

of the city and before long it, too, will bo
In ashes. There are few houses standing in
the suburbs of the burned city. Hull had a
population of about 12.000 people and rnoro
than half of them are homeless to-nig- ht.

The entire business part of the city, In-

cluding the courthouse, posto.Olce, public
buildings and newspaper offices is one mass
of ruins. The population ia almost entirely
composed of people who work In tho mills
or who derive their business from those
works.

The fire crossed the Ottawa river in the
afternoon, took hold among the lumber
piles on the brink of the river and extended
to the lumber yards and mills. The result
is that the whole of that part of Ottawa,
known as the Chaudlere fiats, surround-
ing the Canadian Faciflc Railway station,
where the lumber mills are all located, is ,
