Will Spend Money Lavishly.
The contemplated expenditures the pres-

ent year on not only the leading roads of
the country, but on less Important roads,
bear out the assertion of the Journal,
made some months ago, when It quoted
President Ingalls, of the Big Four, as say
ing that the action of the roads in increas-
ing rates was compulsory In order to make
needed improvements In roadbed and equip-
ment and necessary repairs. During the
period of low rates that prevailed last year
and the exceedingly heavy traffic the trans-
portation lines were compelled to take
money that should have been used for that
purpose to pay dividends and Interest, and
now that the Improvements are necessary
Increased revenue is demanded. The add-
ed cost of material does not seem to deter
the railroads from going ahead and spend-
ing money with a lavish hand. A year
ago the improvements could have been
made at much less cost, as will be noted in
the following increase In material used in
the construction of railroads: Steel rails
have doubled in value; bridge material has
increased 73 per cent.: structural and tool
steel, 75 per cent.; lumber, 60 per cent., and
coal and other fuel, 25 per cent. Labor
has Increased In value owing to the great
demand, and many railroads. In order to
hold their employes, have voluntarily In-

creased wages. Railroads are barometers
and measure existing conditions more ac-
curately than any other known means.
When times are good the railroads prosper,
but when the period of prosperity ends the
railroads are the first to feel It.

third week of April $305,763.87, an increase
over the corresponding week of 1899 of
$26,287.43.

R FLAGMAN'S HARD LUCK

HE HAD A XAimOW ESCAPE FROM

DEATH AND AVAS DISCHARGED.

Pjr nn Accident He Derailed a Svrltch
Engine and Then the Trouble

Desnn in Earnest.

An unusual accident happened near the
Capitol-avenu- e crossing of the Union Rail-
way tracks between 2 and 3 o'clock yes-

terday afternoon, and but for the prompt
action of a Vandalla engineer it might
have been much more serious than it was.

Flagman Wills, employed by the Union
Railway Company, sat on a switch block at
the east end of the Vandalla freight house,
enjoying the perfect weather. Suddenly he
looked up and saw an engine backing east-

ward on one of the other tracks. It was
an I., D. & W. passenger engine, making
up a train. The flagman, from long train-
ing at once thought of the crossing. He
turned quickly about to see If a vehicle or
pedestrian were approaching, and in doing I

so lost his balance. The switch block was
only about three feet from him, and the
flagman naturally reached for something
to save h'mself from falling. He reached
out frantically and caught the lever with
which the switches are turned. He natur
ally gave the lever a Jerk In trying to right
himself, and this threw a switch. Unfor-
tunately it was the one on which the I.,
D. & W. engine was approaching.

In another instant the engine had struck
the switch, and tne old flagman was horri-
fied to see it leave the track. He was so
amazed and startled at what he had done
that he seemed to lose hU wits. He stood
in the middle of one of the tracks gazing
at the derailed engine. So distressed was
he with the situation that he did not ob-
serve a Vandalla passenger train bearing
down on him from the west. The train
was one of the fast ones and was due at
the station at 2:40. It was probably run-
ning at the rate of fifteen miles an hour,
when the engineer discovered the old flag-
man in the center of the track, standing
a3 if nailed to the spot and apparently
unaware of his danger.

The fireman rang the bell and the en-
gineer blew the whistle. Shriek after shriek
arose from the approaching engine, but
still Flagman Wills stood there as if rooted
to the spot. Finally the engineer found
that the old man was not going to move,
and he realized that he must act hastily.
The reverse lever was brought into instant
use and the airbrakes were applied with a
violence that almost unseated a trainload
of peopl- - Some of the passengers, it is
said, were thrown from their seats by the
sudden change In the speed of the train.
Flagman Wills, as soon as the train
stopped, realized what was going on. About
this time Superintendent ZIon. of the Union
Railway Company, arrived on the scene,
and as soon as he learned the details of
the curious accident he proceeded to dis-
charge Flagman .Wills.

Charles Bushong brought suit against
the city of Indianapolis yesterday for $3,000

1, 1803, and that he has never been dis-
missed in the manner named in the city
charter. lie says that he continued In
service until Jan. 1. 1834, when a successor
was appointed without his legal dismissal,
and that he continued to report regularly
for duty until May 1, 1S94, when he secured
temporary employment at other work. He
avers that he was occasionally called upon
to do work in the capacity of inspector
until Aug. 23, 1S94, but since that time he
has not been employed by the city.

He charges that, the city has refused to
pay him his salary, since Dec. ,23, 1893, and
that $123 Is due him from that date until
May 1. 1S04. His salary was fixed at $100

a month, and he says that the other em
ployment he was forced to accept only pays
$60 a month, a loss to him or $40 a montn,
and on account of this loss the city is now
indebted to him to the amount of $2,300, in
addition to the debt of $123.

the company refuses to pay the policy.

He Is Bound Overdo Grand Jury Po
lice Court Cases.

The court
held that the officers waived the right to
object to pay the claim when they collect
ed the dues, knowing the business he was
engaged In. -

Loan Association, for an accounting, that
was to have been heard in Room 3, of the
Superior Court, yesterday, was continued
until the first Monday in June.

AN EXHIBIT AT BOSTON

SHOWING THE Y. 31. C. A. EDUCA
TIONAL WORK DONE IN INDIANA.

The Two Days Session of the Secre
taries and Physical Direc-

tors Concluded.

The eleventh annual conference of the
secretaries' and physical directors of the
Young Men's Christian Associations of In
diana came to a close with last night's
session. The second day's session began at
the Statehouse yesterday morning at S

o'clock with devotional exercises, led by
Samuel Clark, of Elkhart. The association
then took up the matter of Indiana sending
an educational exhibit to the jubilee con
vention to be held In Boston In 1901. After
an earnest discussion of the matter the as
sociation decided to send a representative
exhibition of all historical and educational
work that ha? been carried on by the as
sociations of Indiana and the following
committee was appointed to prepare the
exhibit: J. W. Burns, of Fort Wayne,
chairman; Phillip Bevis, of Lafayette, and
P. B. Williams, of Indianapolis.

A paper on "Bible Study Problems" was
read by J. W. Burns, of Fort Wayne. He
reviewed the actual work that ' had been
accomplished by the associations of Indi
ana and said that, although it was good, it
was not up to what it should be. He em-
phasized the necessity of securing compe
tent teachers and advocated smaller and
more numerous classes.

At the afternoon session the committee
on athletics decided to hold the athletic
meet at Terre Haute, June 15, and recom
mended, that the half-mil- e, mile and five- -

mile bicycle races and tennis be added to
the programme. G. W. Knepper read an
Interesting paper on "Our Boys and treat
ed his subject under the following heads:
(1) There will always be plenty of boys;
(2) of intrinsic value; (3) has been and is
neglected. He advocated the development
of a companionship between the boy and
good men and insisted that the boy- - should
be taught how to sa'e. and. finally, he
should be taught how to be saved.'

A paper on Memberships Old and
New," by C. B. Jamison, of Terre Haute.
was followed by a lively discussion. He
emphazied the necessity of having the
members work more and the secretaries
less.

At 6 o clock a supper was served at the
association building by the members of the
Indianapolis association to the members of
the visiting associations.

vll'.e. on "The torward Movement." The
paper dealt mostly with the difficulty
which confronted the home associations in
supporting the foreign secretaries.
