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British minister to China, with the Tsung
LI Yamon, five foreign ministers demanded
a safe conduct for their servants and their
people; notifying the Tsung LI Yamen that
they could no longer maintain their rela-
tions with the government. The answer
was: "Certainly not. "What otHer an-

swer could be expected In a civilized coun-

try 7" This was followed by an Increase of
the forces around the gates, and the next
night widespread Incendiarism. This In-

cendiarism prevailed among the foreign
residences. The massacre of native Chris-

tians and other friends of foreigners was
also common. The buildings of the Amer-

ican missions, the customs, the mess quar-

ters and a number of other structures were
destroyed. The guards alone saved the for-

eigners, who, it Is stated, are huddled in
legations, very short of food and deserted
by native servants.

LI ORDERED TO PEKING.
Latest Chines reports state the Empress

has ordered Liu Kung Yih, Chang Chi Tung
and Li Hung Chang to hasten to Teking.
They will probably find an excuse for de-

clining. The latest edict against the riot-
ers especially avoids mentioning the Box-

ers.
Berlin and St. Petersburg dispatches as-

sert that Russia and Germany have com-

bined for common action in China. It Is
reported that a high Russian personage
Is going to Berlin to arrange details, and
that Russia does not wish to compromise
hopelessly her relations with China with a
rupture which would be only to the ad-
vantage of other powers.

Dispatches from Tien-Tsl- n, received in
Berlin, say that the Boxers entered Pe-
king on the evening of June 12, destroyed
several missions and attacked the lega-
tions, but were repulsed with the aid of
Maxims. No Europeans were reported
killed. The attitude of the Chinese troops
towards the Boxers was uncertain.

All is quiet at Shanghai, but trade has
been disrupted. It is stated that 7,00)

Americans are coming from Manila and
that large forces of Japanese are also en
route. The wires south of Tien-Tsl- n have
been cut and the city is telegraphically iso-
lated.

According to a special from Vienna, it 13

stated in diplomatic circles there that the
question of intervention is under discussion
by the powers. It is proposed that Japan
shall act as mandatory of the powers and
re-establ- ish order in Peking and elsewhere.
This, it is said, emanates from England,
and it is supported by Germany and Aus-
tria, but It is doubtful if Russia and France
will agree te the proposition.

St. Petersburg reports that communica-
tion between Kal-Ga- n and Peking has been
Interrupted.

WILL SE.D MORI: MARINES.

Ship May Leave Manila on Monday If
Kempff I Not Heard From.

WASHINGTON, June 16. Unless tele-

graphic communication with Admiral
Kempff Is restored speedily a fast vessel
will be ordered to proceed from Manila to
Taku for news.

Secretaries Hay and Root held a confer-
ence with the President this afternoon
regarding the sending of troops to China.
The conclusion reached at the conference
was that If communication with Kempff Is
not hed within a reasonable time
forces will be dispatched from Manila to
reinforce the American contingent. Pre-
liminary Inquiries are being made to see
what can be done in the way of preparing
an expedition. An inquiry as to what con-

stituted a reasonable time failed to secure
a definite answer, but the Impression was
conveyed that unless Kempff is heard from
by Monday, troops or a naval contingent
will be dispatched from Manila.

Not a word of news came to the State
Department to-d- ay from Minister Conger,
who has now been cut off from communi
cation since last Tuesday. Even the United
States consuls in North China ports were
silent. 'Admiral üerapff has not been heard
from since yeaterday. This ab-enc- e of off-

icial rt-portf- t has given rise to a grave
apprehension. It was expected there might
be delay In hearing from Minister Conger,

. but In the case of Admiral Kempff an early
report was looked for, and it is feared the
officers of the foreign fleet at Taku have
been prevented from reaching the cable
station there, either by the open hostility
of the Boxers or by the sinister orders of
the Chinese government.

