MURDER .VXD SUICIDE.

Double Crime Startle Grecnslmrg
Husband and Wife Dead.

GREENSBURG, Ind., June 20.- -A little

before 10 o'clock this morning Orion A-Barl-

shot and killed his wife and blew
out his own brains.

Barlow had been a hard drinker for years
and contributed but little to the support of
his family. Since March 1 he has been
worUng for the Parry Manufacturing Com-
pany, of Indianapoll?, and came here last
Thursday to see his family. His wife told
him that unless he quit drinking she would
have nothing further to do with him. This
worried him, and last evening he came
here, boarded a train for Hope, where his
aged mother lives, and while there told her
that In the morning he intended to come
to this place, kill his wife, and then him-
self." She and her friends did what they
could to iacify him. He was drinking at
the time. ..

This mcrnlng. fearing he would execute
his threat, sne had her grandson, named
Lane, accompany ' Barlow to Grcensburg.
Barlow went to a barber shop after his
arrival, and after being shaved went to the
home of his wife in company with his
nephew.
Mrs. Barlow was working in the kitchen,

and before Lane could rise from the chair
he had taken Barlow fired, shooting her
through the heart. She fell dead, and
Barlow ran Into the yard, but returned
immediately and shot himself through the
head, falling across his wife's body.

The nephew fled at the sound Of the first
shot. The neighbors who heard the shoot-
ing rushed to the house and found both
victims of the tragedy dead.

vesterday when testimony was given that
he had a weapon. The last witness in the
trial was. Miss Berger, recalled by the State
for her testimony in rebuttal. She was
again brought Into court In an invalid's
chair, as she was when giving her first
testimony last week. She told again that
she never at any time entered into the plans
of Jones or consented willingly to any-
thing he did. No limit is fixed at this time
for the argument, so It will no doubt take
tip all of to-morr- ow.

FIXE MATCH FACTORY.

CrnrrfordsTllIe's New Industry Soon
AVI II De In Operation.

CRAWFORDSVILLE, Ind., June 20.-T- he

machinery for the big Independent match
factory to be operated in this city by homo
capitalists has arrived from Europe and la
on the way to this city from New York.

The factory will occupy the buildings
vacated by the Indiana Wire Fence Com-
pany, which was forced to sell by the
steel trust about a. year ago. The match
factory will compete with the match trust
and the management Is confident of hold
ing its own. About one hundred and fiftv
men, women and girls will be employed,
and the factory expects to turn out a car
load of matches a day when running in
full force. The buildings arc very hand
some and have been greatly Improved, ce
ment floors and other innovations tend
lng to make It a model plant.

Most of the laborers will be taken from
this city, only a few expert workmen from
out of the city being employed.

Send to Illinois for Straw.

WABASH, Ind., June 20.-- The Wabash
Faper Company, which in the last twelve
years has not had such difficulty In get
ting straw to keep its big mill here in
operation as during the past twelve
months, is so hard pressed for material
that to-da- y It sent twenty teams and two
hay balers to Mt. Carmel. 111., to begin
hauling and baling straw as soon as the
farmers in Egypt commence threshing.
This straw will be shipped here in large
quantities and it is likely the mill will
have to depend on this source of supply
for several months, as two consecutive
crop failures have caused a straw famine
In northern Indiana.

Fort Wayne Danks Reduce Interest.

FORT WAYNE, June 20. The financial
circles of this city were stirred to-da- y by
the announcement that the Old National
Bank had cut the rate of interest to 6 per
cent. This reduction was promptly met by
the other banks of the city. The cause has
been the plethora of money lying idle in
tne banks. The Trust Company and the
building and loan associations are also
placing loans at the 6 per cent. rate. Seven
per cent., a cut from 8 per cent, a year or
more ago, was the former bank rate here.

OXE KILLED; SEVERAL INJURED.

Casualties Attending a Hotel Fire at
South Dend Yesterday.

The Mor-
rison Hotel, on Vistula avenue, was de-

stroyed by fire this morning. It Is sup-
posed to have been of incendiary origin.
One man was killed, six persons were se-

riously injured and a number of others
received minor Injuries.

