HEAVY RAINS CAUSING AN OUT.
., BREAK OF PEST IN NEW PLACES.

HAVANA, June 22.—The unusually heavy

rains that have been falling throughout
Cuba have caused yeéllow fever in places
where it had been unknown for several
vears, Fortunately, except at Santa Clara
and Quemados, the United States troops
have escaped. At Quemados two new cases
are reported among the members of Gen.
Lee's staff—Captain Hepburn, signal offi-
cer, and Major Kean, chlef surgeon. Capt.
Hepburn's case is serious, but Major
Kean’'s i=s light. Mrs. Edmunds, wife of the
late Major Frank H. Edmunds, is con-
valescent., She has not yet been told of the
death of her hushand. Havana has devel-
oped only three cases thus far, in spite of
the gloomy predictions of what would oc-
cur as #oon as the rainy season, from
which the city did not suffer last year, was

really at hand.
E! Cubano says: “The Cubans have a

right to object to the expenditure of money
for sanitary measures intended to protect
the lives of a few Americans, as they do
not themselves take yellow fever. In such
cirecumstances large expenditures cannot be
justified.”

General Wilson, commander of the mili-
tary department of Matanzas-S8anta Clara,

telegraphs ithat the situation at Santa
Clara city has materially improved since
;he troops were ondered out of the city
imits.

General Lee's headquarters at Quemadas
will probably be moved to the camp In the
reighborhoos of Fort Columbia, where the
troops are, or possibly to the site of his
first headquarters at Buena Vista,

Gavernor General Wood will appoint a
commission to investigate all claims for or
against church property, several municipal-
ities having claimed that much property
nominally in charge of the church really
belongs to the people.
