TEST WAS SATISFACTORY

STREAM OF WATER FORCED OVER
THE. STEVENSON BUILDING.

The Water Work Frenre and Ca-

pacity of Engines Sufficient
Officials Pleased.

The recent Investigation of the fire Insur-
ance companies Into the conditions In In-

dianapolis and the ability of the fire de-

partment to successfully cope with a con-

flagration In the central part of the city,
with the view of raising the insurance
rates because of alleged extra hazardous
risks, was the cause of a test of the
water pressure made last evening. The
test demonstrated two things that the or-

dinary fire pressure Is sufficient to carry
the water to the top of the highest build-
ing, tha Stevenson, and throw a good
stream covering almost the entire block,
and that the engine pressure was enough
to carry a stream forty feet higher than
the Stevenson.

Although numerous tests have been made
the one last night was a surprise to those
who conducted it. In the water works pres-
sure the water was carried to the top
of, the building in the standplpe in the
rear. In the engine pressure the stream
was thrown from the Glazier nozzles on
the ground. Engine No. 6 made the record
last night and by so doing disproved the
claim made by the headquarters force that
the headquarters engine was the strongest
In the service. In the test the headquar-
ters engine, which was stationed at Penn-
sylvania and Washington streets, was
able to throw the stream only about two
thirds the height of the Stevenson building.

The engines were stationed on the street
corners for a long time and their presence
attracted a large crowd, many of whom,
being curious, were well drenched by the
water which was unexpectedly turned on
and fell in unknown directions.

The test, it is thought, will have an Im-
portant bearing In the action taken by the
underwriters relative to the proposed rais-
ing of Insurance rates for down-tow- n risks,
ilany local insurance men watched the test
with much interest.- - Members of the fire
department and city officials expressed
themselves as very well satisfied with the
results and said that with such a showing
It was improbable that the underwriters
would decide that Indlanaplls was without
ample fire protection for its business dis-
trict.

HAS A MARTIAL AIR

THE WOODS FCLL OF SOLDIERS AT
FAIRVIEW PARK.

.Military Discipline of the Severest
Kind Is Preserved at

All Times.

ALL THE CO&PANIES IN CAMP

THE 31 EX HAVE TAKEN IP THEIR
DITIES WITH ENTIIISIASM.

Laree Crowds of People Jonrney to
the Park to See the Soldiers

The Daily Routine.

The camp life of Indiana's National
Guardsmen has begun In earnest. By 6

o'clock last evening each regimental ad-

jutant reported to his colonel a full com-
plement of companies, and three hours
later, when Battery B, Fort Wayne, with
Captain William F. Ranke In command,
swung Into Falrview Park, the roll call
would have shown none missing. Alto-
gether there are about 1.9u0 of Indiana's
citizen soldiery encamped In the woods
at Falrview Park. The officers and men
of the three regiments of Infantry num-
ber 1.659, and the three batteries, compos-
ing the artillery battalion, have a com-
plement of something over two hundred
officers and men. Last night the place had
all the air of a military encampment.
Early In the evening there were myriads
of twinkling lights, which from a distance,
made the woods appear as though they
were full of Jack-o'-lantern- s, but a nearer
approach destroyed the illusion. As far as
the eye could see the woods seemed full
of life. Everywhere were to be seen the
boys in blue. The hoarse commands of the
officers could be heard giving orders to
the men. Officers of the guard were
hustling details of men from one place to
another, guards were being changed and
everywhere were evidences of a military
encampment and military discipline.
Guard lines had been established and the
great crowd of spectators who visited the
park in the evening were compelled to
gaze upon the scene from afar. Many

t
attempts were made to cross the lines, but
a warning cry of "halt!" followed by the
ominous click of a rifle Invariably had the
desired result, and the bold civilian Te-turn- ed

to the roadway outside the guard
line.

CRY OF THE GUARD.
The cry of the guard In response to the

officer as he made his rounds seemed as
though It could be heard for miles. Be-

ginning with the guard nearest the of-

ficer the call would be repeated by the
guard next in line until it was gradually
lost in the distance. At 7 o'clock last
night the trumpeter of each regiment
summoned the officers and noncommis-
sioned officers to regimental headquarters.
After a brief consultation with the colonels
of the regiments the men were allowed
to retire to quarters and enjoy themselves
in their own way until "taps" was sounded
at 10:15 o'clock. The colonels of the three
regiments of infantry each paid their re-
spects to the others by formal friendly
calls. .k

The first companies to arrive at the camp
Sunday morning were thos of Indianap-
olis, comprising the second battalion of
the Second Regiment, under the command
of Major Henry T. Conde. The start was
made at 9 o'clock from the corner of Del-
aware and Washingon streets. AH . of
the boys were in high spirits and tramped
all the way to the park singing at tho
top of their voices. They reached the
camp at noon, and it wasn't long until the
tents were up and everything was in apple-pi- e

order. Major Conde was in command
of the camp.

THE CHINESE QUESTION

IS HANDLED CAUTIOUSLY BY COLU3I-H- I

A CLUB MEMBERS.

Views of Senator Hawkins and A-
ttorney General Taylor on

the Situation.

