INCIDENTS OF THE FIGHTING

CHINESE r.l.i:ilS 31 ORK ACCURATE
THAN DOCKS AT LADY83IITII.

Appalling Spectacle of Rain and
Desolation In Tten-Tsl- n Brit-

ish Tribute to Americans.

SHANGHAI. July 23.- -A batch of corre-eponden- ce

from the Associated Press rep-

resentative at Tlen-Tsi- n has Just been re-

ceived here.
Under date of July 13 the correspondent

says: "Most of the American sick and
wounded have been taken in boats to Taku,
where they will embark on the American
hospital ship Solace for the United States."

Describing the fighting on July 11 the cor-

respondent says: "The allies to-d- ay sus-

tained a hundred casualties In repelling an
early morning attack on the railway sta-

tion across the river from the foreign set-

tlement. A regiment of Japanese, a bat-

talion of French from TonQuln and the
Hong-Kon- g Sikhs participated in the fight-
ing, driving the Chinese before them at the
point of their bayonets, killing, it is esti-
mated, three hundred of them. The allies
had planned a general movement against
the Chinese position and a contingent of
the Ninth United States Infantry landed at
midnight, prepared to advance. The move-

ment was postponed, however, after part of
the troops had started on account of the
difficulties encountered In crossing tho
canals. The Chinese, apparently, had been
Informed of the plan and gathered a large
force opposite the station. These opened
with rifles and field guns, and the foreign- -

o O.U miliums "it mci uj a renn tuiaiii- -
ry fire, the Chinese creeping close to the
station behind the cover of the Tombs. The
fighting began at 3 o'clock and lasted four
hours, becoming a hand-to-han- d conflict.
The Japanese company leading the charge
lost all Its officers and fifteen privates and
six Frenchmen were killed and three Sikhs
were killed and six wounded. Two British
four-Inc- h guns mounted at the lower end
of the settlement bombarded the Chinese
positions with lyddite, firing at the pagodas
on the wall of the native city. Two more
guns are being mounted. There is great
need of more heavy guns to displace the
Chinese artillery. Plenty of light batteries
are arriving. A British officer who was in
Ladysmlth during its siege by the lloerssays the severity and accuracy of the Chi-
nese shelling the past week exceeded that
of the Boer bombardment of Iadysmlth.
The heat Is intense."

TRIBUTE TO AMERICANS.
Under date of July 16 the correspondent

lays: "General Dorward, th British com-

mander, has sent to thy American com-
manders a letter. In which he says: I de-ti- re

to express the high appreciation of the
British troops of the honor done them In
serving alongside of their comrade of the
American army, and of the high honor ac-

corded me In having them under my com-

mand. I blame myself for the mistake
made in taking their position by the Ninth
Regiment, not remembering that troops
fresh to the scene of action and hurried
forward In the excitement of attack were
likely to lose their way. Still. thi position
they took and gallantly stuck to all day
undoubtedly prevented a large body of the
enemy from turning the right of the at-
tacking party and Inflicting serious loss on
the French and Japanese.'

"General Dorward also; expressed his
sympathy with the Americans in the loss
of Colonel Liscum. commander of the regi-
ment, and Captain Davis, of the marine
corps. He commended Lieut. Smedley 1).
Butler and Lieut. Henry Leonard, of the
marine corps, and Lieut. Louis Lawton, of
the regiment, and praised Lieutenant
Col. Coolidge for his skillful handling of
the regiment.

"Chinamen from the walled city describe
a reign of terror inaugurated by the Box-
ers before the city fell. The Boxers killed
all Chinese who had been in the employ of
Kuroie.ns. holding a dally Inquisition.
They decapitated even those suspected of
friendship for foreigners, or of adopting
foreign customs. The mere wearing of nar-
row sleeves was deemed an offense justify-
ing the death of the offender and the con-
fiscation of his property. It is now be-
lieved that the regular troops and the Box-
ers are hostile to one another, the troops
being enraged because the Boxers drew
them Into a disastrous tlht."

SCKNKS IN TIKN-TSI- N.

