GEORGETOWN'. Ky.. Aug. 4. The cross-examinati- on

of Adjutant General Collier,
of the Taylor administration, and the ex-

amination, direct and cross, of Reuben
Miller, chief clerk of the defendant, while
he acted as secretary of state, were the fea-

tures of the Powers conspiracy trial to-da- y.

Miller had been brought back from Indiana
by the ßpfen&e, .and he proved a good wit- -

nes.-- for their side. It was his opinion that
the phot which resulted In the death of
Senator Goebel was fired, as were those
which followed It. outside the executive
building. lie was the person closest to the
private office of Powers, and he said the
shot did not come from that room. lie
located the , spot, where Goebel fell about
fifteen feet away from the spot fixed by the
prosecution." and said the militia did not
appear on the scene for thirty minutes. He
alio said Power was not in his office dur-
ing the afternoon of Jan. 23, the day on
which the mountain petitioners arrived at
the state capital, and at which time Wit-

less Noaks, of the prosecution, charged
him with making several statements of a
threatening nature, and of conferring with
You t fey, Culton and others of the alleged
conspirators.

Hen Row-- , colored porter of the executive
office, also brought back from Indiana by
the defense, corroborated the statements
of Miller about the movements of persons
In the public oflice of the secretary of state
at the time of the shooting. Miller Quoted
Governor Taylor as saying, as he ran from
his private office into the room on hearing
the shots, "What is the matter?" and, on
being tr.ld that a man was shot, said: "It
la horrible'

In the cn, xaralnatlon of General Col-

lier ti:o proi-'.tion- was allowed much lati-
tude, the court, however, lirst admonishing
the jury that statements concerning lnci-oen- ts

which occurred after the shooting
nhould Le considered only to show the in-

terest of the Witness, who was placed on
the .tand by the defense. The prosecution
brought out th.tt Collier, by order of Gov-

ernor Taylor, kept civil officers from enter-
ing tho Capitol grounds for several days
after the firing of the fatal shot. lie also
testified that by "Governor Taylor's orders
he prevented the General Assembly from
meeting at any point In the city of Frank-
fort for several days after the Taylor proc-
lamation adjourning it to London.

COLLIER ON THE STAND.
Adjutant General Collier, whose direct

examination was concluded at the adjourn-
ment of court yesterday afternoon, was
placed on the witness stand this morning
for cross-examinati- on. Attorney John K.
Hendrick conducted it. Witness told of
keeping oluiers at the state arsenal at
Frankfort' prior to the shooting, but could
not remember whether he had brought any
arms Into the State Capitol grounds. He
admitted having refused to allow civil of-

ficers to. go Into the executive building to
execute the writ of, habeas corpus, saying
that he had orders from Governor Taylor
to do so.

Over theobjection .of the defense Judge
Cantrill allowed the prosecution to show by
the witness that on two occasions prior to
Jan. 20 that Is, on the day of the Colson- -
Sscott duel and of the arrival of the 1,3
armed mountain petitioners the feeling at
Frankfort was intense, but that nj soldiers
wcre then called to preserve peace.

Witness said that he never, before the
shooting of Goebel, heard any one say that
the best way to settle the contest was to
kill him. Witness told of preventing by
mllitar;' force the assembling of the Legis-lautr- e

In the city of Frankfort on the day
following the shooting. After an objection
by the defense had been overruled witness
stated that he went to the Capitol Hotel
and warned the proprietor that he would
close hts hotel If he permitted the Assem-
bly to meet thre.

Witness Collier left the stand after two
hours, and the Rev. C. T. Cody, of George-
town, was next called. He testified to
meeting Wharton Golden about March 21

at the home of Witness John Stamper, and
of Golden saying that he had made a con-
fession only for his own protection. On
cross-examinati- on prosecution brought out
that the witness bad displayed much In-

terest in the case on the side of the de-
fense, working in conjunction with the at-
torneys.

