Stock Market Stronjc and with a Fair
Activity Local Business la

The international monetary situation was
given considerable prominence In Wall
street yesterday, through the engagement
of $5,500,000 gold for export to Europe to-

day and Wednesday. It is admitted that
$0,000,000 of this amount is in payment for
the British exchequer loan, a 20 per cent.
Installment being due Wednesday. Conces-
sions in rates for sterling bills were made,
demand sterling yielding 'U per cent., while
posted rates were off Va per cent. No effect
was produced on the local money mar-
ket by the gold engagements, which bring
the total outgo of gold on this movement
up to $14,000.000. It Is expected that the cir
culation of this sum in the European finan
cial centers will produce a relaxation of the
tension there. Except for a brief inter-
val when the early gold engagements were
made, stock prices improved steadily, with
the gains quite uniform in a number of is-

sues. There were litful spurts of activity
and at intervals the strength was most
marked In special groups. High-price- d spe-

cialties gave the first indication of strength,
but were soon relegated to the background
when the metal stocks forged upward. La-

ter on the grangers responded nobly to
the more cheerful crop advices, rain
being reported in sections of the
corn belt where it was much needed.
A large batch of favorable weekly earnings
contributed some force to the rise in prices.
In special stocks exceptional gains were
made, a Jump of 7 points in Lead preferred
being made, with as little explanation as the
recent drop In that issue. In Lackawanna
there was a steady demand which eventual-
ly carried it up tive poiMs and strength-
ened other coalers. Indujtrial stocks suf-
fered from the increased Interest shown in
railroad properties. Sugar closed under
Saturday's final price, atter early strength.
London was not a factor in the market, al-
though the arbitrage houses took several
thousand shares early In the day. Opera-
tions were confined to the board room tra-
ders, but some gratification was expressed
at the independent movement of the rail-
road stocks and the prime character of
some of the issues participating. In the
final dealings there was some diminution in
the volume of business, but no impairment
of the market's strength.

Business in railroad bonds continued
small, but a firm tone was evident. Total
sales, at par value, were $180,000. Unittd
