President Mitchell Says Politic Has
Nothing to Do with, the Situa-

tion From the Operator.

The national executive board of the
United Mine Workers considered the re-

quest of miners in the anthracite coal re-

gion to strike all day yesterday, and when
the board adjourned no conclusion had
been reached. The board Is in close tele-
graphic and telephonic communication with
ofllcera of the organization In the anthra-
cite region, and some delay was caused
yesterday while waiting for desired Infor-

mation from the district affected. Pres-
ident Mitchell gave out nothing last night
other than that no decision had been
reached. He says the operators will be
given the time limit, but sees nothing
ahead at present but a strike.

Information was received at
yesterday confirming the report that the
operators had refused to meet with the
clergy representing local committees and
miners outside of the union. This is taken
to mean that the operators will meet no
onei and It had much weight with the
board. The operators have contended that
they would settle with the men themselves
but not with the union. The clergy Inter-
ested Itself In an attempt to avert a strike.
If possible, but the that
reached the mine workers
Indicates that they have failed. The last
hope of a peaceable settlement is now gone
and the board expects nothing else but to
be forced into Issuing a strike order. It
will likely be framed to-da- y, but not made
effective until midnight.

President John Mitchell said yesterday
that the reports published In Eastern pa-
pers to the effect that politics Is behind the
movement and that a strike will be precip-
itated to influence the presidential election
for Bryan ure entirely without foundation.
He said: "It is too ridiculous for the board
td consider, and any such statements are
so wholly devoid of truth that they will be
Ignored by the organization. The miners
realize the fact that it would be folly to
precipitate a strike to influence any pres-
idential election, and that such a political
move would mean the disruption of the
union. The board is about equally divided
politically, and if there was a disposition
to let this matter enter into politics the
division would prevent it. Those political
stories are being circulated by the opera-
tors to create sympathy and influence the
miners affected not to strike. We have
heard the same stories before, and. like
these, they were without truth and the
product of an operator's fertile brain."

John I. Reese, national organizer of the
Unlted'Mlnc Workers, who was Imprisoned
In Kansas last year, charged with violating
a federal injunction order, and was after-
ward released, the decision of the court be-
ing reversed by the United States District
Court, is attending the board meeting.
The operators In whose district he was
speaking now have the case in the United
States Court of Appeals, and if the decision
of the District Court is reversed the miners
will carry' it to the Supreme Court of the
United States. Reese is here to consult
with the board and make preparations for
the contingency should the miners be dis-
appointed in the decision of the Court of
Appeals.

The decision as It now stands goes a long
way towards eliminating the power of in-
junction. The District Court held that no
Circuit Court had jurisdiction over men
and their right to speak unless they were
residents of the district. This means much
to the minors as well as other labor

and the case will be fought
Into the highest court.

Willing to Arbitrate.
HAZELTON, Pa., Sept. 7. A statement

prepared with the hope of effecting an ar-
bitration conference and averting a strike
In the anthracite region was Issued by the
district officers of the United Mine Work-
ers of America. The statement is as fol-

lows :

We. the district officers of the United
Mine Workers of America of the anthracite
coal fields of having ex-
hausted every effort to Induce the opera-
tors to meet us in friendly conference for
the regulation of a fair day's wages for a
fair day's work, and all other points at la-su- e,

do hereby agree to submit nur case In
every respect to honest arbitration as en-
joined by the constitution of our organiza-
tion, as follows: To use all honorable
means to maintain peace between ourselves
and employers, adjusting all difference?, so
far as possible, by arbitration and concilia-
tion, that strikes become unnecessary.' "

ident Dl?trlct No. 9.

Some Opposition to Strike.
Pa.. Sept. 7. Miners'

meetings were held in various parts of Wy-
oming valley t'v-nif- ht, and the strike situ-
ation discussed. In nearly all the meetings
the .sentiment was In favor of abiding by
the decision of the executive board of the
UniUd Mino Workers. Some of the speak
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ers deplored a lockout, but said they were
willing to stand by the majority.

At the meeting held at Kingston there
was a considerable opposition to a strike.
Some of the miners say the organization
is not strong enough to carry the men
through a long strike.

