counteracted by balf the loss of $,500,800 In casbh,
which went out of banks to meet Intsrior de-

mands. The position of the banks, as a wheie,
is a little better than Indicated by the state-
ment, for the reason that receipts of nearly two
and one-half millions of specie from the Paclfie
coast, Friday, figure only slightly in the weekiy
compilation. The loan coniraction of 35668400
was due to the efforts of hanks to meet the de-

mands of interlor correspondents, and at the
same time to maintain their reserve percentages
at the reguired legal point. The reduction In
loans lessened deposits, and with the heavy loss
in eash, brought about the shrinkage of $12,764,-
700 in the deposit total, with the effect already
poted. The deposit shrinkage, at this season,
& not unusual. Last year, during the week
ended Sept. 23, the banks lost nearly $20,000,008
of deposits and the decrease for the current
wesk, A vear ago, was $13.000,000. At the close
of September, 1389, however, the banks had ouly
$1.722.450, of excess reserve, as against §12942.600
now, and they lost at least $65, 000,000 of deposits
in September, 1809, compared with only §15, 750,000
this month. The drain, therefore, i® easfer to
meat this year than last, but it means higher
money rates from now on.

CATTLE QUIET AND BARELY STEADY
AT ABOUT PREVIOUS FIGURES,

Hogs Fairly Active at Slightly Lower
Figures—Sheep Quiet—Condivion
of Markets Elsewhere.

UNION STOCKYARDS, INDIANAPOLIS,
Sept. 29.—Cattle—Receipts, 250; shipments small,
The receipts of cattle were larger than usual at
this time in the week, and with all buyors ap-
rarently well supplied the demand was indiffers
ent, and the bidding backward and rather lower.
Salesmen were rather anxious to transrfer thelr
noldings, but they did' not feel that they would
be justified in making a further reduction in
prices. Consequently it was very difficult to
consummate sales, but finally quite a number
crossed the scales at barely steady prices. The
week's recelpts have been comparatively largs,
showing an increase of nearly 1,000 over the same
week & year ago, and the largest for & cor-
responding period since 1897, Thus far
this year there is an increase of
over 2,000, compared with the same
yeriod last year. As indicated In the dally re-
ports, the market this week has been genecrally
very unsatisfactory to the selling interests. The
receipts have been in excess of the demand at
all times, and sales have been very irregular,
tut at greatly reduced prices. Salesmen have
not been in a position to dictate values at any
t!me, and it has not been unusual to see the
same class of cattle selling at different prices
on the same day. In the fat cattle market the
decline for the week has been anywhere from
15¢ to 50¢, but a conservative estimate would
yrobably fix the average about 3¢ lower. Cows,
heifers and stockers and feeders have suffered
most, and at the close of the week nearly 4w
head, mostly stockers, remained In the pens un-
sold. It is evident that the local trade has been
well supplied, and dealers do not predict any
rally in the market in the near future. Quota-
tions:
