RECENT PURCHASES GIVE VANDER-
BILTS MAJORITY OF STOCK.

_’

No Material Falling O in Earnings
Anticipnted by Trafiec OfMicials—

A Heavy Grain Movement.

¢___

The financial editor of one of the finan-
cinl papers says: “It seems to be quite
generally conceded that the Big Four wiil
gcon be merged with the Vanderbilt sys-
tem. The road has been managed In entire
harmony with the Vanderbilt roads for a
long time, although it has been claimed
that the Vanderbiit interest did not con-
stitute a majority of the stock until the
past week or so. The natural afliations
of Blg Four are with New York Cen-
tral. It is rumored that the present stocks
of the Big Four will be exchanged for N. Y.
C. collateral bonds, as were Lake Shore
and Michigan Central stocks. If 8 per
cent. bonds are issued. as Is rumored, Big
Four preferred will probably receive 66 2-3
per cent. and the common from 1% to 15

per cent. in bonds. The common recelved
cenly 3 per cent. dividends from the earn-
ings of the past fiscal year, but consider-
ably more is2 belng earned upon that issue.
The balance to the credit of the common
stock during the past year was §1,773,982,
or 6.3 per cent. on the common. From the
surplus of $534.143 which remained after
payment of 3 per cent. on the common,

the directors appropriated $840.942 for pay-
ment of car trusts pot wholly matured
and for other standing clalms. While the
Big Four has long been regarded as a
Vanderbiit road, there was a period when
it ceased to be such, though continuing to
receive that designation. When the Bee-
line was absorbed the Vanderbilis un-
doubtedly had the upper hand, but it was
discovered later on that this control was
not considered abs=olutely essential to their
best interests, Later developments in-
dicated a change of opinion, as brokers
known to have done buying for the Van-
derbilt contingent were discovered plek-
ing up the stock, and it was conceded by
those In touch with the “family” that the
Vanderbilts had decided that changed con-
ditions rendered it Important and neces-
sary that they should regain their former
position in the affairs of the company.

Inereased Freight Rates.

A general advance in rates on all classes
of freight is to be made by the raflroads
operating between Chicago and the Atlantic
seaboard. At a meeting of the executive
officers of the lines in the Central Freight
Assoclation, which covers the territory be-
tween the Mississippl river and Pittsburg
and Buffalo, in Chicago, yesterday, it was
agreed that a systematic advance should
be started by inereasing the charges on
grain. By the agreement entered into the

rate on domestic grain between the Missis-
sippl river and New York will be advanced
from 17% to 2004 cents per hundred pounds,
and the export tariff will go up from 15%
to 18% cents. Between Chicago and New
York the domestic rate will be increased
from 15 to 17% cents, and the export from
12% to 16 cents. The Increase will become
effective Neov, 1, It was also agreed that
committees representing the roads in the
Cer tral Frelght Assoclation and those in
the Trunk-line Association should meet in
New York, Oet. 16, for the purpose of
compiling and issulng a new classification
for all classes of freight, to go Into effect
Jan. 1. By changing the classification in-
creases In rates will be effected.

Re~-Eleet 0Old Officers.

The directors of the Chicago, Indianapolis
& Louisville Rallroad Company (the
Monon) who were elected at the recent
meeting of shareholders, met in the com-
pany's offices, New York, vesterday, for
the purpose of organizing. Willlam H.

McDoel was re-elected president and gen-
eral manager; Anthony J. Thomas, vice
president; W. H. Lewis, treasurer and
assistant secretary, and J. A. Hilton, sec-
retary and assistant treasurer. The new
executive committee is as follows:

Samuel Thomas, R. M, Gallaway, Will-
fam H. McDoel, Charles Steele and Temple
Bowdoin.

The directors authorized the wmanage-
ment to purchase at its convenlence 5,000
tons of steel rails. No price was men-
tioned.

Annual Report of the E. & T. H.

