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THE BOOKS DEMANDED

COUXCIL C03I3IITTCD TO INVESTI-
GATE CONSUMERS GAS TRUST,

Reuet for Information to De Put In
Wrltinff-May- or Signs Hot

Water Ordinance.

Councilmen Keller, Billlnssley, Munro,
Morlarity and Perrott, appointed as a
special committee to investigate the books
of the Consumers Gas Trust Company,
held their first meeting yesterday after-
noon in the office of Mr. Perrott in the
Lemcke building. The committee was ap-

pointed a few weeks ago on a resolution
presented by Councilman Morlarity in the
City Council providing for the Investiga-
tion of the Consumers' Gas Trust Com-
pany, as It has been openly asserted that
the company refuses to make gas connec-
tions and that all the debts of the company
have been paid and the company is able
to furnish gas to Its patrons. The reso-
lution also set out that if the committee
found that the stock and Interest had all
been paid the price of gas should be re-

duced to cost.
At tho meeting yesterday afternoon Mr.

BUlingsley asked Mr. Morlarity, who was
back of the resolution, whether It had
been Introduced as a scheme to get the
two-ce- nt tax question on mains Into the
Council again or whether it was a Demo-
cratic scheme. Mr. Morlarity said the
prime cause of the resolution was the fact
that he failed to have gas at his house one
morning. He also .said his constituents
were anxious for the Investigation. Dep-
uty City Attorney Bell met with the com-
mittee, and Mr. Moriarity submitted six
requests to be sent to the Consumers
Company to aid the committee in Its in-

vestigation. The requests are as follows:
That the committee be given access to the
stock books showing stock issued and
when paid back and residue of outstand-
ing stock; books of expenditures and state-
ments of receipts showing for what vari-
ous amounts were paid; leases of gas fields
and everything up to date; books showing
indebtedness of the company from Its or-
ganization up to date; books showing all
the funds the company has on hand,
whether in bank vjr bonded securities;
books giving gross earnings of the com-pany from the consumers and othersources; books showing dividends, how
paid and when paid.

Deputy City Attorney Bell said the com-
mittee had the power to summon a mem-
ber of the company before it and to com- -

him to furnish the books to secure the
nformatlon it wanted, but did not have

the power to ask to have the books to go
over at leisure. The committee then de-
cided to adjourn to the Consumers' Gas
Trust Company's office and state the case
to Mr. Bement Lyman In order to gain
access to the books without being com-
pelled to secure an order from court for
them. Mr. Lyman heard the requests of
the committee and asked that they be sent
to him In written form. Mr. Lyman leaves
the city to-d- ay for a few days, and when
ho returns next Tuesday or Wednesday he
will submit the request of the committeeto the board of directors. Chairman Kel-
ler, of the special committee, will call ameeting of the committee when he receivesa reply from Mr. Lyman.

3IAYOR SIGN'S ORDINANCE.

He Approves Officially the Hot Water
Ileatinsr Franchtie.

Mayor Taggart yesterday, affixed his sig-
nature to the ordinance passed at the last
meeting of the City Council ratifying the
contract made by the Board of Works with
the Home Heating and Lighting Company
granting the company a twenty-fiv- e years
franchise to maintain a hot water heating
and electric lighting plant in Indianapolis.

The next step to be taken in this matter
will be by the Board of Works in nam-
ing the first district in which the company
shall operate. This district will be one mile
square and it has been said the property
bounded by Tenth street and Fall Creek and
Senate avenue and Bellefontaine street will
bo named by the board of works for thecompany to supply with heat first. Ob-
jections have been raised to this district,
as it is said It is the richest section of the
city and other sections should be given
first trial of the new system of heating.
The Board of Works has not considered
the matter yet but will do so in a few
days and It is very probable that the
district named will be the one decided upon.

President Rauh, of the Home Company,
with other members of the company will
visit several cities where hot water is uedas a heating factor and Investigate thesystems. He says the best system obtain-
able will be used in Indianapolis.

