SPEAKING FOREIGN LANGUAGES,

Few Persons Know Well
Tongues Than Their Own.

New York Christian Advocate.

The Evening World, speaking of an ac-
complished priest, falls into a singular
misprint, which really meets a known and
felt want® It declares that ““he is a cul-
tured man, speaking several languages."

We have met many persons who were
gald to speak several languages, but have
nearly always found that what they could
speak was several half languages. No
foreigner finds fault with a person for
magxing his needs or opinions known in a
brecken way where he cannot obtain an in-
terpreter; or where he plainly knows that
he cannot speak the language correctly
they generally sympathize with him, and
conceal their mirth at his mistakes. But
if he pretends to speak the language and
cannot do so, he is a fair target for con-
tempt which, if politeness may conceal
from him, will find vent behind his back.

We have been told by misslonaries of
the American board and of the Presby-
terian and Anglican denominations, in
countries where we have met them, that
a forelgn eccleslastie, though he may be
8 classical scholar in the language, if un-
able to speak it well, will make a better im-
pression upon the natives by speaking
through an interpreter than by attempting
to speak thelr language. Simllar ideas
have been communicated to us in northern
Europe and elsewhere. When men settle
in a country and expect to stay there the
case Is changed; they and those who are
obviously learning the language should be-
gin at once to speak. Our strictures relate
