WORLD'S RECORDS BROKEN.

Dennis Horgan Makes Xew Marks for
rutting the Shot.

NEW YORK, Oct. 7. New world's records
for putting the twelve and sixteen-poun- d

shots were made by Iennls Horgan at the
btneflt games held to-d- ay under the au
spices of the Pastime Athletic Club at its
grounds. Horgan put the twelve-poun- d shot
fifty-fiv- e feet, nine and one-ha- lf inches, or
nine and one-ha- lf inches furtner than any
other athlete in the world had ever done
before. In putting the sixteen-poun- d shot,
Horgan added half an inch to his own
world's record of forty-eig- ht feet two
inches.

Both records were made in exhibition
and not in competitive trials, but as they
were properly measured by Amateur
Athletic Union officials, they will stand as
the best for the two events named. Several
boxing exhibitions were scheduled between
well-kno- wn amateur and professional pugs.

MORE REBEL ACTIVITY

END OF RAINY SEASON STRENGTH
ENS THE INSURRECTION.

Reinforcements for Young Release of
Mablnl from Munila Jail The

Commission's Tariff Plans

MANILA, Oct. 7. Four troops of cavalry
and two companies of infantry, have re
cently reinforced General Young in north
ern Luzon, where the Insurgents are con-

centrating In the mountain of north and
scuth ISocos provinces, under the leader
ship of Agllpay, the excommunicated priest
and renegade. General TInio and Genera!
Villaneuve, who had been quiet for some
time, are now showing signs of becoming
active, as the end of the rainy season ap
proaches

Of late there has been consIderaMe scout
ing and skirmishing In the provinces of
Abra and north Ilocos, though without
decisive results. It is obvious, however.
that the maneuvres of the Filipinos are
more skillful than formerly, as the field
tactics of the American are being followed
by them.

Senor Mablnl, the virtual founder of the
so-call- ed Filipino government, vho was
captured by the Americans last December
and lodged in jail in Manila, has been lib
erated. As he had always persistently re
fused to take the oath of allegiance to the
United States government he had main
tained his reputation among the Filipinos
as a resolute patriot. They now believe
that he has reached a private understand
ing with the American authorities, which'
has secured his release; and, consequently,
he has lost some of his popularity, al
though he is still considered the leader of
the dormant revolutionary element.

This week the commission will beeln the

WASHINGTON, Oct. 7. The activity oi

American manufacturers is illustrated by
the statistics of the imports of manufac-
turers materials and exports of manu-

factured goods, which have just been made
public by the treasury bureau of statistics.
In the eight months ended Aug. 31, Imports
of raw materials for use in manufacturing
amounted in 'round numbers to $200.000,000,

against a little over $100,000,000 in the corre
sponding months of 1806, and the exports
of manufactured goods were $304,000,000,

against $163,000.000 in the corresponding
months of ISM. Thus in both importation
of raw materials for use in manufacturing
and in exportation of the finished product,
the figures of the present year are nearly
double those of 1S93. The total imports
of the eight months just ended exceed by
$93,000,000 the imports of the corresponding
months of 1S06, while the single item of
manufacturers' materials Itself shows an
increase of .$37,000,000. Raw .materials for
use in manufacturing formed In the eight
months of 1S06, but 23 per cent of the total
imports, while in the corresponding eight
months of 1000, they formed 35.2 per cent
Manufactures formed in the eight months
of 1S95. 2S.7 per cent, of the total exports.
and in eight months of 1900 formed 33.8 per
cent, and in August, 35.2 per cent, or tne
total exports of domestic products, in
the averasre importation of manufacturers'
materials was $13,500.000 monthly, and in
1000 it is $23.000,000 monthly.

The division of customs and insular af-
fairs of the War Department has made
public a summary of its regular monthly
bulletin, giving the commerce of the Island
of Cuba for the seven months ended July
31. This summary shows that the total
value of merchandise imported into the
island during the period named amounted
In value to $43,469,055. of which amount
$1.S51.443 was admitted free of duty. Of
the total imports into the island J34.264.109
worth entered the port of Havana. Theimports from North America amounted to
$22.391.511. The total value of merchandise
exported during the period named was
$19,955,492. classified as follows: Productsof agriculture, $10,374,809; manufactured ar-
ticles, $ü,019.2J0; products of the forest.
$176,872: products of the mines. $440.032. andarticles not classified to the value of $944.-47- 9.

Tobacco being leading article of export.
It will be interesting to know that leaf
tobacco to the value of $5,973,557 was ex-
ported from the island during the period
named. Of this amount. $5.046,778 was tak-
en by the United States. The exportation
of cigars during the period named amount-
ed In value to $7.333.903. Of this amount
$3.508,116 was taken by the United State.-?- .

The exportation of cigarettes during theperiod named amounted in value to $192,505.
Of this amount $21,239 was taken by the
United States. The exportation of all other
tobacco during the period named amounted
In value to $56,450, of which amount $3,773
was taken by the United States.

