The young woman assured Mr. Wood
that she and her friends would not insist
on riding In carriages, but would be satis-

fied with wagons. She thought, from the
different expressions she had heard among

the young women clerks, that they would
be able to flll five wagons. Mr. Wood at
at once communicated with Col. H. B,

Smith and was informed by the colonel
that there would be plenty of wagons for
the delegation of women clerks. “Let the
women come,”’ gallantly declared Colonel
Smith, “we will see that they have an im-
portant position in the pardade. Mr.
Wood =aid last night that a great many
requests for carriages were being re-

How to Mark a Ballot.

In reply to numerous inquiries relative ta
the marking of a ballot, Attorney General

Taylor yesterday gave out the following
opinion:

“If a ballot obviously intended to be
marked as a straight ticket have the point
at which the lines cross inside the ecircle,
the ticket must be counted, whether any
or all of the arms of the cross extend be-
yond the line of the circle. If the point
where the lines cross is on the cirele, or
inside, it must be counted. If they cross
each other outside the circle the ticket is
to be thrown out.

“1If a voter cannot mark his ballot, and so
states to the board, it is for the board to
decide whether he is telling the truth or
not. In all ordinary cases an affidavit is
unnecessary. If, however, the board be-

lleve that the voter Is telling an untruth,
they have an undoubted right to ask for his
affidavit, so that if he has told a falsehopd

he may be prosecuted for perjury.”

The Three Superior Judges Sat To-
gether—Partinl Grand Jary

Report—Other Cases,

-

Judge McMaster, of Superior Court,
Room 1. made a ruling yesterday, sustain-
ing the demurrer of W. C. Smith to the

answers of defendants in his suits against
property owners in Irvington, for payment
for improvements on Washington sireel
He filed his clalm under the Barrett law
The answers of the defendants attacked
the constitutionality of the Barrett law,
the method of publication, set out a com-
plaint that the town trustees refused (o

grant the property owners a hearing as to
the costs and benefits of the improvement,
and that the front-foot rule, including the
guarantee of the contractor to keep the
streets In repair for Sseven years, Was
illegal. The repair contract was given
special attention, as it was set out In the
answers that the contract was not included
it the bid, and that the repairing of streets
should be left to the property owners them-
selves.

There are eight cases in the Superior
Court 20 nearly identical that the three
Judges sat together to consider the de-
murrers to the answers. The demurrers
were in four paragraphs, and each para-
graph was sustained. Judge McMaster

gave the ruling in his court yesterday, and
Judge Leathers and Judge Carter will give
the same ruling in their courts, as thelir
rule days come to-day and to-morrow, re-
spectively.

In sustaining the demurrer, the court
held that all the answers were bad and
that a contract guaranteering proper con-
struction was legal, citing several au-
thorities. The court also held. that the
answers setting out that the Town Board
refused to hear evidence as to relative
coste and benefits, was an attack on the
gecision of the board and the answer was
bad for that reason, but the board had
jurisdiction to make the class of improve-
ments in question and has jurisdiction on
proper assessments in this particular case.
Under these conditions, the court saild it
could not try the guestion of whether the
board erred in its ruling on the question
of evidence.

In closing the court sald there was no
direct action to set aside or vacate the
assessment, and regarding the front fodt
assessment, that the constitutionality of
the law in question was closed by the re-
cent decision of the Supreme Court.
