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DAVID B. HILL HEARD

THE XEW YORK MAX A LITTLE
DE.5C IX HIS GEOGRAPHY.

Several Timen In III Speech He Had
to Be Prompted by Alonco

Greene Smith.

GREETED BY LAKGE AUDIENCE

HE IS 3IORE OF A CURIO TIIAX THE
POPOCRATIC NEBRASKA X.

The Address n a "Whole Smacked
Greatly of a Latter-Da- y Bry-anesq- ae

Harangue.

"In conclusion,' thanking you for your
very kind attention during this long ad-

dress," said David Bennett Hill. of New
York, In his Tomlinson Hall speech, last
night, "and thanking you for all the cour-
tesies I have received since I have been
In this portion of the State of Illinois,
I simply want you now to rally together
and with a long pull and a strong pull
and a pull all together, victory will perch
upon our banners."

At another time the brilliant New York-
er confused Presidents Harrison and Mc-

Kinley, making the astounding declaration
that President Harrison, in his message
to Congress, said the people of Porto Rico
ought to have free trade with the United
States. Alonzo Green Smith blurted out,
"You mean McKinley," and the speaker,
with great confusion and redness of coun-
tenance, acknowledged the correction with
as much suavity as he could command.
At still another time he gave vent to the
wild statement: "I am here to tell you
that the Democracy of our State the Em-
pire State (Stillness that might be felt
are working as they never worked before,
and we expect to give the electoral vote
to William J. Bryan." To clinch his won-
derful claim, Mr. Hill shouted, "Never
since tho war have we been beaten In
a presidential election when New York
and Indiana voted together" a declara-
tion bo palpably true that it was accepted
without the slightest question.

A BIG AUDIENCE.
The audience that listened to Mr. Hill's

speech exceeded either of those which
heard William J. Bryan on the two occa-
sions when he spoke from the rostrum of"

Tomlinson Hall earlier in the present cam-
paigndemonstrating that as a political
curio David Bennett Hill is every bit as
valuable to the Democratic managerß as Is
the saturnine-face-d young man from Ne-

braska. Mr. Hill was not escorted to the
hall by a long line of enthusiastic, shout-
ing, cheering paraders. A parade had been
strictly tabooed by an order Issued shortly
after the demonstration in honor of Col.
Roosevelt last Thursday night. But the
warmth of the greeting extended him in
Tomlinson Hall by the vast audience that
pressed almost upon the platform seemed
to atone for a lack of a street display, in
the opinion of the orator, who smiled be-
nignly upon the crowd while it stood as
one man yelling Itself hoarse, waving
canes and hats, and shaking handkerchiefs
at the wearer of the feather-labele- d "I am
a Democrat. About all the Popocratlc
leaders of any prominence In the city were
on the platform with Mr. Hill, and they
served nobly as "rooters," proposing cheers
and assisting to swell their volume.

The speaker at the outset put his audi-
ence In good spirits by telling them that
they had outdone In enthusiasm tho Demo-
crats of Brooklyn, a city which is remarka-
ble for that quality. Mr. Hill then referred
to Governors Gray and Hendricks, mention
of the latter's name being received with
hearty applause. Ho then said that he is
supporting the Democratic national ticket
first, because It is the nomination of his
party, "fairly made in convention duly as-
sembleda convention conspicuous for Its
fairness in all Its proceedings:" and sec-
ond, "having participated In its delibera-
tions, as an honorable man I feel bound to
support Its nomination. But," he contin-
ued, "I prefer to place my support of this
ticket upon higher grounds than these
upon the ground that, in the main, the
platform adopted by that convention meets
my approval, and hence I am here to speak
for it. I do not mean that I would not
have changed as a matter of policy and
expediency some portions of it, but in its
principal features it represents good old-fashion- ed

Democratic principles, and I am
satisfied."

A FALSE NOTE.
Mr. Hill raised a false note of expectation

by threatening to define the meaning of the
word "Imperialism." He said: "The wis-
dom of the Democratic convention declared
that there was one issue which would prob-
ably bo more important than the . others,
and I proceed at the outset of my remarks
to discuss that question. It is called
popularly known as the question of im- -
periallsm. What is meant by that word?
Wo might ask on the other hand what is
meant by the term republic, and In describ-
ing the one j'ou necessarily may describe
the othe-.- "

Mr. Kill then Went on to show the differ-
ent things that constitute the United States
a republic that the people are free; thatthey make the laws themselves through
their chosen representatives; because "here
is equal suffrage throughout the land" (no
reference to North Carolina); because there
is no taxation without representation; be-
cause the government derives its Just pow-
ers from the consent of the governed; and
because Americans live under a written
constitution which limits the powers of the
general government over them. He de-
clared that the basis of this Republic is the
Constitution and enumerated the various
rights guaranteed the people under it. He
continued in an elaborate treaties on con-
stitutional government that smacked
strongly of the text-boo- k. All this prepara-
tory to a harangue against "imperialism,"
which was the burden of his speech. "Now
we see that our Republican friends are pro-
ceeding upon a new theory," he said, "upon
a theory that we can acquire new poses-sion- s,

that we can grab them, that we can
gobble them up, that we can take them by
conquest, that we can take them by pur-
chase and that we can own them, enjoy
them, regulate them and govern them out-
side of this glorious heritage which our
fathers left us."

