MR. BRYAN IN CHICAGO

W. J. NOW TRYING TO DECEIVE THE
WINDY CITY 3IASSES.

WORKS "OCR HEAVENLY FATHER
INTO THE TRUST QUESTION.

Talks About Industrial Despotism and
Endeavors to Array Labor

Igainat Capital

CHICAGO, Nov. L W. J. Bryan this
afternoon began his three days itinerary
of this city, addressing a vast concourse at
Randolph street and Michigan avenue. The
speakers' stand wasat the side of the Pub-
lic Library, and so dense was the throng
around it that the presidential candidate
was literally dragged to the platform by a
squad of policemen, who acted under the
personal supervision of Mayor Harrison,
who hud ridden with Mr. Bryan from the
railway station. Mr. Bryan was In excel-
lent voice, and this he used to good effect
In reducing the storm of cheering that
greeted him when he was introduced. His
speech was applauded almost incessantly, 5,
and at its conclusion he was driven to the
Auditoiium, where he took dinner, after a
which he proceeded n his tour of the
northwest side of the city, where he made
eight speeches, all of which were made to
large crowds. In his address at the Public
Library Mr. Bryan said, in part:

This meeting Is held under the auspices
of the business men. While it is a busi-
ness men's nuetlng, 1 want to suggest that
the term business men is confined, as far
as this Nation 13 concerned, to a narrow
application, for xeally the term business
men. In the broader meaning of the term.
Includes every man who by his brain or
muscle contributes to the wealth and
strength of this Nation.

"Election day is a most Important busi-
ness day of all the year. But when we
peak of the business men to-d- ay we refer

to those business men who are included
in that narrow application of tho term. I
am glad to have a chance to speak to this
kind of business men, for I believe that
the Democratic party to-d- ay appeals to the
business man aa well as to the l.iborer and
farmer. In fact, the Democratic party is
not the party of any particular class or
occupation, and not the p-r- ty of any par-
ticular section. It Is the party of all who
are willing to give to society a fair com-
pensation for that whien it receives from
society. Democracy in its triumph dues not
menace any legitimate and honest busi-
ness.

"My friends, I believe that the last four
years have taught to the business men
that the Democratic party is the conserv-
ative party of this Nation, and that the
Republican party Is the revolutionary
party. The business men ought to protest
against allowing the tlnances of the coun-
try to be controlled by a few financiers and
the industries of the country by a few of
the great trust magnates."

THE TRUST QUESTION.
At this point Mr. Bryan entered Into a

discussion of the trust question,. to which
he devoted almost his entire speech, treat-
ing the subject In much the same manner
as In hi? previous addresses. In speaking
of his remedy he said: "We propose first to
put on the tree list every tru?t-mad- e

article, so that the corporations will not
be tempted to combine here to raise the
price at home. I want to make It Impos-
sible for private monopoly to live, and
therefore we propose that before any cor-

poration organizer in any State does busi-
ness outside of the S;ate it shall take out
a license from the federal government.
Before that licen: e is given we propose
that the water shall be squeezed 5ut ol
the stock, and that the corporation shall
show that it Is not. trying to monopolize
any branch of business. . Why hould you
hesitate to hut a corporation up in the
State of lis origin until it how that It Is
going fo'tb on a peaceful mifion to pre-
sent Its wires in competition with other
wares, and not to stand by the roadside as
a highwayman and extort from the public
by mean of monopoly? I believe that this
remedy will prove effective. I believe that.
If applied. It would destroy every exist-
ing monopoly and prevent the creation of
new cries.

