The Commercial' Travelers Republican
Club held Its last meeting before the elec-

tion In the.clubicoms hi the Pearson Block
last nlsnL A meeting of The commercial
travelers i3 different from any other kind.
There was no formality about the affair,
the men just placed their chairs around the
chairman and secretary and heard an ad-

dress, talked and torn campaign stories.
Oscar R. Hundley, of Huntsvllle, Ala., de-

livered the address and paved the way for
the latter part of the programme.

Mr. Hundley has been campaigning In In-

diana and Illinois for several weeks and
gaid he found every Indication of the elec-

tion of McKinley and the entire Ttepublican
ticket. He said the Democrats want to do
everything by legislation and that if their
Ideas could be carried out they will soon be
legislating the laboring man into voting for
Bryan. His address was spiced with enough
humor to touch the right spot, and his orig-

inal way of presenting arguments brought
forth applause and laughter.

Taking up the trust question, he said:
"Let us see the position of the two parties
on the trust Issue. Let us find their posi-

tion regarding this Impending danger. Do
you know the Democratic party is always
crying 'beware of something. This cry of
beware of the trusts reminds me of when I
went to Chicago to attend the world's fair.

ing of a trust sandwich. ..In Indiana, but
1 will teJl you. what it Is. It was Bryan
seated at that banquet table sandwiched
between Croker and Van Wyck.'

"The Democrats say if-- Van Wyck Is in
these evil trusts --and is-s- wicked why
don't Roosevelt . break up the trusts and
remove him from office. I will tell you
why he don't. Van Wyck has resorted to
every scheme and trick to keep himself
in office and through - the right of every
man to be heard, ttccording to law, he has
violated the courts' decisions. Every tech-
nicality of the law has been used to hav
his hearing postponed from time to time,
thus evading the law. -

"This slxteen-to-on- e question! Tt is a
great thing for the silver mine owners. Isuppose if h party would a.dopt a platform
providing for the baling of all of our
cotton in the South and storing it away
to get a good price wc would all be for
that party.

"What have mo in militarism?. If Mr.
Bryan does not believe forts will be built
around every town in the country if the
Republican party continues in power, if
he is not sincere in what he says, then
he Is nothing but a common liar; if he
really does believe forts will be built
around all of these little towns then he Is a
fool of the most ignorant type. You can
have j'our choice.

"This talk of Bryan is nothing but a
howl, a lonsr, continual howl. Do you
know the Democratic party always has a
big howl coming:. Not long ago down Inmy State I happened to stop, in a coun-
try store. I noticed a large dog in the
store. He was indeed ,a tine-looki- ng dop.
Presently the storekeeper as he
stamped his foot, 'get out Bryan!' 'Why
do yem call that dog Bryan and drive
him o'ut of the. store?' I asked. 'Because
he Is no good, said the storekeeper. 'But
why do you call him Bryan?' I asked.
'Well, its this way. I admit that is a fine-looki- ng

dog, but all the beast does is to
sit on his tail and howl!

THE LABORING MAN.
"But let us not forget the laboring man.

If there is any individual Bryan loves. It

"Well, sah,' replied the darky, yo see twan'tjis so much the love I had fo de boy, but
ho done had all de bait in his pocket.' The
laboring man has the ballot.

"The arguments of Bryan are something
startling. To make a long story short,
they remind me of a mother hubbard that
covers everything and touches nothing.

"Once Bryan told the truth. That was
when he said this country is in danger.
He did speak the truth then, but, thank
God, it is not in danger so long as Wil-
liam McKinley remains at the head of this
government. Bryan has attacked the Su-
preme Court. I have traveled over the
world and in all countries I have visited
I found that the - Supreme Court of the
United States 1? recognized as the highest
and most just tribunal in the world. In
my State I can eay politics has been kept
out of the Supreme Court, and I will fur-
ther say that each one of the five fudges
who sit on that bench are Sound Money
Democrats.

Mrs. Bertha Valentine, of
Iloboken, defended a small street-ca- r con-
ductor against two toughs, both of whom
she knocked down with her fists, and one of
whom she dragged to the police station.
Captain Margaret Kelley (brown-eye- d and
demure), of the Salvation Army in Brook-
lyn, literally thrashed a gang of hoodlums
into meekness, refusing the aid of a police-
man. Miss Lottie Poillon (who looks like
a sehool girl) knocked down and severely
punished with her fists two ruffians who
insulted her in Central Park, New York.
Mrs. Margaret Hellmeyer, of Brooklyn, on
being attacked by a strucjt
the scoundrel across the face with a bot-
tle of ammonia, and he fled screaming. Miss
Ituth Covington, a society belle of Peru,
Ind., with her own hands dug an Italian
laborer out of a trench which had caved in
and buried him. Mrs. James Withey, of
Bocea Grande, Fla., was attacked in her
kitchen by a large mad dog. which she beat
into insensibilit5 with a rolling; pin . and
dragged outdoors. Mrs. J. F. Fullam, of
Washington Heights. New York, being an
expert with the pistol, shot in the leg a
rowdy who had attacked her husband. Mrs.
Kerry, of Albion. N Y., marched a vicious
tramp across a field to her husband, hold-
ing a pistol In her hand. Mrs. Angelina
Vorino, of Harlem. N. Y., whipped a
pol Iceman so severely that he was sent
to a hospital, and a New York society wom-
an compelled a burly negro to get down
from his wagon and go to the police sta-
tion for having been cruel to his horse.

