The Financier says: “The New York bank
gtetement for the week ended Nov. J does not
come up to preliminary expectations, although
as & matter of fact it is not to be regarded as
unfavorable. Instead of a gain In cash, the

banks show 3 loss of $485,600 In reserve, but this
was practically offset by the release of funds
through the shrinkags In deposits. The con-
traction in loans, amounting to $1,054,300, is a
moderate reflection of the week's operations.
The heavy changes reported by one large bank
make 2 general analysis of the statement diffi-
cult. The excess reserve dow amounts to §5,-
$50.400. The principal feature of Interest, how-
ever, in the monetary situation s the cessation
ol the season's flow of funds to the South and
West. It Is known that there was an actual
reversal of the movement jast week, several of
the New York banks having received remittances
from thesé sections. The crop requirements this
fall have taken more money out of the clearing
house institutigns than at any previous period.
The loss has been offset in a measure by the re-
celpt of $5.000.000 in gold from Europe. The

wili receive about as much more, already
engaged, from various sources, and this, with
the gains expected from the interior ocught to
assure & rather steady Increase of reserve. A
factor that must alsp be taken into consideration
is= the steadily expanding bank note circulation,
the total of which 1= now $30.717.80. This in-
crease is confined not alone to New York, but is
general the country over. Within the year na-
1 1 bank currency has expanded $58 000,000,
which s reaily equivalent to that amount in
gold or other currency. Whether the htih figure
now reached will be maintained since the needs
of the interior have been satisfled s a question
that is exciting some attention at present, and
the answer Involves the question of future "n-
terest rates to more or less extent. It Is inter-
esting to compare the present statement with the
one issyed on the eve of election four years
ago. The gain in principal items has been as
follows: Loans, §M6 (89,90 ; deposits, £395,329 300;
resarve, $51.819.500: circulation, $10.22.000. The
excess reserve, however, s §11,512.865 less than
four years ago at this thme.

WALL STREET REVIEW,

The attentlon of Stock Exchange brokers was
largely diverted to the political parade Saturday,
and trading wWas almost entirely con-
fined to the closing up of eontracts over Sunday,
or until after electlon. The bears were disposad
to cover, evidently, as prices moved upward for
the most part. Inspired statements regarding rhe
heavy earnings shown by operators of some of
the great steel corporations, and a report that a

large contract in Scuth Africa had been secured
by the Pressed Ste=l Car Company, helped the
Intter stock to the extent of three points, and
other members of the group 1 to 1% ‘There
was an urgent demand from a short interest in
Bugar, and some of the New York public utilities
shot upward buoyantly. In the rallroad list
guains were small, but general. Loulsvilie sold
in a small quantity at 1% over Friday nigat's
level, and only a few other rdaliroad stocks
gained as much a9 a4 peint. Just before Lha
¢lose prices ran off sharply on profit-taking,
wil h was conspleuous In Sugar and Brooklyn
Transit. The tone was easy at the end. Senil-
ment was not much discomposed by Friday's
eall loan market, as It wae attributed in part
to manipulation. The ccrditions which made the
manipulation effective are felt t» be temporary,
and the qulck weakening of a sterling exchange,
Friday, In response to the rise in money, gave
eonfidence that any requirement for money
would draw additional gold from Eurgpe. The
Btock Exchange seemed 1o expect a gnin In
cash to be shown In the bank statement, as
there waa a tallure to take account of last Sat-
urday’'s statement having anticipated the effect
of large payments fo~ gold which are made to
figure again in this week's statement of suo-
treasury operations. Had it not been that the
gain on the interfor movement ran up consii-
erably over Friday's preliminary e¢stimates, the
decline in the reserves would have been con-
siderable. The reduction in the loan and de-
posit tems made the decrease (n the surplus
pominal. A feature in the outside market was
buying of Standard Ol up to 806, and 610 b'4.
The previous high record for the stock was 600,

