Broken lts Agreement—Passen-

CHICAGO, Dec. 10.—There 1s little prob-
abllity of the engineers, firemen, conduc-
tors and trainmen of the Atchison & Santa
Fe Rallway system striking in sympathy
with the telegraph operators. Grand Mas-
ter Sargent, of the Firemen's BHrother-
hood, E. E. Clark, grund chief of the con-
ductors’ organization and Grand Chlef
Morrisey, of the Trainmen's Association,
all deny there iz any intention of striking.
Grand Chief P. M. Arthur, of the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers, when asked,
at Cleveland, yesterday, if the engincers
were lkely to become involved in the
strike, sald he knew nothing aboul the
matter further than what he had read in
the newspapers.

At the headquarters of
Company here the officials sald to-day the
sirike of the operators Is nearly over. It
Was reported - that the strikers” chajirman
was weakening and preparing to ask for
arbitration. President E. P. Ripley said
there had been ro agreement to arbitrate,
and he emphatically reiterated his state-
ment of Saturday that *‘no operators who
had joined this strike, In violatlon of the
agreement with the company, would be
re-employed.”

At Wichita, Kan., to-day J. N. Newman,
general chairman of the Santa Fe division
of the O. R. T, =aid: “The compny is
sending the following message out broad-
cast all over the system: ‘Newman has
declared the strike off und
operators to return to work.'
solutely false. We are winning and tho
men are standing firm. This shows the
desperute straits in which the company
stands=."

Later In the day Mr. Newman sent the
following personal message to H. U.
Mudge, at Topeka: “Am surprigsed tha:
the officials of the Banta Fe would re-
sort to such disreputabie tactics as forging
my name to telegrams endeavoring to get
the men back to work.”

President Ripley characterized as *‘ab-
surd and wholly untruthful” Chairman
Newman's charge that the railroad officials
bad been forging his name to bogus tele-
grams to the striking operators. “It might
be possible,” sald Mr. Ripley, "for some
one to impose on Mr., Mudge, but it Is
ridiculous to accuse Mr. Mudge or any
other officlal of resorting to forgery and
bogus te':grams in this controversy.”

Third Vice President Barr, the official
most active In adjusting the operation of
the road during the strike of the operators,
tnade this statement to-night:

“We have all the men we want west of
Albuquerque, but are short from 250 to
20 men on the lines cast of that point. We
have been hiring men all day and at the
present rate will have a full complement
within three day=. The train duc here ut
2:30 a. m, to-day was the only train (hat
was late and that but twenty minutes
On the average our passenger (rains hase
seached Chicago a2s pearly on time as
though there had not been a strike. We
are accepting all frelght offered and are
snoving most of It. Frult shippers have
been notified of our ability to handle ship-
ments up to the capacity of our equinment.
All of the Important offlces have hu n filied
and all through business is being haadied
by orders from these points. Wo have ne
guarrel with the organization i‘..‘ WL as
the Order of Rallway Telegraphers. Our
fight = with the Individuils who went
out. Seventy-five per cent. i the men who
refused to sirike were members of the
order, and will be retalned and ;arwnnt\d
Those who siruck will not b2 re-engaged,
although some who went hack to work Ins-
medintely wil! be retain®d,

“It has failed to live up to its agreement
in the matter of wages, the dinner hour
and the rules governing the employes. We
had information that the Gulf, Colorado &
Santa Fe intended to reduce wages. The
Santa Fe would have followed suit, and
we proposed to head them off.”

Mr. Clapp had this to say of the situa-
tion: ““West of Emporia 9 per cent. of the
men are out. Between Emporia and Fort
Madison, Ia., from ) to £ per cent. are
cut, while between that point and Chicago
only three men are working. A conductor
who came in over the Santa Fe to-day =aid
that several! stations on the line west of
Kansas City had been cut out., I have re-
Hable Information, based on communica-
tions that have passed between
over the wire, that the company's freight
business in Chicago Is paralvzed. They
have perishable freight on their hands, and
several of the big packing firms have been
prodding them up. We have every reason
to feel encouraged, and we are making an
honest fight.”

MUST SERVE HIS TERM

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CAPT. O. M. CARTER REMANDED TO
THE FEDERAL PENITENTIARY.

Ruling of the Trianl Court and Presi-
dent MeKinley's Action Upheld

by Two Federal Judges.

.

