“T.0st River,” the new play of life in that
part of Indiana located near West Baden,
will be given its first Indianapolls presen-
tation at English's Opera House to-mor-
gow night by a company of players that
are being whirled from New York to this
gity by theaPennsylvania “Limited,” hav-
ing left the metropolis immediately after
the fall of the curtain on last night's per-

formance. Josep. Arthur, a former resi-
dent of this city and one of the foremost
pative American dramatists, is the author
of the play, which has far outstripped the
prilllant successes of even his “Cherry
Plekers,” “Still Alarm™ and “Blue Jeans.”
Mr. Arthur has been extremely fortunate
fn having his play produced by the great
firm of Liebler & Co., whose reputation
for the scenic splendor with which they
fnvest their dramatic offerings has reached
%0 ‘the other side of the Atlantic. Those
who saw the Liebler productions of “The
Christian” and *“The Children of the

Ghetto" last season will need no further
assurance that “Lost River” will be found
to be staged sumptuously.

The opening scene of “Lost River” shows
the cottage of Grandma Gates, an estim-
able, but unsophisticated old lady, whose
sole companion is her granddaughter, Ora,
the belle of the town of Lost River. Here
comes Bob BElessing, a young New York
eontractor who is bullding an aqueduct
across lost River, and straightway falls
desperately in love with the pretty little
gountry lass. Gladys Middleton, the aris-
tocratic daughter of Blessing's partner, has
pet her heart on Bob and is unable to brook
the rivalry of a rustic damsel such as Ora.

scorn qQuickly turns to hatred and the
plot of the play is principally concerned
with the efforts of the haughty beauty to
fuin Ora and humble Bob Blessing. In
this evil enterprise Gladys Is assisted by
Bill Louckes, a type of the “bad man"
the Lost River reglon, and sundry minor
willains who proceed to organize a strike
among Bleésszing's laborers and plan to blow
Up the aqueduct on the very day of its
dedication. This plot is opportunely frus-

trated by Ora, who is thereupon punished |

by being thrown into the aqueduct. She is
rescued by Bob, who puts In a very timely
&ppearance. By means of transparent sides
in the agueduct, this realistic and thril-
lng rescue is performed in full view of
the audience and forms one of the most
striking situations of the play. Other in-
teresting events are the exciting ride for
Mfe on bicycles and the blockading of the
old toligate by the villains to »»revent
Ora from reaching the aqueduct with the
money to pay off the workmen.
“Lost River” |Is, however, as full of
aughs as of thrills, for there are a half
dozen types of unconscious humorists
S&mong the natives, who, contrasted with
the fashionable visitors to the West Baden
springs, provide an exhaustless fund of
merriment. The juvenile love affair of
“Buster” Middleton, an athletic New York
youngster, and Angy Vollner, a quaint lit-
tle Dutch girl, forms a bright thread of
comedy threugh the play, while Gabriel
Gates, a "kin claimer,” Ezra Cookus, the
bus driver and leader of the village “‘or-
chestra,” and Pickles, the English groom
of the Middletons, form a comic trio.
The scenery represents with pleasing
fidelity several beautiful views along Lost
River and at the West Baden Springs
Hotel, the ballroom of the latter being

particularly fine.

