The discussion over the bids submitied
for county printing is still at the high
water mark, especially among the printers,
but it gseemz no concluslon can be ar tived
at that is satisfactory to all parties con-
cerned. The commissioners are still con-
sidering the blds, and, it is stated, will let

the contracts with the asurance that they
are acting legally although charges have
been made that they are not. The conten-
tion of the complainants has now simmered
down to technicalitics over the classifica-
tion of articles and printed matter needed
by the county officials. It is admitted by
the board that there may be some errors in
the classitication, but if ary, they are of
minor Importance and were made by the
county officers who submitted the speci-
ficatlons through a of knowledge of
the printing business, in addition to
this it is pointed out by the board that the
specifications have been on file in the andi-
tor's office since September and that the
printers have had more than two months
te make complaint. They had aceess to the
speciiications and If errors were found they
should have been pointed out and the
proper classification wounld have been made,
it Is stated by the officiais

VWhatever this contentlon may be that
seem= to exist wholly among printers,
comparison of the bids submitted last vear
and those this yvear makes an interesting
study.

These are the closest bidders each vear
but the relation of the others is about the
same. The Sentinel Printing Company re-
ceived the contract last vear and this year
thelr bid is s¢arcely more than onae-fourth
of the former bid, and a printer who was
not a bldder last yvear goes still lower. A
great redugtion is also noticeable In the
other classeg, especially in the third class,
which i= also nearly one-fourth less than it
was a year ago. It i= stated that the
specifieationg do not warrant such a reduc-
tion in the bids and that no material differ-
ence exi=ts between those on file this year
and those of last year,

The bids on the specifications will not be
made public until the contracts are let, al-
thcugh the footings of the classes are an-
nounced. Commissioner MeGregor says he
Lelieves the figures in the bids, both of last
yvear and this year, have been juggled.
This evil Is now causing much trouble
throughout the State. What s meant by
juggling Iz to place the figures for articles
that the county officers have little use for
down to almost nothing and bid strongly
or reasonably on material that is in de-
mand. In some counties in the State
books and records that should properly
cost six or seven dollars have been given
to the county for o few cents, but in these
Irstances only oneé or a few coples wera
all that was necessary to furnish. The bids
or other material for which there is big de-
mand were high, yet the footings showed
an apparently low bid, the strong bids in
the total being overwhelmed by the small
figures on articles not needed. Then, as tha
year progresses and requisitions are sent
to the priniers for supplies, the commis-
stoners are struck by the magnitude of the
bills alfterward presented.

She Does Not Delieve in Marringes,
and Thinks Love and Nearly Eve
erything Else Should Be Free,

NEW YORK, Dec. 2i—Emma Goldman
sald last night, in an interview, that the
Anarchists had decided not to kill any more
kings or crowned heads. She said that at
a recent conference of Anarchists in Paris
the above course had been decided upon.
*The killing of King Humbert,"”" she salid,
“was not done through the instigation of
the Anarchists as a body. It was the in-
dividual act of Gaetano Bresci. Bresci
iimagined that King Humbert did not treat
the Italians as he should have done and
took the matter into his own hands. We
did not justify the killing and Jdo not look
upon it as an act to be applauded,

“Anarchy,” Miss Goldman went on,
“when it does come, will be a purely vol-
untary, co-operative system. I mean that
every one will help the other, so that all
will have equality, We Anarchists do not
belleve in marriages. Look at our divorce
courts. They are filled every day with men
and women trying to get divorces. Under
an Anarchist government this could never

happen. There would be no divorces be-
caus=e there would be no marriages. It i{s a
crying shame that men and women should
be bound together by marriage tles,

“I believe in a government,” Miss Gold-
man continued, “in which every man and
woman should do as he or she pleases,
Cars and elevated trains and everything
would be free. There would be no jealous-
fes. Anarchists, as a rule, are unselfish.
No one would demand more than another,
Everything would be eqgualized, There
would be no accumulation of wealth. The
desire for wealth, after all, is chlldish. It
is like little children who want more toys.
It means a lack of intelligence. Wealth
does not bring happiness,

“Under Anarchy there uould be no erime.
There would be no need for any one to
steal, because all would have enough to
live on. What' do I intend to do to bring
this about? For the next two or three
months I will lecture in the different cities
in the vicinity of New York. In March
next I will make a tour of th country to
spread anarchistic teachings.”
