BEGIN TO-MORROW MORNING.

It Is Expected to Be the Greatest
Meeting Ever Held by Them— En-
Eineers Capitulate,

The hardy coal miners, who, it is said,
spend two-thirds of their waking life be-
neath the surface of the earth, began ar-
riving by dozens yesterday for the conven-
tlon. which begins at Tomlinson Hall to-
merrow morning. Last night they came in

greater numbers, and it is estimated that
there are already several hundred in the

eity. To-day most of the delegates are ex-
pected to be here, and the convention will
Nkely open with the full quoto of 1,000 del-

egates, representing the coal industry in
all parts of the country. The convention
Deadquarters are at the Occidental Hofel,
where most of the newcomers congregated
yesterday to discuss matters to come be-

fore the convention.
The officers of the United Mine Workers

My this will be the greatest convention

the organization has ever held. Fince the
convention last year the membership of the

Tnited Mine Workers has more than
doubled, and the organization s now al-
maost 20008 strong. There are yet some
distriets that are not corganized, and to
these the miners will give a large part of
their attention during the convention.

The convention will be in session ten
days. The miners usually require two
weeks for their convention, but as they
are to meet the operators in joint conven-
tion at Columbus, O., Jan. 30, the time of
the session had to be cut down. As it will
bDe necessary to transact business with
greater expediency. every effort has been
made to facilitate matters.

BALLOTS PREPARED.

Toa carry on the election with greater
dispatch, Secretary Wilson has had pre-
pared ballots similar to those used In civil

The
recognized embiem of the mine workers, a
circular device bearing the initial letters
of the United Mine Workers and the motto
“eight hours.' is suspended from the offi-
clal badge by a red, white and blue silk rib-
bon. Hanging over this ribbon is a small
piece nf polished anthracite c¢oal taken
fromn the anthracite fields of Pennsylvania
where the memorable strike was won last
October. In this strike there were 140,000
men out, and in not ¢ case was there
rioting. The purpose of this emblem Is two-
fold—to represent the Industry in which
the miners are engaged and the peaceful
method by which the greatest strike in
America was conducted and won.

The committee representing the execu-
s tive board of The United Mine Waorkers
and the representatives of the Coal Holst-
fng Engineers held another conference yes-
terday to consider the proposition of the
engineers with reference to that organiza-
tion placing itself under the jurisdiction
of the mine workers. While no decision
was reached it is unofficially stated the
proposition will be accepted and the en-
gnoen brought into the United Mine

orkers. This will not only increase the
membership of the big union, but will al=o
enlarge its Jurisdiction into a fleld that
has hitberto given the miners and opera-
tors much annoyance. .

RESUME OF THE BUSINESS DONE BY
BOTH THE HOUSES,

New Bills That Will Be PFPresented
This Week—l-te'reﬂlng Legin-
Iative Gossip.

s

Among the important measures to be
introduced in the House this week will be
a bill to amend an act passed in 1891, pro-
viding for the care of battle flags Jn the
custody of the State. The bill will be in-
troduced by Representative Whitcomb.
It glves the Governor the authority to
transmit to the Grant Monument Associa-
tion two flags from the Indiana regiments
that served under General Grant during
the civil war. Similar requests have been
made to other States by the assoclation
and Mr. Whitcomb says that most of the
States have complied with the request.

Mr. Whitcomb's bill provides that the
flags €hall remain the property of the
State, subject to recall at any time by the
Governor of the State. The bill also pro-
vides that the flags are to be taken from

regimentg which have more than one stand
0of colors. Mr. Vhitcomb sald yesterday
that he had wiitten to several G, A. R.
posts in the State and to a number of
prominent G. A, R. men and in response
to his letters he has received an almost
unanimous indorsement of his bill. The
association has prepared air-tight glass
receptacles for the flags and they are to be
constantly guarded. During the winter
months the Grant tomb In New York,
where these flags are to be deposited, is
vigited by about 3,000 people each month
and in the summer about 5,000 people go
there each month. The bill provides that
where a flag is taken from the Statehouse
where these banners are now kept, a no-
tice shall be posted in the place now oc-
cupied by the flag, announcing the regi-
ment to which it belonged and the place
where the flag has been sent. It is under-
stood that General McGinnis, of this city,
has said that if the bill does not become a
law, the Eleventh Regiment, which was

under Grant, will send one of its flags to
fill the place which the association has
asked the State to fill.

