TONNAGE IS INCREASING

LOADED CAR MOVEMENT RECORD
RREAIvI.XG I'OIl MIDWINTER.

Actanl EarnlrtKH of ihr 11 1st Four and
Pennsylvania Linen for Decem-

ber and for Ike Six Months.

The train records show that there were
received and forwarded at Indianapolis v,

the week endin? Jan. 2G a total of 27,527

cars. 20.9S0 being loaded, an Increase over
the preceding week of 771 and over the week
ending: Jan. 12 of 1,000. and a considerable
increase over corresponding: weeks in Jan-
uary of former year5, in fact, it was the
largest movement of loaded ears In any
midwinter week since these records were
kept, and the better feature U that the
business in all directions is being carrietl
at tariff rates, whereas at the correspond-
ing period last year and In 1SDQ freight rates
were badly demoralized. It will be noticed
that the Monon and the four Pennsylvania
lines are the only roads which show a
lighter movement thi3 year than in the cor-
responding week of 1D00. and In this con-
nection It should be noted that a conges-
tion of loaded cars at Pittsburg. Cleveland
and Buffalo caused a lighter eastbound
movement than it would have been If th
reads had been clear, but in each case on
Friday notice was given by eastern con-
nections to resume forwarding all classes
oZ freight. The shortage in cars Is being
gradually relieved, although no road has
all the cars to fill orders as sent in prompt-
ly. Eastbound there is no increase in grain
movement proper, but In cerealine products
an Increased tonnage is going forward and
the same is true in provisions. . In west-
bound business a little Improvement is no-

ticeable In higher class freights, in the
lower class freights, as for some monthspast, the loaded car movement Is limited
to cars that can be supplied. In all direc-
tions a heavy tonnago of coal Is being
handled, and of railway supplies. Iron
structural work, etc. Local business im-
proved some last week, country roads being
in better condition for getting grain, pro-
duce and other freights to the way stations,
and taking goods away. The packing
houses are quite heavy shippers and at no
time in the past, at this season of the year,
have the stockyards done the amount of
business they have this month. The table be-
low shows the number of loaded cars han-
dled at this point fiir the week ended Jan.
2o and for the corresponding weeks of 1SK0
and 1K)0.

The Chicago Chronicle this morning says:

"It Is now rumored that the Ilarrlman-Morgan-Vanderb- llt

railroad syndicate is
planning to buy out the Pullman Car Com-
pany and absorb, so far as possible, all the
private car companies. For some time, it
la said, the syndicate has been negotiating
for the purchase of a controlling interest
in the Pullman company. Just how far thenegotiations for the absorption of the
sleeping-ca- r concern have progressed can-
not be learned, but it is the prevailing
opinion that the deal Is on. The Pullmancompany controls the sleeping-ca- r priv-
ileges of every railroad In the United
States except the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul and the New York. New Haven &
Hartford. In the general plan of consoli-
dation the two companies doing business
on these roads will alo be purchased with
those of the Pullman."

B. Fltzpatrlck, master mechanic of the
western division of the Pittsburg, Ft.

Hilton becomes assistant passenger agent
of the Kansas City, Ft. Scott & Memphis
road.

The Pennsylvania now has 1.S60 loco-
motives, and will build 200 more this year.
In this respect the Pennsylvania will be the
enly road in the world having engine num-
bers corresponding with the year dates of
the twentieth century, as the Pennsyl-
vania keeps but very few dead numbers on
the list. ,

Superintendent Graves, of the Indiana,
Decatur & Western, on Saturday attended
the funeral of K. Harwood, who was burled
at Decatur. The deceased had been in the
railroad business for nearly forty years,
first with the Wabash, the last eleven years
as agent of the Indiana, Decatur & West-
ern at Decatur.

Last week the last section of the Balti-
more & Ohio, between Philadelphia and Its
western terminals, was laid with heavy
rails. Near Baltimore the railroad is now
using rails weighing 110 pounds per yard,
on the Philadelphia division ninety pounds
rr yard, and on all the other divisions
eighty-fiv- e pounds.

