Jjad received a number of letters from
prominent wholesale firms in the State
protesting against the passage of his anti-
trust bill. The wholesale men are com-
plaining that th?y purchase good from
trusts operating In other States, and that
the bill introduced by Senator Agnew
would prevent them from handling any
t'ust-mad- e goods. Senator Agnew denies
that his bill would have any iuch effect,
and if it did. he sayr, is would interfere
With the lnterestate-commerc- ö laws, which
would practically nullify it.

Asalnut Free Text-Boo- k Dill.
Rev. Father Gavisk. rector of St. John's

Church, appeared betore the Senate com-
mittee on education yesterday for the pur-
pose of speaking against the free school
book bill. He made an argument to show
that the passage of the bill would be unfair
to the taxpayers who support parochial
schools.

The annual cost per capita is $99.03. Illi-

nois hns four normal schools, costing tl.tSS,-00- 0,

with 1,816 students, with an annual per
capita cost of $124.21. Massachusetts has
five normal schools, costing $l,M0,00O, with
LOGO students, who cost the Slate $HT5s a

year each. Indiana has one normal school,
with 1.829 students. The per capita expense
of each to the State is $43.62 per annum.
The plant cost V&)M. Kansas has one
normal school, which costs 52S.72 per capita
annually. xxx

"arden Shldeler was at the Statehouse
yesterday with his accounts made up as Is
required by the James bill when passed.
The items cover a quire of paper. The ilrst
list shows the articles purchased prior to
Nov. 1 and paid for in November and De-

cember. Te aggregate is $7,080.23. The
second list shows the quantities and prices
of the articles consumed to Nov. 1. These
amount to $8,49S.5S, showing that goods to
the value of $551.63 bought during OctolT
were on hand when the fiscal year closed.

In speaking of tho bill which Senator

Goodwlne has introduced in the Senate re-

garding the uniformity of school supplies
and for the establishment of a commission
which shall meet once a year for the letting
of contracts, State Statistician Johnson
takes exception to the figures used by the
senator. Mr. Johnson says that the $2,164,-C5- 3

which Mr. Goodwlne gives as the ex-
penditure for school supplies is the entire
proceeds of the special fund, which is used,
not for supplies, but for the building of
schoolhousess and repairs, for heating pur-
poses and fuel. The cost of transferring
pupils from one corporation to another also
comes from this fund. Mr. Johnson further
said: "In reaching the above conclusion Mr.
Goodwlne does not consider the fact that
the money distributed by the state super-
intendent of public instruction represents
but a part of the tuition fund of the State.
There Is annually collected from townships
over $2,000,000 as local tuition that is appor-
tioned by the county auditors in their re-
spective counties, of which the state super-
intendent takes no note in his distribution.
The state school fund Is given Into the
hands of the state superintendent, while the
local fund never leaves the county. There
is about $100,000 paid in the State by the
transferring of children from the township
schools to the city schools."

WHIPPING POST PROPOSED.

Punishment for Bad Boys, Wife Beat-e- n,

Kidnapers) Tramps, Etc.
NEW HAVEN, Conn., Feb. 6. A whip-

ping post bill has been presented in the
Legislature by Representative Freeman, of
Hartford. It provides for the restoration
of the whipping post for all offensei by
beys under sixteen years of age when pun-
ishable by other means than Imprisonment
for life. The court may Impose twenty
strokes of the lash in lieu of a penal sen-

tence or of commitment to the reform
school. The bill also provides that any male
found guilty of beating or assaulting a
woman, or of attempt to commit rnbbery
accomplished by great physical violence or
of kidnaping a minor to obtain a ransom,
or of being a tramp and while being swen
of threatening women and children or en-
deavoring to secure anything of value may
be moderately whiped in lieu of or in ad-
dition to imprisonment. The blil provides
that a physician must be prevent at the
whipping, which shall be In private and not
so severe as to endanger or impair tho
health of the offender.

Doings of Other Legislatures.
Voting for senator continues in the dead-

locked legislatures of Nebraska, Montana,
Oregon and Delaware, with little change in
the relative strength of the various candi-
dates.

A bill was introduced In the Illinois House
yesterday providing that all persons here-
after sentenced to death shall be executed
by means of electricity. This was followed
by the introduction of another bill, to ap-
propriate $3,000 for the purchase of an elec-
trocution chair and necessary appliances.

