Officers of a majority of the railroads
are considering the advisability of entirely
abolishing the Ftop-ov- er privilege on
through tickets. In railway parlance the.e
tickets are what are known as "unlimited,"
and the rate for them is always consider
ably above that of-- transportation that is
good only for continuous passage. Many of
the Important roads have practically
abandoned the unlimited ticket. The origi
nal reason for its discontinuance was its
liability to scalping; persons bought and
used them part of the distance and then
sold the balance. At the present time many
of the road3 have so arranged rates and
tariff that it is entirely unnecessary to buy
an unlimited ticket, where they are still on
sale, it costing no more to purchase tick
ets In the llrst place where the stop-ov- er

is desired, and then, when the traveler is
ready to proceed further, to buy another
ticket. The unlimited ticket was a com
panion to the round-tri- p ticket, except for
hört distances between certain points.

The round-tri- p ticket has been abolished by
most leading roads and the rates so read-
justed that one-wa- y tickets in both direc
tions cost no more than the old round-tri- p

ticket.

War Aealnst Ticket Scalpers.
Chairmen of all tho passenger associa

tions in the United State3 held a conference
at Chicago yesterday for the purpose of
organizing from their own membership a
protective association for the prevention of
frauds of all kinds upon tho pas-
senger departments of the roads.
There were present James Charlton,
of the Transcontinental": E. K. Mac--
leod. of the Western: Charles M. Pratt.
of the Southwestern; T. C. Donald, of the
Central; Joseph Richardson, of the South
eastern; 1j. P. Farmer, of the Trunk lines,
and . E. Weews, of tho New England.
The efforts of the new association will be
directed especially against manipulation of
tickets by scalpers In such a way as to
deprive the roads of a large amount of
revenue. All efforts heretofore made to
suppress ticket scalping have proved fruit-
less, and all hopes of prevailing on Con-
gress to pas3 an anti-tlcket-scalpi- ng law
has practically been abandoned. It was,
therefore, deemed necessary, to drive ticket
scalpers out of the market, to unite all the
passenger associations in the work. It Is
understood the new association of chair-
men will undertake the enforcement of the
various state laws prohibiting ticket scalp
ing, and will Investigate all cases of alter-
ation of tickets, forgery of signatures, al
teration of destination, etc. It Is also pro
posed that the new association shall use
Its utmost efforts to have tariff rates
strictly maintained by all' roads. '

Subsidies : to Itnllvrays.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

Senator Charles concedes his case when
he admits that Senate bill No. 89 is for the
purpose of preventing the people of Center
township, in Grant county, voting a subsidy
for a railway where the election has al-

ready been called. As the senator knows,
an election cannot be had unless more thai:
twenty-flv- e of. the land owners of a town-
ship sign the petition. It is not fair to be
lieve that the vote of a township in a
county outside of the large cities can bo
carried against the wishes of a majority
of the property owners who will pay the
tax. It is not, then, the people who would
have to pay the tax if the subsidy should
carry who are complaining. I do not know
what the circumstances are, but it is most
probable that some railroad already built,
charging big freight rates, will be Inter
fered with if this road Is constructed, and
that it is this road which is making Itself
the guardian of the people of Center town
ship and seeking to save them from them
selves. It Is only from those sections
where a condition of this kind exists that
the effort is being made to have an anti- -
subsidy bill passed.

If a track can be built as cheaply as Sen
ator Charles contends, why is it that the
track or a road already located Jn thiscounty Is assessed at J42.U00 per mile? The
figures he gives as to the cost of material
that goes into the construction of a track
are not entirely correct, and do not by any
means cover all the Items of cost that go
into tne . construction of a railway track.
For instance, how he Is going to lay down
steel at J26 per ton when it costs that at
the mills I do not understand, nor do I
understand how he Is going to lay ties two
feet from centers that cost 50 cents per tie
at Ji.zoo per mile, nor how he is going to
grade and ballast Including the excavating
ana ninng and the ballasting afterwards,
for J1.S00 a mile I cannot conceive, when
it costs about that much to ballast the
track alone. He admits the right of way
and bridges alone across the township may
cost J24.500.

There is not a railway In the State that
was not voted more or less subsidies when
lt was constructed. 1 presume, and why
should the people who have ample railway
facilities, and who will probably never be
called upon to vote subsidies, prevent oth-
ers who will be greatly benefiteu by so
doing from having that privilego if they
wisn to exercise ltf it may not be right
for the people of Center township to vote
this subsidy, but they are certainly the
best Judges of this. If there is some rail-
road interested In preventing the eubsidv
carrying they should oo their work among
tne people or uenier townsnip, and not try
to carry their point by putting a bill
tnrougn tne Legislature.

Judge Leathers yesterday gave nls ruling
in Jhe case of James W. Taylor, a fireman,
against the city of Indianapolis for pay
ment for the regular "day off" he took
while in the department. Taylor averred in
his complaint that from June, 1S0S, to Jan-
uary, lifJ0, he took a day off each week.
and that his salary was deducted for each
of the twenty-si- x days, amounting to $56.

The city filed an answer to tho complaint.
setting up the plea that the charter of 1821

only gives the City Council power to reg
ulate the salaries of firemen, and other
than this the entire control of the depart-
ment Is in the hands of the Board of Safe
ty. A demurrer was filed to this answer,
and the ruling is on the demurrer.

Judge Leathers held that if the order of
the Board of Safety was arbitrary, depriv-
ing the firemen of tneir pay for the day
off and leaving It optional with them
whether or not they worked, then the fire-

men are entitled to pay, as the City Coun-

cil fixes the salary, and such a reduction
would exceed the power of the Board or
Safety: but if the members of the fire de-
partment elect to stand on the order, tak-
ing their day off without pay or working
and receiving pay, no money Is due them
for days they do not work.

While this decision docs not settle the
point at Issue, it clearly defines the con
ditions under which firemen are entitled to
pay. The case will now have to be heard
to decide the nature of the order, lr it is
found the day off Is compulsory tho fire
men will receive pay, for In that case the
Board of Safety has exceeded its power,
but if lt is left to the choice of the firemen
to lay off without pay or work and receive
pay, and that was the understanding when
the order was made effective, no pay can
be collected.

It is understood that fifty or more suits
are now being held up awaiting this' deci
sion, and if it Is favorable to tne nremen
they will at once be filed against the city
unless the accounts are voluntarily paid.

lllfthtshue Wins the Case.
Judge Allen, of the Circuit Court, yes

terday decided that Perry Hardin, a Re
publican, was not properly elected road su
pervisor in Pike township, and ordered his
removal from oince. Ellas iiigntsnue, a
Democrat, broucht suit to oust him. The
men were candidates for that office, and
represented the two political parties. Hlght- -
ehue alleged that he was deieatea Dy one
vote, when four ballots that were not prop-
erly marked were counted In favor Hardin.
Judge Allen held that the votes should not
have been counted, and Illghtshue will be
road supervisor.
