FProbably no superintendent has
given this merit and demerit system a
more thorough test and watched more
ciogsely results wnan has Superintendent
Gcould, of the eastern division of the Wa-
bash lines, and he says with the Wabash
company, it has been most successfully
tested and probably will never be discarded,
theugh it may be improved,

Harrin Succeeds Perkins.

C. E. Perkins, president of the C., B. &
Q., has resigned, and Vice President George
B. Harris has been chosen president. Mr,
Perkins remains as director. His resigna-
tion is due to a desire to be relleved of
many cares of the office of president. It s
stated that, as a director, Mr. Perkins will

have practically the same Influence and
control of the policy and affairs of the
company as he has had for many years,
He will continue to live at Burlington.
Mr. Perkins was interviewed at his home
uterdng. and said it was true that Mr.
arris had been made president of the
road. Mr. Perkins will continue, however,
to devote his time, as heretofore, to the
af drs of the company, and the manage-
ment will not be affected by the change.

INSTITUTE FOR THE BLIND.

Reasons Why It Should Be Retained

in lts FPresent Location.

Ta the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

The directors of the Institution for the
Blind In our State, so far as some of us
know, are reputable gentlemen. It Is un-
derstood that they are men of abllity in
their !ines. One hesitates to call in ques-
tion the judgment of men of whom they
have never heard anything derogatory, but
rather the reverse. However, these gentle-
men are in charge of a public institution.
They have recently made a recommendation

that is astonishing to many citizend, As
citizens we have’'n right to sit in judgment

upon the policy pursued by those who have
charge of our public institutions. In the
exercise of that right for one I desire to

protest against the recommendation made,
as I understand from the public prints, by
the superintendent and by the directors (or
trustees) of that institution. There 1Is
A general suspicion that real estate
agents, contractors, ete., will have an op-
portunity to become interested In this
change if the recommendation of the di-

rectors should be carried out. There is
danger of a grab. Not only so, but these
gentlemen have failed to show conclusive-
ly that any maney will be either made or
saved for the State by selllng the present
property on Pennsylvanla street and mov-
ing to the country. I see they claim there
will be a saving, but those famillar with
the price which the grounds would likely
command and the price that would be
necessarily pald in the country, plus the
bulldings for workshops, living and school
purposes, must know that the exchange
could not be made for even money. Be-
sides, the property in Indianapolis will in-
crease in value as the years go by. It has
increased during the last ten or twenty
years, If by and by for any reason it wouid
seem best to sell the present property, in
the judgment of many good flnanciers as
much or more money would be made by
holding it as could possibly be made or
saved by the exchange at the present time.
But these reasons are of the least im-
ortance in the consideration of this sub-
ect, There are more potent reasons why
this change should not be thought of by
the Legislature or by the people of In-
diana for a single moment. Many of
us are impressed that the Blind Institute
should not be 80 much a hospital as an edu-
cational institution. I understand that the
facilities for learning trades and carrying
on school work have made no particular
advance in that institution for several
vears. I may be mistaken as to this point,
but that there has not be:n the advance
made which has been made in many other
similar institutions in the land many of us
know. 1 see that the superintendent does
not ask of the Legislature money for im-
provements. There is room for improve-
ment in a number of directions. Besides,
as has been well said in the papers recent-
ly, a large part of the education of the
blind consists in what they are able to hear.
Take them to a remote place and their op-
portunities and facilities in this direction
will be greatly limited. It would simply
be outrageous to take them away from
the many musical and educational oppor-
tunities they have in a city. It is ho
that public sentiment will be thoroughly
aroused upon this subject and that the
citizens of the State will protest against
the recommendations of these gentlemen,
who mean well, but who, it is feared, do
not have a proper and fuil appreciation of
the work an institute for the blind should
perform. Even were their suggestion for
removal a good one from an economical
point of view, let it be forever remembered
that with the blind people there are higher
considerations than economics. We want
to Jdo the very best by them that can be
done.

VERDICT FOR $800.

Mereia White Awnarded Damages
Agninst Conrad Schier.

The jury in the case of -Mercia White
against Conrad Schier, for 32,000 damages,
vesterday returned a verdict for £ in her
favor.

High Court Decisions.

The Appellate Court yesterday affirmed
the judgment of the lower court in award-
ing John Merl damages against the Citi-
zens' Btreet-railway Company for personal
injuries. Merl was kunocked from the run-
ning board of a car by one of the center
poies, the car running then upon the leit
track while the other was being repaired.

Holders of judgments and claims amount-

ing to $10,000 against the Chicago & South-
eastern Rallway Company brought suit for

the appointment of a receiver, upon which
pctition a receiver was appointed by Judge
Colliver, of the Clay county Circuit Court.
The appeal by the rallway company was
filed with the Supreme Court yesterday.
The clalm is made that the recelver was
appointed on the statement that the com-
peny was insolvent and had made false
financial statements.

Suit Against Standard Ol Company.

The suit of Kate Fopplano against the
Standard Oil Company for $1,000 damages
was made ready for trial in Judge Leath-
ers’'s court Yyesterday. Her property is
about five hundred yards from the station

of the Standard Oll Company, and ghe al-
leges that the oil, seeping through the soil,
ruined her well. The water could not be
used and a driven well was sunk, but this,
too, it is said, ﬂ?roved a fallure, as the
water was taint with the oil. The plain-
tiff says tenants moved out of her property
and that its rental value has been de-
creased cause of the loss of the well. The
company attempts to show that the water
is “just bad,” and that the cnm;ifm}'s sta-
tion has nothing to do with it.
