LEAVING PORTO RICO.

Thousands of Laborers Seeking Em-
ployment in Hawaill and Elsewhere.
pre=_t

Correspondence of the Assoclated Press,

SAN JUAN, Porto Rleo, March 5.—The
surplus labor population of Porto Rico is
being gradually but permanently lessened
by emigration, During the past few months
over 1,800 men, women and children have
left for Hawall and If the Hawalian Sugar
Planters' Assoclation does not cancel jts=
order with the local agents, and if too
much opposition is not raised here, about
INO0 more will be sent to the far away
islands. The local agents have been con-
siderably handicapped by the publication
of numerous scare stories in the local Span-
Ish papers. These stories are written and
circulated by a certain element, which,
for one reason or another, is opposed to
emigration. By means of newspapers and
handbills which have been distributed in

the districts from which the emigrants are
belng recrulted, the Ignorant would-be
?migrn“tﬂ are led to belleve that they are
being #old into glavery, and that their mas-
ters will subject them to all manner of
torture and cruelty on the sugar planta-
tions of Hawalil

Emigration agents are soliciting men to
go to Ecuador to work on the MeDonald
Railroad contract. The Jamaican laborers
which that company has taken to South
America are reporteua to be troublesome and
unsatisfactory and the contracting coms-
pany is anxious to engage 3000 Porto
Ricans. The first expedition probably will
safl via Colon about March 15, Small par-
ties of fifty or one hundred are continually
leaving the island by steamer and schooner
tor Havtl and Santo Domingo.

The emigration of her labor c¢lass may
be considered a blessing for Porto Rico.
The island os exceedingly overpopulated
and there 8 no work to be offered 1o the
vast army of unemployed. Those who are
ieft behind have more opportunity to bet-
ter themseives and those who emigrate,
especially those who go to Hawall, will be
given permanent emplovment. They find
the climate and style of labor the same
as that to which they are accustomed
here. and they are given free rent, fuel,
medical attendance and schooling for their
childdren, and besides are well paid, con-
dgitions for which they ciuld never hope In
Porto Rlico.
