CASHIER SHOT TO DEATH

HARRISBURG, Pa., March H.-Ch- arles

W. Ryan, cashier of the Halifax National
Bank, was shot to death to-da- y by Henry
Rowe and Weston Keiper. of Lykens, who
made an attempt to rob the bank. The rob-

bers were captured soon afterward, and
were brought to the Harrlsburg jail, to-

gether with F. B. Straley, of Lykens, who
is suspected of being an accomplice.

Rowe and Keiper, with revolvers drawn,
entered the bank this morning. One of
them held in check Abraham Fausten-baug- h,

the president, Isaac Lyter, the
teller, and Swartz, of
Duncannon, who was In the bank on pri-

vate business. The other "covered" Cashier
Ryan, who was made to collect the cash
in the s. $2.000. and place it in a
satchel tro robbers had brought with them.
Just when it seemed that the robbers would
succeed in getting away Cashier Ryan
leaped forward in an attempt to knock up
the revolver of the man with the money.
In the scuffle several shots were ilred and
Ryan fell to the floor, shot through the
groin by Rowe. Mr. Faustenbaugh grabbed
Rowe, and after a short scuflle threw him
to the floor. Keiper ran out of the door.
The noise of the shots attracted J. F. Ly-

ter, who has a store near the bank build-
ing. He ran out with his shotgun and
pursued Keiper for one block, and shot
him back of the head, when the robber sur-

rendered. The wounded cashier was taken
to Is home after the capture of the des-

peradoes, where he died early this evening.

Miss Qulmby charges
Mrs. Fitzgerald with the larceny of '0 in
April, 1300, at Grand Rapids, when she was
known as Mildred Fenton.

Mrs. Fitzgerald, or Zlngara, has been in
the Tombs since last August, when she was
brought here from Chicago on two charges
of grand larceny. She was indicted or
these charges, but the indictments were
dismissed on Tuesday.

.Many Callers at the White House Ye-
sterday Before the Presltlcnt's De-

parture for Indlnnnpolls.

WASHINGTON, March 14 Col. William
Caey Sanger, of Sangerlield. N. Y., to-da- y

was appointed assistant secretary of war
and immediately entered on the discharge
of the duties of his office. His commission
was made out at the War Department this
morning and was signed by the President
during the forenoon. Soon afterward Col.
Sanger appeared at the War Department
and in the private office of Secretary Root,
with Lieutenant General Miles and Chief
Clerk Schofkld as witnesses, he subscribed
to the regulation oath of offlce. Colonel
Sanger is the guest of Secretary Root, who
to-da- y presented him to the President.

The following official statement was made
by the secretary of war this afternoon in
relation to the appointment: "Some time
tratlon and before the reappointment of
the Cabinet Assistant Secretary Meiklejohn
notified the President that by reason of hi
candidacy for the Senate, the long canvass
attending it and the necessity that there
should be an assistant secretary who could
be present In Washington to perform the
duties of the oflice he was unwilling to
permit his name to bo considered for re-

appointment. William Carey Sanger has
accordingly been appointed, and will im-

mediately enter upon the discharge of his
duties."

Senators Piatt and Depew, of New York,
called at the White House to-da- y and were
with the President for an hour. When
they left the following official statement
was made as to their visit: "The New
York senators, Piatt and Depow, called on
the President this morning, and for thi
iirst time the subject of Colonel Sangejs
appointment as assistant secretary of war
was referred to. Having gone over th3
matter lully with the secretary of war,
they desired to offer no opposition to Col.
Sänger s appointment. While the New York
senators had been disused to oppose Col.
Sanger, they realized that the assistant
of a Cabinet officer sliould be in harmony
with his chief, and they decided r.ot t
carry their opposition any further. Colonel
Sanger's confirmation by the Senate wu'
not be opposed by them."

Great agitation among the candidates for
army appointments now in Washington re-
sulted trom a long visit to the White House
to-da- y by Secretary Root and Adjutant
General Corbin. It was known that for
the past two or three days the President
had been endeavoring to arrange all or
nearly all of these troublesome appoint-
ments. Many congressmen remain here
awaiting action on applications they have
filed. But after two hours spent in close
conference Secretary Root came away from
the White House leaving the appointments
still to be finally arranged, though it is
expected that an end can be reached in ti!e
Course of a few days. Among those who
called at the White House to-d- ay were
Senators Allison, Frye, Beveridge, Burton,
Bate, Cullom, Jones of Arkansas, and Rep-
resentatives Long of Kansas, Tawney of
Minnesota, Gaines and Carmaek of Ten-
nessee, and Gordon of onto. The President
informed Senator Cullom that circum-
stances would compel him to leave the
name of Rodenburg, of
Illinois, off the list of commissioners to
the t. Louis exposition. The President
has decided not to announce the member-
ship of the commission until after his re-
turn from Indianapolis.

Attorney General Griggs talked with the
President to-da- y about a number of places
under the Department of Justice, the terms
of the incumbents being about to expire.
The3e Include a large number of United
States district attorneys and marshals. Ex-
cept where charges have been made against
Incumbents, or where the senatorial status
has changed, the incumbents will be reap-
pointed as their terms expire. In a few in-
stances new senators have succeeded to
those who secured appointments four years
ago. In a general way it can be said that
the new senators will be allowed to exercise
their prerogatives and name men of their
own selection if they are not satisfied with
the present officials.

