He Wanted Permission to Capture
Him in February, 1560,

KANSAS CITY, March .%‘—Geno'-ral
Funston, while colonel of the Twentieth
Kansas Regiment, in February, 1889, sub-
mitted his first plan to capture Aguinaldo

to General MacArthur, who rejected it be-
cause of the lack of soldiers, according to

a story of a member of the Kansas City
Star's editorial staff, who served under
the Kansas officer at the time. Just previ-
ous to the outbreak of Feb. 4, 1889, Aguin-
aldo maintained his headquarters at Caloo-
can. He was a familiar figure to the mem-
bers of the Twentieth Kansas Regiment,
then commanded by General Funston. It

was necessary for him to pass the Kansas
outpost guard on his way from Caloocan
to Manila, to which place he mada ire-
quent trips until three days before the be-
ginning of hostilities. Despite the fact that
he had become well known to the Kansas
sentinels they would always insist upon hs
dismounting and showing th= pass signed
by General utis vermitting him to enter
and leave the city. Following the capture
of Caloocan, Feb. 10, many of the insurg-
ents retreated to Malabon, a ecity of gsome
gize, located on a strip of land jutting out
to sea, immediately south of Caloocan,
and accessible from Caloocan by a wide
gtone bridge. Colonel Funston submitted a
plan to General MacArthur Lo capture
Aguinaldo. *'lI ecan take a hundred men,
cross that bridge, capture the town and
Aguinaldo before thev can recover from
the confusion into which we have now
thrown them,” enthusiastically exclaimed
Funston to General MacArthur. .

“You can do it if anyvbody can,’” sald Gen.
MacArthur, "“but the men cannot be
spared.”

MAJ. GEN. E. S. OTIS,

How MacArthar's Predecessor Views
the Capture of Aguinnldo.

CHICAGO, March 28.—Gen, E. 8. Otis,
formerly in command of the army in the
Philippines and now in command of the
Department of the lLakes, expressed sat-
isfaction to-day over the capture of Agui-
nalda. “The influence of Aguinalde has
been waning for some time,” said General
Otis, *“‘therefore the imporftance the
capture s not so great as might be sup-
posed. He has been a fugitive in hiding
tor so long that a large number of his
followers have dropped away and a great
majority of people are tired of the wholc
thing—tired of being robbed and tired of
warfare. In fact, affairs in the islands
are as quiet now as they have been for
twenty-five years under Spain. There are
only two Filipino officers of any impor-
tance now left in the islands who stiil
maintain their hostility to the ['nicted
States. These are General Calles an.d (en-
eral Luchan. The former i now hiding In
the mountains of the east ecoast of Luzon;
the latter is in central Luzon with a small
band.

“As to the effect the capture of Agzuinalilo
will have on our affairs in the shimds, |
believe it will hasten the time when peace
wiill be restored. Of course the [United
States wili have to protect the people for
some time to come, but I think that in the
course of a few months or a year the people
may be able to protect themselves largely.
The capture will result in a decrease of
military demenstrations in the Philippines,
Aguinaldo was once looked upon by the
Filipino people as a little god, but this
fentiment has been lost almost completeay.
I believe that Aguinaldo is personally hon-
est, but he has been actuated by individual
ambition.”

Gen., H. A, Alger's Opinion.

DETROIT, Mich.,, March 28 —kx-Secre-
tary of War Russell A. Alger said, to-day,
that the capture of Aguinaldo would, in
his opinion, result in the resistance of the
insurgents rapidly fading away.

“The man’'s personality and the supersti-
tious light in which he was held by his ig-

He
is certainly a man of great ability and
has made a great record for himself in the
Philinpines, It was a clever and brilliant
bit of strategy, and means more than win-
ning many desultory bgttles in the inland
jungles."

Other Filipino Leaders at Large.

DENVER, Col.,, March 23.—Col. A. W.
Corllss, who returned last week from the
Philippines, was highly pleased to learn of
the ecapture of the rebel chieftain Aguinal-
do. ““The gquestion new s what will we do
with him?" said Colonel Corliss. *I do not
congider the capture of Aguinaldo the most

important thing that could have happened,
though it may have the effect to send all
the rebels to tumbling in to surrender as
fast as they can.

Policy of the Government in Dealing
with Disturbances May Cause
Muach Trouble in Future.

— e

NEW YOREK, March 28.—-The World to-
day publishes the following dispatch from
St. Petersburg, dated March 25, and mailed
to Berlin, in order to escape the censor:
*“The distinguishing and the gravest feature
of the present disturbances in Russia is the
evidence of an organized combination for
the first time between the students and the
workingmen of an obstinately revolution-
ary character. The governmént has driven
the students into the arms of the labor
party. The minister of public instruction,
who was assassinated, was the worst type
of a Russian bureaucrat. His zdministra-
tion was marked by continual petty perse-
cution of the students, The petition pre-
pared by eminent professors and cértain
senators, invoking the personal interven-
tion of the Czar, was anothgr proof of the
panic prevailing in official circles, but the
presentation of thig petition was prevented
by higher cfficlals. Another striking fea-
ture of this outbreax is the refusal of large
numbers of the dvorniks, or yardmen, who
act as a species of police reserve, to assist
the regular police In repressing the disor-
ders, thus manifesting svmpathy with the
people. No doubt is entertained here that

the outbreak will be quelled eventually, but
it will only be done at an incalculable cost
of life and suffering.”’

Kleigel's Poliey Criticised.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 26.—It is con-
fidently expected that Lieutenant General
Kliegel, the prefect of police, will be given
a Siberian governor generalship. A minis-
terial circular this morning contained what
is regarded as a severe criticism of Klei-
gel's policy of making arrests after the out-
break of the students’ troubles instead of
forestalling them. The wrangle with Lieu-
tenant General Viasemski in the cathedral,
which caused the resignation of Viasemsky,
is also hurting Kleigel. It Is reported that

Court Jus=-
tices Acquitted by the Legis!ature.

North Carolina Supreme

RALEIGH, N. C., March 28.—Chief Justice
Furches and Assoclate Justice Douglass, of
the Supreme Court of North Carolina, whao,
after being presented for impeachment by
the House of Representatives on Feb. 25,
have been on trial at the bar of the Senate
since March 14, were to-day acquitted on
the five counts in the articles of impeach-
ment by a vote of 27 for conviction and 23
for acquittal. Thirty-four votes were neces-
sary to convict., The twenty-three votes

came from one Populist, ten Republicans
and twelve Democrats. The accused judges
are Republicans and were on trial charged
with overriding the Legislature and hav-
ing money drawn from the treasury of the
State in defiance of executive live enact-
ments, The Legislature adjourned to meet
on April 30 next.
