And when the Jews heard these words

So they called a
council, and, consulting among themselves,
brought forth a considerable sum of money
in silver pieces. And they gave this to the
soldiers, saying. "See that ye tell this story
to nobody. Hut say that while ye sicpt His
disciples came and stole Him from the
tomb." Hut the soldiers said. "We are
afraid lest by any means Pilate hear that
we have taken money, and kill us." Hut
the Jews said, "Take it, and we pledge our-
selves to keep you out of trouble. For if
this come to the ears of the procurator, we
shall speak to l'ilate in your defense, ind,
persuading him, make you secure." So the
soldiers took it and said as they had been
instructed. Their saying, also, was spread
abroad among all. so that up to this day
this sam lying tale is told among the Jews.
Hut when those watcUers were questioned
before Pilate they confessed before him
how large a bribe the chief priests of the
Jt.ws had given them, so that they might
say that His disciples had stolen the body
of Christ.

There was also great malice in the hearts
of the Jews who crucified the Hord against
the wood of the cross, wishing to hide it.
Now, after the Lord was risen the cross
was fixed in the place in which it was
nailed. And when the tumult wa a little
abated, for the disciples were hidden for
fear of the Jews, Joseph of Arimathea
arose and came unto Nicodcmus. saying
unto him. "Heboid the chief priests and
the rest of the Jews take counsel, saying,
I,et us burn the wood on which Jesus was

crucified." "
So Joseph, with Nicodcmus. arose by

night and they both went to the place of
the skull without the city where they cruci-
fied Jesus. And they took away the cross
of Jesus and the title of Pilate which was
nailed to it. There they found the nails
also which were nailed to His hands and
His ft et nailed to the'eross. And thus they
took them away and those also of the rob-
bers. They could not go with them Into
the city for fear of the Jews. Joseph
therefore said to Nicolemus: "Let us take
them into the tomb in which Jesus was
laid, for also it Is mine, and a body I
never laid in it." So they arose thence and
took them into the tomb, for it was nigh to
the place where Jesus was crucified. And
having taken them into the tomb thej-rolle- d

the stone to the door of the tomb
and went their way. And no one knew
for a great while that which they did.

Then scrape the oil off with a piece of wood
and dust thoroughly with plaster of paris
or whiting which has become heated quite
hot in an oven, rubbing it in with a flannel
cloth. Now, when dried and well brushed,
the skin is ready for use.

ridge's Illustrious friend, William Words-
worth, poet laureate of England, succeed-
ing Southey In 1843, whose poetic genius, re-

flecting in great degree his gently melan-
choly temperament, gave birth to some of
the sweetest, tenderest verses ever written
in the English language. He was born on
April 7, 1770, among the Cumberland lakes
of England, and died on April 23, 1SG0. His
"We Are Seven" is fo commonly known as
to require no citation. Not so well known
Is his "Guilt and Sorrow," of which the fol-

lowing are two of the most striking lines:
"And homeless near a thousand homes I

stood.
And near a thousand tables pined ana

wanted food."
Most strikingly tj'pical of his philosophy

are these lines from "Simon Lee:"
"O Header! had you in your mind
Such stores as silent thought can bring,--

gentle Reader! you would find
A tale in everything."

It Is not generally known, at least to the

casual reader, that Wordsworth composed
one stanza of "The Ancient Mariner." He
and Coleridge were walking one tvenlrg
on one of the south-of-Englan- d beaches
while the mystic was writing his great
poem. Coleridge had arrived at a difficulty
in Part 4 which he was unable to bridge.
He voiced his trouble to Wordsworth, who
later gave him these lines:

"I fear thee. Ancient Mariner,
I fear thy skinny hand;

For thou art lean and lank and brown,
As is the ribbed sea sand."

In his notes on "Wc are Seven" "Word-
sworth lays claim to this stanza, and
Coleridge wrote: "For these lines I am in-

debted to Mr. Wordsworth."

In con-
trast to this lack of sympathy on the part
of the Rev. Anna was the spectacle of a
man who sat all evening with his arms
round a woman's shoulder, witile his hand.
all unknown to her, squeezed the hand of
another woman Bitting back of them. It
was an inspiring spectacle. The chairman
of the evening told how, when he had once
expressed surprise at Elbert Hubbard's suc-
cess, Hubbard had turned to him with a
wlnK and said: "Ain't sic it funny what
a lot of fools there are in this world,
anyway?"

Mr. Richard Lo Gallienne. all the way
from Minneapolis, told a touching: tale of
the romance of two express trains; how for
years they never met, how at last a colli-
sion one day brought It about and they in-
