RICHEST OF ALL LAND

O.M3 TIXY ISLAXI1 THAT IS WOHTII
TWO PILLION HOLLAHS.

It Wnn Without Inhabitant I'ntll
l.vs, nml ovv Has n Population

of More Than Six Hundred.

Chicago Inter Oceon.
Far away in the Southern seas, some 2

miles from tne coast of the ancient "land
of gold." and almost l,fv miles from tho
sunny country of the Golden Fleece, there
may be descried a little speck of land.
Scientists regard it as an upraised coral
atoll, and take a peculiar Interest in it
from the fact that It is the only known
tropical island of any large extent which
up to the last few years had never been
Inhabited by a savage or a civilized race.
It Is called Christmas island. Why, no man
living: can tell. As to the date of the first
discovery the past is equally oblivious; yet
it has been an object of spasmodic atten-
tion on the part of voyagers on the high
seas for at least two and a half centuries.
In WA the wandering Dampier of Holland
sighted this small "woody island," and
since that date it has appeared in Dutch
maps, but it was not until l$-- that a Prit-is- h

surveying vessel succeeded in . finding
an anchorage and In landing and partially
exploring the Island. The following year
H. M. S. Fgeria made further explorations,
and the conclusion of the commander. In
the light of what has since happened. Is in-

teresting. "Man has never lived on Christ-
mas island, nor would it be a pleasant resi-
dence, as, apart from the fact that thero
is no water-t- he rains sinking Into tho lime-
stone rock the extreme discomfort of loco-
motion, and the absence of any harbor
whence the product could be conveniently
shipped, will deter any settler from seek-
ing a home there until other more favorable
spots are occupied." Within ten years or so
after this prophecy the island had a popu-
lation living and thriving on it of some GOO

sculs, and from the phosphate deposits
found on it a Pactolean stream of gold is
flowing into the pockets of Pritish ship-
pers, commission agents, agriculturists, in-
surance agents and stockholders of. thecompany working it.

The story of the island, which is situated
In south latitude io degrees 15 minutes, east
longitude 105 degrees 42 minutes, is romantic
and of more than passing interest. Its dis-
covery in tho commercial sense dates from
the days of the Challenger expedition. Thatexpedition cost Fngland $13,W0,0nj, and
there have been many who carped at the
expenditure, of so large a sum for results
which apparently were of little value in
an ordinary utilitarian sense. The expedi-
tion has, however, been the indirect means
of adding Christmas island to the lintish
crown, and in years to come Singapore,
and the mother country also, are likely to
receive from it alone much more than the
cost of tho expedition. Christmas island
was formally annexed by the Urltish gov-
ernment in the following year. A lease
extending over 100 years was granted to
Dr. John Murray and Mr. Clunles Ross, of
the Cocos-keelin- g islands, jointly, at a
yearly rental of $750. The prospecting of
the island covered fully a decade, andfinally a small private company was
formed. What was previously only a haunt
of bats and rats and a resting place forsea birds has become a basis for the output
of one of tho most valuable fertilizers
known to modern agriculturists. Within a
single year after the commencement ofoperations England, Germany, Australia
and Japan were absorbing its manurialtreasure and calling for increased supplies.

This upraised top of a subnurlne moun-
tain, round which seas run down almost
perpendicularly from its shores to a depth
of threo Fnglish miles, is but ten mileslong ana seven broad, with an area of forty
to fifty square miles. As already indicated,
it rises out of waters deeper than those
which surround any other tropical island.
Moreover, from a scientific point of view
it is tho most Interesting island on the
faco of the earth. When the pioneer in-

habitant pitched his tent on the virgin
shoreland on tho isle he could only dis-
cover two species of bats, two species of
rats and a shrevvmouse. These were theonly mammals.

