POOL OF NATURAL OIL.

Another Great Gusher in the Beau-
mont Field Drilled In.

BEAUMONT, Tex., April 6.—The sixth

gusher oil well has been added to the
Beaumont field, and it is said to be the
finest well yet struck. The well is 1,040 feet
deep and shows a pressure of eighty pounds
to the square inch, which is said to exceed
the pressure in the Lucas gusher, 1,80 feet
away, and which has heretofore maintained
the record of being the greatest producer
in the world. The oil pool where it was
sgtruck is only forty feet deep and s rest-
ing on a bed of sulphur. These facts were
ascertained by the drillers. After the oil
was ¢truck the pipe was permitted to sink

until it struck the bottom, and it rested
after forty feet had gone down. The drili-
ers then bored four feet into what they
say is a bed of pure sulphur. In two of
the other gushers sulphur was struck be-
tore the oil was reached. President Gil-
bert says that one day next week the
valve will be cpened to test the flow.

The Baltimore & Ohio Railway has be-
gun building the forty-mile extension from
Confluence through Somerset county, Penn-
syvlvania, to Garrett county, Maryland, for
t!’:{* Droney Lumber Company, of Olean, N.
Y.. which is building a number of manu-
facturing plants at Unamis, a new town on
the proposed lines. Two hundred houses
will be built at once. The new line will
open about 40,000 acres of coal land near
Confluence,

The attorney general of Ohio has filed a
suit in the courts of Montgomery county to
recover penalties aggregating 22,50 from
the Southern Ohio Traction Company for
failure to construct a crossing with a
steam road at Trenton. Butler ecounty, as
ordered by the state railroad commissioner,
The penalty fixed by law for such offenses
Is 3500 per week. The real issue in the cuve
is to determine whether the state railroad
commissioner has jurisdiction over the in-
terurban electric railways, the same as
steam rallways.

Plang of Andrew Carnegie to parallel
the Pennsylvania rallroad system and con-
struct a trunk line to the seaboard have
been ordered stopped by the United States
Steel Corporation, which now controls the
Carnegie Company. A number of survey-
ors have been working on the line for some
time, and these men were all recalled and
discharged. The road was planned by Mr.
Carnegie, and the Carnegie Company was
to be used ns an outlet for their extenive
tonnage to the seaboard. The road was
started within a few days after Mr. Car-
negle alleged that he had been deceived
by the Pennsylvania Rallroad officials into
announcing that he was satisfied with the
13-cent rate on manufactured steel.

Negotiations are said to have been com-
pleted whereby the Baltimore & Ohlo wil!
secure a direct connection with the East
Liberty, Pa., stockyards for the shipmant
of live stock consignments to Pittsburg.
Such a plan has been under way for some
time., but on account of the interventon
of the Pennsylvania the Baltimore & Ohio
has heretofore been excluded from ithe East
Liberty stockyards, and thus deprived of
a great deal of business. According to re-
ports the agreement between e two com-
panies has been perfected, and within a
few days arrangements will be complcted
which will allow the Baltimmore & Ohio 1o
ship stock direct to the Pittsvurg yards
over the Pennsylvania Railruad tracks.

In a day or two the government will an-
nounce that it will receive bids for iis
claim against the Sioux City & Pacific
Railroad, which amounts to something
over 3400000 in principal and interest, The
act of June 6, 190, designated the secretary
