The Financier says: “"The changes in the
leading items of the assoclated banks of
New York for the week ended April 6 are
heavier than for a month or more past.
The ecurrent statement covers a full week,

although for two days of this period the
stock and commercial exchanges were
closed. The exhibit reveals a further de-

crease of £.052,555 in excess reserve, bring-
ing the total surplus requirements
to §.810.95, the lowest figure touched since
Dec. 8 last. The contraction was due, malin-
¥, to a loss of $6.678,000 in specie and legals,
and the latter, in turn, reflects in M1 the
operations of the banks with the treasury
and the interior. It should be explained
that the drain on the banks, by reason of
gold exports, ete., count to the full amount
in the statement, while on the other hand
receipts probably show only averages, The
week, however, was characterizea by sev-
eral temporary that cut into
bank totals, The gold exports have alrveady
been mentioned. In addition, a great deal
of currency has been flowing out of New
York In pavment for sales of gilt-edged
securities in this market, and the treasury
has also prolited by reason of unusual
sales of stamps and the pavment of taxes,
ete.. at this center. The banks, therefore,
have been put to an unusual drain, but the
reduction of the loan item, $12,449..00, with
the fall in deposits of | ..,.501,9%% offset near-
ly two-thirds the cash loss. With reference
to the change in leading items, it is to be

stitutlons represent the syndicates which
have figured in deals of various kinds for
some time past, and it Is to causes incident
thereto that the bulk of the week's changes
can be attributed, As to the general effect
of the statement on the current money
market, it i=s idle to speak at length. It
will not be surprising if the revelation of
the low state of reserves in New York
causes an advance in call loans early in the
week, but conservative interests do not
apprehend much change in time money
rates unless it be in short loans. Tne larger
hanks seem to have the situation well in
hand, and if the general belief is correct,
no incentive to mark rates beyond a mini-
mum figure exists. It does seem, however,
that a firmer money market is inevitable,
for the time being at least,

CHICAGO, April 6.—Corn displaved great
activity and strength to-day and attained a
new high price, May closing %ec¢ higher.
QOats, In sympathy, closed a shade up, but
the wheat market, in contrast, succumbed
to a formidable array of bearish influences
and closed 1%e under Thursday. May pork
at the close was 35¢ depressed, while lard
and ribs each showed a loss of Tige.

May corn apened wild, with bids ranging
from #c to #75¢c, the highest price of the
crop for delivery next month, These prices
were %c to 15%c higher than the close the
previous session, and marked & complete
recovery from the demoralizing break of
the first two sessions of the week. Phillips,
the bull leader, who is credited with hav-
ing control of the market, bought moder-
ately for customers, and declared that he
sold nothing. The demand was broad and
heavy from country interests, and at times
frantic from local shorts. The aggregate
amount of the day's transactions was un-
doubtedly enormous. For a few minutes
at the opening offerings were light, but
they became freer soon. Longs, profiting
by recent experience, realized that the mar-
ket still has two sldes and took profits,
There was, however, no indication of any
bear movement, but on the contrary some
of the shorts who covered were those who
had led in the rald Monday and Wednes-
day. The market ylelded with the greatest
stubborness, Sortly before noon May
touched 44c¢.
