A Talk to MlnUter in the Afternoon
Vortlilleld i:tciiNiou Meet-in- s;

la the Morning:.

Rev. F. B. Meyer addressed the ministers
of Indianapolis yesterday afternoon at 2:43
o'clock, in the First Baptist Church Sun-
day schoolroom. Two unpleasant Incidents
marred the serenity of the service. One oc-

curred near the beginning of Mr. Meyer's
address. Stopping suddenly and looking
with a frown on his usually benign coun-
tenance towards a lad of eight that was
sitting in perfect quiet near the platform,
Mr. Meyer said, sternly: "I think that lad
would be better off outside. Let him go out
and play." Although the child had not
committed any breach of propriety, he was
unceremoniously removed from the room.
At another stage in his talk the speaker
became irritated because so many outsiders
entered the room, eager to hear his words.
In spite of the fact that there were scores
of people in the room other than ministers,
Mr. Meyer directed Mr. Villers, pastor of
the church, to station himself at the en-
trance and forbid any more to enter. "It is
not that people are lato in getting in that
I object to," Mr. Meyer said, "but I want
to talk to ministers, not to the general
public." He made these remarks in sub-
lime unconsciousness that the Bible, of
which he professes a deep knowledge,
makes no mention of Christ conducting
meetings especially for a certain class of
believers. Mr. Meyer's address to ministers
was an exposition of the fundamental
truths which he cherishes concerning re-
ligion. He enumerated seven of these prin-
ciples as follows:

"First We would direct the soul to seekthe assurance of faith the doctrine ot as-
surancethat the soul should not only trustin Christ to salvation, but that it shouldknow Its acceptance of God through Jesus
Christ; that it should sek this insurancefrom the Holy Spirit through the word;thai is, we would not teach the soul to
seek this as an emotional experience, butas the simple testimony of tne spirit seek-ing the truth through the word, and that
the soul should, therefore, enter into theexperience noted by St. John's lirst epistle.
in which the words 'we know,' are the
apparent keynote.

"Second We lay great stress upon the
position of the believer in a risen Christ
as contrasteel with his personal experience
and sensations. That is, we draw a distinc-
tion between what we are for the purpose
oi God and what we are in our own con-
scious experience, and we exhort the soul
ever to seek a living experience. We draw
a distinction between such words as 'our
position' and "our condition,' between our
standing and our experience, and betwctu
what we are in Christ and what we ate in
our own walk and conversation.

"Third The third point that we earnestly
lay stress upon is the presentation of the
entire being to Jesus Christ, for Him to
fulfill through it His own purposes. That
is sometimes called consecration, and I
want to put in a caveat here there is not
the least reason why that should not take
place at the moment of regeneration, and
if people were perfectly instructed the soul
that had trusted Christ for forgiveness
would be taught to yield itself absolutely
to Christ for Him to work His own pur-
poses through It, but as a matter of fact
our teaching is so defective, or the soul is
so occupied with the rapture of forgiveness
that it does not accept the exhortation to
yield itself absolutely to God. We have
therefore by special meetings like this to
bring people up to the point which they
ought to assume when they are converted.

"Fourth When we have yielded ourselves
to God we may reckon upon Him to keep
us from sin. 1 believe that a man is kept
from known sin. I believe I am talking to
good Presbyterians here I know 1 am
right when I get a Presbyterian, and if I
am right with a Presbyterian I know I am
right all round. That is. the Presbyterian
doctrine of sin, denni'ion of sin. Is so ab-
solutely the one I accept that sin consists
not onlv in the trespasses of the Lord's
prayer Matt, vi. but in the debts of the
Lord's prayer Luke xl. that is, sin is not
only commission trespass but it is omis-
sion, coming short, and I don't think any
c'etinltion of sin is correct that does not
lay equal stress upon omission as upon
commission.

"Fifth This Is one that at first signt men
antagonize, not in an unbrotherly fashion,
but this is one thing that ministers do not
always Immediately accept. I call it the
filling of the Holy Spirit, the tilling of the
Holv Soirit for service. This we believe
w:ih civen to the church on the day of
Pentecost, when they were all tilled with
the Holv Snirlt. and perpetually through
the acts of the Apostles we are told that
they were tilled with the Holy Ghost.
Now, we believe this tilling with the spirit
is for service especially. 4Ye shall be my
witnesses; the power of the Spirit shall
come upon you and ye snau De my wu-tipssp- a'

And so we use the Word 'tilling"
and not 'baptism.' We believe this is to
be definitely sought and obtained; that a
man does not slide Into it unconsciously,
but that he receives it as a definite gift
from the risen Christ.

