Conger, [United

on the steamer Nippon Maru. Owing to the
quarantine regulations and the necessity of
glving personal supervision to the landing
of his baggage, Mr. Conger did not reach
hiz hotel until 6 o'clock in the evening.

Mr. Conger's arrival was awaited
considerable Interest, not only account
of his connection with events in China, but
irom a political standpoint. There was a
great desire to know what position Mr.

Conger would assume with regard to
the coming nomination 1in
lowa. Mr. Conger, asked |If
he cared to make on
the governorship un
not wish to make any publie declaration at
this time. 1 have not vet had time to read
the correspondence which has met me here,
So far as I am at present advised, I see no
reason to change my position as expressed
about two months ago, before I left China.
I received two telegrams from the United
States, One asked me if I were a candi-
date for Governor. I answered, ‘I am not.’
I'he other telegram asked whether | wouiag
accept the nomination if tendered me. 1
replied that 1 would accept if the nomina-
tion came to me, but that I was In no
sense a candidate. 1 do not care to, nor
will 1 say anvthing further in the matter
until I reach Des Moines. I do not know
what the situation in lowa is, and do not
care to say anything definite until I am
fully advised. My present intention and
desire is to return to China and finlsh my
work.’

Touching events in China Mr. Conger
turned Interviewer and was particularly
anxious to know what had been done by the
powers in the matter of indemnity. He was
ansked for his opinion as to the amount of
indemnity China could pay. *““Three hun-
dred milllon dollars,” he replled, accom-
panying his answer with the statement that
it would be necessary for the government
to practice economy. The time of payment,
too, should extend over a long term of
Years.

Concerning events in China Mr. Conger
gaid that there was nothing new to be sald
in that direction, as everything that hap-
pened had been told fully, together with
many things that never occurred. Tales of
brutalfty had., he thought, besn exagger-
ated. Of cour=e there were cases of out-
riage by individual soldiers which were not
sanctioned by officers. These were but in-
ciderts of war which found some palliation
in the fact that the Chinese had killed
torty thousand natlve Christlans and one
hundred Europeans

Asked in regard to his future plans, Min-
ister Conger sald he would remain in
this city uniil Saturday morning, when
he would leave for his home, iIn Des
Molnes. At the expiration of his sixty
davs' leave of abaence he intended to re-
turn to China He would go back sooner
if anything impertant should come up.

PARIS, April 35.—The Courrier Du Seolr,
which is officially well informed on minis-
terfal intentions, says that the settlement
of the Chinese s=ituation is a question of
finance. The newspaper savs that Russia,
repeating that operation which has the
greatest success, will advance China
sum required to pay the indemnities, and
that French savings will provide the Rus-
glan government with the requisite funds.
The Euorpean troops, except the legation
garrisons, will then leave Peking and a
fresh period will begin, during which Chi-
nese patience will strive to tire out the
iritlsh and German governments in their
claims regarding the opening of the ports
and the customs. Russla, however, will re-
tnin Manchuria ag a pledge for the loan.
