nun Data to He Secured.

Indiana municipal statistics will In a
ehort timo bo available at the office of the
state .statistician. Till is a line of work
that has not as yet boon taken up by the
Indiana Ilurtaii of Statistics. The depart-
ment has complied pretty complete and ac-

curate Ptatlstlcs concerning county affairs
in years past, ami these compilations have
had a wide circulation, being of value to
mm In many kinds of busim'ss.

There Is no law that requires city author-
ities to report their financial condition to
the county or state authorities, and hence
tiRures on this subject have been tlifTk-ul- t

to secure. Mr. It. D. Machan, chief deputy
in State Statistician Johnson's office, has,
with the aid of his chief, prepared a form
of blank to send to town and city clerk?,
with the request that they rill the same
out and return them to tho bureau In the
Statehouse. These reports will show the
receipts and expenditures of each city ami
town in the State; the amount of Improve-
ments made In the last year In elifferent
line; the total Improvements at the end
of the year, total number of mile? of paved
streets, amount of sewer construction com-

pleted, and number and length of water
mains. They will show also the rate of tax
levy In each town and city for the last ten
years in tabular form, so that they can be
readily compared.

Mr. Maehan submitted a sample of the
new blank yesterday to City Controller
Johnson, thinking that If the blank would
cover a. large city like Indianapolis it
would be certain to cover any other city
tr town In the State. Mr. Johnson ap-
proved the idea heartily, saying- that such
reports would be very valuable In manipu-
lating city matters, since no information
on this subject is available? except in the
government reports. The government has
so many municipalities to cover that its
statistics are necessarily far from ex-
haustive.

Tile reports that will be prepared by the
Indiana llurt-a- u of Statistics will be sim-
ilar in form to those of other States, so
that they can be easily used for purposes
of comparison. As showing the value of
these reports Mr. Maehan said yesterday
that the city of Indianapolis expends two
and one-ha- lf times as much money for
school purposes as does a. eertain other
cit which is almost exactly the same size
as to population. "This does not mean
necessarily that Indianapolis wastes that
much money," said Mr. Maehan, "but how
can you tell what the money Is used for
unless you have statistics showing the ex-
penditures? The reports that this office
will prepare will enable people who are
interestctl In the subject to possess them-
selves of data by which they can Institute
valuable comparisons."

A Lenk Stopped.
For some time-- the management of the

New York Central has been puzzled over a
mysterious shortuge In Its revenues on the
Hudson and Harlem division. Though fair-
ly satisfactory, the Income was not fully
up to what 'the management felt they had
a right to expect and the accounting off-
icers have been hard at work for months
in the effort to solve the mystery. Quite
recently the leak was tliscoveivd through
the vigilance of General Superintendent
Van Ktten. It appears that, for years, cer-
tain solid men of the villages along the
line have been in the habit of taking cer-

tain trains for the city at the Fame hour
every morning and returning by the same
in the evening. These commuters (as many
as could be accommodated) preferred to
ride In the baggage car, and each was per-
mitted by the accommodating baggage-mast- er

to furnish his own chair which,
when not In use, was stowed away by the
baggagemaster until needed by the owner
for the return trip. This was a nice ar-
rangement for the commuters, but it was
robbing the company by cutting off the
patronage of the regular chair cars. When
Superintendent Van Ktten took in
the situation he rose to the de-
mands f t ho occasion and issued an or-
der stating that, beginning May 1. the com-
pany would supply chairs of Its ew n in the
baggage car for such commuters as pre-
ferred to riu there, und all private chairs
would be removed. The order added: "Topuch of our patrons as desire to occupy
these chnlrs a charge of $7.50 for six
months, or $10 peT annum, will be made.
nnd tickets Issued for such ehnir as the
holder may select, if unoccupied. These
tickets may be obtained of tho stationagent at Grand Central Station and seat
selected from a chart which will be on ex-
hibition. Chairs belonging to Individuals in
cars referred to, must be removed. If
wanteM. before May 1. 1101. It is estimated
that this action of the superintendent will
Increase the revenues of the Central from
$rtt0 to $7S0 per annum. That is, provided
the company' chairs are used. Hut the
action of the superintendent has aroused a
eleep feeling of resentment ami there Is
talk of a boycott, in which case the com-
muters will use the regular coaches, in
which there is no extra charge for a seat.

The April reports ror Indiana have
been received by the state statistician, with
the exception of a few counties, and a
summary of their showing was compiled by
him and his chief deputy, R. D. Maehan,
yesterday. Estimating 100 per cent, as a
perfect crop, the following gives the
average crops of various cereals and fruits
for the entire State, as shown by the re-

ports for the first half April:
Wheat. TO per cent.; oats. 0; timothy, 82;

clover, TtJ: rye. 8H; barley, 83; apples, hU;
cherries, pears, 90; plums. l0; peaches, M.

Cereal crop show up better In the north-
ern part of the State than In the southern
this early in the because damp, cool
weather is favorable to most cereal growth,
particularly wheat. The Kind of weather
thi6 locality has been having for the past
two or three weeks has been very favorable
to cereal crops.

Considerable fear has been felt that the
recent cold wave might have damaged the
fruit to some but Mr. Johnson says
that the reports he has received In the last
few do not show that the unfavorable
climatic conditions have injured either the
fruit or grain crops.

The principal langer to fruit now Is
Insects. If these pests will fruit trees
their room instead company for a
short time. Indiana have, according to
the statistician, an extraordinary fruit crop
this season. The period of greatest danger
from insect ravages is when the petals or