Yesterday Admiral Kempff was called on
by direction of the President for an explicit
statement of the situation and his needs.
It was for him to say whether he required
reinforcements and troops. If he is cut off
from reply, then the government must act
without waiting much longer. Of course,
in that case, it woula have to proceed on
the theory that an additional force, both
ships and troops, perhaps, is needed.

The element which advocates the use of
troops at once Is finding strong support in
the apparent Inability of the relief column
to reach Peking. They argue that sailors
and marines are well enough In operations
along the se&coast, but that they are help
less In a hostile country, away from their
base.

SITUATION IS PERILOUS.

Native Convert nnd Servant of For
eigners Mnrdered.

LONDON. June IS. What with the re
ports coming through Tien-Tsl- n that the
Boxers have massacred a number of na
tive converts and servants of foreigners in
the east city of Peking, besides burning the
Catholic Cathedral at Teking, the situation
in the "far East appears perceptibly graver.
To add to the difficulties comes the news
this morning that telegraphic communica-
tion between Shanghai and Tien-Tsl- n is
Interrupted. Consequently the prevailing
uncertainty as to the facts and possibili-
ties of the position will bo accentuated.

It is generally recognized now that the
position of the foreigners at Peking Is per-

ilous, as there is but a short step from the
massacre of the servants of foreigners to
the killing of the foreigners themselves.
"If a mr.ssacre is averted," says the Spec
tator, "and the palace reduced to seeming
obedience the grand difficulty will be to
decide on the next step. The powers can
neither encamp permanently in Peking nor
leave until It is established that the gov-

ernment is prepared to respect interna-
tional obligations and able to hold China
together. If anarchy breaks out in China
the object of the powers is defeated. The
failure or success of the present movement
may involve a series of wars of which no
man can see the end." Continuing, the
Spectator suggests that an egress from the
present impasse must be found In the ap-
pointment by the representatives of the
powers of a competent vizier, as has so
often been successfully done In other east
ern crises. Otherwise the hideous calamity
of China falling to pieces may in a few
months be exciting the cupidity and over-
taxing the capacity of all the ruling men.

Commenting on the supposed hesitation
of the United States to actively participate
in the movement to suppress the Boxers,
as reported in cable dispatches from "Wash
ington, the Statist says: "No European
power will misunderstand the present hes
itation of the United States and jump at
the conclusion that American feeling and
opinion may be disregarded. The United
States will undertake military operations
In China as it did against Spain if the pro
tection of its citizens require them, or if
the powers threaten to exclude American
merchants from their rights in China ac-
quired by treaty. Unless the ministers
muddle matters Great Britain can reckon
on Japan and the United States maintain-
ing, even by force, the policy of the open
door in China."

A Cabinet meeting held to-d- ay under the
presidency of Lord Salisbury was concerned
almost wholly with the situation in China.

MASSES NOT AXTI-FOREIG- X.

Chinese Who Sit in Illffh Flaces Mak
ing All the Trouble

NEW YORK, June IS. The American
Bible Society has received a report from
Charles F. Cammon, one of its representa
tives in Tien-Tsl- n, North China, concern-
ing the disturbances there. "There has
been in the north," Mr. Cammon says, "ex
treme drought, sufficiently severe to alarm
the government, and as a result the crops
have failed and famine has come to great
masses of the people. The distress has been
so great that probably hundreds of able- -
bodied men, deprived alike of work and
food, have turned highwaymen, tearing tho
clothes from well-dresse- d travelers, de
priving women of their trinkets, and mak-
ing travel dangerous. Two great secret
societies have been looting and destroying
the homes of, native Christians in Shan- -