The fire started in the rear and was fol-

lowed almost immediately by a terrific ex-
plosion. Instantly a panic ensued and the
guests ran into the corridors, only to find
escape by the stairway cut off by a mass
of flames. Before the department could
reach the scene the fire had penetrated
through the whole building. Mrs. F. Smith
was blown through a window on the third
floor by the force of the explosion, suf-
fering a broken leg and serious burns
about the face and shoulders. Mr. Smith
seized their little child and. leaning far
out of the window, dropped It into the
arms of a fireman, who caught the infant
In safety. Smith then Jumped and escaped
with bad burns. The other inmates of the
hotel were rescued by firemen.

They feel that the question of the location
of the courthouse has at last been per
manently settled and that the struggle for
Its removal which has been carried on for
torty years Is at an end. The interest
which the citizens felt In this contest has
been very great and the number of votes
was the largest ever cast in the county.
In-lS- 2,732 votes were polled, while the
total at the end of yesterday's voting
showed that 2.844 ballots had leen cast.

A detailed examination of the vote shows
that the sentiment against relocation, even
In the northern part of the county, was
much greater than had been supposed. In
Colfax, one of the northern townships, the
vote stood 46 for and 2 against relocation.
while in Brook, one of the candidates for
county-sea- t honors, and where the sentl
ment against Kentland was thought to bo
very strong, only one-four- th of the bal-
lots favored relocation. Enough votes
against removal were cast so that the on
tire vote of Kentland and the surrounding

"In the campus of Mount Holyoke Col-lege, South Hadley, Mass., there lie the re-
mains of Mary Lyons. She had no money
to give, but she had a firm conviction thatsomething should be done for the higher
education of women, and she was willing togive all that she had, her hands, brain andheart, for the elevation of women In Amer-
ica. She became the founder of Mount Hol-
yoke College, and from her foresight anddevotion it takes its greatest Inspiration
to-da- y. The Fentiment which best Illus-
trates the animating spirit of her life isthe famous saying carved on her tomb-
stone: 'There is nothing in the universe
that I fear but that I shall not know allmy duty, or shall fall to do lt. Her life wasa struggle to know her duty and to do it.and it was crowned with success. There Issomething that can be given to society
which Is better than gold or any material
possession, and that Is the lesson of an ef-
fective and consecrated life.

"I would not have you believe that public
life alone, or work for the public good, is
the only channel by which you may erve
your state and generation. It mav happen,
and, of necessity, will happen, that some of
you can best live your lives In a less con-
spicuous, though no less useful way.

"Whatever your profession or calling,
may you learn wisdom, may you bring
something to pass, and may the world be
better for your lives. This Is the prayer,
this is the hope, yea, the commission ofyour alma mater to you to-day- ."

The Buffalo Ordered, to the Far East.
SOUTHAMPTON, June 20. Hurry orders

States training ship Buffalo. All leaves of
absence have been canceled and all hands
have been ordered on board to-nig- ht in or-

der that the Buffalo may be ready to sali
to-morr- morning. Her officers claim
they do not know her destination, but be-

lieve she Is. bound for China. The Buffalo
was scheduled to go to Christiana and
thence to the United States, but the orders
are said to have been revoked. It Is claimed
she has about 700 men on board of her. The
United States cruiser Albany cannot leave
for a month owing to lack of equipment.

A dispatch from Washington on Tuesday
said that the Buffalo, with 300 landsmen
aboard., has been ordered at once from
Southampton to the Philippines.

REPORT FROM COXSUL FOWLER.

Onr Representative at Che-Fo- o Char-te- rs

a Dispatch Boat.
WASHINGTON, June 20. A cablegram

was received at the State Department this
morning from United States Consul Fow-
ler at Che-Fo- o. The consul says that no
communication has been had with Peking
for six days past; that the mission at
Tsang-Cho- w has been looted, but that the
Chinese general carried the missionaries
off In safety to an unknown place. The
Chinese ships in the harbor have left for
the south. The Russians continue to land
troops at Taku. The consul's message was
principally in relation to the restoration of
communication between Che-Fo- o and
Taku. Its contents as described at the
State Department were as follows:

"Consul Fowler say that he has trans-
mitted by the Phoenix (probably a char-
tered vessel) all the communications that
have accumlated there for Minister Con-
ger and Admiral Kempff, there being no
communication northward except naval.
He has also chartered a small steamer,
leaving Che-Fo- o to-da- y at noon for Yang-Chlka- n,

for the rescue of American and
British missionaries. The French consul
from the northwest region of Shan-Tun- g

reports that the Hogan British mission at
Tsang-Cho- w has been looted. It is not
reported that any of the missionaries were
killed, but they were carried off by the
Chinese and their whereabouts is at pres-
ent unknown. The Governor has left Chee-Nan- g.

the capital, for Te-Cho- w. a point
near the coast. Chinese ships have left
for the south. Troops are leaving. Noth-
ing has been heard at Che-Fo- o about the
Peking force for six days."