"I am in favor of requesting the Japanese
government to take its troops and go into
China for the purpose of rescuing our min-
ister," declared Senator Roscoe O. Haw-
kins at the Columbia Club last night. Sen-

ator Hawkins, Attorney General Taylor,
Louis Newberger and several other club
members were seated in chairs in the cool
yard of the club, discussing the Chinese
situation. "We might also grant the Jap-
anese permission to draw on us for $20,000.- -
000 or whatever sum they might need to
equip an army for such purpose," continued
the senator, "and they could do the Job a
great deal quicker. If not better, than we
could ourselves."

"Do you think the ministers are alive
yet?" inquired the attorney general.

"I do," said Senator Hawkins, "because
1 believe that the Boxer movement is a
sudden uprising and that it lacks organiza-
tion. I think if the first attack was re-

pulsed, as it seems to have been, the sober
second thought of the Boxers would prevail
over the first impulse to recklessness."

"I am inclined to agree with you on that
proposition," said Mr. Newberger. "I un-

derstand that the better classes in China
are pretty well educated, and I believe they
would have great influence over the im-
petuous ignorant class. I think the United
States minister and the foreign ministers
aro in some place of safety, and that they
are being kept there until this riot blows
over."

"It looks very much as though Secretary
Hay Is preparing one of the greatest moves
the world's diplomacy has ever known,"
said Attorney General Taylor. "I have an
idea that he proposes to send an Amer-
ican army straight through to Peking, se-
cure all the ministers our own and all
the foreign ministers, too and march them
back. If he does that it will be a big
feather in his cap. Why, he will be a big-
ger man than even Grant was."

"Well, that would be a fine move," said
Senator Hawkins, "If there wasn't a big
army of Chinese to contend with. How-
ever, if they have much of a force the
scheme would be suicidal. We haven't
enough men available within reasonable
distance of Peking to cope with a large
armed force. I am Inclined to stick to my
first proposition to call on the- - Japanese
government to do the job and then settle
with them for it In cash. They have a
hundred vessels right now, and are in tho
best position of any nation to settle the
matter quickly."

"I am afraid there won't be such alacrity
among church people to go as missionaries
as there was before this Chinese trouble
came up." remarked Mr. Taylor. "That
will be to the loss of China, of course, for,
leaving the question of giving them a bet-
ter religion in the background, the mis-
sionaries take with them other things
which tend to the advancement of the Chi-
nese: Look at the great work our medical
missionaries have accomplished, and the
methods of civilization which have been
Introduced by them. I have an idea that if
China Is let severely alone by our mis-
sionaries a few years she will be sending
for them in time. Did you ever hear Dr.
Wlshard tell about missionary work In the
far East? Well, it is as interesting as a
romance to hear him talk."

"There won't be much missionary work
done in China for some years to come."
remarked a club member who sat so far in
the dense shade of the yard that ho could
not be recognized.

"This Inactivity of the foreign powers
looks suspicious to me," said Senator Haw-
kins. "I am inclined to think that they
are devoting more thought to the partition
of China than they are to the rescue of
their representatives in the empire."

"Uncle Sam is not doing any worrying
about partition," said Mr. Taylor, "and 1
am glad of it. I don't believe we want to
be worried with any Chinese territory."

SITE FOR A CHURCH.

A special meeting of the congregation
committee of the First Presbyterian
Church was held last night In the parlors
of the church to discuss informally sug-
gestions for sites for the new church.

Shannon would come, but when it became
apparent that other arrangements would
have to be made it was decided
to have a general discussion of
the topic by members of the league.
E. W. Clark led the discussion.
In his talk Mr. Clark attacked President
McKlnley's position on the army canteen
question, saying, among other things, that
It was "notorious and nefarious." Mr.
Clark's father made a vigorous plea for
greater familiarity with the national plat-
form of the Prohibition party. "There is
a little clause rear the end of the platform
which hurts," said he. "I know It hurts,
because I have seen it hurt." He stated
that the clause referred to was that which
declared there are but two liquor parties
In America, the one which favors the de-
struction of the traffic and the one which
favors Its perpetuation. "When that clause
was read to a. little crowd In front of the
Murphy League Hall last Sunday after-
noon." ald he, "one of the Christian min-
isters of Indianapolis exclaimed vehement-
ly: 'That is a lie! That is a lie!' " The
discussion was continued by Mr. Campbell.
Mrs. Brandt and others. Mr. Campbell
created considerable enthusiasm by asking
where the Spaniards got their title to th
Philippines, which they sold to the United

States for $30,000.000. "The Filipinos have
been fighting for independence all these
years," the speaker shouted, "and by whatright did the Spanish government sell those
six or eight million people to us?" "They
sold them to the brewers," exclaimed one
of the younger members, thereby raising
quite a storm of applause.

Little of Interest transpired in the busi-
ness meeting of the league. The treasurer's
report showed a balance of $5.15 In the
treasury, after paying the $3 pledged to the
state Prohibition committee. E. W. Clark
moved that the treasurer be Instructed to
Investigate and find out what rate of rent
could be secured if the meetings should be
held every week instead of the first and
fourth Mondays in each month, as now.