The situation In Tlen-Tsi- n July IS. is thus
described: "The native city this afternoon
presents an appalling spectacle of ruin and
desolation. The suburbs were completely
destroyed by lire, mostly caused by the
shells of the allies on the side facing the
settlements. It Is bel!cvd th.it r.o: a dozen
hou- - ar. lnt:t and all wen a little
Jam.ig'-- by the tremendous lire of the
allJ'"' ri.'tlllery ... h. however, va tiy

n-- t he.iy enough t produce
much 'erTect. A curious bptvtaele is pre-

sented by a number of mud hovels im-

mediately underneath the wall where-- th
latter wns most damaged, hardly one of
them showing sign of having been hit.
Inside th city the dnmajce was terrific.
The bulioings nearest the wall were mostly
mjtted by Are and many were totally blown

pieces by the shells of the allies. Among
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the smoldering ruins are many charredcorpses, which the pigs and dogs are eat-
ing. The allies are busy removing the
bodies; but, in consequence of the great
number of dead, many have not yet been
buried. The streets throughout the city
are strewn with all kinds of articles, and
dozens of Chinese are digging in the ruins
for money and other valuables. Most of
the houses which are intact or little dam-
aged display the flags of one or the other
of the allied forces, the Japanese and
French flag predominating. There have
been many attempts to Imitate the flags
which, under other circumstances, would
be laughable. The houses which do not
display flags show bits of cotton or paper
bearing the names of the allied nations
and complimentary sentences. The French
apparently are the favorites, many of the
pieces of cotton and paper displayed bear-
ing the Inscription, 'France,' or 'Vive la
France.' All are unmistakably in the
handwriting of native clerks formerly era
plyed by foreign Chinese firms.

"It is stated that the Chinese losses
since the troubles broke out are 11,000, most
of whom have been killed by Boxers and
soldiers. This Is probably much exagger-
ated.

"The Boxers are said to be gathering in
large numbers in the neighborhood of the
Hslkon arsenal, captured by Admiral Sey-
mour's column and now occupied by Rus-
sian troops, who have suffered several
casualties through 'snipers' concealed in
the woods in that vicinity."

SOLDIERS KILLING BOXERS.
The correspondent, under date of July 20,

tells of dissension among the Chinese. He
says: "Chinese coming in from the country
report that the Chinese soldiers are killing
the Boxers wherever the latter are seen,
giving as a reason that the Boxers de-

ceived them Into embarking on a hopeless
struggle. An Intelligent Chinaman said he
regarded this as a sign of widespread dis-

sension. It was only a matter of short
time, he declared, before the same state
would exist in Peking, when, in all proba-
bility, Jung Lu, commander-in-chie- f of the
Chinese forces, and Prince Chlng would
be ablo to regain sufficient Influence to make
peace, especially if the foreigners in the
capital are safe. This appears to represent
the general native opinion here as far as
it is possible to ascertain It. In the mean-
time, reliable news as to events in Peking
and whether the foreigners are alive Is en-
tirely lacking, or is only obtainable from
Chinese sources, and even this is most
meager and contradictory. It is now
thought that the forward movement of the
allies will probably take place earlier than
was at first intended, possibly by the end
of this month, but nothing definite will be
decided upon before the arrival of General
Sir Alfred Baselee, commanding the Indian
contingent. A runner who arrived from Pek-
ing yesterday reports that the foreigners
were safe on July 10 and that there had
been considerable lighting between the
Boxers and soldiers inside the city."

The Peh-Tan- g forts will not surrender,
according to a dispatch from Taku, dated
July 21. Chang Li has unsuccessfully tried
to arrange wuh the general commanding
the forts for their surrender. The general
refused, but said that if the foreigners did
not attack him he would agree to maintain
a neutral attitude.

INDORSED BY GOMPERS.

St. Louis Strike to Have the Support
of the Federntinn of Labor.

ST. LOUIS, July 23. President Gompers,
of the American Federation of Labor, who
has been here investigating the strike of
the employes of the St. Louis Transit Com-
pany's street car lines, has gone to Chi-
cago. W. D. Mahon, president of the
Amalgamated Association of Street-railwa- y

Employes of America, said that before
leaving here that Mr. Gompers indorsed
the strike and said the movement would
have the support of the American Federa-
tion of Labor. According to Mr. Mahon,
President Gompers fully sympathizes with
the men in their resumption of the strike
on July 9 and adds that he declared he
would not have agreed to the terms of set-
tlement of July 2 by which the strike was
temporarily declared off.