Reuben X. Miller, of Breckinridge county,
but later of Indianapolis, was next placed
on the' stand. He was in the general . re-
ception room. of" the office of the secretary
of rtate, next to the private office of the
defendant; whm Goebel was shot. He
heard tire-shots- . The. first shot seemed to
come from ' the outside of the executive
building.. Governor Taylor came from his
private offico into the room and Inquired
what was 'happening outside. Noon recess.

; ' MILLER'S TESTIMONY.
The examination of Reuben Miller was

resumed at 1 o'clock. Witness said that
the occupants of the executive building
received warning a few moments after the
shooting of Goebel that the persons gath-
ered outside 'were threatening to mob them.
To protect themselves they broke open the
door of Powerj's private office and secured
juris .cept there. He estimated the crowd
outside the buildings at three hundred. He
said the soldiers did not appear on the
ucen-- i for thirty minutes. Witness occupied
a room with Powers at a boarding house,
and stated that the defendant was not at
his office In the executive building during
the afternoon of Jan. 23. when Witness
Noaks claims to have seen him and talked
to him in that office.
. At another point in his testimony the en
gineer's plat of the capitol grounds was
brought into the room, "and witness located
the spot where Goebel fell as fifteen feet
nearer tho Xront entrance than the spot
marked by the prosecution witnesses. On
cross-examinati- on Miller said that in a
conversation he' had prior to the shooting
with Sheriff Rurton, of Breckinridge coun-
ty. Burton said that he thought Taylor
and defendant Powers were cowards; that
he displayed some cartridges to Powers and
eugsesttd one of them as the best way to
settle the contest. Powers would not listen
to him. Witness could not state positively
trhether any or.e entered the private office
of Powers on the morning of the shooting.
He aaw Henry. Youtsey in the general re-
ception room of the office two minutes
ftfter the shots sounded, but could not re-
member anything that Youtsey said or did.

The prosecution at another point brought
cut that Miller, went to Indiana March 6,
and the court ruled out as incompetent a
question as to whether or not he had dis-
cussed the assassination since that time
tilth either Taylor or Flnley. Before the
ejection was heard witness answered thatt had not.

Dr. W. It. Foster, of London. Laurel
county, was next called' to the stand. Fos-
ter was one of the men Witness Golden, of
the prosecution, told of meeting in Win-
chester several days after he made his con-
fession, and who he alleged Intimidated
him. causing him to deny ever having
made it. and to deny making certain otner
Ctatements. Jcdre Cantrill ruled out the

testimony of Foster that he did not Intimi-
date Golden. The defense excepted to the
ruling.

Ren Rowe. porter in the executive office,
was the next witness. He was brought
back from Richmond. Ind., by the defense.
He helped break open the door of Powers
private oflice after the shooting, and cor-
roborated Miller. Witness cleaned the
private office of Powers on the morning of
Jan. 20, and saw two rifles there. He de-
nied tnat, as stated by Witness Sinclair, of
the prosecution, he carried any telegraph
messages on that day, for either Collier or
Taylor. Many minor details to which the
attention of the witness was called by the
prosecution he could not remember. When
he stood asldo court adjourned for the day.

LLOYD J. SMITH INDICTED.

Charged vrith Fraudulent Slethods In
3Iannicenient of Elevators.

CHICAGO, Aug. 4. The grand Jury to-

day voted a true bill against Lloyd J.
Smith, former manager of. the Chicago Ele-
vator Company and a member of the Chi-
cago Board of Trade, charging him with
fraudulent methods in the management of
the elevators. Six true bills were voted on
the specific charge that Smith, while man-
ager of the Chicago Elevator Company,
allowed about 800,000 bushels of grain to be
shipped from the elevators of that com-
pany without the proper cancellation of the
warehouse receipts, which were hypothe-
cated. Smith was charged, in May of this
year, with having speculated with the
funds of the. company for more than two
years, and of having borrowed funds of a
prominent broker on tho uncanceled ware-
house receipts. The net deficit shown on
the books of the company was J24S.0O0. The
charges against Smith were Investigated
by a commission appointed by Governor
Tanner, which Included John J. Mitchell,
and which has not yet made Its report, and
by a committee from the Board of Trade,
which found against Smith. Smith is one
of the most prominent members of the Re-
publican state organization, besides being
a member of the Lincoln Park board anda candidate for drainage trustee.