At Wanamie and Glen Lyon the miners
were almost a unit for a strike. At the
Woodward mine of the Lackawanna Com-
pany this afternoon the foreman took a
vote of the employes to see how they stood
on a strike. It is said only four out of
473 men voted not to strike. Some prominent
coal operators held a conference in this
city to-da- y. The proceedings were secret.

If a strike is ordered Wllkesbarre will be
the headquarters for the operators and the
strikers will have their headquarters at
Hazelton. The operators In this section arc
now convinced that nothing but a miracle
can prevent a strike and they are making
preparations to hire coal and iron police to
guard their property during the continu-
ance of the strike.

Word from Shnmokln.
SHAMOKIN, Pa., Sept. 7. The operators

and the leaders of the United Mine Work-
ers of district No. 9, composing the coun-
ties of Northumberland, Columbia, Schuyl-
kill and Dauphin, each announced to-nig- ht

that they were in readiness for the ex-
pected strike to begin next Monday. The
workers leaders claim they will soon in-
duce enough unorganized miners to cease
work to tie up the district; while the op-
erators assert that the great percentage of
the workmen will remain at work, and thatthey will be given the fullest protection
against violence should any develop.

May Close ColIIerlen.
HAZELTON. Pa., Sept. 7. The only new

development In the strike situation here
to-nig- ht Is the unconfirmed rumor which
has gained general circulation that, if a
strike Is declared by the national executive
board of the Mine Workers w, all
the operators in the region will close their
collieries down for an indefinite period onSunday night.

It can be positively stated that the oper-
ators will not agree to arbitration.

DALE'S PROPERTY RIGHT

NEW LEGAL PROBLEM HAS DEVEL-
OPED IX RISHVILLE TIUA t

Can a Murderer De III Victim' Heir?
Aceaaed AnxiuuxMor Hearing to

Eatabllsh His Innocence,

Frcial to the Indianapolis Journal.
RUSHVILLE, Ind., Sept. 7. The suit of

John II. Frazee, Mrs. Madeline Clark and
Mrs. Kate Humes against Charles F. Dale
and Oliver M. Dale for possession of 400

acres of good Rush county land, which
Charles F. Dale is charged with having ac-

quired through the alleged murder of hi3
wife and three other members of the Fra-
zee family, was up for discuson yesterday
on a demurrer 'to the complaint. A legal
problem never yet passed on by the Indiana
Supreme Court developed in the argument,
and will have to be settled by Judge Doug-

las Morris, who has the demurrer under
advisement, before the case can proceed.
The plaintiffs contend that the alleged mur-

der by Dale of his wife, lhat he might In-

herit her estate, renders him civilly dead
and debars him from inheriting her prop-
erty.

In support of this proposition the attor-
neys for the plaintiffs cited the common
law which says a murderer cannot Inherit
by his own crime. They argued that the
framers of the Indiana law of descent,
while not specifically touching this point,
had the common law in view when they
framed the statute on inheritance. Cases
in several courts of other States were
cited In support of the Frazee heirs' con-
tention, a United States Federal Court case
and a Nebraska case being particularly
dwelt upon.

Charles F. Dale's attorneys, on the other
hand, held that the Indiana law of de-
scent clearly gave to Dale his wife's prop-
erty, no matter whether he killed one per-
son or a dozen. Citations from the chief
courts of other States were read in sup-
port of this proposition. The citations on
both sides were from the rulings of other
state courts, nothing in the Indiana deci-
sions being found bearing on the point in
contention.

Charles F. Dale, during the argument,
was a spectator, and seemed not at all
worried by the frequent use of the words
"murder" and "murderer" by the lawyers
in their arguments. He says he shall insist
on the case being tried, as he wants the in-
justice of the terrible charges against him
shown to the public. If the court finds for
tho Frazees on the demurrer, then the suit
will be pushed to trial; if the ruling is
against them they will Immediately take
an appeal to the Supreme Court.

SHOOTING AT SWAYZEE.

Saloon Keeper Stlllvrell the 3Inrk of
Two Brothers.