L. & N, Annunal Report.

The annual report of the Louisville &
Nashvlile Rallroad for June 30, the end of
the fiscal year, was issued at New York
yvesterday afternoon. It shows much the
highest net and gross earnings ever re-

ported by the company, the Increase in
gross revenue being $3,982,000; expenscs in-
creased $2,572.818, and net $1,111,079. The In-
crease In expenses is accounted for by an
increase of f£1.351.800 In conducting trans-
portation, $34.00 in maintenance of way
and $322.600 in equipment cost; general ex-
penses decreased $138,700. The surplus was
$3.619.235, out of which 4 per cent. divi-
dends were pald, leaving a balance of
$1,507,235.

Heavy Grain Shipments.

As the close of navigation approaches
the shipments of graln by water increase.
Last week nearly twelve million bushels
of grain were shipped by lake and rall,

compared with considerably less than four
million bushels two weeks ago. This con-
ditlon will doubtless prevail the next two
weeks. By Nov. 1 the all-rail lines will
again begin to get the bulk of the grain-
moving, and as the heavy traffic In cereals
does not reach its height until about that
time the all-ral!l lines would profit hand-
scmely were rates advanced.

The increase
i= the more creditable from the fact that
the Pennsylvania and the Bilg Four lines,
their chief competitors, pushed business
the last yvear with an energy never before
manifested. Especially was this the case
with the Pennsyivanla lines between Louis-
ville and Chicago.

The directors of the Lake Shore have
decided to establish a pension system simi-
lar to the one now in foree on certain lines
of the Pennsylvania system. The rules
will permit of an employe retiring at the
age of sixty-five years on a pension
amounting vearly to 1 per cent. of his aver-
age yearly salary during the last ten years
of his service multiplied by 30, provided
he has been In the gervice of the company
for thirty yvears continudusly. At the age
of seventy vears his retirement will be
required, and the pension will be paid if
his continuous service shall have amounted
to thirty years. It Ig understood that the
Lake Shore people will follow the policy
of the rennsylvania of not employing any-
one in any capacity who is past the age
of .forty-five yvears.

TIN-PLATE SCALE SIGNED.

Slight Advances Granted.

NEW YORK, Oct. 3.—The American Tin-
plate Company and the Tin Workers' Union
reached an agreement to-day on wages for
the ensulng year. The rate paid will be
practically the same as last year, with the
exception of the catchers on all the pots,
and tinners and catchers on all Thomas
White pots will be given a slight advance
on the roll trimming muachines and eight-
roll standard pots.

It was intimated after the conference ad-
journed to-day that the principal subject
which was under discussion for some time
past concerned the advancement of the
nonunion workers., Nothing in reference to
it would be given out but the fact thai a
compromise had been satisfactorily ar-
rived at.

National Spinners’ Unilon.

BOSTON, Oet. 3.—The second day eof
the annual convention of the National
Spinners’ Union was opened with President
Michael Duggan, of Lowell, in the chair.

The matter of joining the Federation of
Textile Workers of America was discussed,
and the delegates expressed themselves in
tavor of amalgamating, but they felt that
they had not as yet received sufficient in-
formation relative to the purpose of the
federation.

Tin-Pilate Mill Resumes.

YOUNGSTOWN, O, Oect. 3.~The Lisbon
plant of the American Tin-plate Company
resumed operations in the hot department

to-day. giving employment to 300 hands.
The finishing department, which employs
20 hands, is in readiness to start, and
will resume as soon as the signing of the
scale Is announced,

Puddlers Accept a Redunction.
NORRISTOWN, Pa., Oct. 5.—The pud-
diers of the Norrigstown rolling mills held a
meeting to-day and decided to accept a

cut of 31 a ton in wages. Instead of receiv-
ing $4.40 a ton, they will now receive $3 40,
Fires were lighted this afternoon, after an
idleness of six months.

Plumbers on Strike.

PITTSBURG, Oct. 3-—Fifteen hundred
jcurneymen plumbers struck to-day for uni-
form wages and a revision of the rules gov-
erning the trade, All the shops owned
by the Master Flumbers' Association are
affected.

Earthgquake in Teneriffee.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 2.—The State De-

rtment has received a report from the
nited States consul at Teneriffe, one of
the Canary group, saving that a severe
earthquake was fellt on that island on
Sept. 3, which lasted seven seconds, but
that no material damage was done.