STRINGING OF PEED WIRES.

A Protest Made to Proposed Plan by
Mr. Holderinnn.

The members of the Board of Works
yesterday afternoon accompanied Assistant
General Manager Grant "of the street car
company on a trip over the city to Inspect
the alleys where the street car company
petitioned the board to string feed wires
in order that they may be removed from
the streets.

There is strong opposition to the feed
wires being placed in the alleys. George
H. Holderman, superintendent of fire
alarm telegraph, has made a protest to
the board against the stringing of feed
wires In alleys. Mr. Holderman says be
has inspected the routes proposed by the
street railway company and in nearly every
instance he says the routes are in badly
congested districts. In the downtown dis-
trict, however, the new plan would re-
move the wires from this district. He says
there are interests that would suffer if
the wires are strung as proposed. He says
the company should be compelled to place
the wires underground, the same as other
companies. He thinks the city should be
guaranteed from any damage resulting
from these wires. The board will consider
the protest in making Its decision.

Safety Board Meeting.
A communication was received by the

Beard of Safety yesterday from a promi-
nent business firm on Washington street
near Illinois street asking that the police
keep the crowds that talk politics off the
sidewalks.

The board placed Patrolman Murphy on
the retired list. He is suffering with rheu-
matism.

The board awarded to Robert L. McOuat,
at $153.92, the contract to wire eight en-
gine houses for electric lights. Last win-
ter the gas supply was so low the lights
were too dim for use. The board granted
special police powers, to three men on re-
quest of the fall carnival management.
The board did not take action on the sub-
ject of increased police protection for car-
nival week.

The National Association of State Fac-
tory Inspectors finally adjourned yesterday
at noon. The meeting was of great profit
and thoroughly enjoyed by every delegate
present. All of them a good word to
say of Indianapolis and of the State of
Indiana. In speaking of his trip through
the gas belt yesterday, James Campbell,
of Pennsylvania, the retiring president,
said It had been a most Interesting Journey.
"Indiana Is certainly In the front as a
manufacturing State," raid he. "I have
seen nothing anywhere to surpass what I
saw yesterday on my trip through the gas
belt. The gas belt is certainly a manufac-
turing center, and I think it is sure to con-
tinue one."

At the session yesterday morning, the
following officers were elected for the en-
suing year: President, John Williams, of
New York; first vice president, William An-
derson, of Missouri: second vice president,
John J. Williams, of Wisconsin; third vice
president, J. .

THE QUESTION OF FUEL

SCHOOL BOARD ANXIOUS TO KXOW
WHAT HEAT TO PROVIDE.

The Enirlne in the Library Building;
Will Burn Nothing: but Gas-Ot-her

Matters.

The chief matter for consideration before
the School Board last night was the fuel
question. Ever since the Consumers' Gas
Trust Company turned off the gas In the
shoolhouses and in the public library
Business Manager Cleland and each Indi-

vidual member of the School Board has
been trying to solve the problem of the
future lighting of the library and the
heating of the schoolhouses. The engine
which runs the electric dynamos In the
library Is so constructed that it will burn
no other fuel than gas, and as a conse-
quence the power is being furnished at
present by the city. In most of the school-house- s,

a supply of coal has been laid in,
but in schools Nos. 29, 32 and 9 the flues
are too small to accommodate any great
volume of smoke, and some other system
of heating must be provided.

After a lengthy discussion vthe matter
was referred to Business Manager Cleland
to provide some temporary means for heat-
ing the schoolhouses and lighting the
library, and a special meeting is to be
called to consider the question again.

The report of the librarian for the month
ending Sept. 30, 19o0. shows a total of
W.032 books in the library and a total cir-
culation of 20,301. The librarian also re-
ported that C. C. Meyer, of North In-
dianapolis, has contracted to erect a build-
ing suitable for library purposes at 1021

Udell street, near the present library, on a
promise from the School Board that on
Jan. 1. 1901. it .would, lease his building for
a term of five years at $15 per month. The
building Is to be similar to the library
building in West Indianapolis and is to be
provided with a furnace. W. A. Rhodes,
the present landlord of branch library No.
1, has been given three months notice that
on Dec. SI, 1D00, the library will cease to
occupy his premises.