The Navy Department has initiated a

movement to secure an International agree-
ment upon a uniform system of naval
salutes. The greatest diversity now exists
in the practice of the various nations, and
the friction engendered by quarrels between
naval commanders over the salutes hasgiven them in some Instances almost the
importance of international incidents. ForInstance, while Admiral Kempff was lying
at Taku, on his flagship Newark, an ex-
change that took place between himself
and an English captain, owing to the lat-ter- 's

declination to give Kempff the same
number of guns which had been accordedby a Russian ship, gave rise to a good deal
of feeling at the time.

The British naval salutes are each less by
two guns than the corresponding American
salutes. The same difference exists be-
tween the military salutes of the two na-
tions. The French salutes are like those of
none of the great powers of the world. In
fact, few of the powers correspond in theirpractice in this matter. In view of the mis-understanding which might arise from this
condition of affairs, it has been considered
advisable by the Navy Department to bring
the matter to the attention of the State "D-
epartment and suggest that the other gov-
ernments be communicated with, with a
view to their appointing representatives to
an international conference to secure -- theadoption of a system of uniform salutes.

The time for the completion of the

twelve new torpedo boats under construc-
tion again has expired and a movement is
on foot to grant the builders six months
more time. Ey the contract they should
have becne completed Oct. 1 la.t year. East
spring a year's extension was granted,
dating back to Oct. 1. This period Is now
up. so that another extension will be neces-sa- n.

as none of the boats are near comple-
tion. Six of them are not yet In the water.
The chief cause of the delay lies in the in-
ability of the builders to secure the ma-

Rear Admiral Hlchborn. chief construc-
tor, has submitted to the Navy Depart-
ment a report o:i the Bache, bearing upon
the utility of sheathing naval vessels which
has given rise to the liveliest controversy
among naval officers. The admiral's con-
cisions, based on the record history of the
ship, are as follows: "To summarize, itmay be stated that this vessel, not orig-
inally intended to be sheathed, was nine
years after her launching ntted with a sys-
tem of shrathing which involved a neglect
of some of the most obvious precautions in
such work. She served thirteen years con-
tinuously without an examination or or re-
pairs to her sheathing or sheathing bolts,
and is to-d- ay In active service, though
nearly thirty years old. with her frames
and plates in such a condition, through in-ter- nr.l

corrorlon in the machinery and
bunker rpaces, as would have long sincecompelled her abandonment or extensiverebuilding had she not been sheathed.".xxxThe Navy Department has received re-

STRATHC0NA AT NEW YORK.

Canadian Commissioner Talks About
Ills Regiment English. Politics.

NEW YORK, Oct. 7. Lord Stratheona,
O. C. M. G.. the lord high commis'sloner of
the Dominion of Canada, arrived on the
Cunarder Etrurla to-da- y. He is a director
of the Commercial Cable Company, a di
rector of the German-Atlanti- c Cable Com-

pany, and was the first president of the
Canadian Pacific Railway. Lord Strath-
eona furnished and equipped a mounted
regiment, and sent it from Canada to fight
the Boers at his own expense. The regi-

ment consisted chiefly of scouts and cow-

boys, and was commanded by Colonel
Steele.

"Much against my will." said Lord
Stratheona, "the regiment has been named
Strathcona's Horse,' and, being composed

of cowboys and scouts, it did duty as
scouts in General Buller's forward march,
a fact, I regret to say. which accounts for
the regiment's depletion. Many have been
killed, and a very large number wounded.
They left in March, and I do not know
when they will be back."

The lord high commfosloner left for
Montreal to-nig- ht, and when asked what
he thought of the result of the English
elections said with a smile: "It would not
be proper in the lord high commissioner of
Canada to permit himself to discuss En-
glish politics, but I maysay that there is
a wave of imperialism sweeping irresisti-
bly over Europe. As for Mr. Joseph Cham-
berlain, I have known him for forty years
back have known him outside of politics
and very intimately indeed, and a more
upright and honest man I have never in
my life met.

HOT SPRINGS RESERVE

GOVERNMENT REPOHT ON THE
BUSINESS OF THE YEAR.

A Few More Lots Will Be Sold Free
Baths Statistic "Fiends" with a

Craving for the Waters.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 7. An interesting
report on the Hot Springs reservation in
Arkansas has been submitted to the Sec-

retary of the Interior by the superintend-
ent, Martin A. Elsele. Mr. Elsele says
that the Springs, during the past season,
reached the high-wat- er mark of popularity.
According to the best estimates there were
50.000 visitors during the season. The in-

come to the government from water and
ground rnts amounted to $1S,6T0, while
the fixed charges were only about $14.000,

leaving a fair balance, which, in accord-
ance with the liberal policy of the gov-

ernment, was available for additional im-

provements in the reservation.
The reservation includes 911 acres, and

in this tract there are 157 government lots
still unsold. The 'superintendent says the
sale of these lots, which have been ap-

praised at $75,000 would go far toward pro-
viding the money necessary in perfecting
the work oi park Improvement now going
forward, and he earnestly recommends a

of the ground and the sale
of the lots during March, HK)1, when the
influx of visitors to the springs is at its
height.