A SUPPOSITITIOUS CASE.
Mr. Hill assumed that the Republican

party proposes to establish a different
form of government In the Philippine
Islands, and then drew a picture of a citi-
zen of Indianapolis happening to be ar-
rested over there for some alleged crime.
The speaker declared that this man would
be denied the right of habeas corpus, the
right of trial by Jury, the right of appeal

all because the Islands would be governed
outside of the Constitution. He lauded
the war with Spain as far as it related to
Cuba, and extending up to and Including
the sinking of Montojo's fleet by Dewey
in Manila bay, but Insisted that the great
mistake of the administration had been
In not turning the ' Philippine Islands to
their rightful owners the natives. "We
had not conquered those islands," said the
speaker, "because we did not go there to
conquer the Filipinos. We should have
dealt with the native Inhabitants as we
would have dealt with the native inhab-
itants of Cuba if we had wanted to pur-
chase Cuba after the war was over."

Mr. Hill cited Attorney General Griggs's
alleged statement In a recent speech that
"this (the Philippine situation) presents a
new question, for which there are no Amer-
ican precedents," "and," said the speaker
triumphantly, "that Is true there are no
American precedents, the precedents are
all upon the other side of the globe there
are no American precedents for. the crea-
tion of what they now term an American
continent." The Dred-Sco- tt decision was
cited to prove that the Constitution ap-

plies to the Territories of the Uuited States.

Mr. Hill discussed the Fo'rto Klean tariff
law In an effort to prove an imperialistic
tendency In the present administration,
and cited General Harrison as a witness
for his side of the issue. The "manifest
destiny" argument, which has been worn
threadbare by Democratic orators all dur-
ing the campaign, was once more dragged
forth and displayed with glee by the ora-
tor of last night. Mr. Hill attempted no
new solution of the Philippine situation

offered no original thoughts on the su-
bjectbut read to his audience the plan
proposed by Mr. Bryan in Military Park,
on Aug. 8, saying that that was the cor-
rect solution, "and he will do what he
sajs," declared the speaker, this bit of
taffy for the Democratic presidential can-
didate being greeted with uproarous ap-
plause and cheering.

Turning to a brief discussion of other
planks in the platform, Mr. Hill made
much of the plank suggesting the crea-
tion of a new Cabinet position, that of sec-
retary of labor, and told his audience that
if they wanted that boon granted to labor
they should vote for the man for Presi-
dent who once upon a time "in a national
convention electrified the country with the
declaration that a crown of thorns (omit-
ting the 'cross of gold') should not be per-
mitted to be pressed down upon the brow
of labor."

The plank denouncing government by in-
junction was also touched upon, but noth-
ing added to the already familiar Demo-
cratic arguments and declarations on the
subject. The speaker reiterated the state-
ment that a bill on this subject, seeking to
provide trial by Jury and appeals In federal
contempt cases, was championed by Sena-
tor Voorhees, passed the Senate and later
was "smothered" In the house. At this
point a somewhat curious incident oc-cur- ed.

"That bill never will be passed,"
said Mr. Hill, "until you get a Democratic
House of Representatives, and then it will
pass and overwhelmingly, and you ought
to send, If possible If possible, you ought
to send a Democratic representative from
this district and as many Democratic
representatives from the State of Indiana
to help pass that measure. A few cries of
'Burke, Burke.'J I don't care what his
name is as long as he votes right. (Greene
Smith hurriedly communicates the fact
that the candidate's name is Burke.) His
name Is Burke so I am told then all vote
for Burke." There was a significant ab-
sence of applause, not, of course, on account

of a lurking fear that Mr. Burke
might fail to vote right, if elected to Con-
gress.

SOME CHARGES.
Mr. Hill repeated the silly charge that

Governor Roosevelt sent word to all the
reporters in Chicago that he would attend
church at a certain house of worship, and
said that he did not want any music ex-
cept that of a brass band. Then the speak-
er tried to create prejudice against the dis-
tinguished Rough Rider by quoting from
an article alleged to be from his pen, said
to have been published in the Century
Magazine of February, 1S08, in which the
writer drew comparisons between the
whisky-drinkin- g, boisterous, recklessly
shooting cowboys of the plains and the
small farmers, agricultural laborers and
mechanics, and concluded that the cow-
boys, with all their faults, are to be pre-
ferred to the latter classes mentioned. This
part of Mr. Hill's speech provoked a storm
of groans and hisses.