"Bat, my friends. If you have a better
remedy I wilt take your remedy. AU 1

v-an- t is to rid this country of this hew sys-
tem that Is going to tasten upon us a
slavery, a bondage which s as bad. If not
worse, th;n political bondage. The Bible
gives us the form of a praytr. We are to
say to our Heavenly father, 'Give us this
day our daily bread, but to-da- y under this
ladustral det-potisr- a single trust magnate

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may control the labor of thousands of
men, and they must get down on their
knees In the morning and say to him, give
us this day our daily bread. And then,
my friends, as election approaches, this
trust magnate can threaten to deny them
their liberties, he can threaten them with
idleness and starvation if they do not vote
the Republican ticket and continue a gov-
ernment of the syndicate by the syndicate
and for the syndicate.

"I believe that the trust Is Indefensible
from a moral standpoint, from an econom-

DERIDES FULL DINNER FAIL.
At Mueller Hall, on the north side of

the city, Mr. Bryan said: "The Republic-
ans have failed in their plan of campaign.
The party emblem with which they started
out has been insufficient to stand the
strain, for It is now the worst beaten and
battered and worn-o- ut emblem that any
party ever had. Some one remarked the
other day that in slavery times every slave
had a full dinner pail. I went to the peni-
tentiary the other day and they told me
there that every man in the penitentiary
had a full dinner pall. The Bible tells us
that Esau had a full dinner pall, but he
sold his birthright to get It. It Is an Insult
to the laboring man to say that he has
neither head nor heart and has only one
desire.namely.'a full meal. The Republican
party has never assisted the laboring man
to get all that he needs. The laboring man
needs shorter hours that he may be with
his family more. He needs shorter hours
that he may havo time to develop his mind.
What Interest has the Republican party in
getting shorter hours or developing his
mind if he has no mind and is all appetite?

"The Republican party stands for in-
dustrial despotism. It stands for a large
army and for an imperial policy. It dare
not defend Its position on any of these
questions. To-da- y no Republican speaker
will take the President's message of Dec.

16, asking for an army of a hundred
thousand men and attempt to defend It; yet

Republican Congress voted to make the
army a hundred thousand. Senator Haw-le- y,

in the Senate, reported a bill back from
the committee with the recommendation of
the Republicans of the committee that the
army be increased to a hundred thousand.
It is only temporarily increased now be-
cause the authority authorizing it expires
next year; yet every man who votes to ap-
prove of the course of the President votes
for an army of a hundred thousand men
permanently. Every man who votes the
Republican ticket votes for an imperial pol-
icy; and when I say imperialism I mean im-
perialism it is not expansion. Jefferson
was an expansionist; Jefferson was not an
imperialist."

EXPANSION AND MARRIAGE.
"We believe in expansion. Expansion

takes In land to be built into States. When
it takes In people who want to come In
we take them in. Expansion is like ma-
rriageIt ought to be satisfactory to both
sides; it ought not to be a one-side- d affair.
The Republican party cannot show a title
to the Filipino. It dare rot say that it
bought the Filipino at J2.50 a head. The
Republican party does not dare to say that
we got them by force. The Republicans do
not know what to do with them. They kill
them and destroy them and they use the
trade argument.

At Lincoln Turner Hall Mr. Bryan spoke

to an immense crowd. He said: "I want
you to understand that a vote for the Re-
publican ticket in this campaign is a vote
to nullify every vital principle in the Dec-
laration of 1 note pt nde nee. On the 14th day
of June, l!sM, within two months of tho
battle of Manila, I had occasion to make
a speech, und I said that our guns couid
sink the Spanish Meet, but that our guns
could not destroy the eternal truth thatgovernments derive their just powers from
the consent of the governed. At that time
there had been a good deal said to me by
my friends to the erfect that I had spoken
too soon; that I had spoken before I could
tell which way the tide of public sentiment
was going, and that it was dangerous to
do thr.t if a man was in politics. My reply
was that when 'the Declaration of Inde-
pendence .was repealed I was out of poll-tic- s

and It would mike no difference .o me
which way public sentiment went. Since
then I have seen the tendency toward im-
perialism grow.

CONGRESSIONAL NOMINEE HANN A
GIVEN A GREAT OVATIO.V.