Instances of other forms of courage and
enterprise were reported during the period
In question.

weeping. The vigilance of Mrs. Davidson,
wife of an English sea captain, saved the
lives of twtnty-nin- e wrecked sailors.

Into the sea from a sinking ship, and clung
to a cask until she was rescued.

RUBBER

Chemical Producta Tlint Cannot Com-

pare with Real Article.
Record.

The present enormous and growing use
of rubber In the mechanical arts, with the
consequent advance in price of the product,
has been the cause of a world-wid- e search
for a cheaper substitute, . with the result
that the' technical journals have from time
to time contained announcements cf the
discovery of substances which, properly
worked up. will in a few years revolution-
ize the rubber industry.

In this connection United States Consul
Hughes, stationed at Coburg, Germany, re-
cently called the State atten-
tion to the fact that n. certain German au-
thor is of the opinion' Xhat, owing to the
primitive wasteful way In which the trees
are treated in those countries where tho
rubber tree grows naturally, tho supply
there will soon become exhausted, and that
If th production of rubber it not to become.
03f of the lost arts the cultivation of the
trees muat be carried, on by
Intelligent men. The author further states
that the Philippines trere Ideally itt:Jl
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for the cheap and profitable growth of the
rubber tree.

Of all the substances offereel as substi-
tutes for rubber not one has proved en-
tirely satisfactory, although quite a num-
ber have been used as adulterants with-
out apparently deterioriatlng the. lasting
qualities of the pure article. Such a sub-
stance Is "rhea" rubber, which ia said to
have the appearance, odor and general
properties of crude rubber and to be sus-
ceptible of preparation at a fraction of the
cost necessary to produce pure rubber13
or 14 cents per pound. This "rhea" gum is
obtained from the ramie plant. Is a by-
product from the preparation of the fiber
for market, and was formerly discarded as
useless. Mixed with the cheaper grades,
"rhea" rubber has been marketed as tho
raw material, being soft, ductile, and
elastic, and has been said to stand vul-
canization nearly as well as the puro ar-
ticle. It has been successfully worked up
into rubber goods and into boots and shoes,
and so closely does it resemble the pure
article that even experts failed to detect its
presence In the manufactured good. Enor-
mous crops of ramie are produced annually,
the plants being cut several times a year
for ten years or more before a new planting
is required, yields as high as seventy tons
an acre being common.

An English concern has produced from
castor or linseed oils a substance hav-
ing many of the properties of ruber. No
previously unused gum is used In ita man-
ufacture, it being essentially a compound
basic substance, and has . been
named "velvril." Its basis, as stated
above, is castor or linseed oil, although
owing to the variable quality of the latter,
tho former is more otten used. But one
other ingredient is used a nitro-cellulo- se

ol a very low degree of nitration. 13y
varying: the proportions of the ingredients
and consistency may be obtained, from
that of cellulose or vulcanite to a soft,
elastic substance like the softest IndU
rubber. About two parts of the oil and
one of nitro-cellulo- se results in a mixture
closely resembling Para rubber. In thin
pieces it is of an amber color, but for
special purposes it can be made nearly col-
orless. Although the resiliency of "velv-
ril" is not as great as that of pure rub-
ber it has been used freely in tho manu-
facture of tho cheaper grades of blcycl3
tires.

A Mexican company lias also entered
into the, manufacture of a rubber substi-tute. It is a composition consisting pri-
marily of the gummy matter obtained
from a shrub technically designated asSynantheroeas Mexicans, and colloquially
termed "yule," "copalin" or "josuhite."
The company has obtained a patent on tho
substance, the specifications stating thatthe gummy matter Is obtained by usln.ibenzine, gasoline or other hydrocarbons;
that It may be vulcanized perfectly; isbetter than most India and Para rubber
on the market, being free from mechanicalimpurities, and needing no preliminary
cracking, grinding and washing; it is
cheap, easily obtained and saves machin-ery in manufacture. This gummy matter
is obtained from the bark of the .plant inlarge quantities as high as 40 per cent, by
weight.

Quite recently a concern was incor-
porated in this country for the manufac-
ture of a rubber substitute from corn. Theresulting product has been called "corn
rubber," and while the details of its manu-
facture are a secret, the linished materialis said to closely resemble pure rubbernot alone In appearance, but in quality.

The shortcoming of nearly every pro-
posed substitute for rubber, says the Cycle
Age, seems to be its lack of sufficient re-
siliency and elasticity to warrant its em-
ployment for such purposes as pneumatic
tire-makin- g. Pure rubber has never beenequaled for elasticity in combination withIts other qualities, and upon this point rests
the fact that except in cheap tires whichare not required commercially to possess
the resiliency and life of high-grad- e brands,
and in which cheaply-mad- e compositions
of rubber, gum and other substances areused, no process now under considerationcan affect to any great extent the produc-
tion of bicycle and automobile tires.