Last week's rapid speculative activity has been
checked this week. and the volume of dealings
bas fallen off to near the point of midsummer
duliness. There i a divposition In Wall street
to atiribute this to a judicious curbing proceas
by what are called the “‘controlling Interests,*
meaning the interests which are deeply com-
mitted to speculative ventures. This is so far
true that the Inordirate manipulation, which
was the feature of last week's dealings, |
been largely diwcontinved. It is also trues that
the commixsion houscs in Wall street have ad-
vised their customers against further commit-
ments, in stocks. Some of them have demanded
additional cash margins from thelr clients to
hald stocks over the election. thus forelng some
speculative holdings upon the market. Some ob-
pervers have attributed those measures o an
altruistic spirit on the present controlling In-
teredt® or st least to a commendable self-re.
straint about aking all the good things In sight.
But additional motives may be discerned. “hes
foremost belng the poessibilily of pitfalls in the
future for such a headlong speculative gait as
that pursued last week and previous to that
time. The speculation has been based on the
assumption that a large demand for stocks would
spring up after the election on the pat of the
pubilic at large. The (pdustry expend-d In get-
ting prices to a higher level has been intended
to accommodate this expectad outside demaund.
But It becarae evident last week that the out-
side publie, with a degree of sophistication for
which professional! Wali street does not nlways
give it credit, was itself discounting the ex-
pected demand by buying stocks.

THREATS OF THE FUTURE.

This development threatened the future in two
ways. It curtailed the requirements to be left
unfilled until after election, ard It added to the
volume of the long stock which would be thrown
wpon the market at that time. The
"eontmilling Interests,”™ sold large
amounts of stock 1o thi= anticipated de-
poand, and called a halt to the rapld advance
h p!‘ii&l. “h".'h h..d ll".'-'n the means of attract-
Ing it The sdvance in the maney rate during
the latter puart of the week shocws the wisdom
of ibe precautionniy mewrures adopted.

It appears that the Interlor demand fur cur-
rency has heen satisfed for the present, as not
a single transfer wa~ made this week “hrough
the sub-trearury urtll Friday.

£.2%9.080, and the current demand for Govern-
ment bonds and the exchange of old bomls for
new 2 per cents., show a continuance of the
denire for new circulstion. On the other side of
the account there i- to be considered the in-
crased Jemand for money. which will spring up
i business revives after $lectlon, to the extent
the speculative world is counting upon. A re-
newal of the movement to the intericr of cour-
rency is thus among the possibilities.

Dankers point cut that, owing to fhe high
price at which cotton has been marketed, larger
amounts of money will be retained at the South
after the process has been completed than for
reveral years, It is eapected that when the
time comes for the reflux of money from the in-
téerior channels, the first resuit will be seen in
the presentation of bank notes for redemption,
and their consgquent retirement. This would
have the effect of deferring or modifying the
uszal return of lawful money into New York
bank reserves. The large current collections oy
the Government on account of internal revenues
call attention to the fact that the gross revenue
is running above that of last year to the extent
of more than $4,00000 In October. The surplus
has been kept down only by increased ¢x-
penditures, mostly for War Department require-
ments in connection with the military operations
ir China, and which are in process of cutting
down. An increase in the Goverment surplus
would embarrass the money market, and last
year's experience teaches that measurea of relief
by the treasury are ill-calculated to meet specu-
lative requirements.

Sterilng exchange hovers near the gold tmport
point, and it is evident that any real money
stringency wou!d draw further gold. But the
Bunk of England is striving to check inroails
on its low gold reserve. The Bank of France
is abundantly supplied with goid, but Freaech
markets are unfavorably affected by political
troubles in Spain, and by uneasiness over the
course of domestic events following the close of
the exposition, which has been a period of com-
monly rccognized truce in French politics. The
German money markets have made good progr:ss
towards recuperation, but are not expected rto
be in condition (v me=t foreign requirements for
the pressnt,

Many Curious PFPersons at Bellevue
Hospital—=No Visitors Admitted.

NEW YORK, Nov. 4—Many curious peo-
ple went to the Bellevue Hospital this
afternoon in the hope of seeing Charles
Jones, valet of the dead millionaire Rice.
The curious persons walked up to the
prison ward, where Jones lies behind a
big sgreen, and tried to peer in at him,

He had a hole cut iIn
the middle of this, about the size of a
siiver dollar, and peeked through the hole
at those outside the ward.

Two young women arrayved in gorgeous
apparel as to color were admitted to the
prison ward by passes during the after-
noon and inquired for Jones. Thelr names
could not be learned, and Jones was simn-
ply told that two women wanted to see
him. He did not even inquire who they
were, but sent word that he did not want
to see them. They seemed or affected to
be indignant and hurriedly went away.

Jones read the Sunday papers all day,
and was in very good spirits and seem-
ingly not depressed at all. It is expected
he will be in condition to go back into th2
Tombs in a day or two.