3T. LOUIS, Dec. 10.—1n a decision handed
dewn by Judge Hook, of the Federal Dis-
trict Court of Kans#as, and concurred in by
United States Circuit Judge Amos Thayver,
this afternoon, Oberlin M. Carter, former
captain U, 8. A., undér sentence of five
yvears' imprisonment for misappropriation
of government funds while in charge of the
harbor work of Savannah, Is remanded to
the custody of the warden of the Federal
Fenitentiary at Leavenworth, where Carter
has Dbeen confined, the court overruling
the petitioner's demurrer on the habeas
corpus writ, issued some time ago, and sus-
taining the ruling of the trial courts, to-
gether with the subsequent action of Presi-
dent McKinley, who set aslde twelve of the
charges under which he was convicted, but
made no change of the sentence imposed
by the court-martial. In addition to the
prison seutence Carter was fined $5,000,
which was pald, and he was dismlissed from
the army. Judges Thayer and Hook find
these proceedings were entirely regular.

One of the chief contentions urged in
Carter's behalf was that the President, in
reducing the number of specifications pre-
ferred, thereby made void the punishment
inflicted. On this point Judge Thayer says:
“The punishment prescribed by the Articles
of War Is attuched to the charge and not
the specifications made thereunder, the lat-
ter being merely by way of exemplification
and detalied statement of the principal
charge to which they respectively relate,
but even if this were not so, the rule is
well established that where a =entence in
gross is pronounced on a conviction under
an Indictment contalning several counts
and on appeal or review some of them are
held bad and the others are sustained, the
sentence will not be disturbed, provided
it is such as could lawlully have been im-
posed under the counts which were up-
held.”

Captain Carter entered prison in April
last. With one year off for good behavior
he still has a lttle more than three years
to serve. His application for a writ of
habeas corpus was filed at Leavenworih,
Oct. 17 and was heard there on Nov. b
Judges Thayer and Hook both sitting on
the case. Frank P. Blair, of Chicage, and
Congressman Grosvenor, of Ohlo, appeared
for Carter. Carter was permitied to ap-
pear in court in citizens clothes and it was
the first time he had left the prison walls
since his incarceration.

The London Evening Standard, which has
special sources of information, says this
evening that a great battle between the
British forces under General Knox and
the Boers under De Wet is going on. No
detalls have been received, but it is be-
lleved that if a battle is going on as re-
ported De Wet is at bay and will resist
capture to the utmost,

C'ount Van Bylant, in the S8econd Chamber
to-day, notlfied the foreign minister that
he will interpellate the government to-mor-
row on the tension between The Nether-

lands and Portugal.

STATEMENT BY VON BUELOW.

German'y’- Declination to Become In-
solved in South African Affnirs.

BERLIN, Dec. 16.—The Imperial chan-
cellor, Count Von Buelow, replying in the
Relehstag to-day to a question on the sub-
ject of Mr. Kruger's failure to be received
by Emperor William, said the government
aid all in its power to ward off war and
left the two republics In no doubt as to
the state of affairs in Europe, and as to
German neutrality. When, in 1809, the
question of arbitration seemed not alto-
gether excluded, the government recom-
mended it to Mr. Kruger., He thought the
time had not yet come. When Mr. Kruger
later sought intervention his feelings were
highly inflated for the Dutch and German
governments. For the German government
it was lost time to glve advice. Germany
was convinced that any step of a great
power at that moment would be critical
and lead to no result. *“There was no use
for ug,” said the chancellor, “to pinch our
fingers between the door and the hinge.”
The ckancellor added that when the sug-
gestion of mediation was made to Great
Britain by the United States, in a. quite
gently worded inquiry, it was rejected offi-
clally and eategorically. Intervention might
have led to war.

The chancellor described the reply of M.
Deleasse, the French minister of foreign
affairs, to Mr. Kruger, as “Franoce will in
no case take the initiative, but would not
oppose it when certaln eventualities be-
came known, provided they are calculated
to serve French interests." The chancellor
thereupon remarked that he could not have
dealt with the situation better himself.

Ovations to Mr. Kruger in Germany, he
peinted out, would bave displaced interna-
tional relations and served no purpose of
Mr. Kruger or of Germany. Germany was
not bound to Great Eritain by a hair's
breadth more than Great Pritain was
beund to Germany. But to act the Don
GQuixote against Great Britain would be a
piece of fally for which he would not be
responsible.