“The Burgomaster,” a Musiceal Comedy

*“The Burgomaster,” the tuneful, spark-
Mng musical comedy jointly produced by
Frank Pixley and Gustave Luders, which
ran through a large part of last season in
Chicago, is booked for three performances
at English's Opera House this week—Fri-
day and Saturday nights and Saturday
afternoon. The plece has also been pre-
sented for the approval of houses in the
metropolis. The liberetto is the work of
Frank Pixley and the music by Mr. Lud-
ers. While the plece is fanciful, all of its
gcenes are natural, and two of its char-
acters historical—Peter Etuyvesant, Gov-
ernor of New Amsterdam, and Doodle Von
Kull, his secretary. “The Burgomaster”
is made up of a prologue and two acts.
The opening scene is in New Amsterdam,
where Stuyvesant Is at outs with his own
burghers, who have been overtaxed, with
the Indlans, who are restless and trouble-
some, and also with neighboring colonies
of Bwedes and British, who are encroach-
ing ubon Duteh territory. Petor, seeing
that the accumulation of events is likely
to overwhe!lm him, has written to Holland,
tendering his resignation and is expecting
his successor by the next ship. The ship
comes and with it Stuyvesant's reappoint-
ment. In desperation he drinks some
heavily drugged whisky, which as a last
yesort he has prepared for the Indians.
Doodle also drinks some of the stuff. The
firat act opens on upper Broadway in
modern New York, opposite Madison
Bgvare. A gang of street repairers, in
tearing up the pavement, come across what
they take to be the top of a pole, but
which proves to be the end of Stuyvesant's
wooden leg. The Governor wakes from his
long nlcep_mui is hauled to light—a Broad-
way Rip Van Winkle. Doodle ig also found
and awakened. Thus the foundation for a
spirited action is laid. The seventeenth
century Dutchmen fall in with soubrettes,
rainy-day girls, Bowery girls, a Tammany
policeman, & theosophist, a pugilist, a mu-
seum manager and a “rounder.” The lat-
ter (Willle Van Astorbiit) i one of the
most important figures, acting as guide in
showing the bewlldered Hollanders the
sights. Doodle artlessly recounts the story
of their long sleep and is promptly made
way with by the rauseum manager as a
valuable freak. The second act opens at
Coney island, and Introduces bathing giris,
yachtmen and a view of Talkington's dime
museum. Here Doodle gets away in. his
anxiety to escape the woman theosophist,
who claims him as her affinity. From
Coney Island the party goes to Madison
Square Garden to attend Mrs. Splurger's
vaudeville entertainment, and then to Chi-
cago to hunt for the missing Doodle, who
s finally found In the court of honor of
the world's fair. The gmmusical part of *“The
Burgomaster' comprises over twenty num-

AWFUL JURY SERVICE.

It Kept Horace Comstocek from At-
tending a Theater Party.

When the regular panel from which
juries are drawn in the United States Court
becomes exhausted, as occasionally hap-
pens, deputy United States marshals are
dispatched post haste to the sidewalk in
front of the postoffice with instructions to
pick up passing citizens and impress them
into jury service. Bometimes the deputy
marshals go to the places of business of
men with whom they are acquainted and
try Lo induce them to go to the courtroom
to act in this capacity. This necessity

sometimes gives rise to very funny inci-
dents and complications. Deputy United
States Marshal John Foley told a funny
incident of this kind in the office of the
United States clerk last night.

“Judge Baker instructed me one time to
go out and get two or three men with
whom to plece out a jury,"” =aid Mr. Foley,
“and 1 went over to Horace Comstock's
store to see if I could get Mr. Comstock.
I knew him very well and felt pretty sure
he would accompany me without protest,
I went up to him and sald: ‘Horace, I want
you to gOo over and serve on a jury in
Judge Baker's court.” He looked at me with
a wild light in his eves and said: ‘Great
Scot, John, 1 can't do it. You know 1 was
married not long ago. Well, I have bought
tirkets for a little theater party at En-
glish's Opera House to-night and 1 could
not think of calling off the engagement.’
[ told Mr. Comstock that the case would
not last over a half hour, as I felt very
certain of it. So he reluctantly consented
to go with me. Well, he was put on the
jury, and it seemed like the fates were
against him, for he had to stay there all
night. He begged and pleaded and stormed
and almost wept in excess of his mental
anguish, but those jurymen would not
agree {o a verdict. He was willing to agree
to any sort of a compromise, but the stub-
born members of the jury succeeded in
keeping him there until the next morning.
He waz forced to summon the deputy
marshal in charge of the jury and ask him
to have the theater tickets sent up to the
house with the message that he (Mr. Com-
stock) would not be able to accompany the
party that night. I think Horace Comstock
holds that up against me to this day, al-
though it happened several years ago.”