Colonel I. N. Walker says there is a
diversity of opinion among veteran soldiers
about sending away flags that are de-
posited in the Capitol building. He is of
opinfon that two flags can be secured from
regiments that have not deposited them in
the Statehouse and that it will be un-
necessary to enact legislation along this

line.
LIFE INSURANCE POLICIES.

Another measure to be Introduced by
Representative Whitcomb this week is a
bill to allow a husband to negotlate loans
on his life insurance of which his wife
is the beneficiary. In explanation of his
bill Mr. Whitcomb said: “Under the pres-
ent law a married woman cannot become
security for debts contracted by her hus-

band. This has been held to prohibit her
from assigning the interest she may have

in a life insurance policy issued on the
life of her husband, in cases where the
husband wishes to negotiate a loan from
the company which issued his life insurance
policy., As a result many insurance com-
panies refuse to loan money to a husband
on his policy which Is made payable to
his wife. This often works a hardship and
necessitates the husband surrendering his
policy and releasing ell rights which he
might have acquired cthereunder. This bill
amends the present law so that in cases
where the policy is issued on the life of a
husband with the wife as the beneficiary,
she can sign & walver releasing her inter-
est in such policy to the Insurance com-
pany, so that the husband can obtaln a
loan from the company, giving his policy
as collateral. Very often a husband has
paid several premiums on a policy and he
has been compelled to either forfeit the
policy entirely or surrender it for its cash
surrender value, because he has not the
funds with which to meet a maturing
premium. If he was able to get a
temporary loan on his policy he would
be able to meet the premium and
continue the insurance for the benefit
of his wife. As the law is at present a
husband cannot obtaln a loan on his policy
where his wife is the beneficlary, for the
courts have held that the signing of a
waiver by her of her rights amounts to a
suretyship, which is void. In order to avoid
this many of the companies have required
the husband to release his Interest in the
policy and have required the wife to make
her affidavit that the loan is for her sep-
arate and exclusive use. In most every
case of this kind the affidavit amounts to
perjury. If the insurance company or any
of its agents through whom such a loan
was negotiated knew or by reasonable dili-
gence could have known that the affidavit
was a pretext for avolding the law the
company would not be protected, but upon
the death of the husband the insurance
company would be liable to the wife for
the full amount of the policy. On this ac-
count many insurance ecompanies absolutely
refuse to loan money on policies issued on
a husband's life wherein the wife is the
beneficiary.

A third bill to be introduced by Mr. Whit-
comb is a bill to regulate the manufacture
and sale of flaxseed and linseed oils with
a view to preventing adulteration.

A LEGISLATIVE RESUME.

The Work Already Accomplished by
Both Houses.

Notwithstanding the fact that the In-
diana lawmakers have been inierrupted in
thelr sesszions by several untoward events,

they have lost no time, and may be =aid
to have accomplished a failr amount of

work during the short time they have been

at the Capitol.
Altogethér 245 hills have been Introduced

in the lLegislature—108 in the Senate and
139 in the House. Five bills have passed
\the House, and two have passed the Senate,

Probably the most important of the bills,
or at least the one in which both the
members of the Senate and the House are
most interested at the present time, is
the bill appropriating $106,000 for the ex-
penses of the General Assemoly. The
House, acting on the suggestion made by
Speaker Artman in his address at the open-
ing session, to the effect that he would
ho.d up any resolution looking toward ex-
tra compensation for any employe of the
House, passed the appropriation bill with-
out the usual clause providing that em-
ployes shall not receive extra compensation
except by resolution. When the bill came
up for passage in the Senate it was
amended by inserting the clause providing
for exira compensation on resolution, anc

referred back to the House which re-
fused to concur in the amendment. As g
consequence of the disagreement between
the two Houses the members and employe:
of each are being kept out of their salaries
which is proving & hardshlp in more cases
than one.

The outlook for the
primary election bill iIn
is very unfavorable, and it has

gested that If it at
the cln Indianapolis.
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: bill which the
commission has prepared at such a great
expense of time and money, but notwith-
standing this it is tho t an unfavorable
report will be return nst the bill
The bill provides for an increase in the
salarles of the State officers, and some
of the members of both houses say that
their constituents are opposed to the in-
crease of the salary of any officer. 1If the
bill is passed at all ‘¢ will probably have
o be very materially amended.

Several anti-trust bills have been Intro-
duced in both branches of the Legislature,
but have been referred to committees which
have not reported upon them. Some of the
bilis have been introduced by the majority
members and others by the minority, and
a compromise may be effeacted by the com-
mittees which will suit the members of
both parties.