Arthur Wells, who on Feb. 1 will become
general manager of the Santa Fe lines in
the California district, was for two years
superintendent of the St. Louis division of
the Big Four. He Is brother-in-la- w of J.
A. Barnard, general manager of the Peoria
& Eastern, and has made an excellent rec-

ord in railroad service wherever placed.
Good headway is being made in the or-

ganizing of a national protective bureau,
to consist of railroads of the United States,
with the object of quickly detecting the
manipulation of tickets and securing evi-

dence for the punishment of those guilty
of forging them. Seven traffic organiza-
tions wlir hold a metting, Feb. 6, in Chica-
go, to take definite action in the matter.

The speculative possibilities of stock of
the Wabash lines, in view of the fact that
it Is the only remaining independent road
to Kansas City, and also a strong rival of
the Vanderbilt lines in the Central States,
makes a nucleus on which to build a va-
riety of rumors, but the most plausible one
Is that it Is to be made a strong ally of the
Lackawanna road, over which through
service is now operated.

It is stated that some of the larger ship-
pers of Kansas City have made a masterly
move by turning their business to the
weak lines. The entire plot is to gradually
work away from the strong lines, knowing
the weakening effect that always follows an
auditor s report which shows a falling off
in earnings, but the movement is so well
understood in freight circles that It Is be-

lieved disappointment awaits these ship-
pers. .

The treasurj' department of the Pennsyl-
vania lines west of Pittsburg is to be en-

tirely reorganized on Feb. 1. Instead of
the present staff, composed of the treas-
urer, two assistant treasurers and a cash-
ier, there will be one assistant treasurer
and three cashiers. T. II.. McKnight will
remain as treasurer; Robert R. Reed, at
present cash clerk, will b promoted to
assistant treasurer; J. JI. Frederick, now
paymaster, will become cashier of the
Northwest system, and M; C. Spencer, for-
merly assistant treasurer in charge of the
Southwest system, will be made cashier of
the same system; the third cashier will be
D. J. Carnegie, in charge of the cash ac-

counts of the Union lines. J. P. Hender-
son, who has been assistant treasurer of
the Northwest system, will retire on a
pension. W. R. Morrison, now assistant
paymaster, will be paymaster of the
Northwest system.

Vny of Pence Justice.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

Much ado Is being made about what the
pay of justices or the peace shall be in
cities whose population is from 10.000 to
100,000. but no one seems Interested In the
compensation of Justices in the rural dis-

tricts or towns less than 10,000. The facts
of the case are these: That the laws of the
State compel a justice of the peace and
constable to work without any regard to
compensation, for they arc compelled to
sit In all felony cases, make cut and trans-
mit transcripts of their judgments to the
clerk of the Circuit Court, and they must
furnish fuel, light and office free. The
result is that fully three-fourt- hs of the
labor they perform under the present law
is without compensation, and their only
hope of reward is In convections on mis-
demeanors, and as most of this class lay
out their fines in the county jail, it 13 a
travesty on justice to compel a justice of
the peace to work in this way. whether he
live in towns of 1.0 or 10.000. In this
township we cannot Ret ft constable to serve
for if he qualities he can be compelled, no
matter how bad the roads or the weather,
to f.o to remote parts of the county with
little hope of compensation. As the law
stands, it put3 a premium on Judicial UIs- -
honesty, anil no wonder-th- e Justices are
charged with assessing a line. Kullty or
innocent, for the "lee that is in it." Now,
It have often thought it fctrange that our
Legislature would wrestle for sixty daytt
with a gooseberry bill, a dog bill or cavil
over the merits of a fish law which affects
only a small proportion of our people,
w.tcre they could pass a law that would
be of great Importance to the ent.re people
of the State by putting all the justices of
the peace and the constables upon a rea-
sonable salary and enlarging their duties.

LATE QUEEN VICTORIA

SIIIJCCT OF REV. J. C13I3IIXG
SMITH'S TALK AT TAUERXACLE.

He Refers to Her Religion Views
ti nd Life Her Inlluence Over

u Vast People.