The Tennessee Senate, by a vote of 18 to
15, rejected a bill wJilch, in effect, was local
option, as it gave Incorporated towns the
privilege of abolishing their charters by a
majority vote and reincorporating with pro-
tection against the whisky traffic. The law
now extends to towns under 2,000 hereafter
Incorporated.

THE SHIP CANAL SCHEME

HOUSE COMMITTED OX CITIES AD
TOV.S CONSIDEUS IT.

Prominent Attorneys Argue for Their
Clients A Story of Jeffer-

son Davis Recalled.

The House committee on cities and towns
held a metting yesterday evening to con-

sider Senator Agnew's bill providing for
a ship canal to run through Laice county.
The canal would bo fed from the lake and
wculd have its outlet in the Calumet river.
The canal would be known as the Calumet
waterway. The bill provides for, the ap-

pointment of commissioners to assess the
property In the locality for the purpose
of raising funds with which to construct
the canal. It is announced that the project
Is backed by Mr. Frick, of Pittsburg, who,
with a land company, owns about 7,000

acres of land in Lake county. W. II. H.
Miller appeared before the committee in
the interests of the Forsyths, of Chicago,
who own land in Lake county, and are op-

posed to the canal. B. O. Hawkins, John
B. Cockrum. S. O. Pickens and Judge Zol-
lers, of Fort Wayne, appearaJ for various
railroad interests. The railroads are op-

posing the plan because they would have
to spend a great deal of money In bridges.
A delegation of Hammond citizens was
present, led by A. II. Knotts, prepared to
talk in favor of the project They believe
:t will aid them in at last securing tho
cherished Wolf lake harbor at Hammond.
The committee will meet again Monday
afternoon when tho Wolf lake project will
be brought up.

The history of Wolf lake Is Interesting as
related by A. H. Knotts, of Hammond.
"In the early part of the last century,"
said Mr. Knotts last night, "Jefferson
Davis, who was then a young lieutenant In
the engineering department of the army,
was sent to the Northwest to select a lo-

cation for a fort on the lower part of Lake
Michigan. He visited the Chicago river,
the Calumet river and Wolf river, which
Is the outlet of Wolf lake Into Lake Michi-
gan. He had made surveys of all three
of these places, and had decided upon Wolf
river as the location for the fort, and had
partially prepared his report to the War
Department recommending that location.
There was a French trader, however, living
on the banks of the Chicago river where
there was then a small Indian village, and
this French trader had a young daughter
seventeen or eighteen . years of age who
attracted the attention of the young lieu-
tenant. He used to leave his men at work
at Wolf lake and go to visit the trader's
daughter. Either the Indian trader or the
daughter persuaded Davis to abandon the
Wolf lake project and recommend the
banks of the Chicago river as the place to
locate a.fort, which he afterwards did, and
Fort Dearborn was located where Chicago
now stands, so that the young lieutenant
could be near his sweetheart instead of be-
ing located at the mouth of Wolf lake,
which was then beyond all doubt the best
adapted by nature for the location. Had
young Davis been guided by his Judgment
instead of his heart Chicago would now
be in Indiana Instead of Illinois. Man made
the Chicago harbor and made it the best
he could. Man and nature made the SouthChicago harbor and made It but little bet-
ter, but nature made the ideal' harbor for
the southern end of Lake Michigan at Wolf

LOCATION OF WOLF LAKE.
"Wolf lake Is a body of water of about

five square miles, and is located partially
within the State of Illinois and partially in
Indiana, Formerly there was a channel
leading from Wolf lake to Lake Michigan.
seventy-fiv- e or eighty feet wide and twenty
feet deep. When the Eastern railroads
were built to Chicago they crossed this
channel by means of piles, and by throwing
rubbish into the channel caused the waters
of Lake Michigan to deposit sand until It
is now filled entirely up for about 300 feet,
and this is the only land that separates
Wolf lake from Lake M.chigan.

"The object of the Wolf lake harbor bill
which I introduced in the last Legislature
was to open up this mouth and then InduceCongress to construct a harbor and dig outthe inner basin, which, according to theUnited States engineer's report, could beeasily and cheaply done. The United Statesgovernment has appropriated $1,100,000 tobuild an outer harbor at the mouth of theCalumet river at South Chicago, which Isabout three miles from the outlet of Wolflake. This "Outer harbor, with but slightchanges and no additional expense, couldbe made to serve as a protection to themouth of Wolf lake as well as to themouth ot the Calumet river. The UnitedStates engineer in charge of the work atSouth Chicago has had the matter sug-gested to him, and approved the plan if wecould get an opening at Wolf lake, eventhough it bo a very small one, that couldbe recognized by him as a port of entryPrivate individuals have built a pier 600feet in length from the mouth of Wolf lakeInto Lake Michigan at a cost of S18.0U0.They have also dredged a channel sixty

FAVOR THE BILL.