W. E. Fuller, of West Union. Ia.. will ac-
cept the appointment as assistant attorney
general, made by President McKinley sev-
eral days ago. The story of his declination
Is without authority. Announcement of his
acceptance was made to-da- y on tho au-
thority of his son-in-la- w.

DEFICIT WOULD RESULT

FR03I GOVERXMEXT OAVXEHSHir OF
THE TELEGRAPH LINES.

Opinion of Vice President Clark, of
the "Western Union Quest Ion of

Rates Situation In Cuba.

WASIIINGTON, March 14. Thomas F.
Clark, vice president of the Western Union
Telegraph Company, testified before the in-

dustrial commission to-da- y concerning the
relations of the telegraph to the public. He
devoted much of his time to the considera-
tion of the wisdom of government owner-
ship of the telegraph. Those who based
their advocacy of the system upon its
working in Great Britain, Belgium and
Switzerland, he said, ignored vital differ-

ences between the conditions of those coun-

tries and the United States. In this coun-
try, Mr. Clark said, there are only sixty-seve- n

people to each mile of wire, while
there are in Great Britain 130 people to the
mile, in Switzerland 220 and in Belgium 321.

In the United States there are l.HS.OsC miles
of wire and in all of Europe 1,5S5,2G7 miles.
All told, he said, there are 29.000 places in
the United States reached by the telegraph
companies, while in Great Britain there are
only lo.lMi places thus reached. In this
country almost 50 per cent, of the poat-offlc- es

have telegraph connections, while in
Great Britain only about one-quart- er of
them are thus equipped.

While admitting that rates on local mes-

sages in Europe are lower than in the
United States. Mr. Clark contended that on
through messages they are considerably
higher. Mr. Clark said that the capitaliza-
tion of the Western Union Company
amounts to $703 per mile of poles, or $141 per
mile of wire. In Great Britain the capital-
ization was about twice as great.

Referring to the consolidation of the vari-
ous original lines into tho Western Union
system, he said it had been necessary in or-
der to secure unltication of rates and to
facilitate through business. The result also
had been a vast reduction in rates of trans-
mission, the present maximum rates being
in many cases not more than one-tent- h of
the rates in IStW. Now the rates are as rea-
sonable, he said, as they could be made
consistent with good business management.

He said it could not be expected that the
owners of telegraph lines would sell at the
mere cost of production. They, like the
owners of any profitable property, had a
right to expect something for good will,
etc. He also argued that the cost of con-
struction of a telegraph system is not con-
fined to the lines throughout the rural dis-
tricts, but is due largely to city conditions
the construction of buildings and under-
ground conduits and the securing of other
terminal facilities. He estimated that there
had been spent on the Western Union sys-
tem, since 1M5, not less than $5O,0U0,000 or
$tf).O00,OOO entirely outside of construction.

If there had been such a deficit
there, what, Mr. Clark asked, could be ex-
pected in a country like the United States,
twenty-fiv- e times as large? Mr. Clark
claimed that the Western Union rates were
reasonable and the result of very careful
study and adjustment. He thought any
radical reduction would be followed by dis-
aster to the stockholders and would result
in no benefit to the public at large. There
certainly would be a delicit, and, in case
ef government ownership, the burden sim-
ply would bo shifted from the stockholders
to the people.

"Didn't you meet the rates of the Balti-
more tt Ohio telegraph lines when they
were in operation?" was asked.

"Yes," tho witness replied, "and stopped
dividends."

Mr. Clark said that in carrying the gov
ernment business between the United States
ami Cuba, the International Company,
which Is under the control of the Western
Union, and which carries government busi
ness free of charge, had carried more mes-
sages for the United States in one year
than it had carried for Spain in thirty
years. This explanation led to the Inquiry
whether the Western Union had not been
pursuing this course for the purpose of
keeping the Postal Company out of Cuba.

"No. sir," was the reply. "We are simply
keeping our contract like honest men."

"But It is a fact that you are lighting the
right of the Postal Company to get a foot-
hold in Cuba?"

"I beg pardon; they are fighting our
rights there."

"Is anything being done to bring about a
combination with the Postal Company?"

"Not to my knowledge. I have seen such
a report in the newspapers, but I know
nothing about It.

Mr. Clark added. In reply to questions.
that there was an understanding as to
rates between tne two companies.

OVER 300 BOATS DESTROYED.

Rebel Tradln Operations in the Yls- -
cnyan Islands-- Uroken I'p.

MANILA, P. I.. March 14. The reb.d
Hading operations in the Viscayan islands
have been eflectually broken up. Lieut
Fred R. Payne, commanding the United
States gunboat Pampanga, pursuant to in-

structions, has seized and destroyeu three
hundred vessels of various sizes, mostly
native craft, constructed to assist the In-

surgents. But among those which have'
como to grief are a number or ceastin
vessels belonging to leading Manila firms.
Lieutenant Payne captured a quantity of
sapidies and war materials shipped by the
Insurgent governor of the island of Leyte
to i..e rebel commander on the Island of
Simar. The Cebu pirates, who occasional-
ly raided . the opposite shore of Negros
island, have been suppressed and their
toats are all burned.