Down to the very water's edge the sur-
face of the island is covered with vegeta-
tion. Slopes, clad with trees, "tall as Nor-
wegian pines." through which nothing is
visible but glints of th sky, lead to agreat central plateau, some 8i0 to too feetabove the sea level, and the highest peak
in the island, ct.lled Murray point, Is 1,100
feet above the level of the Indian ocean.
The plateau is covered with excellent soil,
so rich that all tropical fruits and plants
grow luxuriant!', and a special form of
sago may yet find Its way to tho markets
of the world from Christmas island. The
plateau is one long succession of blocks of
phosphate varying in depth down to forty
feet. At present these blocks are picked up
from the roots of the trees and exported.
They are white almost as snow, and full of
pure phosphate of lime to the extent of i5
per cent. Great difficulties were, for a time,
encountered in obtaining an anchorage,
and as many as ten barges have been lost,
but these difficulties have now been over-
come in Flying Fish bay, and on shore a
line of railway two miles In length carries
the phosphate to the point of embarkation.

During last year "0,0"0 tons of Pnosphate
were exported, glv Ing a profit of 73 per cent,
on the capital. Within a year, It is confi-
dently hoped, the output wdl riie to at least
luo.ooü tons. Hven then the wealth of phos-
phate will only be tapped, and th? supply,
at a much greater rate of output, will easily
outlast the term ot the lease.

The. colony on the island has gradually
grown, and to-da- y tho inhabitants numbc;
thirteen white people (including a mine
manager, a doctor, a chemist, three ladies
and children), & Chinese coolies, thirty
Malay boatmen and thirteen Sikh police-
men. The Straits Settlements government
has Just voted the sum of for of
ficial buildings on the island, and when
these are completed there will be an im-

mediate augmentation of the population,
which will go on increasing with the ex-
tension of the phosphate business and the
development of agriculture and other in-

dustries.
The scientist to whom the discovery of

the value of Chri?tmas Island is due Is Sir
John Murray, K. C. B., who has Just re-
turned from a visit to the Island. Attracted
to it by its coral formation, his researches
led him to the condition that the process
of time, under existing conditions, must
have transformed the calcareous substance
into phosphate of lime, the value of which,
to agriculture, is well known. Indeed, the
optimistic calculation has been made in
Singapore that the value of this islet in
phosphate alone is fl,500,0u0.000. Sir John
Murray, in addition to discovering the
commercial value of the island, is nursing
its scientific siel with assiduous care.

One of George Atle'n Storie an Inci
dent from His Oivn Experience.

There have been many picturesque stories

of hold-up- s in Chicago, but none that shows
quite so much presence of mind as the talc
told by George Ade in his little book, "Doc
Home." In the book it forms one of the
hero's largest" and least reliable romances,
and it may not be generally known that it
is derived, nevertheless, from a real expe-
rience.

Mr. Ade has walked the streets of Chi-
cago at all hours of the day and night and
has become so familiar with many types
of character that he is really equal to
any emergency. Put he never proved it so
effectually as on this particular occasion.
He was returning home through deserted
streets at an early hour of the morning,
when he suddenly became conscious that
he was being followed uy two disreputable
figures. He understood at once that his
turn had come, and it came at an unpleas-
ant moment one of those rare moments
when the journalist was liberally supplied
with money. He had an instant to set his
wits to work, for the thugs were half a
block away, and he managed in that time
to transfer his roll of blll3 to a stamped
envelope which he carried in his pocket.
Then he looked for a pencil to address his
letter, but. to his consternation, found that
he had none.

Turning sharply upon his pursuers when
they were still fifty feet away, he disarmed
them by asking with much courtesy for a
pencil. Somewhat disconcerted, one of the
men fished one out of his rocket and handed
it to Mr. Ade, who rapidly wrote his own
address upon the envelope as they stood
under the lamp post and put the letter,
pealed and addressed, into the mall box.
Then he looked his assallantts In the eye
and. told them what tie bad done, ßaeejj- -
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ish as they were under his Implied accusa-
tion and the helplessness of their defeat,
they were not without appreciation of his
readiness and nerve. "Say, but you're
good 'un," was the admiring tribute of the
taller of the two tribute which seemed
to call for action on the part of Mr. Ade.