"Sixth Here comes one of the most love
ly things of nil the witness of the Holy
Spirit. We believe and teach that the
spirit of God Is literally in the church, and
that when, therefore, the minister stands
up to speak the truth of God with his Bible
in his hand, that lie has got in the aud-
iencesupposing that the audience consists
of godly people that he has In the audience
ihr licht of the spirit of God; so that the
church meeting Is different from any other
rreeting in the world. A church meeting is
the meeting of people who are In associa-
tion with the spirit of God, and hence to
enter into your churen on fcunaay you
approach an audience chamber in which in
a very special sense the Holy Spirit Is m
residence, so that you. as the speaker, and
i hV Knirit of God have got the truth be
tween you. and you are a dual witness so
the Apostle said: 'Wo are witnesses of these
things, and so also is the Holy Ghost whom
f'nd hath civen us.'

"Seventh The Methodists here will bear
me out that this last Is sound doctrine. By
the bv. talking of Methodists, if any man
wants two good books to read I don't in
dorse all that is In them; who can indorse
nil that Is in any book but the Bible?
let him read 'Milestone Papers' and 'Love
Enthroned The seventh point Is the per-

fect life; that Is and it is very important
that you may comprehend with all saint?
the length and breadth and depth and
height: that Is. no saint can comprehend
all by him.-elf- . No saint and no church can
hold "the whole truth, and if you want to
get the whole truth you must be cosmo-
politan in your reading and in your friend-
ships; and the Baptist ought to be friends
with the Methodist, and the Methodist
ought to keep up his fellowship with the
Presbyterian."

TOPIC "WAS -- 'THE HOLY SPIH1T

Discussion nt nrtlifle!d Extension
Mectlnp; Yesterday.

rcv. F. B. Meyer devoted yesterday
morning's Northueld extension meeting in

First Baptist Church to a discussion of
"The Hoiy Spirit," taking as his text,
John vii. "In the last day, that great
day of the feast. Jesus stood and cued,
saying, 'If any man thirst, let him come
unto me and drink. He that bclieveth r.n

me, as the Scripture hath said, out of hi3
belly shall flow rivers of living water "
The minister declared that this is the age
of the Holy Spirit; that it began with the
day of resurrection, or Pentecost, and that
it will close with the advent of the Lord.

Yesterday afternoon a great congregation
gathered In the main auditorium of the
First Baptist Church, and Mr. Meyer
talked about "Faith." His text was St.
Luke, xvil, 3-- 6: "Take heed to yourselves;
If thy brother trespass against thee, re-

buke him, and if he repent, forgive him.
And If he trespass against thee seven times
in a day, and seven times in a day turn
again to thee, saying. I repent, thou shalt
forgive him. And the Apostle said unto
the Lord. 'Increase our faith And tho
Lord said, 'If ye bad faith as a grain of
mustard seed yo might say unto this syca-
mine tree. Be thou plucked up by the root,
and he thou planted in the sea; and It
should obey you ' " Mr. Meyer spoke in
part as follows;

"The Lord said that He expected His
disciples to forgive their brethren on show
of repentance, seven times a Jay and on

hearing this their hearts eank and they
said: 'it is Impossible: it is asking too
much; no man can forgive his brother
seven times in a day, or, if Thou dost ex-
pect it. Master. Thou must give us a great
deal more faith And the Lord sakl. 'You
make a great mistake In asking for more
faith; If you have got the right kind of
faith a little is enough. You don't wans
Increased faith. If you have faith as small
as a speck, a grain of mustard seed, that
faith is all you need for practical purposes.
It you have got that you can tell a syca-
mine tree to be uprooted and planted In the
tea and nothing shall be denied you."

"It is nojt quantity, but quality. I hold in
my hand here on that hand a little
molecule of dust, and on that hand a little
mustard grain and to look at them at a
distance tlfre is not much difference In
them What is the difference in th
molecule and the grain? This that th3
molecule has no life in it, but the mustard
freed has. It doesn't matter how small your
faith is, if only you have got life in it, if
only your faith resembles that grain of
mustard seed in having life In Its heart, it
Is not a dead faith but a living faith. Why,
I have seen a big wall of masonry disinte-
grated because a tiny seed had got into a
crack and swollen with the rain and the
rummer sun and got so strong that It
forced those big stones out. It was small,
hut it had life in it. And if your faith is
small, but has got life in it, it will remove
mountains.