Tung, and threatening to kill or drive from
tha country all foreigners, openly defying
the soldiers sent to suppress them. Some of
the missionaries have their compounds
filled with native Christians whose homes
have been destroyed and themselves made
destitute. One native pastor is now on his
way to Tien-Tsl- n, hiding by day and jour
neying by night, to escape capture and de
capitation at the hands of the rioters, who
are everywhere seeking him. Although our
missionaries have thus far remained at
their posts, in order to encourage and, so
far as possible, to protect their nocks, they
are in constant danger. In these and other
troubled regions our colporteurs have con
tinued to labor, and with success, only one
case of persecution coming to my notice.
Two of our men were set upon by a party
who were out with the rain god praying
for rain, and after beating and mocking
them they tore their clothes and burned
their books. They were not severely in
jured, however, and upon demanding to see
the local official the crowd collected and
gave them a sum sufficient to replace both
books and clothing. There has also been
a great change in the attitude of the offi
cial and educateu classes toward foreigners
and foreign books since the failure of the
reform party and the fall of the Emperor,
particularly in and about Peking. This is,
of course, due to tne attitude or tne lum- -

press dowager, as in tne noting in bnan- -

Tung and elsewhere; and it has inspired
renewed and Ditter opposition toward
Christians, Christian books, foreigners, and
western learning generally. It is those
who sit In high places who are persistently
closing heart and mind to the light of
truth, to reform and progress, while the
poverty-stricke- n people or low estate, ror- -

rotten by their own countrymen, are turn
ing to the missionaries for help and guid
ance.

RUMORS OT COXFIR3IED.

Nothing Known at Washington Con
cerning Riots in Peking.

WASHINGTON, June 16. Nothing has
been heard here from any official source
to confirm the alarming reports of the de
struction of the embassies and legations
in Peking, and in view of the fact that
the government itself Is not able to open
communication with the scene of the
troubles tho officials are inclined to doubt
whether private enterprise could do more.
In other words, they do not believe the re-
port. Minister Wu, of the Chinese lega
tion here, called at the State Department
this afternoon, but he declared that he was
without any advice from his own govern
ment and said hl3 visit to Secretary Hay
had reference to a personal matter.

The unconfirmed and unofficial rumor that
Baron Von Ketteler had been killed soon
spread to diplomatic circles and caused
great uneasiness as the erroneous state
ment got abroad that the State Depart
ment had received confirmation of the re-
port. As a matter of fact neither the State
Department nor the German embassy knew
anything of it. The rumor was none the
less disquieting, for aside from the grave
international aspect of tuch an act Baron
Von Ketteler is intimately known, having
been for several years secretary of the
embassy at Washington.

The only dispatch received to-da- y was
one to the British embassy announcing that
Japan would send a small additional force
of soldiers and marines to Tien-Tsl- n. This
is a mixed regiment which is about to em
bark at Yokohama. It will include cavalry
and artillery with corps of engineers, sap
pers and an ambulance party. The en
gineers and sappers are counted on as be
ing capable of helping in the field in the
expedition forces now In China.

The following cablegram on the same
subject was received this evening at the
Japanese legation from the Japanese gov
ernment at Tokio: "The situation in north
China is daily growing more serious. The
imperial government has consequently. In
addition to the neet already at Taku. de
cided to dispatch a military force of about
1,000 men to Tien-Tsl- n to strengthen the
hands of the Japanese minister in China.
The latter is acting In full concert with
the other representatives of the powers."

The report of the destruction of the em-
bassies and legations at Peking was fol
lowed by many telegrams asking the State
Department for Information. Some of
these came from Iowa, tne nomc oi aim- -

lsti Conirer. and some from friends and
relatives of the other persons connected
with the United states legation at renins.
Urz. EiliTrta. tlstsi of Mr. Center, czlhl
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in person at the department to inquire Into
the truth or the story. Tne department
was obliged to make answer in each case
that it had no news and that it could not
confirm the report. It was apparent that
the officials did not believe that the United
States legation had been burned and they
were only sorry that they could not make
a denial upon authority.

It is said at the State Department that
according to the la.st reports there were
at the Unled States legation besides Mr.
Conger, his wife and daughter, at least
one lady visitor. Secretary of Legation II.
G. Squires, of New York: W. E. Baln-bridg- e,

of Iowa; Lieut. L. Key, naval sec
retary, and F. D. Cheshle, interpreter.