Secretaries Hay and Root, Assistant Sec-
retaries Melklejohn and Hackett and Ad-
miral Crowninshleld had a long conference
with the Iresident to-da- y. On leaving the
White Hou?e they stated that nothing lud
been heard from Peking, and that tho

There is no doubt that the
officials here regard the Chinese situation
as very crllical and that more vigorous
measures than any hitherto contemplated
are under consideration.

The American minister at Tokio tele-
graphs that two transports with 1,200 men

and one hundred horses sailed to-d- ay from
Japan for Taku; that six hundred Japanese
troops have already landed and that five
Japanese war vessels are now at Taku.
He adds that the Japanese government Is
prepared to send additional forces should
the necessity arise.

A cablegram was, received at the Navy
Department from Commander Taussig an-
nouncing the arrival of the Yorktown at
Che-Fo- o from Taku, where she went with
dispatches from the department.

The navy officials take some comfort from
the report of the French consul at Tsan-Tun- g,

transmitted by Consul Fowler, to the
effect that the missionaries at Tsang-Cho- w

were carried off alive by the Chinese gen-
eral. The hope is entertained that the
missionaries were carried off to insure
their protection, an evidence that the Chi-
nese troops at that point are not acting
with the Boxers. Owing to the vague
character of the French consul s report,
however, it may be said that the above In-
ference is somewhat strained.

It is said at the State Department that
the whole effort of the government at this
juncture is devoted to the
of communication with Admiral Kempff
and Minister Conger. That was the burden
of the talk at the White House conference
this morning, and the action of the United
States consul in Che-Fo- o in promptly char-
tering a vessel to push the government's
messages as far along as possible has in
large part solved the problem. The Phoe-
nix can reach Taku, where Admiral Kempff
lies aboard the Newark, and probably can
get up the river to Tien-Tsl- n, where the
United States ships Nashville and Monoca-c- y

have arrived by this time. Beyond that
point the communication with Minister
Conger must, it is said, be sent overland
by a military expedition.

The Solace, which embarked a full battal-
ion of marines from Cavite about five days
ago, is said to have arrived at Che-Fo- o on
her way to Taku. It Is not possible for the
Solace to ascend the Pei-H- o river above
Taku, so that If the marines are to be land-
ed at Tien-Tsl- n, their original destination."
they must be transshipped in small boats.
Some of the officials are, however, of opin-
ion that since they have come into posses-
sion of Taku the international naval com-
manders will take prompt measures to re-
open the railroad from that point to Tien-Tsl- n

to facilitate the assembling at the lat-
ter place of the international array.

It was declared by the officials to-d- ay

that no additional reinforcements, naval or
military, have been ordered to China. The
gunboats Princeton and Marietta and the
supply ship Zaflro are still lying at Cavite,
ready to sale for Taku at a moment's no-
tice, but the word has not yet been given. ,

The State Department officials do not hes-
itate to give a flat denial to the story from
Rome to the effect that the United States
has suggegsted to the powers the restora-
tion of the young Emperor of China, with
Li Hung Chang as his adviser. The United
States government has made no suggestion
whatever to the powers respecting the res-
toration of the Emperor, nor nas it even
discussed measures for the future govern-
ment of China. All of the exchanges it has
had respecting China with foreign powers
have related solely to the succor of the
legations and missionaries, and the military
and naval matters connected therewith.

Nothing has been received from any of-
ficial quarters confirming the report that
Admiral Seymour's International relief col-
umn entered Peking on the 17th inst. The
report is accepted with reservation, because
the officials assume that the consul at Che-Fo- o

would have ccme into possession of
the news upon the return of the Yorktown
from Taku, and would have promptly In-

formed the department.

FREXCUMEX IX PERIL.

Message from a Consul Describing the
Situation at Ynn-XanF- u.