The Lithographic Artists and Engravers'
Association has called off the boycott
against the St. Louis Transit Company, de-
clared that In the future no fines should
be levied against Its members for patroniz-
ing the cars, and decided that no more as-
sessments should be levied In the interests
of the street-ca- r strikers. It is also
claimed that similar action will be taken
by at least one and. possibly, more labor
organizations which will meet this week.
The action of the lithographers and en-
gravers Is regarded as in that
possibly it presages a general calllng-of- f of
the boycotts instituted against the Transit
Company by labor unions.

Labor Officials at Dußaem Points.
ATLANTA, Ga.. July 23. Copies of let-

ters which have been passing between
President W. V. Powell, of the Order of
Railroad Telegraphers, and II. B. Perham.
secretary of the grand division of that or-
ganization, with headquarters at St. Louis',
indicate a serious dissension in the order.
Secretary Perham has requested the
subordinate divisions over the country to
vote for a special session or extra conven-
tion of the order. Twenty-on- e divisions
have already voted in favor of the conven-
tion and the remaining four divisions are
expected to take action In a few days. Tho
trouble grows out of the Southern Hallway
strike, which was directed from Atlanta by
Mr. 1 'owcll. Secretary Perham charges
that tho strike was mismanaged and thatthe order suffered greatly in prestige be-
cause of the failure. He alleges that thepresident has caused to be withdrawn from
the treasury practically all the funds of thorder, charging. specIflcaUy. that JIVsS
whs disbursed by th president's orderscontrary to the regulations of the order.

The Administration Höpen to Be Able
to Escort Conner from the Cap-

ital If He Be Still Alive.

WASHINGTON, July
mediation proposals and renewed as-

surances that the foreign ministers at
Peking are safe, the United States govern-
ment is hurrying preparations to send a
relief expedition to the Chinese capital.
Special Instructions have been forwarded
to General Chaffee. Adjutant General Cor-bl- n

to-d- ay received two cable messages
from Major General Chaffee, dated at Na-

gasaki to-da- y.- The first reads: "Trans-
port arrived at this port on 24th inst.
Transport will leave on 25th for Taku."
The second is General Chaffee's accept-
ance and thanks for his promotion, as fol-

lows: "Accept promotion to major general.
Thank President for me for the honor and
his confldence."

An Idea of the general character of the
orders sent to General Chaffee can be
gathered from tho general's report that he
was about to push forward' at once with
his big transport for Taku. He will not
even stop at Che-Fo- o, and It is even doubt-
ful whether he will detain the Grant at
Nagasaki long enough to take on coal. He
is also energetically taking steps in ad-

vance to meet the evil of which all the for-
eign naval commanders have complained,
but none was remedied the lack of landing
facilities at Taku. To this end he has In-

structed Lieutenant Colonel Coolidge, of
the Ninth Infantry, at Tlen-Tsi- n. to se-

cure at once all the tugs and lighters neces-
sary to a speedy landing of the reinforce-
ments and stores that are being carried
out by the United States transport Grant.

A dispatch from Shanghai, dated July
2i, says: "Three thousand American troops
have arrived at Taku, as well as eight
transports filled with British troops. Both
detachments are deficient In artillery. A
cable steamer has started to lay a cable
from Wel-Hal-W- ei to Che-Fo- o andTaku."

In spite of the alarm with which the
Chinese officials, including Li Hung Chang,
profess to view the advance of the allied
forces at Peking, so far as It affects the
safety of the foreign ministers, It may be
said that none of the powers has evinced
any tendency to abate their preparations
or accept an escort of imperial troops for
the ministers from Peking to TIen-Tsl- n.

This government has acted all the while on
the theory that the ministers were alive
and has accepted In good faith the assur-
ances of the Chinese government to this
effect, but it has not recognized in any
way the suggestion contained in Sheng's
cablegram of yesterday that the Chinese
government should furnish the foreigners
an escort out of Peking. It was said at the
State Department to-d- ay that the Amer-
ican minister is not to be delivered up by
a force of Chinese troops to the allied
forces tr to any one else. This government
deems it much more appropriate if he needs
an escort out of Peking that it should bo
composed of American soldiers.