STEVENSON IS AT HOME

BRYAX'S POLITICAL PARTXER RE-
CEIVES CORDIAL WELCOME,

And in Response to Greeting: Gives an
Example of Ills Eloquence Per

lis That Ileset the Country.

BLOOMINGTON, 111., Aug. 4.- -A hearty
welcome was given A. E. Stevenson on his
arrival here at 2:30 o'clock this afternoon.
A big crowd gathered at the Union Station.
Carriages carried the party of the Demo-
cratic vice presidential candidate, return-
ing from Minnesota to prepare for the
campaign, to Franklin square, where, Just
across the street from the Stevenson home,
was the speaker's stand. Judge Lawrence
Weldon welcomed Mr. Stevenson and eulo-
gized his life and career In a speech of
twenty minutes. Mr. Stevenson replied in
part as follows:

"All that genius in ages past has contrib-
uted to the world's treasury of knowledge
to whatever tends to human comfort and
to the lessening of human distress dwin-
dles in the presence of the wondrous
achievements of the nineteenth century.
The all-Import- ant inquiry now is: 'What
of the future? What of the night?" What
the perils that may lie along the pathway
of the century on which we are soon to
enter? The future danger of the Republic
is not from foreign foes, as during the
first two decades, nor along sectional lines,as at a later period of our history, but
with the multiplication and Increase of in-
dividual fortune thus emphasizing the dis-
tance that separates their possession
from the toiling millions: with therapid augmentation of aggregated wealth
and the murmurings and unrest that
follow 'as night and day;' with
the influx and growth of an element
whose principle in action is the destruction
of the safeguards of law and of constitu-
tions; with the rapid Increase In every field
of endeavor of appliances which merciless-
ly dispense with the labor of human hands,
and with population pressing upon means
of subsistence, who can doubt that from
all these may spring dangers to society, to
the state, unknown to the first century of
our history?

"The safety of the Republic during the
century upon which we are soon to enter
will rest, not upon its material wealth, its
physical power nor its splendor, but upon
the conservatism, intelligence, the virtue,
the lofty patriotism of all the people. At
the fireside, in the schoolroom. In public
assemblage, everywhere throughout this
broad land, let there be inculcated a sub-
lime love of country, a veneration for gov-
ernment, for law, for justice for all that
it has cost our race the toll and sacrifice of
centuries to achieve. In the highest andgrandest sense let there be taught venera-
tion for the memory of our fathers the
builders of the Republic."

The entire proceedings were nonpartisan.
Both the orator and the president of the
day are Republicans.

Torne AVI11 Decide In n Few Days.
ST. PAUL, Aug. 4. C. A. Towne, Popu-

list nominee for Vice President and orator
for the Democratic national committee, was
in St. Paul to-da- y. He left this afternoon
for his home in Duluth. Mr. Towne said
there was nothing to be said on the cam-
paign Issues except that imperialism would
be made paramount. In regard to his re-
maining uoon the Populist ticket or with-
drawing, Mr. Towne said he was not ready
to make an announcement, but would do so
in a few days. Mr. Towne will leave Du-
luth for Chicago to-morr- ow evening. Then
he will go to western Nebraska to deliver
some addresses. A friend quotes Mr. Towne
as saying he will issue a formal campaign
document in a few days, in which he will
announce his withdrawal from the Popu-
list ticket.

ATLANTA, Ga.. Aug. 4. Owing "to the

result of the recent election In North Caro-
lina, In which white supremacy was en-
grafted on the State, Representative Hard-wic- k

will introduce in the next session of
the Georgia Legislature a bill providing
for a constitutional amendment similar In
form- - and provisions to that adopted in
the Old North State. This enforces a prop-
erty and educational qualification on suf-
frage which practically disfranchises the
negroes.