MARION, Ind., Sept. 7. Frank Stlllwell,

a saloon keeper of Swayzee, this county,
was shot Thursday night by William and
Mark Nesbitt, brothers, who live five miles
south of Swayzee. The brothers attended
the Swayzee fair recently and got into some
trouble. Thursday they returned to 'town
to get even. They drank heavily and soon
became unruly. .$ companion named Leer
had been put In jail for being intoxicated,
and tho Nesbitts started to get an ax to
break into the prison, declaring that they
would release their friend. They had re-

volvers, but, thinking that they would not
be sufficiently armed, entered Stillweli's
place and took two belonging to the saloon
man. Stlllwell followed them and demanded
the weapons. They refused to give, them
up and Stlllwell struck William Nesbitt
and knocked him down. Mark Nesbitt then
drew a revolver and fired two shots. One
wounded Stlllwell in the left hand and the
other entered his neck. He fell to the
ground unconscious and the Nesbitts fled.

The Alexandria chief of police at noon to-
day notified Sheriff Bradford that the Nes-
bitts had been arrested there, and the
sheriff left Immediately for the prisoners,
returning here with them this evening.
They are now in jail here. Stlllwell is a
middle-age- d man and has a good reputa-
tion. He has a family. His condition at
this time Is serious.

Although the Nesbitts are of a good fam-
ily they have been concerned in numerous
troubles. When boys in school they drew
knives on a school teacher and were mixed
up in a riot several years ago. The Nes-
bitts are less than thirty years of age.

Then Sweeps Along; . the Louisiana
Const and Drives the Sen Water Up

to the Mississippi Levees.

MIAMI, Fla., Sept. 7. The tropical hurri-
cane, which has done considerable damage
on the islands of Jamaica and Cuba, struck
the Florida coast Wednesday, the wind at
one time reaching a velocity of nearly 100

miles an hour. It Is feared that the crews
of at least two vessels were swept over-

board about thirty miles south of here. No
'damage was done at Miami. Telegraph
wires were blown down, and this part of
the country was shut off from the outside
world from Wednesday night until this
evening. The two vessels are known to
be ashpre.

Considerable damage has been done near
West Palm Beach. The bulkhead of the
Immense Palm Beach pier was swept from
Its foundation and washes' several hundred
feet to the north. A number of small
boats which were anchored in the inland
lakes were torn from their moorings and
sunk. Several docks and seawalls were
badly injured.

NEW ORLEANS, Sept. 7. The storm
which has been expected for several days
materialized to-da- y, and all the southern
coast of Louisiana has been swept. The
sea water has been backed up to the Mis-
sissippi river levees on the east bank. Dr.
R. II. Burford and Superintendent Richard
Qulnn, government officers at Fort St.
Philip, went down the river In a cat boat
on Thursday evening, and this evening
late the boat was found floating bottom up.
They were unquestionably drowned. The
damage to crops from sea water is large.
The oyster schooners took warning, and
most of them sought shelter before the
storm broke. No material damage was
done in this city or along the gujf west of
Mississippi. The wires on the east bank
of the river to Port Eads went down at 6
o'clock this evening.

Jamaica Swept by a Storm.
KINGSTON, Jamaica, Sept. 7. A terrific

storm swept over this island last night.
The rivers are all flooded and great dam-
age has been done to the banana planta-
tions. Miles of the railroad track have
been washed away. The torrential rains
which were a feature of the storm con-
tinue. The loss will amount to thousands
of pounds.

ONLY TWO MILES APART.

First Report from the Deutschland
and Kaiser Wilhelm Der Grosse.

NEW YORK, Sept. 7. The British steam-
er Critic, which arrived in quarantine from
Leith and Dundee, reports on Sept. 5 hav-
ing passed the steamer Deutschland, from
New York for Hamburg, and the Kaiser
Wilhelm der Grosse, from New York for
Bremen. The Deutschland was about two
miles ahead.

REACHED LATITUDE 8U:33.

Further Details of the Duke of Altrui-
st's Polar Expedition.