Mrs. Ellis Sharpe Duncan has presented
to the library a very valuable collection
of books, consisting of sixty-tw- o operas,
five oratorios and five books on music of
a general character. The collection was
the property of her son, now deceased.
Superintendent Kendall read a letter to
the board from the president of the board
of trustees and the superintendent of the
public Fchools of Galveston appealing to
the school children of Indianapolis to aid
in restoring and repairing the school build-
ings of Galveston. The board passed a
resolution giving the teachers permission,
under the direction of the superintendent,
to receive donations for the relief of the
Galveston schools. The board also de-
cided that the schools should be closed
on Wednesday afternoon, the date of the
foral parade of the carnival, and on Fri-
day afternoon, the day of the grotesque
parade.

The library will be closed from 1 to 4
p. m. on Wednesday. Superintendent Ken-
dall reported that Henry L. Cannon,
teacher of history- - in the Shortrldge High
School, had resigned his position, which
took effect Friday, Sept. 28. and that he
had appointed Arthur W. Dunn to take
his place at the same salary. Mr. Dunn's
work began Oct. 3. Mary Ashton was ap-
pointed teacher in the district schools for
the fall term. Her work began Sept. 3.

ANCESTRAL REVERENCE.

The Chinese Expect and Demand It,
While the Caucasian Parents Se-

cure It In a Vastly Finer Way.
The antipodal view of everything taken

by the Oriental as against the dweller in
the Occident has come to be more known
the past few months than ever before.
The world now understands, as never In the
past, that from the smallest detail of every
day life to the largest matter of state-
craft, the Chinese see and do things exactly
opposite from the peoples of Christendom.

The deference to elders, culminating as
it does in actual ancestral worship, is a
distinguishing Chinese trait. The Euro-
pean and American father aids his children
and advances them in the world in every
possible way, largely through parental love
and for the further reason that he feels
it to be a general duty to his race to do
his full individual share toward seeing that
each generation holds a better place than
its predecessor. The Occidental Impulse and
intuition is to work for the betterment of
posterity while the Oriental idea seems to
be to secure full veneration in this world,
oblations to the coffin at death, and down-
right worship afterwards.

The white father looks out for his chil-
dren, and they in their turn for their
offspring, above everything else next to
the care of the wife. The yellow father
makes the wife, or wives as the case may
be, subordinate, and expects his sons to
constitute him a sort of god on earth while
he lives and to set himself as a full blown
deity afterwards.

The American and European father, on
the other hand, creates an estate if possible
for his sons, Insures his life for their
benefit, first properly seeing that if the
wife survives him her claim to the pro-
ceeds of the policy shall take precedence
over everything, but the Chinese, or other
Oriental father does but little of this. Life
Insurance with its huge and beneficent work
throughout Christendom has only a rmall
hold in the Flowery Kingdom and other
Oriental lands, and the bulk of the policies
thus far issued In those countries has
been to the Caucasian residents.

Perhaps nothing could better show the
results of reaching the same desired end
than this wholly different method of work-
ing for it. The American or European
father, with his sturdy, unselfish striving
for his family, not only does his duty to
them and thereby directly advances the
progress and well-bein- g of his race, but is
remembered after death with a love and
appreciation that can hardly be bestowed
upon the memory of any Oriental parent.
It Is vastly better for Instance to have the
grateful memorial reverence that comes
from the promptly paid life' insurance
policy than all of the fanatical and hollow
veneration which accompanies the genu-
flexions at the dead Chinese father's coffin,
and burning of rice paper and fire crackers
at his tomb, even when the latter is duti-
fully kept up during the eon's whole

THE SCHILLING CASE

OXLY TWO OK THE ATTORNEYS
WERE PRESENT IX COURT.