The free government bath house has
grown to be a mist important institution,
and of great benefit: to .the indigent suffer-
ers who otherwise would not have the
benefit of the waters. The record of this
establishment for the past year shows
9,503 apDlIcatlons for free baths, of which
only 216 were refused for various reasons.
The total number of single free baths
given was 160.030, at a net cost of 1.57 cents
per bath. One of the curious features of
the free-bat- h patrons noted in the report is
that there are bath fiends who have a
morbid craving for the treatment, much
the same as the craving for drugs and
whisky among other inebriates. This class
is a considerable annoyance to the man
agement.

Capt. Frank West, of the Sixth Cavalry,

acting superintendent of the Sequoia and
General Grant national parks in California,
has submitted his annual report to the
Secretary of the Interior. The first of
these parks ia the larger, containing, it is
estimated, from 1,600 to 3,000 of the mam-
moth sequoia trees for which California
is noted. Captain West says, for the
benefit of the public, as the best route
for reaching the giant forest Is not gen
erally known, that the proper point at
which to leave the railway is Vlsalia, Tu-
lare county, California. Thence there is
a good road through the park-lik- e country
to the Keweah river, and leading thence
through the Ash mountains into the park.
The park itself is on a high table land.
from 6.300 to 7.500 feet m altitude, and
commands a view of some of the most
magnificent mountain scenery in the Bock- -

les. The General Grant Park is only two
miles square, and is in very bad condition,
owing to fanen timber and rubbish, which
should be cleared away immediately. It
contains over 123 large sequoias, including
the famous General Grant tree, and a little
work would make it a marvelously beauti-
ful spot.

One serious danger, which also threat-
ens the Sequoia Park. Is the presence
of sawmills on private lands included
within the boundaries of the park. It
is said there are 5.440 acres so held. The
mills are ruining the giant trees In their
neighborhood. Captain West recommends
that these lands be appraised speedily.
and purchased by the government.

SHELBYVILLE, Ind., Oct. 6.-- The Re-

publican party of Shelby county was never
as well organized or In as good condition
as now. Among other organizations be-

ing perfected is a First Voters Club, with
a bona fide enrollment of 141 names, with
more to be added. An organization that
Is having a wonderful influence on all
classes of voters Is that composed of
men who voted for Lincoln either In 1S60

or 1S64. This club now has 225 members,
fifteen names being placed on the list
to-da- y. This organization is named the
"Old Guard," and every member Is proud
of the name. Tuesday morning of this
week, the day Senator Beveridge will be
here, these old men will meet at Bepub- -
Hcan headquarters for the purpose of per
fectlng a permanent organization. For-
mer Lieutenant Governor Will Cumback
will be here to address them.

Another club is that of the men em-

ployed in the various factories. This club
has an enrollment of more than 400 vot
ers, each and every one being steadily
employed at fair wages. There never was
a time in the history of Shelbyvllle when
labor was as busy as now. Farmers
throughout the county come here almost
dally in search of help, but return home
without it. Four years ago the Shelby
Democrat sent an emissary over this city
to count the number of empty houses. The
number was reported 250. Now there Is
not a vacant house in the city, and twenty--
live more would find renters In a single
day.

Another club that is flourishing Is the
"Rescue Riders." composed exclusively of
colored men. This club has Its own brass
band. On Roosevelt day. In Indianapolis,
these clubs, with a large number of peo
pie, will come to the city. A special train
will leave here at 1:30 o'clock, and If the
weather is favorable, there will be not
less than 1,000 in the line from "Old
Shelby."

FROM A DEMOCRAT.
This evening the Dally. Republican, pub

llshed the following letter, the writer being
one of the best-know- n Democrats of this
city:

"This declaration comes not from a sulk
er in a political tent. It is not the rant
ing of a sorehead nor the .mutterlngs
of a disappointed office-seeke- r. It Is not
inspired that the writer may receive the
plaudits of one political party.

"While the masses or the people wno
opposed us were first inspired by this falsa
education, they and the Filipino army of
guerrillas have been latterly inspired by
the arguments of their leaders to the er-fe- et

that if Mr. Bryan is elected the Fill
pinos will have all their wishes gratified

"You can mark my word that u Mr.
McKinley is re-elect- ed, there will practical-
ly be an end to all opposition to our gov-
ernment among Filipinos, as soon as the
news of the election snads over the
Islands, and we will surprise ourselves
and the world with the ease and qukknesa
with which we will organize there a gooJ
government, for the Filipinos are a people
of considerable capabilities when well guid-
ed and not misled by unscrupulous lead-
ers and Influences. If Mr. Bryan Is elect-
ed, we win have even more trouble thArx
before. In endeavoring to establish the
independence of the ruiplnos. he will b
forced to put in power Agulnaldo and all
those leaders who have been responsible
for the slaughter of so many Americaa
soldiers, and then he will have the sen-
timent of the American people with which,
to reckon.

With Dewey's victory
there came a tidal wave of American pres-
tige that swept not only all over Asia, but
over Europe, which was of incalculable ad-
vantage to American moral and material
influence everywhere.

I live. Reliable advices prove to me that
McKluley will sweep that section on the
policy of expansion.