Tho speaker talked briefly of trusts, re-
peating the stale assertion that the Sher-
man anti-tru- st bill does not amount to
anything, and asserting that Mr. Bryan
will give the people a bill that will amount
to something.

Mr. Hill also charged the Republican par-
ty in New York State with responsibility
for a gerrymander by which the city of
New York is forever limited to a certain
representation in the State Legislature,
while the rest of the State, normally Re-
publican by a large majority. Is given an
elastic representation, based on growth of
population. Mr. Hill closed his speech
with a plea that his great service in com-
ing such a great distance to address the
Democrats of Indiana might spur them on
to renewed efforts in behalf of tho ticket.

Mr. Hill at ShelbyvHle.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

SHELBYVILLE, Ind.. Oct. 16.-- The

Democratic demonstration in honor of
David B. Hill, in this city, to-da- y, was a
disappointment as far as a district meeting
was concerned. Rush county, with 200 men,
was the . only representation outside of
Shelby. The morning parade, made up of
farm wagons and buggies numbered, Includ-
ing children of all ages, 90S. with about one-thi- rd

of them voters. Hill spoke in three
different halls, being introduced at theopera house meeting by George M. Ray, of
the Democrat. The only allusion made to
the money question was when he said, "Of
course we're all In favor of 16 to 1 thisyear, sixteen vote3 for Bryan to one for
McKinley."

In to-nigh- t's torchlight procession there
were 1,200 by actual count, including floats
and horsemen. Captain William Guthrie,
of Montlcello, who was to speak at night
did not appear.

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OF GREAT IMPORTANCE

TWO CONSTITUTIONAL AMEXD3IEXTS
TO UK VOTED FOR THIS YEAR.

They Relate to Enlargement of Su-

preme Court and Qualifica-
tions of Lawyers.

Two constitutional amendments of great
importance are to be voted upon by the
people of Indiana at the coming: election,
to be held on the 6th of November. By
their franchises, the voters will not merely
decide which party shall havs control of
county, state and national government, but
they will also settle the Important non-
partisan Issue whether the Constitution of
Indiana shall be amended in the manner
suggested and strongly recommended by
the Legislatures of 1897 and 1800.

The State Bar Association is so Inter-
ested In the adoption of these amendments
that at its last session it appointed a com-

mitteewholly nonpartisan in character-- to

take steps to further the adoption and
Incorporation of these amendments into the
Constitution. Senator It. O. Hawkins, a
member of this committee, was asked last
night to furnish the Journal with an ex-

planation of the objects and purposes of
these amendments. Both amendments are
in the form of joint resolutions, adopted
by the Senate and House of the Indiana
Legislature. The first Is entitled "A Joint
resolution to amend section two of article
seven of the Constitution of the State of
Indiana, approved March 8, 1S97' and reads
a3 follows:

Section 1. Be It resolved by the General
Assembly of the State of Indiana that tho
following proposed amendment to the Con-
stitution of said State, be and the same
is "now agreed to, and referred to the Gen-
eral Assembly of said State, to be chosen
at the next general election:

"Amend section two of article Eeven of
said Constitution to read as follows:

"Section 2. The Supreme Court shall con-
sist of not less than five nor more than
eleven judges, a majority of whom
shall form a quorum, and they shall hold
their offices for six years if they so Ions
behave well. Any vacancy caused by death
or resignation shall be tilled by the Gov-
ernor, as now provided by the Constitu-
tion, but any increase In the number of
Judges shall not be filled by appointment,
but by election at the next general elec-
tion, after any increase is ordered."

AN EXPLANATION.
Concerning the foregoing proposed

amendment, Senator Hawkins said:
"The number of members of the Supreme

Court is now the Fame as it was at the
time of the adoption of the Constitution in
1852. and, while the State has very largely
increased la population and wealth, and
litigation and questions coming before the
Supreme Court have increased many fold,
there has been no corresponding increase
in the number of Judges. The result has
been that business in that court has ted