Senator Fairbanks at Washington
Ralllea In Morgan and Greene-Peruv- ian

Sacrifice to Moloch.

RICHMOND, Ind., Nov. 1. Governor

James A. Mount was given a great ovation
here to-nig- ht. He arrived this afternoon
and was first taken to Earlham College
where he spoke before the College Repub-

lican Club. The meeting to-nig- ht was held
at the Main-stre- et Rink, which is used
as Republican headquarters, and which has
a capacity of 3,000. It was filled to the ut-

most with an enthusiastic assemblage.
Charles E. Shively, ex-Sta- te senator, pre-

sided over the meeting, and Introduced the
speaker in an appropriate speech in which
he referred to the success of the present
Republican administration in this State,
complimenting the Governor highly.

After devoting some time to the na-

tional and State issues, during which the
audience manifested the keenest enthus-
iasm, the Governor, for the first time dur-

ing the campaign, spoke of his refusal to
surrender Governor Taylor and ex-Secret-

of State Charles Finley, of Kentucky,
at the behest of the Goebel oligarchy now
ruling in that State, and his flagellation of
John W. Kern, for what he termed his
"undignified attack" was cheered and ap-

plauded to the echo. The text of. that
part of Governor Mount's speech fol-

lows:
I am adverse to personalities in political

canvassing. Four years ago I never men-
tioned the name of my opponent, Mr.
Shively, except in the most complimentary
terms, and, so far as I am informed, I re-
ceived the same kindly treatment in turn.
I have had no disposition in this campaign
to mention Mr. Kern's name until I was
Informed that he had repeatedly, and I un-
derstand in this city, by insinuation and
inuendo, declared, if he was elected Gov-eren- or,

the State would not be disgraced
by affording a refuge for murderers. This
is an undignified attack upon my refusal
to honor a requisition for the return of
Mr. Finley and Governor Taylor to Ken-
tucky. The right of the executive of a
State to exercise discretionary power in the
honoring of requisitions has been upheld
by the courts. Governor Cleveland exer-
cised this preogative. Governor Hendricks
refused to surrender an alleged murderer.
In short, the executives of several States
have thus acted, clearly establishing the
exercise of this right as not being in con-
flict with the Constitution, but a right
under the Constitution. To accuse men of
being murderers savors of a prejudice and
rashness unbecoming a candidate for the
high office of Governor of a great State.
The committee preparing the Democratic
State platform refused to criticise the
action of the Governor in declining to re-
turn these men. Stalwart Democrats, men
of wisdom and conservatism, were too wise
to commit the party to such a policy. Hon.
Joslah Gwin. the veteran Democratic edi-
tor of the State, who was promulgating
Democratic doctrines long before Mr. Kern
was a factor in politics, and who is now a
Democratic member of the State Senate,
came to my office at the close of the State
convention to compliment me for refusing
to honor the requisition for the extradition
of Governor Taylor. Mr. Gwin said: "I am
a Democrat of the stalwart school. If, by
honest election, I could defeat Republicans,
no Republican would ever hold office. But
when a man has been elected, as Governor
Taylor has been, I would shoulder a mus-
ket to help seat him." He also said: "If I
were the Governor of this State, I would
refuse to return Governor Taylor to aprejudiced court, to be deprived of liberty
and perhaps life." Mr. Gwin editorially,
in his paper, the "New Albany PublicPress," lauded my action. The three trialsheld in Kentucky have been so manifestlya mockery of Justice that Mr. W. E. Curtis,
of the Chicago Record, after investigat-
ing existing conditions, says:

"The most learned lawyers In Kentucky
tell me that the proceedings in all threecases are without parallel for partisan-
ship by the court and jury in the history
of American Jurirprudence, and that theDreyfus case is the only one within thepresent century that can be quoted In thesame connection. The proceedings beforeJudge Cantrill at Georgetown remind them
more of the Spanish inquisition than any-
thing in modern criminal prosecutions.
The juries that convicted these three men
were not drawn from the regular panel
although sixty names were left in thowheel, but were summoned personally by
the sheriff from among his personal ac-
quaintances. Members of the State RarAssociation have prepared and published astatement of the case addressed to the
members of the American Bar Association
and lawyers throughout the United States,setting forth the facts. It is a terriblearraignment of the Kentucky judiciary, butthey tell me here that there is little public
excitement over the convictions, becausseverybody knows that the Court of Appeals
will overrule the Judgments and set aside
the entire proceedings."