Although the Kruger matter wiil be taken
up again in the Relchstag Count Von Bue-
ow’s speech, evidently prepared with great
care, was so overwhelming in its array of
powerful facts that it amounted to a sweep-
ing victory over the entire opposition. The
‘mperial chancellor's involuntary humer
ind his particularly apt quotations extorted
hearty laughter from his bitterest op-
nonents, 8o far as German policies go the

incident s ciosed. At all events this wase
the evident opinion of the Reichstag when

adjournment was taken at a late hour.

Intervention After Her Marriage.

LONDON, Dee. 11.-"“Dr. Leyds and his
‘rlends are gpreading a report,” says the
Amsterdam corrvespondent of the Didly
Mail, *“‘that Queen Wilhelmina will inter-
vene after her marriage. This Is meant to
slind the public to the real facts. which
are that she wrote personally to every

European ruler on Mr. Kruger's arrival In
Europe and from two countries at least, |
France and Russia, received conditional |
promises of help in the direction of inter-
vention, but the plan falled in Berlin.”

Thanked His German Brothers.

THE HAGUE, Dec. 10.—Mr, Kruger to-
day received a deputation from the
Altdeutecher Veenband and thanked his
“Uerman Brothers” for their token of sym-
pathy, Later Mr. Kruger returned the
foreign minlster's visit,

The Sultan Entertains Americans.

CONSTANTINOFPLE, Dec. 10.—~A dinner
was given at the Yildiz Palace to-night in
lhicnor of the officers of the United States
battleship Kentucky, now at Smyrna, pre-
vious to which the United States charge
d'affaires, Lloyd C. Griscom, introduced
the officers to the Sultan. The grand vizier
and other dignitaries were present at the
dinner, Subsequently Mr. Griscom and
Capt. Colby M. Chester were received in
private audience by the Sultan, who after-
wards received the other officers and ad-
dressed to them a few gracious words,

Beheaded for Seven Murders.

VESTRIAS, 8weden, Dec. 10.—Philip
Nordland, who on May 17 last, as the
steamer Carl, on which he was a pas-
senger, was passing Quicksund, murdered
seven men and wounded five others, a
woman and a boy, subsequently escaping
in a boat to Keeping, and who was con-
victed and sentenced 10 death in June last,
was beheaded to-day.

Defamers of Members of His Family
to Be Prosecuted—Lord Sal-
ishury Also Assalled.

LONDON, Dec. 10.~In the House of Com-
mons, to-night, Joseph Walton, Radical,
withdrew his amendment, offered Friday
last, to the address from the throne, and
G. C. Bartley, Conservative, moved an
amendment to the address, asking the
House to express regret at the fact that
Lord Salisbury had recommended so many
of his own famlily to offices under the gov-
erament. One-fifth of the Cabinet mems-
bers, Mr. Bartley sald, are of the same
family. Sons would obey their father,
and sons-in-law and nephews would yield
to the same influence. BSuch conditions
precluded an independent inquiry into the
army failures in South Africa, and were
calculated to impalr gravely the efficiency
of the public service and diminish the
ckances of reform In the system of na-
tional defense. The same canker worm of
nepotism had entered the army and navy,
and it was the general opinion that muny
of the disasters In South Africa were (race-
able to officers who had obtained their
commissions by family influence,

When the premier's nephew rose to reply
the House was filled with expectation. Mr.
Balfour sald the unhappy incident of birth
ought not to be a bar to public service,
There was only oéne member of Lord Sal-
isbury's family in the present govern-
ment who was not in the list. Mr. Bart-
ley, he added, had not shown that the
appointees complained of were incapable,
while the country, at the recent election,
had shown confidence that the premier
would carry out with ability and integrity
his thankless, heartbreaking task. The
amendment was lost by a vote of 20 to
128.

Replying to Mr. Healy, Nationalist, who
asked whether the Irish-American and
Irish prisoners captured in the fights with
the Boers could not be permitted to return
to their homes, J. Powell Williams, finan-
clal secretary to the War Office in the
late administration, but now a member of
the House of Commons, representing South
Birmingham, esald prisoners of Irish na-
tionality could not be treated differently
from others.