Although a number of amendments have
been introduced to the county and town-
ship reform laws, the majority of them
which have been referred to committees
have been killed, indicating that there are
;o Je¢ no important changes in the present
aws,

The bill for the election of county super-
intendents by popular vote is looked upon
with favor and Is expected to pass.

A large number of fish and game bills
were introduced at the opening of the ses-
slon, the majority of which seek to repeal
the law permitting seining. Others have a
Frovislon against nonresidents hunting in
the State without a license.

Bills have been introduced providing for
free text-hooks, to allow school corporations
to issue bonds that shall not be chargeable
to the debt limit of the city in which the
school corporation is situated, providing
against the sale of cigarettes In the State,
ete.,, but they are as yet in the hands of
the committees to which they have been
referred and their passage Is yet a matter
of great uncertainty.

AFTER AN APPROPRIATION.

Indiana Expected to Have a Big Ex-
hibit at Buffalo Exposition.

H. P. Rucker, special commissioner for
the Pan-American exposition, has been in
this city for several days working up an
interest In the big exposition which opens
al Buffalo on May 1. Mr. Rucker is staying

at the Hotel English. Hiz mission here is
to get the Indiana Legislature to pass a
bill making an appropriation for an In-
diana bullding at the exposition and pro-
viding for the appointment of commis-

sioners to arrange for an exhibit of In-
diana products simiiar to that made at the
Columbia exposition.

Mr. Rucker sald last night that the
measure will probably be introduced this
week. He thinks an appropriation of 375,-
) or $£100,000 will aceomplish more at the
Pan-American exposition than the money
that was expended by Indiana in making
an exhibit at the world's fair.

“This exposition is confined to the West-
ern hemisphere,” szid Mr. Rucker last
night, “and since the Spanish-American
war the people of Scuth and <Central
America have taken a new interest in the
people of the United States. For this rea-
gon I think all the States should make an
effort to have a creditable exhibit at
Buffalo, because the people of these coun-
tries will be there to see what we have
got." Mr. Rucker has visited Iowa, Min-
nesota and the two Dakotas on a mission
similar to that which brings him to this
State. Iowa has no session of the Legis-
lature this year, but will draw on the
agricultural fund to make an exhibit, A
bili will be introduced in the Minnesota
Legislature this week and one has already
been Introduced in the Legislatures of
North and South Dakota.

COOPER-SKIDMORE CONTEST.

Clinton County Clerk Falls to Appear
with the Ballots.

The elections committee of the House

wasg to have taken up the Clinton county
contest vesterday evening at 7 o'clock, but
on account of the fallure of the Clinton
county clerk to appear with the contested
ballots, the matter was postponed until to-
morrow. The case is that of Cooper against
Skidmore. The latter is holding a seat in
the present House, having defeated Cooper

by two votes. It is said that Mr. Skid-
more's attorney, learning that some of the
Democratic members of the committee
would probably be absent last night ad-
vised the Clinton county clerk not to come,
The assistant clerk of the House sald he
received a telephone message from the
Clinton county clerk yesterday afternoon
saying that it would be impossible for him
to appear with the ballots last night.

Release of Conviets.

Senator J. W. Fortune, of Jeffersonville,

will introduce a bill in the Legislature,
which, if passed, will require all convicts
released from the Reformatory on parole
to be returned to the county in which they
were sentenced. In late years Jefferson-
ville has been overrun by paroled convicts.
In 1805 a complaint was made by the eiti-
zens against the habit of turning loose ex-
convicts at the prison doors, and a law
was passed requiring’ the sheriff of the
county from which they came to return
the convicts and release them at the court-
house door. This has, however, become a
dead letter.

SHOT BY A PLAYMATE.

CONTROLLER JOHNSON COMPLETES
HIS ANNUAL REPORT,

+*

The Condition of the City's Finances
Set Out in Detail— It Is for
the Yesar.