Rev. J. Cummlng Smith, of the Taber-
nacle Church, last evening gave a talk on
"Queen Victoria." Ills text was Isaiah,
49:23, "And kings shall be thy nursing
fathers, and their queens thy nursing
mothers; they shall bow down to thee with
their face toward the earth, and lick up
the dust of thy feet; 'and thou shalt know
that I am the Lord; for they shall not be
ashamed that wait for me." Mr Smith
said:

"One cannot rejoice too much over the
untelgned sorrow on both sides the water
because of the Queen's death. Even if
such tokens of grief were-simulate- for the
sake of diplomacy, it would show that we
need diplomacy to cement two vast parts
of our world. We believe, the lamentation
rises from a deeper source. It springs from
that conscious and unbroken sense of unity
between mother and daughter which, like
a kindred law in a narrower realm. Is none
the less potent because the daughter has
grown to woman's estate and become a
mother. In spite of contentions, there are
theso profound and submarine sympathies
between England and America; these com-
mon interests are the ligaments of em-
pires. It would be well if the Saxon race
were welded together more closely. The
coming war will be between two hemispheres,

two distinct and essentially antag-
onistic racial developments; between Asia
and America, and the Saxon races will
need to gird their strength for the inevita-
ble feud. The battle of Armageddar will
bo the contest between two branches of the
race that grew apart when the world was
young and have now met to clash when
th world Is old and which cannot coalesce
because of Intrinsic deep-roote- d differences
m language, religion, government and In-

stincts.
LATE QUEEN'S INFLUENCE.

"However, if the chord of strife is alien
to the requiem, let us look Into the secret
of the late Queen's influence. She was not
supremely Intellectual. She was not many
sided or opalescent. She pales beside the
brilliancy of Elizabeth or Empress Cath-
erine. Her long reign of over six decades
saw the mind of the world march along a
fabulous pathway of discovery in natural
directions. New facilities, new machines,
new railroads, new steamships, new light-
ing equipment, new everything; the Queen
was not distantly congenial with these
mechanical contrivances. Still she bound
the wage-earnin- g class to her throne by
the simple glory of her rare, rich woman-
hood. Her long reign witnessed many new
statutes that brought up the masses to
welcome emancipations and her reign will
long enjoy undlmmed luster because of the
measures that ameliorated the lowly suf-
ferers and smoothed the unvoiced anguish
of poverty. Still the Queen, though affili-
ated with such forward movements of phi-
lanthropy, did not lead in that direction,
and yet she held the poor as with a divine
charm. Her long reign was opulent in lit-
erature, prodigal with that general litera-
ture that flowers out like prairie blooms
only to wither. Starry with some litera-
ture that will die only when the earth
shall cease. But the Queen was not liter-
ary in her tastes and yet the sons of
genius chanted her glory. What is the
secret? Is it far to seek?. It lay in her un-
blemished womanhood," in the simple affec-
tions, unchilled by snowy summits of pow-
er, her love for home. - In an era of spe-
cialists, the Queen embalmed and glorified
the central power of benlgnancy, broad
and genial as the gulf stream that enters
no particular harbor and yet refreshes
every shore. While other women vied with
each others In some literary or political
effort, the Queen shone warmly on , all
classes, the fount of good will toward all.
In an age when women struggle for recog-
nition and nobly so: when the fear of los-
ing Individuality :or::f f fiIjiklng : into .the
common traditional- - woman haunts the
gentle sex, it Is not untimely to remember
that a woman who: owed much to her
throne, but was perKaps greater than her
throne, was conspicuous for a guileless,
ola-fashlon- beneficent womanhood and
will live In history by that solitary excel-
lence. The more the -- orld follows the law
oZ specialization, the; more men or women
thirst for some particular action or ex-

cellence to redeem themselves from the
guilt of mediocrity, the more is It a duty to
exalt those broad, democratic qualities we
have in common, those immortalities of
daily worth and love that hold the mad
whirl of life in any: sort of poise. The
common people felt', a magnetism In a
monarch who, while' weighed down with
the problems of government, gathered
groups of prattling grandchildren and little
pet animals around her. These simple
womanhoods made her great. Let all am-

bitious experts learn the world would
slowly disintegrate without the culture of
the broad humanities.