"The bill now, before the Legislature was
drawn with particular reference to the pro-
posed East Chicago waterway, or ship
canal, and in ray opinion would not permit
us to open the mouth of Wolf lake. The
Hammond committee came to Indianapolis
to secure an amendment to the bill per-
mitting work to bo done under the meas-
ure at Wolf lake as well as upon the other
project. Those Interested in the East Chi-
cago or ship canal bill have consented toour amendments, and therefore we are nowin favor of the bill. Not that we are par-ticularly interested n the Dronospd wati.way, but because the bill will, with Itsamendments, enable the construction of aharbor at Wolf lake. We also believe thatthe construction of the proposed waterway
would be of great benefit not only to EastChicago and Hammond, but to the wholeState. There Is a growing demand at Chi-cago and South Chicago for greater ship-ping facilities. If we are not permitted toaccommodate them, large concerns will goto Waukegan and Milwaukee. If we areable to make these improvements it is myopinion that with the congested conditionat Chicago almost all the heavy lake shlD-pin- g

would come to Indiana."

He Teil Editors and Sen-

ators Why the Party U ot
In Power.

Judge Allen Zollars, of Fort Wayne, was
the last speaker called upon at" the annual
banquet of the Indiana Democratic Edi-

tors' Association at the Grand Hotel last
night. Judge Zollars is not an editor, but
he threw a few bombs into the camp of
the Democratic editors and at some of the
Democratic statesmen who had spoken pre-
viously.

There were about forty or fifty editors
and invited sruests from the .Democratic
members of the Legislature present. Ben-
jamin F. Shively, of South Bend, and John
W. Kern were both announced on the pro-
gramme to make speeches, but neither at-

tended the banquet. The address of wel-
come was made by Mayor Taggart, who
told the editors and members of the Legis-
lature that should they get Into trouble
while in the city they could call him by
'phone. Mayor Taggart, like the other
speakers who followed him, said it was
necessary for the Democratic party to be
aggressive If it ever expected to get Into
power.

Bayard Gray, of Frankfort, acted as
toastmaster, and in his speech he said the
Republican party had cause to feel proud
of Its past record, and it was now time for
the Democrats to buckle on their armor
and make a fight for favor.

S. E. Morss said he had not had time to
prepare a speech, but he occupied about
fifteen minutes, saying the power of the
press was greater than the power of ora-
tors. De said if the Democrats hoped to
regain their ascendency in Indiana they
must make a good many converts, and to
do so must increase the circulation of Dem-
ocratic papers. He said the leaders must
stop reading people out of the party, and
that there are not too many Democrats in
any event.

Senators Inman of Heller of
Columbia City, Johnson of Montgomery
county, and Fortune of Clark county told
of the lack of power they had in the Leg-
islature because they were In the minority,
but declared they would put the Repub-
licans on record on many questions, and
that was all they hoped to do. Senator
Fortune said he was not worrying over the
future of the Democratic party, but to gain
votes in his section of the State there must
be a systematic effort for the exodus of
the colored race. He eulogized Bryan and
spoke in slighting language of Grover
Cleveland. It was his remarks that caused
Judge Zollars to speak in glowing terms of
Cleveland, and to say that Cleveland should
have been the leader of the Democrats In
the last campaign. He said the remarks
made against Cleveland lost the party
thousands of votes. He said he had always
voted the ticket, and had even
voted for men on that ticket whom he knew
were scoundrels. He said he did not want
to die in the minority, and hoped the Dem-
ocrats would be wise enough to discuss
other issues than free silver in the future.
He said the business Interests of the coun-
try were arrayed against Democratic prin-
ciples, and the party could never hope to
carry the country with tramps. He hoped
for a of the party, and thatcompetent men should be placed at the
head of it. Senator Heller said the Demo-
cratic papers should never print anything
favorable to the He said in-
stead of having' a man who lived In Arkan-
sas, who did not know how to right, at the
head of the national committee, a man like
Thomas Taggart should be chosen as the
national chairman.