THE TEST OF FAITH.
"Now, how may .you know your faith

is the right quality? Well, don't look at
your faith. The more you look at your
faith the less you will like it. It Is like
a girl that has got in love and the day
after she has promised to wed she looks
at her love and looks at it until when
evening comes and her lover comes again
she hardly thinks she has got enough love
for him. The more you look at your faith
the less you will see in It. If you think
you have caught cold you will soon be
down with the grip. If you think your
heart beats irregularly you will bring on
heart disease. If you wonder whether you
are ill or well you will make yourself
ill. and if you keep looking at your faith
there will be no faith to look at. You
can't tell whether your faith is rightby looking at it. No, the one thing
that proves faith to be the right quality
is not the faith, but the ob'ect of faith,

v. sailor may hold an anchor with his
hand and alas he and the anchor will
go to the bottom. He mav hold it, butit is not the right object. The one thing
for you to get hold of is the right ob-
ject, and if you have got the right objectany faith is right which has the right ob-
ject. And what is right object of faith?
The Bible? No. The creed? No. The doc-
trine of the atonement? No. The doctrineof the resurrection? No. The fact of the
resurrection? No. You mav hold all theseand be a lost soul. I believe the devil
holds the lot of them. I believe the devil
is the soundest theologian in the universe,
but he is a devil. What is the right ob-
ject of faith? Not the Bible, but Christ
of whom the Bible speaks; not the creed,
but Christ of whom the cred is true; not
the doctrine of the atonement, but Jesus
who made the atonement: not the factabout Christ, but Christ about whom thetact is true.

"Do not live way back in doctrines, live
iu the rlsea Christ, who is as much risen
to-da- y as He will be w. If there isany soul in this place who will, as I am
speaking-- , look toward Christ, however
feeble that look, it will link the soul to
Christ in a union that not life nor deathnor hell nor the devil will ever be ableto shake. Don't worry about the increaseof your faith. Fse it and as you use
the whipcord of your baby's arm it will
become the strong muscle of the black-
smith.

THE DEFINITION OF FAITH.
"Now, what is this faith? Well, I am

speaking to theologians and others, and I
must remember that, but I think that in
its last conception, in its ultimate reduc-
tion, faith is the power of taking God Into
your life;- - faith is the power or faculty
of taking God in. And if you turn to John
i, 12, you will find this text: 'To as many
as received Him, to thern He gave the
right to be the sons of God, even to them
that believed on His name Evidently,
then, receiving Jesus and believing are tilisame thing, and to believe in Jesus is to
receive Him. If, therefore, beloved friend,
you have got your doors and windows open
to the risen Christ, that is faith, and I
reckon if you stand the door open to Jesus
Ho comes in. And the one thing you have
to reckon is that Jesus Christ comes in
whether you feel Him or not. Suppose 1
open any door or window, we don't coax
the air to enter. We are persuaded that
if the door or window is open the air will
come in. Equally, when you open your
soul to Christ by act of your will, that mo-
ment you desire Christ, that moment Christ
enters your soul. You may not hear Him
come; you may not hear His footfall down
the passage; you may not detect the music
of His voice; there may be no sweet am-
brosial aroma from His garment, but you
must believe that if you stand the door of
your heart open to Jesus He is inside the
moment you open He is there. And it may
be that you will have to go on reckoning t
is so for a week, or a month, or a year."

Mr. Meyer declared that God sometimes
withdraws happy sensations from His chil-
dren lest they fall into the way of being
good and religious because It makes them
happy. He illustrated this by supposing
the case of a child who always ran to meet
its father when he came home from work
in the evening partly because the parent
was in the habit of bringing It some candy.
He imagined a father omitting the usual
feast of candy in order to test the child's
affection for him. "Faith and feeling,"
continued Mr. Meyer, "are quite different.
Faith often brings feeling when It won't
hurt us, but whether it comes or not does
not matter, and I would rather trust God.
You people In America arc ko fond of the
word 'reckon Well, now, how often you
reckon on things that never come off, but
you continue reckoning on things that do
not come off. If you obey His word you can
reckon absolutely. He does not stop. Well,
now, faith, then, I say, is the faculty of
receiving God. Now, that is the . ex-
act idea of this grain of mustard seed.