Inauirv at the War Department concern
ing the communication facilities at the
scene of the trouble developed the ract
that cable communication ends at Shang-
hai. From Shanghai a telegraph line runs
up to Tien-Tsl- n. there branching off into
lines, one to Taku on the coast or re-ni-- Ll

gulf, and the other continuing up to Pe-
king. If, as reported, the line between
Tien-Tsl- n and Taku has been cut, com-
munication with Peking would not be in
terrupted, but thi3 would explain tne
absence of any word within the last twen
ty-fo- ur hours from Admiral Kempn at
Taku. Minister Conger's silence, too, might
be the result of a like hapenmg to tne
line from Peking to Tien-Tsl- n, for it is
Improbable that if the Taku-Tien-Ts- ln line
has been severed, the Boxers would leave
the remaining means of communication
open. Any interruption south of Tien-Tsl- n

would shut on! the very heart of the
trouble from the outside world. As stated
above, Shanghai is the nearest point to
Peking that can be reached by cable. It
is hardly possible that the deep sea cables
themselves should be molested and Shang-
hai itself thus cut off, but the latter is so
distant from the direct scene of conflict as
to be of little avail as a basis of commun
ication if the inland wires are intercepted.

Discredited nt Paris.
PARIS, June 16. The Foreign OfUce

views skeptically the dispatch from Hong-Kon- g

announcing the destruction of the
foreign legations at Peking and points out
that as telegraphic communications witn
Peking are cut, the news should be taken
with prudence.

TO AVERT GENERAL WAR.

Effort to Induce the Povrera to Act
Harmoniously In the Far East.

WASHINGTON, June 16.- -It is learned in
authoritative quarters that the negotiations
relative to the Chinese crisis have led to
a discussion of the larger subject of so
adjusting and harmonizing the action of
the several powers interested as to main-

tain complete equilibrium and assure the
continued peace of the world. The French
authorities have been particularly active in
urging that one of the prerequisites of any
action was to see that it tended toward
maintaining the balance between the coun
tries interested in the East, and there Is
reason to believe the representations have
had considerable Influence In keeping any
one of the several nations from putting
a preponderating military force in China,
a course that would open the way to gen
eral international disturbance.

It is said that the operations of the
Boxers are rolling up a heavy bill of dam-
ages against the Chinese government and
that this will be tho subject of a strong
demand for Indemnity by the United States
as soon as order is restored in China. It
is held that under the terms of our treaty
with China, not only are American mis-
sionaries entitled to the protection of the
Chinese government, but even their native
converts. Acording to the doctrine that we
have laid down in the case of the British
missionaries' claim, the Chinese govern
ment can be held responsible for outrages
committed against Amerlc&n citizens, even
in times of rioting, if the government
troops, its agents, fall to respond to call
or participate themselves in the rioting.
This is said to be the case with the Boxer
disturbances. The particular treaty pro-
visions covering the cases of the American
missionaries and their native converts Is
unique. It is contained lnArtlcle 20 of the
treaty of lSo9. It is as follows:

"The practice of the Christian religion,
as professed by the Protestant and Roman
Catholic churches, is recognized as teach
ing them to do good and to do
to others as they would they should
do unto them. Hereafter those who
quietly profess and teach these doctrines
shall not be harassed or persecuted on
account of their faith. Any person, wheth
er citizen of the United States or Chinese
convert, who according to these tenets,
peaceably teaches and practices the prin-
ciples of Christianity shall in no case be
interfered with or molested."

XO KEED OF INTERVENTION.

Opinion of Chinese Ambassador at
Berlin German Ofllclal View.
Copyright, 1900, by the Associated rress.

BERLIN, June 16. The correspondent
here of the Associated Press saw the
Chinese Ambassador at Berlin to-da- y.