PARIS, June 20! The French consul at
Mong-Ts- e cables that he has received from
M. Francois, French consul at Yun-Nan-F- u,

the following telegram, 'dated June 15:

"Were attacked June 10 on leaving Yun-Nan-- Fu

and were forced to return to the
town. All our baggage was rifled and the
missions and railroad buildings were
burned, except my residence, where I had
gathered our countrymen, and which we
defended without rifles. After twenty-fou- r

hours the mandarins, having at last taken
measures, I called on them to conduct us
to the frontier, and I expect them to
answer for the safety of the roads. It la
urgent that the government should demand
peremptorily that we be permitted to leave,
as we are like prisoners, but the French
troops in Indo-Chln- a must not cross the
frontier. All the Frenchmen are safe at
the present moment." f

The consul at Mong-Ts- e adds that the
situation there is still critical. Alarms ar
irequent, but thus far there have been no
serious incidents. The dispatch from M.
Francois is a day later than the last
prevlou3 news.

The offlcias declare that no negotia-
tions are proceeding between the powers
regarding the measures to . be ultimately
taken against the Chinese government and
they profess to know nothing in connec-
tion with the story from Rome that the
United States proposes the reinstatement
of the young Emperor. The powers thus
far are confining their communications to
the exchange of actual news received from
their respective representatives in China
"lhe Foreign Office receives daily cables
from M. Cambon. the French ambassador
to the United States, giving the news
reaching Washington in regard to affairs
in China. The action of the powers at
present is devoted to the protection of the
lives and property of Europeans in China
rnd the-restoratio- n of order in that coun-
try, and the French admiral, in com-
mon with the other admirals, has full dis-
cretionary powers to take such steps and
call for such reinforcements as is neces-
sary to secure this end. The United States,
it is asserted here, was at first disposed to
act independently in behalf of her citi-
zens and their interests, but it now ap-
pears the Americans will join the other
powers in police measures. The alleged
change of attitude on the part of the
United States is nowise displeasing to the
French government, which felt that the
developments In China could only tend to
draw closer the relations between France
and the United States, whose aims and
interests there, it is claimed, are Identi-
cal."

DISMEMBERJIEXT OF CHINA.

Timely Article by Charles Denby, an
Authority on the Situation.

NEW YORK, June 20. In the current is-

sue of the Independent will be an article
by Charles Denby, ex-minis- ter to China, in
which he says: "While contemplating the
existing disturbances, it must be remem-
bered that almost always there are riots
or incipient insurrections In China. They
are caused by popular discontent, which
is produced by oeluges, famines and short
crops. The government is held responsi-
ble for these misfortunes and in order to
affect it injuriously the simplest and most
effective method is to attack Christian
converts and foreigners. By the treaties
the converts to Christianity must be pro-

tected in their cult, and the foreign pow-

ers do not fail to go to their assistance
whenever they are attacked. In 1K)7 Ger-
many landed marines and took possession
of the province of Shan-Tun- g. Russia,
which had promised to protect China
against all her enemies, followed suit by
taking Tallen-Wa- n and Port Arthur.
France seized a tract of countrj' in the
south near Tonquin. England, of course,
while always protesting that she was op-

posed to the dismemberment of China, pro-
ceeded to seize about four hundred miles
around Hong-Kon- g and the great fortress
of Wei-Hal-W- et. At this time England
is raising and drilling a regiment of Chi-
nese enlisted In that territory. England
demanded a great concession, but was put
off with the right to work some mines.

"There seems to prevail among the pow-
erful nations smethlng like our senatorial
courtesy at Washington. It is understood
that no great nation shall Interfere with
another great nation while It Is preying
upon a weak and defenseless nation. Each
nation, therefore takes Its turn in de-
spoiling Its weak neighbors. It Is scarcely
to be doubted that If Russia were to take
Manchurln, England would take the Yang-Ts- e

valley; Germany central China and
France the two provinces of which Canton
Is the chief city. What Japan would do

; i problematical possibly she might claim
; the provinces which are nearest to For

mosa, Including the thriving towns of
Amoy and Foo-Cho- w. and possibly she
might fight. The attitude of the various
powers in such an emergency can only
be Judged of from the past. No nation, not
even our own, has objected to the seizure
of Chinese territory by the European po-
wer, just as no nation raised its voice when
England commenced lla war on the South

African republics. Diplomats. all over the
world shook their heads and there w re
many words of muttered discontent, but
International courtesy smothered all crit-
icism.