A cablegram received to-da- y at the Vark
Department from Lieutenant Coolidge, In
command of the Ninth Infantry since the
death of Colonel Liscum, indicates that
the temporary government formed for
Tlen-Tsi- n has not been put in force yet.
The report, which briefly covers the opera-
tion of the Ninth Infantry since its arrival
In China, is dated at Tlen-Tsi- n July 21, via
Che-Fo- o to-da- y, and is as follows:

"Ninth Infantry reached anchorage in
Gulf of Pe-Chl-- Ll July C. Two battalions
left the ship under Colonel Liscum by
lighters and tugs up the river to Tlen-Tsi- n,

arriving on the morning of July 11. En-
gaged In attack on TIen-Tsl- n July 13, form-
ing part of the brigade under British Gen-

eral Dorward. Third battalion disembarked
on July 12, arriving at Tien-Tsl- n on July 13,

too late to take part in the attack. Tlen-Tsi- n

captured July 14. City divided among
the powers, the southeast quarter being
assigned to American troops, under Colonel
Meade, of the marine corps, for police and
protection. Since then the powers have in-

stituted u temporary government council
under Colonel Dequhar and Lieutenant
Colonel Bower, British, but has not as yet
gone into force. The American troops are
still protecting their quarter."

Concentrating? nt Snn Francisco.
SAN FRANCISCO, July 23. San Francis-

co Is now a point of concentration of troops
gathered together from all over the United
States for duty In the Orient. At military
headquarters everybody is working under
pressure. Battery D, of the Third Heavy
Artillery, has arrived and encamped with
Batteries A. I and O, bringing the battalion
to its full strength. The four batteries will
sail with the Fourth Cavalry on the Han-
cock July 28 for China. This morning Troop
H. of the Ninth Cavalry (colored), came
in. This completes the concentration of
the regiment here. The threo companies,
A, C and D, Eighteenth Infantry, which
are just back from Manila, will remain at
the Presidio and not go to Montana as was
expected.

Uecruits are coming In at about the rate
of seventy-liv- e a day. They are from all
parts of the Union. There is so far no
difficulty in obtaining all the volunteers
necessary.

Sixteen bodies of soldiers from the Phil-
ippines were buried yesterday in the Na-
tional Cemetery.

PORTO RICANS UNGRATEFUL.

Celebrate SI. Jnf?o Day, bnt Do 'ot
Display the American Fing:.

SAN JUAN, Porto Rico. July 25. From
end to end to-da- y the streets of San Juan
were a ladyrlnth of glittering Spanish,
liags in honor of St. Jago, the patron saint
of Spain. Banners and bunting, suspended
from house to house, covered the thorough-
fares and everyw'here the balconies were
richly dressed. There was no attempt what-
ever to display the American colors. The
celebration of the Fourth of July was to-

tally eclipsed to-da- y. Then the citizens were
unable to raise a dollar for ths purposes of
demonstrations. Now there was no dif-
ficulty in carrying through a programme
which must have cost $3,(ft0. Tossibly six
native houses displayed the stars and
stripes. On the other hand it Is estimated
that no fewer than 2,500 Spanish flags were
hung to the breeze. Last evening there
was a grand concert in the plaza attended
by 3,000 Spaniards, and this was followed
by patriotic addressed, received with great
enthusiasm at the Casino.

The day dawned with the ringing of
church bells, the discharge of sky rockets
and Roman candles, street parades and
band serenades. Business was entirely sus-
pended. An elaborate ball at the Casino
this evening concluded the festivities. The
real feeling of the people was expressed by
bands of hoodlums, who paraded the
streets In the les3 respectable quarters of
the city, carrying Spanish flags and shout-
ing: "Viva Espanol!" The fact that the
day was the second anniversary of the
landing of the United States troops under
General Miles seemed to be forgotten here.
Although at Ponce, Mayaguez and other
points there was slight observance of the
anniversary, it was apparent that the local
celebration had been carefully arranged to
eclipse that of the Fourth of July, which
was scarcely observed nt all in Porto Rico.

A prominent Porto Rican,' discussing the
celebration from that point of view, to-
day said: "Our people should not be blamed
by the Americans for expressing their feel-
ings in this way. The United States Con-
stitution has not been extended to the
island. The privileges of citizenship have
been denied them. In such circumstances
Porto RIcans cannot appreciate American
institutions and naturally would not ob-
serve American holidays. To-day- 's cele-
bration, however, was purely Spanish and
many native Porto RIcans did not partici-
pate."

FOUR WOMEN MANGLED

KILLED nY FALLING OR Jl.MPUVG
FROM FOlllTII STORY WINDOW.