CREAM OF JAPANESE PAPERS

INCIDENTS OP TOE FIRST FIGHTING
IN AND AROUND TIEN-TSI- N.

Commander Morl' Report, Whirl
Shows the Boxer and Imperial

Troops Acted in Harmony.

SAN FRANCISCO. Aug. 4.-- Dr. G. P.
Smith, who was in the allies hospital at
Teln-Tsi- n until July 5, arrived here to-d- ay

on the steamer City of . Peking from China
and ' absolutely denied the story of the
shooting of wounded soldiers by Admiral
Seymour on the retreat from Tien-Tsi- n.

The doctor states that he was present when
Admiral Seymour arrived and that the
wounded' were with him. "I met the column
when it arrived." said Dr. Smith "and
essisted in attending the wounded men on

their return. I talked with them and am
positive there Is nothing In the story that
the men who were wounded were shot dur-

ing the retreat. The admiral had barely
enough' men to carry the wounded and look

after them, but there was no shooting of
them. He was hard pressed and the city of
Tien-Tsi- n was also In straits when I was
there."

The Kobe Herald of July 17 prints the
full report of Commander Mori to the
Japanese government on the attempt of
Admiral Seymour to reach Peking. On
June 13 the relief expedition first became
convinced that the Boxers and Chinese im-

perial troops were acting in concert. In
leviewlng'the skirmish on that date Com-

mander Mori reported: "The troops fac-
ing the British were General Tung's main
body. They carried flags with the idograph
Tung blazoned in gold on a red field and

in the Intervals of these flags were ban-
ners with green borders surrounding a red
field. These standards showed that we were
confronted by a mixed army of regulars
and Boxers. The troops on the enemy's left
were General Tung's rear guard, and the
whole numbered about 2,000. Our force at
the time mustered about 1,100. In
the skirmish that followed 150 of the enemy
were killed. The allies' losses were seven
English and Germans killed and two Ger-
man officers, one Russian officer and over
forty English, German and Russian soldiers
wounded. The Japanese had no casualties.
The flags captured had the Idographs 'Im-

perial command inscribed on the right cor-

ner, whereas all the Boxer flags previously
taken bore merely the name Iho and a
place name. They had also seven idographs
signifying 'the Iho save the empire and
destroy foreigners. Such a legend was now
teen for the first time. It showed that the
Boxers and the imperial troops were act-
ing in combination."

THE SIEGE OF TIEN-TSI- N.

According to Japanese papers refugees
arriving at Kobe from Tien-Tsi- n give in-

teresting details' of incidents occurring
there between June 15, when the Boxers
first appeared, and June 23, when the allies
entered the city. The most determined
fighting of the siege was at the military
school, which was captured by Major Luke
with two or three hundred marines. A stout
defence was made, but inside of half an
hour the allied troops had climbed the walls
and forced the gate, the military students
retiring to a large room upstairs, from
vhich they maintained a galling fire. Re-
fusing to surrender some sixty or seventy
barricaded themselves and made a last
Mand there, and when ah English blue
jacket battered in the door with an axe
they shot him dead and served another in
like fashion before the attacking force got
in and baynotted the whole lot. The place
was set on fire before the allied force with-
drew and burned for an hour or two, amid
constant explosions of cartridges.

Among the casualties In the settlementswere two deaths in the household of Tong,
director of railways. This well-know- n

Chinese official's wife and daughter sought
safety In the residence of Chang Fee Mow,
the director of mines and railways. This
house was hit five times by shell from thefort, and one shell exploded near Mrs.
Tong, carrying away both the unfortunate
lady's legs. Her daughter also was killedthe same day.