CIIRISTIANIA, Sept. 7.-F- urther details
regarding the arctic expedition of the Duke
of Abruzzi,' on board the Stella Polare,
whose safe return was reported yesterday
from Tromsoe, Norway, show that the ex-

pedition last year through Nightingale
sound and the British canal reached as far
north as 82:4, but, finding no wintering har-
bor, it returned to Teplitz bay, Crown
Prince Rudolph's Land, where the Stella
Polare was frozen in about Sept. 1. The
Duke of Abruzzi's fingers were frostbitten
on a trial sledge trip at Christmas and two
joints were amputated, obliging him to re-
main for several months in his tent. The
cold Increased to 52 degrees Celsius. On
March 11 the advance was renewed and ten
men started north. After ten days march-
ing three started to return to the ship,
which, however, they never reached. Their
fate is unknown. A second party of three
men passed the 83d parallel after a march
of twenty days and then returned to the
ship. A third party, led by Captain Cagnl,
with two Alpine guides and an Italian
sailor, reached latitude SG:33 and was then
obliged to return through lack of food. It
started with six sledges and forty-fiv- e dogs
and returned with two sledges and seven
dogs, having subsisted for seventeen days
exclusively on dog flesh.

On Aug. 8 the Stella Polare started home-
ward. She traversed the British canal in a
single day and then drifted about for a
fortnight in a severe struggle with drift Ice
before reaching the open sea.

Will Not Buy American Cotton.
MANCHESTER, England, Sept. 7. At a

meeting of the cotton spinners here to-

day it was decided, practically unanimous-
ly, not to purchase American spot cotton
during the month of Septemher. Four-fift- hs

of the employers in the trade were
represented. It is anticipated that the de-
cision will lead to the closure of scores of
mills for several weeks. The meeting was
private, but it was ascertained that during
the discussions there was sharp criticism of
the Liverpool speculators who, it was de-
cided, made the crops worse by gambling.
Eventually the meeting adjourned until
Sept. 21, when the situation will be again
considered.

Plot Against Abdul Hamid.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 7. Abdul

Hamid's enjoyment of the Jubilee festivi-
ties, which began Sunday on the comple-
tion of his twenty-fift- h year as head of the
Ottoman empire, has been spoiled by the
discovery of a plot against his life. One
hundred and eighteen arrests, including
several high officials, have already been
made, and a secret inquiry is proceeding.

Cable Notes.
During the Austrian military maneuvers

yesterday on the borders of Galicla and Bo-

hemia a big gun exploded, killing four men
outright and fatally wounding eighteen
others.

It is said In German court circles at Ber-
lin that Queen Victoria will visit dowager
Empress Frederick next month unless the
latter's condition meanwhile should consid-
erably improve, which is not probable.

At Maisons-Laffitt- e yesterday. "Cash"
Sloan, on the Due de Gramont's horse,
Barnevelt, won the Prix de Chamant.. 5.000
Irancs. The American Jockey also won the
Prix de Maule, 4,000 francs, on the Due de
Gramont's Fraisier.

The Berlin censorship has forbidden the
production of "Die Strengen Herren" ("The
Stern Masters"), a comedy by Blumenthal
and Kadelburg. which was to have been
performed at the Berliner Theater, on ac-
count of Its sarcastic references to the
so-call- ed "Lex Helnze."

PORTO RICAN STATISTICS.

Percentage of Illiteracy, Number of
Voters, Natives and Foreigners.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 7.-G- eneral Sanger,
director of the Porto Rlcan census, has
just published the third bulletin relating to
the population of the island of Porto Rico.
This deals with the citizenship on the ba-

sis of literacy, with, special preference to
the effect upon the voting population, of
the educational requirement Imposed by
the Foraker act. The males of voting age
number 01.071, and but 3.8 per cent, are of
foreign b'.rth. Of the white persons of
Porto Rican birth 23.4 per cent, can read
or write, while 17.2 per cent, of the colored
population are illiterate. Under the ed-

ucational qualification the number entitled
to vote in the islanl would be 47,373, or 27

per cent, of the native-bor- n males of vot-
ing age, restricting the suffrage to about
one-four- th of the adult males.

The cities of San Juan and Ponce contain
most of the foreign element of the Island,
but even there the native whites and col-

ored each outnumber the foreign element,
while together they outnumber them nearly
'Zlz to 1. In Ponce tbe native whites are
more than three times as numerous as the
foreign element and the colored are double
this number. The province of Baykmon. in-

cluding the city of San Juan, has the least
illiteracy, 2f.5 of the white males of voting
age beinK able to read or write. The prov-
ince of Aguadilla and A reel bo are the most
Illiterate, only 22 and 23 per cent., respect-
ively, of the adult males being able to read
or write. Of the males of voting age of
Porto Rico, 73,010, or 36.3 per cent, were col-
ored.