The Alleared Shortage of Feei
Amounts to ?3,C00 Forgery Al-

leared other Blatter

Yesterday was the day set by Judge Al-

len, of the Circuit Court, for hearing argu-
ment on demurrer in the suit against
ex-Coun- ty Recorder Schilling for the col-

lection of fees alleged to have been ille-

gally retained, but instead of oral argu-

ment, briefs were submitted. None of the
attorneys were present except County At-

torney Brown, for the prosecution, and
A. R. Hovey for the defense. It was then
agreed that the merits of the case should
be reduced to writing and submitted to the
court to decide at his leisure.

The alleged shortage amounts to about
$3,600, and suit was brought against both
Schilling and his bondsmen. The conten-
tion of the defense is that the action
should not be brought on the relation of
the Board of County Commissioners, but
on relation of the prosecuting attorney;
that tho acts of the Legislature during
Schilling's administration entitled him to
the fees he collected and retained; that
the charge should have been that he failed
to pay the money over to the county and
that the statutes om limitation have ex-
pired. The prosecution sets out that the
fees collected by Schilling and retained
were subject to a common law and should
have been turned over to the county treas-
urer.

IX THE HIGH COURTS.

Decisions Rendered by the Supreme
and Appellate Tribunals.

The Appellate Court yesterday reversed
the Judgment In the case of the Evans-vill- e

& Terre Haute Railway Company
against Charles Welch. Welch obtained a
$500 Judgment against the road for dam-
ages sustained while standing on a plat-
form waiting for a train. A wild engine
struck a man at a street crossing and bis
bouy was hurled a long distance and fell
on Welch, severely injuring him. The
court held that the railroad company was
not liable.

A Judgment for $500 recovered by Wil-helml- na

Reltdorf against the receiver of
the Fort Wayne Consolidated Railway
Company, for damages sustained on ac-
count of the death of her son was reversed
by the Appellate Court.

The Supreme Court affirmed the case of
George H. McCaslin vs. The Advance Man-
ufacturing Company. The. appellant
brought suit to enjoin the defendant from
placing a mortgage on its property In In-
dianapolis to obtain money to rebuild its
plant after its partial destruction by fire
six years ago and the injunction was re-
fused.

The case of .John Denton against the
State of Indiana, in whfch the constitu-
tionality of the dog tax law of 1S97 was as-
sailed, was reversed by the Supreme Court.

The petition of Laura De Ruiter for an
allowance from her husband, Derk De
Ruiter, pending the appeal from a Judg-
ment for divorce and $4,000 alimony was
overruled by the Supreme Court.

The petition for reheating in the case of
the Holt Ice and Cold Storage Company
against the Arthur Jordan Company, in
which the appellee recovered a judgment
for $2,300 on account of the negligent stor-
age of a quantity of butter, was over-
ruled.

Forsrery Was Alleged.
There was a very heated argument in

the Circuit Court yesterday over the suit
of Thomas F. Hensley against Louis
Kaminsky to foreclose a mechanic's lien.
The plaintiff claimed Kaminsky owed him
$150 for work he had done. In the evi-
dence Kaminsky produced a receipt for
$100, wkich he said Hensley had given
him.

The receipt was turned over to Hensley,
and after examining it. he said it was a
forgery. The receipt was written on apiece of white straw paper, and had beentorn in two and pasted together. Toshow that the writing was not legitimate
in the receipt, it was given to Cleik Cal-vert, who soaked the two pieces of paperapart.

When Louis Newberger, who defendedKaminsky, finished his argument. AttorneyDavid A. Myers took the floor with thepieces of the receipt in his hand and toldhow he thought the receipt had beenforged. The case was taken under advise-ment.