to such an extent that it is
impossible for the entire volume to be
transacted by five judges as the court is
at present constituted. Therefore, it would
seem that there could be no possible op-
position to a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the Legislature to in-
crease the number of Judges. As the State
increases in populatoln, its business inter-
ests increase, and the Importance of the
questions that come before Its court of last
resort are more grave and complicated and
are of the very greatest Importance to the
people, not only in a political way, but In
the manner In which they affect the busi-
ness interests of the State and of its citi-
zens as well. The necessity for some eort
of relief for the Supreme Court has been
apparent for many years. At one time the
Legislature provided for a commission
which was known as the Supreme Court
Commission, which acted as a kind of auxil-
iary to the court. This was not found to
be advantageous, and at a later date the
present Appellate Court was created to
act as relief for the supreme tribunal, but
the Appellate Court has not proven satis-
factory to the people or to the court or to
the bar of the State. I think it will be ad-
mitted by all that It will be very much
better to have a larger number of members
of the Supreme Court and thus be pro-
vided with a single court of last resort,
than to have It divided Into two courts with
divided Jurisdiction. Divided Jurisdiction
means necessarily at times conflicting Jur-
isdiction."

The other amendment Is also of prime
importance and relates to qualifications of
applicants for admission to practice law
la Indiana. Its wording is as follows:
twenty-on-e of article seven of the Consti-
tution of the State of Indiana, approved
March 8. 1SS7.

"Section 1. Be it resolved by the General
Assembly of the State of Indiana, that the
lollowlng proposed amendment to the Con-
stitution of said State be and the same is
referred to the General Assembly of ?alT
State to be chosen at the next general
election:

"Sec. 21. The General Afsembly fhall' by
law prescribe what qualltlcatlons shall be
necessary for admission to practice law
In all courts of Justice."

SHOULD BE ADOPTED.
"This amendment, providing that the

Legislature may prescribe what qualifica-
tions shall be necessary for admission to
practice law In the courts of Indiana," said
Senator Hawkins, "Is one that should by
all means be adopted. Our Constitution In
1SS2 provided that any person of good moral
character should be permitted to practice
law In this State. I think that Indiana ir
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the only State in the Union that has such a
provision In its Constitution. All tho other
States have laws governing the qualifica-
tions that must be possessed by persons
before they can be admitted to practice
law. The effect of our present law is that
very many persons come to Indiana from
other States and procure admission to our
bar because they have not the qualifica-
tions that would entitle them to admission
in their own States. They either remain
here or emigrate Immediately to other
States and seek admission to the bar there
on the strength of a certificate of admission
here. This finally became such a general
practice that so far as the State of Michi-
gan was concerned a certificate of admis-
sion to the bar in Indiana is no longer
recognized in Michigan at all."

"There is no political question or signifi-
cance In these amendments." continued
Senator Hawkins, "they having been
adopted without any division of sentiment
on political lines by two sessions of the
Legislature. They have in addition re-
ceived the hearty indorsement of both
bench and bar throughout the State."

Senator Hawkins also made clear the
process by which constitutional amend-
ments are adopted. "They are," he said,
"first presented in the Legislature at a
given session and adopted by both
branches. Then the amendments are re-
ferred to the next ensuing Legislature, by
which they are passed upon as if original
propositions. After two different sessions
of the State Legislature have sanctioned
their adoption, they are then submitted to
the will of the people at large through the
medium of a general election. If the peo- -

ratify the conclusion of the two Legis-ature- s,

the amendments are at once incor-
porated into the Constitution and become
as valid and binding as any other parts
of the Instrument. It will thus be seen
that the framers of the original Constitu-
tion placed ample safeguards around its
subsequent amend aient." It requires a
majority of all the votes cast for the adop-
tion of a constitutional amendment.

. MEDICINE AND SANITATION.

These Sciences Will Be Represented
Here Next Week.

Arrangements have been completed for
the entertainment of the American Pub-
lic Health Association, which meets In this
city next week. About 400 delegates are
expected, which Includes leading men In
medicine and sanitary affairs In America,
Canada and Mexico. The sessions will be
held in the German House, with the ex-

ception of the scientific section, which will
hold its meetings In the laboratory of the
Medical College of Indiana.

The main section will convene at the
German House at 10 o'clock Tuesday morn-
ing. In the afternoon the visiting ladies
will Join the women on the entertainment
committee In a carriage ride over tho city,
going to the Country Club. At night the
association will hold a meeting at the Ger-
man House. Wednesday, Governor Mount
will welcome the visitors to the State and
city, and Dr. Peter Bryce, of Toronto,
Canada, president of the association, will
respond. In the afternoon the association
will go to Greenwood In special cars, re-
turning for a meeting at night. Thursday
afternoon a reception will be given at the
Propylaeum for women, and a concert
at night at the German House for the dele-
gates and visitors. Friday business will
be finished.

An exhibition of one of the government
traveling laboratories, used by government
surgeons in handling districts infected
with fever, cholera, smallpox, yellow fever
and plague, will be a feature of the meet-
ing.