The high standing of Mr. Curtis gives
force to these words. Recent developments
confirm the words of Mr. Curtis. Remorse
of conscience overtakes one r.1 the bribed
and perjured witnesses, and he makes af-
fidavit that words were put into his mouthby Tom Campbell and Arthur Goebel, andmoney into his' hands, and he admits that
he swore to a lie

The Indianapolis News, in editorial com-
ment in its issue of Wednesday, Oct. 31,
said: "There can be no doubt that the
trials of the men charged with Goebel's
murder have been grossly unfair, and now
it would appear that the prosecution was
in the business of buying testimony, and
that it was willing to send men to death
on false testimony. Everything in connec-
tion with this business has Justified Gov-
ernor Mount in his refusal to send men
back to Kentucky to be tried at this time."

Mr. Kern has displayed a bitter partisan
spirit, and has uttered words of rashness
that militate against his fitness for the
high position he seeks. His words are akin
to his partisan action of calling up the
Nicholson bill in the Senate, in order to
put the Republicans at a disadvantage,
but when, to his consternation. It passed
the Senate, then behold a would-b- e states-
man apologizing to the saloon element,
saying he did not mean It. but only meant
to "put the Republican p-tr-

ty In a hole."
This action of Mr. Kern and his undignified
attack upon my refusal to send Governor
Taylor back to Kentucky, are indicative of
political acumen better suited to the ward
politician than to fill the high office to
which he pspires.

I have remained silent under the virulent
assaults of small-gaug- e papers and small-calib- er

politicians, prefering to let time and
developments of events Justify my action.
I had hoped that the murder of William
Goebe' would be justly avenged. With jus-
tice dethroned, and wounded liberty ap-
pealing In vain, with unscrupulous lawyers,
with access to $100.000, the work of persecu-
tion has gone forward. Not content with
robbing the people of their expressed
choice by perjury and bribery, they are
seeking to rob men of life and liberty.
I would call the attention of Mr. Kern, and
all others who have bUi-il- y assailed my
action, to the record of this prejudiced
court, and commend to them the wisdom of
the old Roman motto, "Moderation in all
things."

ADDRESS BY MB. WU.

The Chinese Minister Pays a Tribute
to Philanthropic Americans.

PITTSBURG, Nov. 1. Wu Ting Fang,
the Chinese minister, --was the principal
speaker at the Founder's day exercises at
Carnegie Institute to-da- y. He said In part:

"China has a great deal to learn from
this young Republic. I hope, however,
that she will learn, not the arts of war,
which have for sole end and aim the de-
struction of life, but the arts of peace,
which make for the happiness and welfare
of the people. No nation can beoome really
great by war. True greatness does not lie
In the extent of territory, nor In the
strength of battalions, but in the character
of people. From personal observation I
cm inclined to the belief that the Amer-
ican people possess the element of national
greatnos in a high degree. The test of
the loftiness of character is to possess
boundless power without abusing it.
Wealth is power. Where can you find such
vast accumulations of wealth in private
hands as in America, with so little attend-
ant evil felt by society? I have seen
countries where the rich oppress the poor
and the poor curse the rich. There 'money
is the root of all evil The reverse seems
to be the case in America. Here the ri h
use the ample means at their disposal for
the benefit of tho people, and the people
have good reason to bless thft rich. In
other words, American men of wealth are
public benefactors. I have not far to go
for t.n example. In your midst you have a
signal instance of this class of philan-
thropic men of wealth. This institution is
an enduring monument of the founder'3
munificence. Here one can find the most
effective means for the enlightening of the
mind and the uplifting of the soul. Books
paintings, sculpture and specimens of ob-
jects possessing educational value are
accessible to all persons at all times. The
day will soon come when foreigners will
visit th!s city not so much to see the great
industrial establishments as to see this
institution, which sheds its refining in-
fluence far and wide. Pittsburg will be
equally famous as a treat educational cen-
ter and as a commercial and manufactur-
ing center. May this standing monument
of the publlc-splrlodne- ss of the founder
move other mllHonalre3 to follow his ex-
ample. May the Founder's '.ay. which I
heartily Join with you in celebrating, be
ever observed from year to year as a
national event."