D. Lloyd-George, Radical, brought to-
gether a series of accusations against Mr.
Chamberlain that had been flguring in the
newspapers and moved that no member of
the governmen® ought to have a direct or
indirect interest in concerns competing for
government contracts. He pointed out that
the secretary of state for the colonies held
5,600 shares and other members of his fam-
fly 67,000 shares in the Birmingham trust,
which, in turn, was a share owner In the
Tubes, limited, making £10,000 a year out of
government contracts. He asserted, also,
that Mr. Chamberlain and his relations
held shares worth from £230,000 to £250,000
in Elliott's Metal Company, contractors to
the Admiralty, and shares valued at £250,-
0 in Kynoch's Dynamite Company, con-
tractors to the War Office. After enumerat-
ing other companies in which the Cham-
berlain family, he asserted, had Interests,
Mr. George declured that he was not at-
tacking the private character of the min-
ister, but had raised the matter because
“this case might be used as a precedent
later to justify corruption.”

After various speeches for and against
the resolution, Mr. Chamberlain replied:
“It is my personal honer that is involved
in this question, and I think it hard, after
twenty-five years of life in the full light of
Parlinment, to have to stand up and explain
that I am not a scandalous thief. These at-
tacks are scandalous and absurd. I took
no notice of the charges during the election,
although there had been a conspiracy of in-
sinuation I had been charged with fatten-
ing on the profits of a war I had provoked,
Of all the companies mentioned, I hold
shares In two. My relations intend to take
legal proceedings, and the public will see
how these abominable charges will be dealt
with by the courts. My relations are all
business men and have had to make their
own fortunes. I come of a family which
boasts nothing of distinguished birth or in-
herited wealth, but has an unbroken record
for nearly two centuries, of unstained com-
merclal integrity. Never, during the whole

Special to the Indianapolis Journal,
WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.—~General Chaffee
gcted entirely within his rights in prevent-
ing letters from entering the Forbldden
City apd Peking, through the gate guarded
by American troops. Although this gov-
ernment accepted Count Waldersee as the
commander of the allied forces, it was
with the understanding that General Chaft-
fee was to remain In supreme command
f the American troops when in camp, and
maintain his force as a separate organiza-
tion, so it could act Independently at any
time and withdraw from the so-called al-
lince whenever directed by this govern-
ment, In short, General Chaffee was to
recognlze Waldersee ns the allied com-
mander only when combined operations
were to be taken by the allied forces, and
even then his instructions were that the
American troops were to maintain their in-
dependent organization and be under
American command. General Chaflee,
therefore, has a perfect right 1o issue the
order against looting that is complalned
of, and as many similar orders as cir-
cumstances may demand. He was right
in his protest against the Moting of as-
tronomical Instruments from the Peking
Observatory, at which Waldersee also took
offense. As he acted within his instruc-
tions, and In accordence with the usages
ot clvilized warfare, he will be supported
by his government if any complaint be
made from any sources to which it will be
proper to give a!tengant

WAS CHAFFER INSULTED ?

Gosnip About the Return of His Letter
by Von Waldersee.

BERLIN, Dec. 10.—The German govern-
ment hag not taken officlal notice of Gen-
eral Chaffee’'s letter to Count Von Walder-
see complaining of the removal of the
astronomical instruments from the wall of
Peking and the return of the letter to the
American commander “on account of its
tone.”" Only a few of the papers print the
incident in thelr news columng, The Vos-
gische Zeitung remarks: *“Whatever the
cause, General Chaffee had In no case
a right to use such rough language in a
letter to the commander-in-chief.”

The Berliner Tageblatt observes: “We
must, of course, reserve a definite judg-
ment until relable German reports have
been recelved. Whoeever knows, however,
of the generally acknowledged diplomatic
tact of Count Von Waldersee will not
doubt that he would not have employed
such an brusque procedure without the
gtrongest kind of provocation.”

Captain Dannhauser, who is with Count
Von Waldersee, says in a private dispatch
received in Berlin to-day: “The French
have abandoned their operationg to remove
astronomical Instruments from the walls
of Peking, presumably in order to impress
the Chinese with their comparative clem-
ency; but the Germans continue removing
instruments under the protection of a com-

pany of engineers.”