>

City Controller Johnson completed his
annual report yesterday, and it will be
submitted to the City Council to-morrow
night. The report {s complete in detail
As an Introduction to the report, City Con-
troller Johnson says:

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 54
of the city charter, herewith is submitted
a report of the accounts of the city for the
year 1800, exhibiting the revenues, receipts
and expenditures, the sources from which
the revenues and funds are derived. There
was paid 317,190 of the bonded debt during
the year. The current expenses for 1950
aggregated $1,022,775.78 as against $1,010,-
$04.27 for the year 1899, the increase being
only $I11,871.51, although $40,000 was pald
out of the general fund for sprinkling un-
improved streets, which, in former years,
had been assessed against the abutting
property. A temporary loan of $147,000,
drawing 3 per cent, per annum interest,
payable out of the current revenues of 101,
was made Dec. 24, 1900, maturing May 1,
1901, for the payment of which no pro-
vision was made in the estimates of 1901,
The carrying of this debt indefinitely
should not be contemplated, and, in my
opinion, it should not be provided for by

an increase of the tax levy, but should be
obtained from special sources. 1 would
agaln urge on you the importance of rais-
Iing revenues from sources other than tax-
ation. Students and practical men everye
where realize that with the rapid develop-
ment and growth of cities private corpora-
tions to which franchises are granted
should make adequate compensation for
the same. In some foreign cities this policy
has been followed until nearly all munici-
pal expenses are paid from such sources.
American cities are not yet so advanced,
but this policy meets almost universal ap-
proval. In this city it was started under
the administration of Mayor Sullivan, who
secured the city the payment of 5 per cent.
from the receipts of the electric light
company, which amounted last year to

'$14,411.40. During Mayor Taggart's admin-

istration there have been secured contracts
for the payment of $6,000 per annum from
each of the two telephone companies and
$30,000 a year from the street-railway com-
pany. There are a number of other public
utilities for which the city should receive
benefits, and provision should be made at
once looking to that end.

“l have prepared a law providing for a
ginking fund for the gradual extinction of
the city’'s bonded debt, which will be intro-
duced in the Legislature in a few days.
The importance of such a law ought to
commend itself to every one, and I sincere-
Iy invite your co-operation in assisting its
passage."

SHOOTING IN THE STREET

A. J. COFFIN USED AS A TARGET BY
CHESTER WALKER.,

Both Men Placed Under Arrest by
the Police—Cause of the
Encounter.

Another street shooting affray occurred
in the city yvesterday and like the one of
Thursday terminated fortunately for the
participants, though yesterday some in-

Juries were inflicted.
The shooting occurred at Twentieth

street and College avenue about 4 o'clock.
Chester Walker, the son of W. F. Walker,
a grocer at 2040 Bellefontaine street, shot
five times at A. J. Coffin, a conductor in
the employ of the street-railway company.
Three of the shots took effect. One of the
bullets passed through Coffin's left hand,

another went through his clothing and
slightly tore the flesh of his left side, and
another went through a part of his cloth-
ing, inflicting a bruise on his left shoulder,
stopping then In its flight. One of the bul-
lets was found in the folds of his shirt.
There were a number of witnesses.
When the shooting, which was preceded
by a short fistic encounter at the corner,
after Coffin had alighted from a car, be-
gan Coffin ran across the street, followed
by Walker. After the five shots had heen
fired Coffin ran through the street car

barn and then went to the office of Dr.
Dunlavy, at Nineteenth street, where he
was found by the police while his wounds
were being dressed. Walker ran through
the alley and stopped first at Porter's
feed stable, where he remarked upon en-
tering: *“*'Well, it's all off with me.”
He drew the revolver he had previously
used from his pocket and held it to his
bead, declaring that he might as well kill
himself. Someone said: “Well, let 'er go,

Chester,” whereupon he put the istol
bac}c into his pocket and left the stabﬁ?.

While Captain Kruger, Bicycle Pollcemen
Streit, Losh, Bray and Griffin were look-
irg for him he was golng down town,
where he met a young woman to whom he
has paid much attention and she acconi-
panied him to police headquarters, where
he surrendered himself on a charge of
shooting with intent to kill. He was re-
ieased later on bond of $1,000 furnished by
hl‘svfaﬁher.

alker said he knew certain thin

about Coffin who was paying some atte?-'
tion to a young woman, living at Cornall
avenue and Twenty-fifth strect, who was
e2lso one of his friends and he deemed i1t
his duty to make the fact known to the
girl. He did so and on Friday Joffin, he
sald, was snubbed by the girl. 1is met Cof-
fin yesterday morning near the Union Sta-
tion, at which time Coffin struck him sev-
eral times over the head and threatened
to administer & more severs beating the
next time they met. Yesterday afiornoon,
Fe claimed, he was standing on the cor-
rer walting for a car when Coffin got olf
a car going In the opposite direction. The
fistic encounter which started at once was
fcllowed by the shooting.

Coffin’s story of the affair was practically
the same, though he eclaimed that Walker
had Insulted the girl referred to by Walker
while she was with him. Coffin was ar-
rested and charged with assault and bat-

tery.