"The prophet of old prevlsioned the time
when Kings should be nursing fathers and
the Queens should fce nursing mothers to
the church. ,

A RELIGIOUS WOMAN.
"The Queen was an Intensely religious

woman'. The skepticisms of her colleges
never afflicted the sincerity of her faith.
She believed In prater. After the Prince
Consort's death she ;had a private sanctu-
ary where she communed with his spirit.
And these still hours spent . with unseen
powers no doubt went far to give a bal-

ance and dignity io the most anxious
hours of her reign. She was emphatically
a church woman. In England the church
is an arm of the siate. In America the
two move apart. Prophets are' thick as;
throats In the marsK of a summer evening
and they shoot arrews into the future in
different directions. -- The Establ'shed
Church of England appears a grave injus-
tice when people arc taxed for its support
who do not attend or believe in it. To us in
free America, where religion must depend
upon itself, it seems an anomaly. Catho-
lics and Nonconformists may well resertt
the glaring injustice. However democrat-lie- d

England. is becoming in her policies, 1

fancy the state church will weather a few
more storms yet.

"And a larger question looms up easily
and logically. Does the state owe the
church a dollar? LAt. once the days of
Home's thraldom of European diplomacies
are conjured up, and the mass howl in de-

rision at any remote connection between
church and state. But let us return to a
lull of sanity. Does the state not owe the
church? Take the: whole church force
out of the state, and do you not let loose
an army of demons, anarchy, rebellion. Im-

morality, distrust, panic, mob law? Is not
real estate dependent on morals? Is not
an equitable government based on morals?
Do not ethics underlie prosperity? And
are not ethics in the last analysis rooted
in the principles of revealed religion?
Should not infidels be willing to be taxed
for church as well as for school, since both
these aim to create ft character that
blooms out in good citizenship? Perhaps
If the sects were billed down after a few
squirms Into silence like lobsters in the
chaldron, infidels would submit to a tax
for the support o? original unvarnished
Christianity; but Jobsters have r.ot the
thick impenetrable1 shells of sects. The
churches never will be silent on infin-
itesimal points, nor agnostic on unimpor-
tant and unknowable speculations. So the
infidel grudges a ttix for the church.

FAULT WITH THE CHURCH.
"But the fault lies in the church in that

case. And none the less Is it true that
the Ideal thing is' a tie between church
and state, and when the church shakes off

the pettiness of ihe past. I fancy the
state will not be slow to yield the point.
Indeed, the rulinfj. classes ought to be-

friend the broad church and augment her
influence. Aristocracy, should grace her
pews and replenish her treasuries. Men
of light and leadership Instead of standing
aside and railing fit her errors, should en-
ter the church and remodel her. I have
more reverence for an agnostic that is al-
lied with a than one who stands
aside and snarh at her dogmatism or ar-
rogance, when, after all. science shows an
equal amount of " arrogance. It is not
hypocrisy for an agnostic to be an attender
at a church simply, because a lay member
does not subscribe' to a creed, but must
believe in the supreme life holiness. He
may differ altogether with the dogmas la

the sermon, but he may be a sincere
sharer of the worship of the place. And
the pulpit that would fiendishly antagonize
such a noble heart in the pew Is a stranger
to the spirit of the Master. It will be a
dark day for the world when the govern-
ing peerage of minds shall be estranged
from the temples of Christianity. In such
a bitter divorce I affirm that the fault will
lie with a church that has dwarfed her
Lord, and not with the best men, who
really crave the Christ. ,

"As things now are. the state could not
tax the people for a. church that Is fragled
and splintered into so many sections; how
could a tax be equitably divided among
such a swarm of insect isms? No: the
church can be too proud to take a tax
wrung from the people by law. But none
the less, we afllrm that if the churchtaught the simple views of the great Naz-aren- e

and merged small movements in
larger ones, then. I believe, the tides of
influences rolling abroad from her sweeten-
ing and strengthening the land, would
draw millions of money from the public
treasuries for her enterprises, and that,
too, to satisfy public opinion."