Your faith and God must be brought
together. You can't do anything without
God. God in this world can do nothing
without you. He has bound himself to
work with the church, and therefore the
believer and God must come together and
through that much fruit will result.
God never makes but one man on one mold.
He breaks the mold as soon as He makes
the man. And so you must bring your na-
ture to God and let Him work His will, His
thought out through your life."

Mr. Meyer pave his idea about Christ's
miracles, which was decidedly unique, that
they were accomplished always through
somebody's faith. He said that most peoplo
would suppose the eleventh chapter of John
to bo devoted to the raising, of Lazarus,
whereas in tact it is nevoted to the resur-
rection of Martha. Ho showed how Christ
delicately and gradually lifted Martha's
faith to the point where the resurrection of
Lazarus became possible. In closing the
speaker said that he formerly did a great
deal more of praying than he does now.
"Now I spend, as much time In taking
things from God as I do In praying for
them. I stop for a minute after I have
prayed for a thing and I reckon I have got
it. It is not in my hand, indeed, because
if it were I would lose It. But God s;vs,
All right, child. It is yours. It has got your

label on it and I will send it down when
you need it " The minister created a pro-
found sensation when he said. "It is no use
praying for the Holy Ghost. My dear man,
He is right against you."

Last NIttlit' Services.
Rev. F. B. Meyer preached to a large

congregation last night on the "Death and
Resurrection of Christ." The grave of
Jesus, he said, lies between the world and
the judgment of God. If any man seeks
eternal salvation he must go through the
grave, of Christ. "Put the grave of Christ
between you and heaven." said Mr. Meyer.
"Put the grave of Christ between you and
ambition, for the praise of men will sound
very faintly there; put tho grave of Christ
between you and the world. Sit down at
the grave of JeAsus and learn how little man
Is. When Jesus died and was resurrected
He created a new thing, and that new
thing was His divine nature which Is im-
planted in us. It makes us Christians."

SANG THE NATIONAL AIR

FIL.IP1XO WOMliS PAY COMPLIMENT
TO T1IK UNITED STATES.

Letter from Lieutenant Tnrleton, of
the Thirtieth HcKlment, AVho

Is on Hin Way Home.

Lieutenant Charle3 S. Tarlton, of this
city, who has served many months in the
Philippines with the Thirtieth Regiment,
will arrive home probably to-morr- ow night.
In a letter written --from San Francisco
upon the arrival of the regiment from
Manila he says:

"The great pleasure of home-comin- g 13

marred only by the thoughts of the ICO

missing, who lie in their last resting place
under cocoanut and palm trees on the fer-

tile hills of Luzon. A great deal is now
being said about the regiment wljlch was
eo long Isolated guarding the gateway be-

tween the southern islands and the mainland
of Luzon. It was honest in its dealings
with the peaceful natives there, yet unre-
lenting in hunting down all armed opposi-
tion. After we entered those deserted cities
we were able to start the schools, organ-
ize local civil governments with armed
native police. So marked was the progress
under the policy pursued there was real
sorrow and regret when the time came
for us to start tor home. The natives gave
us entertainments and presents. On the
occasion of our departure a public demon-
stration was given at Tayabas and sev-
eral of the native men and women read In
English expressions of appreciation of our
efforts and regret at our going. At Lucena
the demonstration was more marked. Tho
native men appeared in evening dress and
the women in handsome gowns of hand-painte- d

and embroidered silk and plna
cloth. On the walls of the hall were
pictures of McKinley draped with Amer-
ican colors. A dozen young native women
sang in English the national air. Patriotic
speeches were also made by the native
women. The reports of the attentions
shown our regiment were not believed in
Manila until confirmed by ourselves. Be-
cause of Colonel Gardiner's popularity there
he was appointed by the Philippine com-
mission as the civil governor of the prov-
ince, lie at once returned, accompanied
by the commission, and at Tayabas was
received with even greater demonstrations
than had a few days ago before marked our
departure.

"So coming home wo feel our work has
been faithful. Not only are we proud of
the record of sixty engagements in which
the regiment engaged, and the liberating
of more than one-sixt- h of all the Span-
ish prisoners held by the insurgents; the
maintenance of the longest telegraph line
of any regiment in the Philippines and
guard over the greatest length of sea coast,
but we laid the cornerstone for new con-
ditions which are about to be established
those of peace."