Through an interpreter he said: "I have
had no news whatever from the Chinese
government about the Boxers rebellion.
The Boxers are a mere rabble, robbers.
thieves and rascals. There are no scholars,
mandarins or officials among them. The
reports that the Chinese soldiers have
attacked the International forces cannot
possibly be true. The Empress opposes the
Boxers and the troops could not act against
her. The Boxers will soon be suppressed.
They could have been suppressed by the
Chinese troops without landing the inter
national forces. The embassies could have
been protected by guards of Chinese if the
embassies had asked for them."

The above information was smilingly and
self-containe- dly given.

The latest official German news from
Tien-Tsl- n, dated the 15th, Is viewed at
the Foreign Office as corroborative of the
reports that the Fltuation has Intensified
during the week. The Foreign Office con-
tinues to believe that the Chinese govern-
ment makes common cause with the Box-
ers, but does not believe the government
troops attacked the international forces, as
"that would be too crazy a venture."

DOXKR9 IN TIEX-TSI- X.

Have Darned Chapels nnd Are Ter
rorizing - the People.

BERIIN, Jun-- s 16. A semi-offici- al dis
patch from Tien-Tsl- n, dated June 15, read
as follows:

"The foreljn settlements here are ade
quately protected. Bands of Boxers have
eppeared in the native town. They have
burned three chapels and are spreading
terror among tne lnnabitants.

"Two railroad bridges between Tien-Tsl- n

and Lang-Fan- g have been rendered Im
passabl-- s by the Boxers, and the construe
tion train dispatched to repair the destrue
tlon of the railroad near Lang-Fan- g has
been interrupted in its advance to the re
lief of the troops. In the meanwhile the
German detachment has continued to march
towards Peking by road."

L The Tsung Li Yamen (Foreign Office),
It Is added, has sanctioned the entry of
foreign troops Into Peking to the number
of 1.2UQ men.

TROUBLE NEAR WEST RIVER.

In the Canadian House ;of Commons a
bill was introduced by thepremler raising
the poll tax on Chinese from $50 per head
to $100 per head. Sir Wilfred Laurier also
promised to appoint a royal commission to
investigate the whole question of Chinese
and Japanese immigration and report its
findings to the imperial authorities.

At New Orleans yesterday Mrs. Anna
Spuhler shot and fatally wounded a labor-
er named James Carver, who had been em-
ployed by deputy constables to aid In en-
forcing a,writ of ejectment. While Carver
was breaking open the door of Mrs. Spuh-ler- 's

room the woman opened a window
alongside and fired with a revolver, hitting
Carver in the head. Mrs. Spuhler is the
wife of a former prominent physician.

THE CUBAN ELECTIONS

BALLOTING YESTERDAY WAS NOT
MARIwEIJ BY lN USUAL INCIDENTS.

National Party Claim Snccess In Ha-vana-V- ote

Not Counted, bat
Thought to Be Cldie7't'

HAVANA, June 16, 6:1$ p. m. The result
of the election probably will not be known
till midnight, the count of the ballots not
beginning until 6 p. m The day was very
quiet. At 10 a. m. probably half the total
number of inscribed voters had 'cast their
ballots. The election board, nearly all of
which were composed of members of the
National party, were extremely contented,
claiming to be absolutely sure of winning.

The Associated Press correspondent vis-
ited a great many booths, which were clean
and orderly. The Cubans, members of the
boards, were conducting the elections In
exemplary manner, being anxious to show
their fitness for Independence.

Up to 9 o'clock to-nlg- ht General Wood
had received nothing but satisfactory ac-

counts from all parts of the island concern-in-g

the behavior of the people during the
elections. General Lee, General Wilson and
Colonel Whltside all make similar state-
ments. General Wilson particularly char-
acterized the election at Matanzas as a re-

markable exhibition of good sense.
Matanzas, Clenfuegos and Santa Clara

are all recognized as overwhelmingly In
favor of the Republican party. It is not
likely that the results In Havana will be
known before the hour for closing the ca-
ble, but the Nationalists are claiming the
election by large majorities. The adherents
of Mora say that the vote was very close.
Mora claims that his chances were hurt
by the issuance of 20,000 copies of a circu-
lar during the morning. In this circular
Mora is quoted as saying that after an in-
terview with General Gomez he had de-
cided to resign. Later in the day Mora
issued a denial of the circular.