"After this is all said, there is rvaV.y
somewhere In our natures a sympathy with
the oppressed and against the wrong-doe- r.

Is it improper to say that this feeling will
go out to the Empress? The foreigner
claims that she Is favoring the Boxers.
As, nobody doubts her Intelligence it Is
hard to believe that she Is fostering an
organization whose depredations may cott
her her empire. Prudence, common tense,
honesty all demand that she shall protect
the foreigner against the attacks of the
Boxers. If the Empress is antagonizing
progress. If he Is failing to protect for-
eigners, she is pursuing a mistaken policy.

"All and every possible method should be
adopted to secure foreigners who are law-
fully in China under the treaties absolute
protection. The writer went as far as any-
body ever went in that direction, when
be asked on several occasions authority
from his government to procure thlps to
bombard any town in which a riot against
foreigners occurred. Amid all the smoke
and riots and sensational reports one thing
is certain, the Empress has seized into
her shriveled but strong hands the reins
of government in order to prevent the par-
tition among the European nations of the
empire of China.

LETTER WRITTEN BY MISS TERRY.

American IV o man Who W'nn Reported
to Have Been Killed.

NEW YORK. June 20.-- Mlss Edna Terry,
the American missionary, who is believed
to have been killed in the Boxer rioting
near Tien-Tsl- n, wrote a letter, which has
just been received in Brooklyn, in which
she says:

"We hear so many rumors that we do
not know Just what to believe. I cannot
feel sorry that a change of some kind is
coming. The people, themselves say that
things cannot be vrorse than they have
been, and will welcome any change for the
better. The condition throughou; the coun-
try this year is dreadful beyond power to
express. In even the best years there is
poverty such as we know nothing of in
America. This year there was a failure of
the crops, and as a result many families,
usually In comfortable circumstances were
reduced to want. All around us people
were dying of cold and hunger. Church
members were in a .very destitute condi-
tion. Chaff, peanut husks, sweet-potat- o

vines and all such substances were about
gone. Some had been living on the bark
of mulberry trees, but even such means
have a limit. We will help tide over our
church members and as many more as we
can, but there will be a vast company we
have no means of relieving. Pestilence will
follow in the wake of the famine as an
inevitable result. The people say the." do
not fear the war as much as they fe.ir
starving. But the horrors of the tr. to-
gether will be dreadful. When the st
numbers of Chinese soldiers commence to
flee before their enemies they will spread
all around the country and increase the
devastation.

"It is not much use to write rumors and
predictions. We expect to hear any day
that troops have landed. Even this may
have become fact in history before my
letter raches you. The war will serve to
show the corruption of the whole system
of government, and nothing else could.
Public funds have been, squandered, no
one knows how. I cannot help feeling that
the humiliation of China this time will be
complete enough for them to realize It.
If the present dynasty is not overthrown
now it must be sooner or later, for tho
people have long been dissatisfied with it."

MAXY CHRISTIANS Ml'RDERED.

Mrs. A. P. LoTrrle's Statement of Con
dltlona Near Pso-Tlns-F-o.

SAN FRANCISCO. Cal.. June 20. Mr.
A. P. Lowrle. a Presbyterian missionary,
who has been stationed t Tao-Ting-- Fu

for the last six years, arrh ed here on the
Doric. She reports that on the night of
May 16 many native Christians, principally
women and children, were murdered by the
Boxers while fleeing from Pao-Tlng-- Fu

toward Tien-Tsl- n. This was about ten
miles from Mrs. Lowrle's station, which
was not disturbed. The native Christ's ns
had been attacked on May IS. but success-

An inspired article In to-da- y's Kreuz
Zeltung says: "Prompt and effective meas-
ures must be taken, even if a volunteer
corps from the regular army is sent out,
as the present German forces are insuffi-
cient."

The Berliner Tageblatt, which reflects ths
lew of political circles In Berlin, says: A

We do not doubt that all the
cabinets are Inspired by a determination
to save what can be saved."

The government has ordered the German
consul at Che-Fo- o to estabMsh a postal
service by sea between Che-Fo- o and .Taku
immediately. The gunboat Luchs, which
arrived at Kiel yesterday destined for

The new armored cruiser Fuerst Bis-
marck is under orders to be ready to nail
for Chinese waters within a week.