Other Persons Injured Explosion In
the Chemical Department of a

Celluloid Collar Factory.

CHICAGO, July 25. Shortly before noon
to-da- y an explosion occurred in the chemi-
cal department of the Windsor Celluloid
Collar Company, on the fourth floor of No.
125 Dearborn street, setting fire to the
building and resulting in the death of four
women, and minor injuries to other per-
sons. The property loss is estimated at
$5,000, partially Insured. The dead are:

GRACE PETERSON.
TWO UNKNOWN GIRLS.
The injured are: Viola Ritter, Etta Man-sel- l,

Jennie Mansell and B. G. J. Walter,
cut by falling glass.

There were twenty-fiv- e working girls in
the building when, without a moment's
warning, a terrific explosion occurred,
blowing the glass of the front windows
clear across Dearborn street. A sheet of
ftame followed instantly and the terror-stricke- n

girls with their clothing licked by
the flames, crawled through the windows
to the fifteen-Inc- h coping running along
the front of the building. The coping ex-
tended eighty feet to the Llchstern Tailor-
ing Company building, the windows of
which were thronged with men. calling
encouragingly to the terrified girls. As
fast as they reached the Llchstern windows
the girls were drawn In safely. Just as
Mrs. McLaughlin was about to be drawn
through the window the prlrl behind her
In her haste pushed Mrs. McLaughlin, who
lost her balance and fell to the pavement,
dying instantly. Three other girls Jumped
from rear windows. One was picked up
dead and the other two died at the hospi-
tal.

SAVED II Y THE ENGINEER.

Narrow Escape of a YA'nhnsh Truin
front a Serloua Accident.

CHICAGO, July 25. The passengers on
the Wabash vestibule limited train, which
left Chicago for St. Louis this afternoon,
had a narrow escape from a catastrophe
nar Custer Park, fifty miles south of Chi-

cago, at the entrance of the Kankakee
river bridge, and would doubtless have
found watery graves but for the presence
of mind of Engineer Thomas Ingram, who
received a fracture of the leg.

The train was speeding along at sixty
miles an hour and was rounding a curve
at the top of a seventy-five-fo- ot enbank-mc- nt

within a short distance of the Kan-
kakee river bridge when one of the driving
wheels of the engine broke. Instantly the
r.glne left the track and. by good fortune,

continued pounding along over the ties. In-

stead of plunging down the embankment.
With rare presence of mind Engineer In-pra- m

shut off the steam and applied the
air brakes. The momentum, however, car-
ried tho engine along over the tkfl to the
entrance of tho bridge and Engineer In-
gram jumped, rolling over and over down
the steep crnhnnkment. fracturing his leg.
Ji:..t as the pilot of the engine entered the
bildge the engine came to rudden stop
Had It proceeded twenty-fee- t further th
I ridge would have given way. precipitating
the engine into the Kankakee river and
dragging the passenger coaches after it.
Strangely enough no coaches left the track
and beyond a severe shaking up none of
the passengers was injured.

RIOT AT NEW ORLEANS

STREETS IN POSSESSION OF A 3IOB
ALL LAST NIGHT.

Two Necroea Killed, Two Fatally
Injured and Twelve Men Se-

riously Wounded.

STREET CARS FIRED INTO

NEGROES ATTACKED WHEREVER
FOUND BY TUE RIOTERS.

Attnck on the Pariah Prison Averted
by Threats of the Officers

Cause of the Trouble.

NEW ORLEANS, July 26.-- One negro
dead, two fatally shot, and twelve men ser-

iously wounded is the known result of a
mob's desperate work in this city last
night. Three of the wounded are white
men, who were hit by stray bullets. Pub-

lic feeling has reached Its highest tension,
and armed mobs are searching various
parts of the city in an effort to apprehend
Robert Charles, the negro who shot and
killed Police Captain Day and Patrolman
Lamb at an early hour Tuesday morning.

At night a mob composed of several thou-

sand persons formed at Lee circle and
marched out Charles avenue in a body. It
was reported that the mob would march
upon the Parish prison and demand
the negro Pierce, who was with
Charles when the police officers were
killed. The police accordingly sent strong
reinforcements to the prison, and when the
mob made Its appearance its leaders were
told that an effort to secure the prisoner
would be resisted to the bitter end. Wise
counsel prevailed and the members of the
throng slowly dispersed. Small bands of
men and boys were soon formed and scat-

tered to several parts of the city. Many
negroes who were on the streets and riding
in cars were fired upon with more or less

serious results. The police board was in

session when the reports of the marching
of the mobs were received, and an adjourn-
ment was promptly taken that the officers
In attendance might hurry to the scene and
put down the disorders.