On June 20 the authorities decided to senda messenger to Taku for help. For thisperilous undertaking, air. "Watts, of the
Tien-Tsi- n volunteers, offered himself. He
set out, accompanied by three Cossacks.
After a hard, exciting ride, during whichthey were frequently pursued, the party
arrived safely at Taku, having taken
twelve hours to cover the distance, twenty-eig- ht

or thirty miles by road. On this date
it was found that the ammunition was get-
ting scarce, and orders were given to reply
charily to the evening fire June 21.

Six junks were sighted floating down the
river, evidently with the intention of form-
ing a bridge for Chinese soldiers to cross.
Fire was opened on them as they ap-
proached and the occupants driven l?low,
and as they came nearer a young Britishmiddy got on board several of the craftand set fire to them. That attempt of theenemy failed therefor. Heavy firing went
on all day long from the fort and musketry
fire from across the river. The French con-
cession, which was exposed on three sides,
suffered terribly, and the secretary of theFrench municipal council was killed. He
was speaking to a French officer when a
shell fell and exploded, killing two or threepersons. .

A good deal of stir was caused the nextday by the arrest of two influential Chi-
nese, Chang Yi Mow and. Tong, suspected
of communicating with the Chinese troops
outside by means of carrier pigeons.
It was afterwards found that Chang
and Tong were arrested without cause.
The behavior of some of the civilians,who were under arms and who
conducted the blue jackets when they
went to arrest Chang was disgrace-
ful, one person firing orf his rifle in the
mandarin's house and telling him in themost mandatory manner that he was being
taken away for execution. A lot of valu-
ables inside were looted. Chang was the
most pro-forei- gn of all Chinese about Tlen-Tsl- n

and is known to have written to
Peking before communication was cut off
urging the authorities there whatever elsethey did. to be sure to give the ministers
of the powers a safe passage out.

scarcely any civilians sufferedduring the bombardment of the city by the
Chinese rcarcely a night passed without
one or two of the defending forces being
kilted. One young Russian officer was shot
dead by a. Chinese, of whom he had de-
manded a passport. The Chinaman showed
his passport with one hand and with theether drew a revolver and shot the officer
and two other men dead, falling , himselfby u well-direct- ed shot Immediately after-waro- s.

After that no Chinese without Eu-
ropeans were allowed on the streets underpenalty of being shot at sight.

REASONS FOR A STRIKE.

Canadian Pacific Employe Think thet
Company 1m Opposed to tnlonlsm.

WINNIPEG. Manitoba. Aug. 4.Canadian
Pacific Railway shop workers have issued
nn official statement giving reasons for
their action in striking. The company
broke its . agreement, they say, with the
men in refusing to grant Western repre-
sentatives on the general committee leave
of absence to come to Winnipeg to arrange
a schedule. This precipitated tea ctriia,

All Canadian Pacific shops from Fort Wil-
liam to the coast are practically closed.
The belief exists among the men that the
compnnj''s action is a direct blow at union-
ism. A report that an ultimatum was sent
by the engineers, firemen and train handä
threatening to strike to-morr- cannot be
confirmed.

DlMiulsscd by n Steel Trust.
YOUNGSTOWN, O., Aug. 4. District

Manager Campbell, of the Republic Iron
and Steel Company, to-d- ay notified all the
clerks and employes on salary at the mills
here that after to-nig- ht their services
would not be required. No assurance was
given as to when they could again secure
employment, and they were advised to se-
cure other positions. The order affects
three hundred men.

The order of dismissal is regarded as
notice that the Republic Iron and Steel
Company has no Intention of signing the
new scale, and if any suggestions of set-
tlement are made they must come from the
amalgamated association. Nearly all the
employes of the mills are now away spend-
ing vacations.

Conference on Tin-Pla- te Scale.
PITTSBURG, Aug. 4. A secret confer-

ence on the tin-pla- te scale was held here
to-da- y. It Is said by members of the work-
ers' organization that the settlement was
previously agreed upon at the conference
last week in New York, and it is a con-

tinuation or last year's scale. The meet-
ing to-da- y was, it is said, more a dis-
cussion between the district managers of
the tin-pla- te company and the wage com-
mittee on certain provisions of the hot
mill scale, which are affected by the de-
mands of the Tin Workers International
Protective Association, the organization
controlling the employes of the tlnhouse
department of the American Tin-pla- te

Company.