County Xot Represented.
The habeas corpus proceedings by which

John Whitlock hopes to get out of the
workhouse, were heard by Judge Leathers
yesterday, the county not being represent-
ed. Robert N. Harding, superintendent of
the workhouse, had failed to notify the
county attorney, and when he appeared to
answer the petition, he was without coun-
sel. Judge Leathers sent word to County
Attorney Brown, but he said he was notthe right one to defend the county In thecase, referring the court to ProsecutorPugh. Mr. Pugh had a case in the Crimi-
nal Court that he could not leave, and thedeputy prosecutors were busy In Police
Court. Finally, the Judge heard the case
without the county being represented. Wal-
lace was fined $50 by Judge Daly for giv-
ing a little girl liquor until she became
drunk. The petition for his release is
based upon the ground that the warrant
for his arrest had no return showing
service.

Very Little Left.
Judge Allen yesterday gave his decision

in the foreclosure proceedings of A. B.
Keeport against tho New York Investment
Company, in favor of the plaintiff and a
receiver was appointed for the property.
The suit Involved a house and lot in West
Indianapolis. While the suit was pending
the house burned down. A foundation was
left and the plaintiff hoped to get the value
of the bricks. This foundation still ex-
isted when the case was heard, but since
Judge Allen took the matter under advise-
ment, the bricks have been hauled away
and only the lot is left.

John Clark Rldpaths Widow.
Roxana Smythe Rldpath brought suit

against the Knights of Honor yesterday
for $2.000, which she says she is entitled to
In behalf of a claim of her husband. John
Clark Rldpath, the historian, who died In
New York recently. It is asserted that
In 1ST6 at Greencastle, he entered the
Knights of Honor, and that the order re-
fuses to pay the claim which she says
Is due.

Woman Had Hysterics.
Mary Stanton, a woman tried In the

Criminal Court yesterday, had such a bad
case of hysterics at the close of the argu-
ment that a physician had to be called.
She had been fined $50 and sentenced to
the workhouse for thirty days in Police
Court and appealed her case. The jury had
not returned a verdict late last night.

Already Had a Wife.
Coral Colburn filed a suit yesterday to

have the marriage contract between herself
and Benjamin G. Hamlin annulled. She
says she entered into the contract with him
In December, 1S3. upon the representation
that he was an unmarried man, and lived
with him until December, 1&9, when she
learned he had a wife.

and gluttonous. lie Is not known to have wr
declined a social Invitation. If bidden to benqutt
or wedding, he went. Nor was He a spectral
figure. He marred no festivity with melancholy
air or disapproving frown. He filled well the
function of guest, adorning and beautifying
with His presence and miracles the amenities of
life. A foremost Fharisee, about to give
a lordly banquet, coveta. as an ornament of the
occasion, the grace of Jesus' presence. He will
fain garnish His feast with the young rabbi'
novel and superb table talk. The vesti-
bule of the Pharisee's chateau Is the scene of a
miracle of deed, as the banquet hall afterward
echoes to a miracle of word. An unfortunate
creature lies there, his skin distended to the
point of rupture by the watery collection be-

neath it. Jesus screens not His eyes to a disgusti-
ng: sight, which would spoil the appetite of ths
average voluptuary. He tosses no email coin o

the sufferer, as other guests are doing. But
before He can bestow that gift which will be of
more value than silver and gold, he must fore-Sta- ll

the deadly criticism of the FharUees, whicu
He knew to be lying In wait for Him. It is not
necessary to suppose as acme do, that the sick
man had been placed in JeFUs' way wltli a ma-

licious purpose. He was there, and the critics
of the Master saw their opportunity. They
seemed to have Him "coming or going;" for it
was a desperately bad case, as He might igno-mlnlou- sly

fall of a cure; and if he succeeded, he
would, in his very success. iave flagrantly vio-

lated the Sabbath. Jesus manfully takea th
Sabbath-desecratio- n horn of the dilemma; for he
intends to heal the lick man. He springs Ills
snare in His categorical question. "Is It allow-
able to work a cure on the Sabbath day, or
not?"