"Mr. Bryan does not confine himseif very
rigidly to facts," he said. "He stated ho
believed in the expansion of Jefferson,
which did not acquire human beings, but
not in the expansion which did .acquire be-
ings in the Philippines. Now, I don't know
how much Mr. Bryan knows of our history,
but I suppose he must have looked at least
at the matter of the acquisition of what
was then called the Louisiana Territory,
under President Jefferson, the founder of
Democracy. The transmlssishippi country,
from the Gulf of Mexico to the Rocky
mountains, was acquired by purchase pre-
cisely as the Philippines have been acquired
under President McKinley. Leaving out
the Indians, there were in the territory of
Louisiana several thousand civilized beings.
Frenchmen and Spaniards, who were much
more civilized than any people to be found
In the Philippines, and President Jefferson
did not even ask their consent, and when
they threatened revolt he sent an armed
force into that Territory, Just exactly as
President McKinley sent MacArthur and
"Wheaton and their troops Into the Philip-
pines. Mr. Bryan says the Declaration of
Independence applies in these cases, but
Jefferson said R did not, and Thomas ought
to know, because he drew up the Declara-
tion of Independence, and the antl-expan-Floni- sts

of that day attacked him and criti-
cised him. He said in a letter written over
his own signature that it was mere folly to
twist the doctrine of the Declaration of In-
dependence so as to apply to such cases.
Those are his very words to a people as un-
fit to exercise political rights as If they
were children; in other words, when ho
came to deal with the Louisiana purchase
President Jefferson approached the subject
in a spirit of common sense, and that is tho
way we have got to approach the Philip-
pine problem."

The Governor then took up the subject
of the regular army, and after discussing
the tame arguments to his audience as ha
has heretofore used at other places, said:
"There 13 cbout one regular soldier to
every 1.200 of us, and If the 1,200 of its are
afraid of losing our liberties through tho
one man In Unci Sam's uniform we ought
to lose them. Mr. Bryan knows there Is
no more danger to our liberties from th
regular army than there is from the Jus-
tices of the peace and the constables. It
can't be used in foreign conquest. I hop
the army can be reduced when the troubJa
in the Philippines ceases, and the trouble
in the Philippines will cease Just as soon
as Mr. Bryan and his supporters them-
selves cease from aiding and abetting tho
men over there who are shooting at our
hag."

No man who not Wil-
ling to bear arms and right fo: ; ii rights
can give a good reason why h . hould ht
entitled to the privilege of living in a free
community.' "

The ansi er is addressed to William E.
Walton, of Baltimore. Md., and in it tho
Governor says: "The sentence cf mint
which is complained of, and which waa
written fifteen years ago, was intended to
express my disagreement loth with tho
man who acts on inadequate provocati hi
and of the man who on adequate provoca-
tion fai's to act. It would bo untrue to
say that I have al'red my conviction ;n
the matter, but w a I to now rewrite th 3

sentence 1 should certainly to phrase It
that it could rot be construed an ofteiiMva
to the Society of Fncnd, a body whoe
social virtues and civic righteousness juhtly
command universal respect."