PEKING, Oct. 2i.—The iuternational col-
umn reached Poa-Ting-Fu without opposi-
tion, and has succeeded thoroughly in
arousing the hatred of the natives. This Is
a city that must be reckoned with in all
Chinese problems. In the time of the Kins
in the ninth and tenth centuries it was the
seat of the imperial government. There is
an anclent palace here with truly imperial
gardens, and here the viceroys have lived
in great state. Massive walls surround the
city, which has a population of between
300.000 and 400,000,

At the time of the Boxer uprising Poa-
Ting-Fu was the terminus of the new ralil-
way running from Peking. It was the place
where the missionaries were invited to the
yamen for protection, and then treacher-
cusly murdered. Miss Gould and Miss Mor-
rill, two Amerlcan girls, were killed here
with revolting atrocity. This was the first
instance in the history of China that Ameri-
can missionaries have been Kkilled by the
people. Contrary to popular belief the
Chinese people have always been able to
diseriminate between misslonaries, and
have steadfastly looked upon ours as their
friends. Many an American missionary
has saved himself from an ugly Chinese
mob by proclaiming his nationality,

The Pao-Ting-Fu massacre of misslon-
aries took place because the Boxers, beaten
off from the fortified Catholic misslon at
Chen-Ting-Fu, about thirty-five miles
southwest of Pao-Ting-Fu, became frantie
for some kind of prey. At this latter city
they found the terminus which represented
to them the greatest visible sign of the
{fnvasion of the distrusted and hatred for-
eigner. They drove the Belglan engineers
back. Blind with hatred and the lust of
blood, these Boxers falled to discriminate
and the American missionaries, to the nume-
ber of about thirty, perished as miserably
as the rest.

When the punitive expedition reached
here the French and Germans agreed to
designate the gullty ofMicials and other
Boxers, and to leave their punishment to
the native authoritives. A military court
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were employed, and a dragnet search of
the ¢ity was promptly started. Everyone
accused of having had a hand in the murder
of the American and English missionaries
was dragged before this court and given a
more or less—generally less—thorough trial.
Then the convicted ones were taken out
and hurriedly executed.

This was a Christian violation of a prom-
Ise made to the heathen. The people of
Pao-Ting-Fu are cowed by the soldiers, but
there i8 no word that will adequately ex-
press their bitterness. The Germans, of
course, are smarting with the desire to
avenge Von Ketteler, and they are seldom
blamed by the allies for any severity they
use against the Chinese.

But there was one Incident connected

.with the Pao-Ting-I'u executions that has

aroused the greatest regret. The provincial
treasurer was one of the best friends the
foreigners had. He strove in every way
to protect them. Yet he was tried by the
military court and killed. The Chinese are
asking: “If you kill even your friends, what
is the use of befriending you?"

And so Pzo-Ting-Fu, which is one of the
centers of thought and patriotism in the
empire, wiil have to be reckoned with i
war against the world breaks out again
this winter, as it is certaln to do. Such
things as have happened at this old-time
captial will mean many regiments more of
troops for the imperial dragon standard.

LI'S SECRETARY ARRESTED.

Charged with Communicating with
Boxers—=Flight of Regulars.

LONDON, Dec. 10.—A special dispatch
from Shanghai announces that LI Hung
Chang's Manchu secretary, Yiko, has been
arrested by order of Field Marshal Count
Von Waldersee, on the charge of com-
municating with the Boxers.

BERLIN. Dec. 10.—Field Marshal Count
Von Waldersee telegraphs from Peking,
under date of Dec. 8, that the two detach-
ments of troops from Tlen-Tsin, com-
manded by Colonel Lohrschiedt, and Ma-
Jor Falkenheyn, which has been proceed-
ing against a considerable force of Chinese
regulars, who had taken up a position at
Teang-Chou, ninety-five kilometers south-
castward of Tien-Tsin, have occupled the
place without opposition and that the
columns are returning to Tien-Tsin.

Sir Clande MacDonald's Dispatches.

LONDON, Dec. 11.—A Chinese blue book
has been Issued, devoted exclusively to the
dispatches of 8ir Claude MacDonald,
former British minister at Peking, from
May 23 to Sept. 2, and consisting largely
of the history of the siege of the legations.
“The Chinese government became so in-
fluenced by the pretensions of the Boxers
to supernatural powers,” says Bir Claude,
“as actually to believe that it could safely
defy the rest of the world., In fact the
gevernment became mad.” Among the
curious incidents mentioned is one of a
Swedish missionary wlm_ escaped to the

HAY-PAIUNCEYOTE TREATY.

It Is Again Discassed by Seaators in
Secret Sesnion,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.-The Senate
spent almost five hours to-day In execyge
tive session considering the Hay-Pauncee
fote treaty. There were five or six speeches
made, rome of them by senators who had
not spoken hitherto on the treaty, and
others by senators who had previously ex-
pressed themselves.