DIU HAINES'S TRIDl'TB.

Wo man 1 tucx Domlntted the Life of
Queen Victoria.

There was a song service last night at
the First Presbyterian Church, conducted
by Edward Nell, the director of the choir.
There were several solos sung by Miss
Galvin. Mr. Roberts and Mr. Van Wie;
also a violin solo by Rudolph Köster. Aft-
er the musical services Dr. Haines' deliv-
ered a short address. In which he talked
principally of the life of Queen Victoria.
He said: "We, in America, have cause to
unite our sympathies to those of our
brothers across the sea in their bereave-
ment. After the long reign of Queen Vic-
toria we see more good things in her life
than we ever knew of before. One of the
best things is her presonal merits and her
love for home life.

"Everyone who is acquainted with his-
tory knows that the Victorian era sur-
passes any that England has passed
through. Even the time of Elizabeth,
when Shakspeare and a number of othergreat men flourished, did not surpass the
reign of Victoria, which is known for its
vast scope of knowledge to all classes.
Another thing that is admired in Victoria
was that she was a womanly woman. That
is greater than being a queen or empress.
She had a woman's heart and a woman's
nature. So It was that we are told that
she, suffered during this last war. In all
things she was a woman first and a Queen
second.

"It is the plain womanhood in woman
and manhood in man that are the greatest
things on this earth. We bow down to this
whether it be in the lowly hut or in the
palace. Queen Victoria always assented to
the time-honor- ed customs, but on a whole
her life was simple. The worst feature of
our life Is the extravagance of man and the
false pride of woman. Queen Victoria set
herself and her whole court against im-
purity. She was the center of all that
was pure and noble and through her life
she was given up to Christianity and re-
ligion."

SCHOOL MONEYS.

Tlicy Cannot Be Loaned Unless the
Interest Rate la Rednced.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Toiril:
In your issue of the 21st you published

8ii interview with the Hon. A. D. Ogborn,
of New Castle, explaining his bill in re-

gard to loaning the school funds and pre-
senting the following remedy for existing
conditions:

"To meet this emergency, I have drafted
a bill providing that the interest on lonas
from these funds shall be raid at the end of
the year, instead of in advance; that the
amount which may be loaned to any person
or company shall be raised from $1,000. to
$3,0W; that the fees charged in cases of
mortgage? shall be paid out of the interest
on the loans, instead of by the borrowers,
as now; that the borrower may have
tho right to pay not less than 10 per cent,
of the principal sum loaned to him at the
end of any year during the maturity of the
loan; and that where loans are made in
other counties than that to which the
funds belong 40 per cent, of the appraised
value of the premises offered as security
may be loaned, instead of 25 per cent., as
now provided."

After a four years' experience In trying
to keep thifc funds loaned, I am con-

vinced that nothing short of a reduction in
the interest late v.il! clve the necessary
relief, but other chances are both desirable
and necessary The above measure will
net answer because !t makes no provision
to keep rut the money already loaned,
which Is now being replaced by 5 per cent,
money, and returning to the county treas-
uries at an unprecedented rate. The school
fund must cimpete in the open market
with other. money, and to that end ai:
restrictions which hinder the loaning of
it, or make it less desliable must be re-

moved. Why collect the fees at all? They
are $3 for the recorder, 50 cents for the
clerk, $1.50 for the auditor, and the cost of
appraising. By basing the loan on the ap-
praisement made for taxation, these fees
may all be abolished without loss to any
one, as the fees go to the county, and not
to the officer, and it is vital to the county
that these funds be kept loaned. In my
Judgment it will be safe to loan 75 per
cent, of the appraised value, including im-
provements (If the same be insured for the
benefit of the school funds), the taxable
value rarely exceeding 75 per cent, of the
real value. In case the Auditor be in
doubt about the sufficiency of the security
offered, let the matter be referred to the
board of commissioners and county at-
torney, whbse duty It should be to pass
on all abstracts submitted, which abstracts
should be certified to date when presented.
The provision for loaning in adjoining
counties la practically a dead letter now,
and If the interest rate be reduced will be
entirely unnecessary. If. as the senator
suggests, the revenues be curtailed, it will
be no greater hardship to provide for it
by direct taxation than to collect the
interest in that way, as is now the case.
It will be remembered that the rate of
interest ha3 been changed at different times
in the past to meet the same emergency,
school revenues have not been seriously
impaired, and now It is the conviction of
financiers generally that all interest rates
will be lower for the coming decade than
ever before, and in place of borrowers seek-
ing loans the condition will be reversed and
loans will seek the borrower.