"White Cnbnns Successful.
SANTIAGO DE CUBA June 16.-- The

first Cuban election passed without the
slightest disturbance in this province. In
this city there was only a small vote and
only one ticket, on account of the with-
drawal of the National party a week. ago.
The white Democratic ticket was unan-
imously elected and the same party was
successful throughout the department.
Probably not 20 per cent, of the legal elec-
tors voted. Senor Ginan was elected to
succeed himself as mayor of Santiago de
Cuba. He is a friend of Governor Castillo,
who organized a successsful campaign and
will probably eventually favor annexation.

Clilcagroons Have a Stuffed Elephant
in a Baggage Car.

CHICAGO, June 16. This city was to-d- ay

the center of the Western rush for the Phil-
adelphia convention. Three large organ-
izations identified with the Republican
party in Cook county started for the
Quaker city to-da- y, and hundreds of dele-
gates and people from the Western States
passed through eri route for the conven-
tion. The Hamilton Club of Chicago, two
hundred strong, started at noon over the
Baltimore & Ohio. The members carried
with them a stuffed elephant, which occu-
pied nearly half of the baggage car. In
Philadelphia they will be the guests of the
Young Republican Club. A portion of the
North Dakota delegation and others from
that State, together with Richard .Yates,
Republican nominee for Governor of Illi-
nois, and Governor Shaw, of Iowa, accom-
panied the club. The Cook county. Repub-
lican Marching Club, to the number of
three hundred, left later in the day over the
Baltimore & Ohio. The Marquette Club
delegation, two hundred strong:, departed
over the Wabash, occupants of a special
train.

The Colorado delegates, accompanied by a
brass band, left for the East Jate this aft-
ernoon on a special train. The Minnesota,
"Wisconsin, Nebraska and upper Michigan
delegates, with their friends, will leave
here to-morr- ow over the Baltimore & Ohio.

AT THE WHITE HOUSE.

Manx Delegates and Politicians Call,
but Few See the President.

WASHINGTON, June 16. The ante rooms
of the White House fairly swarmed to-d- ay

with politicians who had stopped oft in
Washington on their way to the conven-
tion in Philadelphia. Although among
them were not a few of the party leaders,
the visitors had little opportunity to con-
verse with the President, and those who
did broach the subject of the convention
did so warily and got no intimation from
him as to his personal choice for the second
place.

Secretary Hitchcock accompanied a large
Missouri party, including D. M. Houser,
J. L. Minnes and D. L. Dyer. Theodore
Brewer, one of the district delegates, was
a delegate to the Republican convention
which renominated Grant at Philadelphia
twenty-eig- ht years ago. Senator Cullom,
of Illinois, with some Illinois delegates.
Representative John C. Arne, C. B. Hitch
and F. E. Coyne, were also with the Presi-
dent a few moments. Senator Cullom said
he had no choice for Vice President and
added that the nominee should be a man
of such qualities as would fit him beyond
ciuestlon to perform - the duties of chief
magistrate should necessity arise.

Mr. Hermann, commissioner of the Land
Office, introduced three friends from Ore-
gon McCammant, Rufus S. Moore and H.
K. Ankeney. The President expressed to
them his gratification over the manner In
which Oregon had acquitted herself in the
recent election, but the delegates responded
happily that Oregon would do better this
fall.

Col. J. IL Burns, who was one of the most
prominent candidates for the Senate in the
recent contest In Kansas, with E. J. Hanna,
a delegate, was escorted by Mr. Curtis, of
Kansas. They are for Dolllver. Senator
Carter introduced two of the Montana dele-
gates F. Forbes and Tyler Worth. They
had not made up their minds on the vice
presidential question.