Not since the lynching of the Italians,
several years ago, has there been such gen-

eral excitement. The funerals of Captain
Day and Patrolman Lamb took place this
afternoon and this served to Intensify the
feeling of their friends. There was talk
this afternoon of a mass meeting to be
held at Lee circle and discuss the killings,
but officers were on hand and dispersed
the meeting.

The body of the dead negro is In the
morgue and half a dozen badly battered
colored men and women are in the Charity
Hospital. Among those badly wounded
is a Pullman car porter, who had Just ar-

rived on his run from Chicago. He wias
pulled from a street car and shot tv-c-e.

His recovery is doubtful.
It is generally believed the desperado

Charles Is in hiding in the home of some
friendly negro. The greatest vigilance is
being exercised to apprehend him and he
will unquestionably be lynched if caught.
At midnight the mayor Issued a proclama-
tion commanding all good citizens to go to
their homes.

The Police Board last night offered a re-

ward of $100 for the body of Charles, dead
or alive. It also determined to investigate
the police who were with Captain Day,
public comment accusing them of cow-

ardice in seeking hiding places during the
shooting.

Among the wounded are the following:
Charles Moyle, white, a laborer, above the
knee; John Deeds, white, aged twenty-thre-e

years, both hands; Isaac McMahone, white,
fifteen years, in the thigh. The men were
wounded by shots which the mob fired at
a negro at the market.

The negroes shot during the night were:
Alex. Ruffln, George Morris, T. B. Sanders
and Daniel White. They were pulled out
of street cars or pursued on the streets.
The negro who was killed has not been
identified.

At 2 o'clock this morning the streets were
quiet.

Word has just been received that a crowd
of hoodlums killed a negro at the French
market about 2 o'clock this morning.

Governor Nash, of Ohio.
Washington Post.

"Blaine's well-know- n ambition to be
President of the United States has a par-
allel In the ambition of George K. Nash
to be Governor of Ohio," said Col. Wal-
ter T. Harvey, of Columbus. "The differ-
ence lies In the fact that the ambition of
the latter has at last ben gratified, al-
though gratification was long In coming.
When Judge Nash was a boy working on
his father's farm he visited Columbus once
to see a Governor inaugurated. He de-
cided then and there and confided his reso-
lution to a friend that some day he would
be Governor of the Buckeye State.

All through his long and busy life he
never lost sight of his ambition. He studied
law and located for practice in Columbus,
finally becoming a judge. Always an act-
ive Republican, he labored to make many
other men Governor, and during Bushnell's
last campaign served as chairman of the
state executive committee. On several oc-
casions the nomination for the office he
coveted seemed all but within his grasp,
but the exigencies of party politics as often
stepped in to thwart him. The nomina-
tion finally came to him when he was well
advanced In life. Now that he has been
elected he is ambitious only to make a
good record for his administration. Every-
body admits he is doing this and he seems
satisfied. I doubt very much whether he is
a candidate for renominatlon next year.
I know he has said many times in the past
that one term as Governor was all that he
desired."

DESPERATE FIGHTING.

Severe EiiKnKcment Between Rebel
and Colombian Troops.

COLON, Colombia, July 23. A terrific en-

gagement still continues between the gov-

ernment troops and the Insurgents around
Panama, but the former are holding their
ground. Many have been killed and
wounded, and a four hours armistice was
agreed on to attend the wounded and bury
the dead.

The steamer Bernard Hall arrived at
Colon from Savanilla at 3 o'clock this after-
noon with reinforcements for the govern-
ment, numbering one thousand. They were
brought by General Campos Serrano, Gov-

ernor of the department.
The cable between Colon and Jamaica

was repaired to-da- y.

BOERS MOVING NORTH

RETREATING TO LYDENRERG,
WHERE KRL'GER HAS GONE.

Dispatches from Roberts TellliiK of
the Forced Flight of the En-

emy Chamberlain Scored.