Wngres Advanced Ten Per Cent.
KANSAS CITY. Mo., Aug. 4.-U- nion coal

miners in Missouri, outside the mines con-

trolled by the "Big Four" ' companies, so
called, will, beginning Sept. 1, receive an
advance in wages of 10 per cent. Several
thousand men will be affected. Wages of
underground day laborers will be increased
from $1.75 to $1.94 a day, and special track
repairers and timber men will be raised
from $1.90 to $2.12 a day.

Mine Strike Leader Punished.
CUMBERLAND, Md., Aug. 4. William

Warner, leader of the present coal miners'
strike in the George's creek region, was
sentenced to-d- ay to six months in the
house of correction. The charge against
him was unlawful assembly, and he was
also fined $25 and costs in a libel case. He
will appeal in both cases.

MR. DEBS HAS ACCEPTED

LETTER FROM THE NOMINEE OF
THE SOCIAL DEMOCRACY.

He Says Capitalism Is Sagfi:erlng to
Its Doom, While Socialism Is

Sweeping the World.

SPRINGFIELD. Mass., Aug. 4. Eugene
V. Debs, the presidential nominee of the
Social Democratic party has sent his letter
of acceptance to William Rutscher, na-

tional secretary of the party, in this city.
Mr. Debs writes from Terre Haute. Ind.,
under date of July 31. He says:

"My Dear Comrade Your communication
of the ISth Inst., has been received, and I
note that the unity committee elected at
the Rochester and Indianapolis conven-
tions, approved by referendum vote, my
nomination has been ratified as candidate
of the Social Democratic party for the of-
fice of President of the United States. Per-
mit me to return my thanks to the com-
mittee and the comrades they represent
for the ratification of my nomination,
which I esteem a signal honor.

"Having responded to the call of my
comrades in accepting the nomination their
confidence and .; partiality bestowed upon
me, I am deeply sensible of the responsi-
bilities which rest upon me as a Socialist
candidate for the office of President of the
United States.

"Fully Imbued with the philosophy of
socialism, I seek no personal preferment,
and I claim consideration only as a repre-
sentative of the principles of International
socialism. In that capacity, and that
alone, I appeal to the working class and
my countrymen for their support. The
confidence implied by the unanimous ac-
tion of my comrades moves me to regret
my limitations, and to wish myself a
worthier representative of the principles so
sacred to them because fraught with such
grave import to the countless victims
struggling in the grasp of economic bond-
age. Rut all the strength and ability I
have are at their service. Long since I
consecrated myself to the cause and all
I have was laid with Joy on the altar of
socialism. As we look abroad we behold
the steady and stately march of trans-
formation. Capitalism, which has written
Its record in the tears and blood of the
human race, is staggering to its doom,
while socialism, herald of right and free-
dom, quickened by the spirit of the new
revolution, is sweeping over all the world.

"Here In the United States of America
we are on the eve of our first great battle.
Let us gird on our armor and press for-
ward to meet the enemies of freedom, the
oppressors of the people, the exploiters of
the working class and the foes of all hu-
manity. Let us dismiss all minor' consid-
erations and unite in every State and Ter-
ritory from end to end of the land In one

CUBAN NEWS BUDGET.

Troops Concentrated Aronnd Havana
3Iore Yellow Fever Cases.

HAVANA, Aug. 4. Troops are being or-

dered from the provinces of Pinar del Rio
and Havana to concentrate In the suburbs
of this city.

NEARLY ONE MILLION DOLLARS'
WORTH OF LI 31 DER BURNED.

Part of the Wisconsin Town SaTed
by a. Liberal Use of Dynamite

Other Fires.