Favors a State Laboratory.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

In an editorial of Jan. 19, referring to
my article In behalf of the laboratory of
hygiene, you say the only necessity I
shew for it is to discover Impure foods
and drugs, r particularly stated three sep-
arate functions for the laboratory to per-
form: First, to look after and prevent the
adulteration of food and drugs; second, to
make sanitary investigations to further
the health and happiness of the public;
third, to attend to stream pollution and
save the streams and also the valuable in-

dustries which pollute the stream. One
very important point which you fall to
consider is that, under this law, with tholaboratory, our stream pollution can be
looked after and prevented, and at the
same time the industries that pollute the
stream can be saved, while under our pres-
ent laws all of our industries which pollute
the streams would be run out of the State
if the law ws enforced. I ask you in all
candor, which Is the best, stop the pollu-
tion of the streams and also save our in-
dustries, or follow your method the oldway stop the pollution by sending all the
industries out of the State.

The pure-foo- d proposition Is now already
engrafted, and one of the objects in having
the laboratory of hygiene Is to enforce this

Vure-roo- d law that has been passed and irnow on the statute books. You say that
"there is no pure-foo- d bureau In this
Ktate." I wish to differ with you here, 'orthe food law of lWj says ejection 2: "it
shall be the duty of the State Board of
Health to enforce the laws of the Stategoverning food and drug adulteration: andthe State health officer shall be the State
inspector of food and drugs. The State
Board of Health shall take cognizance of
the interests of the public health relating
to the sale of drugs and foods, and the
adulteration of the same, and shall make
all necessary investigation and inquiries in
reference thereto, and for theso purposes
the SUtc, county, city and town health

officers shall be food and drug inspectors,
subordinate to the State Board of Health."

This of the law plainly makes the
State Board of a bureau for the en-
forcement of the pure-foo- d and drug: act.
As far as the government looking:
after our food here In Indiana Is concerned
may be true, but the federal government is
making classical Investigations, that the
States may apply them practically. The
analj'sis investigations made by the
national government cannot be a basis
for prosecution In Indiana, nor to remove
the adulteration evil, and for this reason
this fact has nothing to do with the law
now being considered in Indiana.

You seem to manifest great fear that If
the State establishes this laboratory that
commissions, etc.. will rapidly multiply. I
fall to see any argument in that proposi-
tion. Becaure the Governor of New York
asks for economy, you use this as argu-
ment, but you say in substance Hiat the
State of New York has not accepted this
one man's opinion, and this citation has
nothing to do with Indiana's effort to have
a State laboratory of hygiene. It would' be
Just as fair for you to say, would it not.
that every State bounding Indiana has a
laboratory of hygiene, and all of the other
progressive States, and that In each and
every State It has been a Kreat not
only saving money, but health as well.
Indiana, needs to have economy practiced.
I am sure no one appreciates that more
than the State Hoard of Health, and for
that reason these gentlemen work without
pay. IJut economy does not always mean
dollars and cent?, for often, by spending a
few dollars in prevention, we discover it is
much cheaper than spending- - many more
dollars In endeavoring to llnd a cure. The
object of this laboratory of hygiene is to
buvo money by prevention. It will top
the pollution of streams, keep the in-

dustries that pollute the streams, investi-
gate into --the cause of disease prevent
it, cau?e the sale of nothing but pure and
unadulterated food and drugs, and if this

true, why do we not adly need in our
State? - imOSR S. HOHNE.