LONDON, July 25. The War Office has
received the following dispatch from Lord
Roberts, dated Vandermerwe Station,
July 24:

"We made a general advance yesterday
from the position we have been holding
east of Pretoria since June 12. Ian Hamil-
ton, from the north, reached Rustfonteln,
seven miles north of Bronkhorst Spruit, on
July 22. This so completely surrounded the
enemy's line of retreat that they aban-
doned the strong position they had been
occuping in front of Pole-Care- w. Stephen-
son's brigade advanced yesterday, unop-

posed, to Eland's River Station. Our right
was protected by the First and Fourth
Brigades of Cavalrj', under French, and
Hutton's mounted infantrj'. The former
crossed east of Wilge river.

"Railway and telegraphic communica-
tion were restored last night.

"In the supply train captured at Roode-v- al

were two hundred Welsh Fusiliers,
most of whom were taken prisoners. De
Wet's force is continuing to move north-
easterly. It was at Roodepoort July 22,

with Broadwood not far behind and Lit-

tle's cavalry brigade following Broadwood.
"Baden Powell reports as follows from

Magato farm, July 22: 'Colonels Arey and
Lushington, with 450 men, drove one thou-

sand Boers from a very strong position
and scattered them with considerable loss.
Our casualties were six killed and nineteen
wounded "

It is not clear whether the supply train
and two hundred Fusiliers mentioned In
the above dispatch are identical with the
train and one hundred Cameron Highland-
ers, the capture of which was reported by
Lord Roberts in his communication of
July 22.

Another dispatch from Lord Roberts has
been received at the War Office. It is dated
Bronkhorst Spruit, July 24. and reads:

"We marched here to-da- y. This is the
place where the Ninety-fou- r was attacked
Dec. 20. 1SS0. The graves of the officers
and men are in fair preservation and will
now be put in good order. The march was
unopposed, but French's cavalry and Hut-ton- 's

mounted infantry, making a wide de-
tour on our right, met bodies of the enemy.
These were driven back, leaving several
dead and wounded. A good many were
also captured. Our casualties were one
killed.

"Broadwood reports that he captured five
of De Wet's wagons to-da- y. He was wait-
ing at Vredford until Little Joined him."

Boers Retreating to Leydenhurj?.
BRONKHORST SPRUIT, July 2l.-- The

Boers, having got wind of the British ad-Van- ce,

have evacuated flll their positions
and are reported to be moving to the north-
east, towards Leydenberg, whither Pres-
ident Kruger is going. A portion of the
Boers remain north of Bushveldt, whence
they attempt to interrupt communications
on this line. The bridges here and the
bridges to the west have been destroyed.
The British force comprises two brigades
under General French and a brigade and a
half under General Hamilton. It Is not
likely that the advance upon MIddleburg
will be contested. The Boers remaining
upon their farms state that most of the
burghers are anxious to bring matters to
a finish, but that the foreigners are per-
sistent.

ATTACK OX CHAMBERLAIN.

Liberals Attempt to Reduce the Co-

lonial Secretary's Salnry.
LONDON, July 25. Discussion of the

Colonial Office led to a spirited de-

bate in the House of Commons to-da- y, in
the course of which Liberals again aired
most of the old charges against the co-

lonial secretary, Mr. Joseph Chamberlain,
and indulged in criticism of the war in
South Africa. Finally Sir Wilfred Lawson
moved a reduction of Mr. Chamberlain's
6alary as a mark of censure of his policy.

Mr. Chamberlain, replying, welcomed the
issue raised by the motion, which, he de-
clared,' meant that the war was wrong
and that consequently annexation of the
South African republics was wrong and
their Independence shoull be restored to
them. In his opinion the war was Just and
righteous, although the loss of life was
as thousands to units as compared with
South Africa. Mr. Chamberlain charged
the Radicals with condoning rebellion. The
policy of the government, he declared, how-
ever, was not vindicated, and Instead of
subjecting the rebels to the death penalty
or Imprisonment It only proposed to dis-
arm them politically for ten years.

The opposition did not spare Mr. Cham-
berlain. Liberal members sharply Inter-
rupted him and charged him with mis-
quoting other speakers and reminded him
that the whole history of South Africa
the past seven years has furnished sub-
stantial ground for him to be suspected in
all in his actions.

Mr. A. J. Balfour moved closure, which
was carried 1C9 to 100. The motion on re-

duction of Mr. Chamberlain' salary was
lost 20S to 52 and the Colonial Office vote
was agreed to.