SCRANTON, 'Pa., Aug. 4.-- By an explo-

sion of gas this evening two buildings on
Lackawanna avenue, In the heart of the
business district, were demolished, ' and
twenty-on- e persons were Injured by being
caught In the wreckage or struck by fly
ing debris.

The most seriously Injured are:
F. W. WOELKERS, janitor of the bank,

leg fractured and otherwise severely hurt.
MISS MALONEY, of Philadelphia, struck

by flying debris and seriously injured.
THOMAS BRENNAN, of Moosic, one eye

blinded.
H. W. SKIVINGTON, artery In arm cut

by glass.
ANTHONY PATROLAY, of Green Ridge,

back hurt and face cut.
MRS. ANNIE CLARK, cut In the eye

by glass: will probably lose sight.
MISS ANNIE KLEIN, eye ball cut In

twain by flying glass.
MISS MARY SANISLAUS, back broken.

leg fractured and otherwise injured.
The wrecked buildings were the three-stor- y

Merchants and Mechanics Bank at
No. 420 Lackawanna avenue, and the ad
joining four-stor- y building at No. 422, oc
cupied by the D. I. Phillips Furniture Com
pany and Scranton carpet factory. Miss
Annie Halffey, occupied the upper floors
oi the bank building. It was the former
home of the late Judge John Handley, and
Miss Annie Halffey was his housekeeper.

Many of the Injured were passengers on
an open trolley car that was directly In
front of the bank building at the m6ment
of the explosion. The others, with the ex-

ception of the members of th"e Halffey
household and the bank janitor .were
pedestrians.

A leak In the gas pipe In the cellar of
the bank was responsible for the explo
sion. The Janitor detected the odor of gas
when he returned from supper and after
telephoning to a plumber thought to make
an investigation and going in the cellar
struck a match. He was picked up uncon
scious in the alley In the rear of the bank.
The loss is over $150,000. The bank vault, it
is believed, escaped damage.

COSTLY LU313ER FIRE.

Nearly One Million Dollars AVorth
Burned (at Ashland, Wis.

ASHLAND, Wis. Aug. 4.-N- early a mil-
lion dollars' worth of lumber was burned
in the Barker & Stewart and Keystone
Lumber Company's yards at Ashland this
afternoon. Almost fifty million feet of
lumber was burned and two of the Key-
stone Company's tramways and four, out
of five of the Barker & Stewart tramways
were burned to the waters edge, with all
their lumber. This evening it was thought
the fire was under control, but at 8 o'clock
the wind suddenly veered toward the city
and Is blowing a gale. The alarm was
sounded again that the city and mills were
In grave danger. The fire attacked new
lumber yards and it looked as if Barker &
Stewart's mill especially would go. The
Ohio Coal Company dock, Durfee's mill and
the Ashland Iron and Steel Company were
directly in the path of the wind. The fire
started in the Barker & Stewart yards this
afternoon at 1:30 o'clock. Nearly 4,000

pounds of dynamite was used in blowing
up the lumber piles and after a three hours'
deseprate fight both the sawmills were
saved.

Of the lumber destroyed two million feet
belonged to Gilbert. Nearly all of the rest,
on both docks, belonged to the Edwards-Hine- s

Lumber Company, of Chicago.
"I estimate that the forty million feet
of lumber on the Barker & Stew-
art, and Keystone docks is burned,"
said Edward Hines. "My loss is $b00,000,

fully covered by insurance. The entire loss,
including my lumber and that belonging to
others, is about $1,000,000. Tramways will
be rebuilt in a few days, as there is plenty
of logs In the booms. The mills will soon
be running again. By rare good luck I
caught three of my fleets by long distance
telephone this afternoon, which were just
leaving for Ashland and ordered them to
load grain."

Nothing but the direction of the win.d
was blowing saved the eight big lumber
mills yards, the ore docks and a good part
of the city.

At 9 o'clock, when It seemed as if the
whole city was in great danger, the wind
suddenly veered again toward the bay and
away from the city and. mills. Meanwhile
the fire had secured a fresh hold and was
slowly but surely eating through the re-
maining lumber piles toward the Keystone
mill. Several hundred men worked like
demons with every available line of hose,
and so hot was the blaze that a bucket
brigade was formed to pour water on the
firemen to keep their clothes from catch
ing lire. Since 6 o'clock several million
feet of lumber burned, but at 10 o'clock the
tire was checked except In one spot and
there was good prospect of checking that.
The flames had eaten to within forty reet
of a long double row of lumber piles run-
ning directly to the Keystone mill and It
was seen that if the fire got into that the
mill would go. The fire had been burn-
ing ten hours at 10 o'clock, and the fire-
men were exhausted.- - There has been no
loss of life and no serious Injuries.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Aug. 4. A special
to the Sentinel from Ashland says: "In
the Barker & Stewart yard four employes
assisting in the dynamiting were pinioned
between burning piles of lumber, and afterlooking anxiously around and waving their
hands to the 5,000 spectators on shore in
hope of receiving help, were seen to go
down In the fire raging beneath them."

Dredge Boat Burned.
TAMPA, Fla., Aug. 4. Dredge boat No.

2, owned by RIttenhouse Moore, was con-
sumed by fire In the middle of Tampa bay
to-da- y. Twenty persons were aboard when
the fire began, but were rescued by two
tugs which went to their aid. The craft
was quickly consumed. It -- was valued at
$73,000, and had insurance to the amount of
$30,000.

. Lumber Mill Destroyed.
CLEVELAND, O., Aug! 4.-- Fire to-nig- ht

destroyed one of the mills of the Cuyahoga
Lumber Company, causing a loss estimated
at $100,000. John Zahm, an employe, was
unable to leave the building in time to
escape, and was so badly burned that he
will probably die. The origin of the fire
Is supposed to have been incendiary.

Title Wbich 31ny Be Given to Brake-ine- n

on Puaseniser Trains.

NEW YORK, Aug. 4.-S- ome of the rail-

roads are considering the advisability of
abandoning the time-honor- ed title of brake-ma- n

on passenger trains and calling him
assistant conductor. The brakes on pas-

senger trains are no longer worked by hand
but by air, and, therefore. It Is argued, that
the old title Is a misnomer. The name
"brakemen," said a railroad man. has been
a misnomer ever since . brakemen ' ceased
to be brakemen that Is, when the air
brakes came into use. A brakeman now-

adays has nothing whatever to do with the
brakes. He simply attends to signals, calls
names of stations and otherwise assists
in conducting the trains. The change to
"assistant conductor" is logical because
these men are frequently promoted to con-
ductors. Besides it would tend to raise
the standard of the calling. This question
of a change of a title will probably be
taken up at the next meeting of the
Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen, which
is made up principally of brakemen. and
all the roads will be asked to adopt this
change. - ...

TRAPPED BY FILIPINOS

S 31ALL FORCE OF AMERICAN TROOPS
SURPRISED BY 350 INSURGENTS.

One Soldier Killed, Three Wounded
and Ten Captured Llent Alstnet- -

ter One of the Prisoners.

WASHINGTON. Aug. 4.-- The first serious
check which the American troops have met
In the Philippines, during the past two
months is recorded in a dispatch received
this morning from General MacArthur. It
Is assumed that the little American com-
mand which suffered so severely was com-
pletely trapped and was obliged to sur-
render or be exterminated. The message
is as follows:

George P. Ahren, Ninth Infantry, and
Capt. W. E. Horton, assistant quartermas-
ter, to select an island In the Philippine
archipelago for the segregation of. lepers,
to prepare plans and estimates for suit-
able buildings thereon and estimates of
salaries for the necessary officials and em-
ployes. The board is also charged with fix-
ing the ration and other allowances for the
support of such Jeper colony. This action
was taken In view of the large number of
people In the Philippines afflicted with
leprosy who are reported as a menace to
public health. Efforts are being made to
prevent the further spread of the disease.
