Dlsronr! Full of Sonnd Argument
on a Problem That Many Aro

Trying: to Solve.

Ttev. R. V. Hunter, pastor of the Seventh
Freabyterlan Church, delivered a sermon
yesterday afternoon at the hall of the Mur-
phy Temperance League to the members
and their friends. The speaktr'a remarks
were listened to with much attention as
he spoke of the rulu wrought by Intemper-
ance. Dr. Hunter said In part:

"Gospel temperance titands for charity
of the broadest type. The essence of the
gospel is love, and temperance is self-re-rtral- nt,

manhood, character. Love would
inspire manhood to rise Into the region of
the Rodhood. It would take the bruised.
Meedlng and debauched and nurse them
Into health, beauty and purity. Charity 1

the life saver who runs out into the cur-
rent of ein and 'rescues the perishing.' We
cannot but have charity for men of thetype of Laither Benson. A man of genius,
rare eloquence and possessed with a kindly
heart, he was bound by an ungovernable
appetite which stunted the beautiful In his

oul and crippled his usefulness in the
world. Had his will equaled his genius
his life would have been a different story.

"One day a man with white hair, broad
forehead, but with bleared eyes and trem-
bling limbs arose in a temperance meet-
ing and said: 'Once I preached In some of
the leadlnj pulpits of Philadelphia, New-Yor- k

and liuston. but strong drink was
my enemy. I read law and soon had a fair
practice, but my appetite grew and drink
ruined my practice. To-da- y I am a preach-
er without a pulpit, a lawyer without a
client, a husband without a home. Drink
has ruined me.' The heart that does not
go out In sympathy with that man is hard
indeed. I plead for charity toward the
palton keeper to-da- y. Environment and
education, has much to do with our con-
victions and character. Many of our Ger-
man friends have been educated to believe
that beer drinking is a3 harmless as tea
drinking and that tho moral riRht to st 11

beer is not different from dealing in gro-
ceries and dry goods. Many of us know
better. Our education and our observation
have taught us better. We know that the

aloon Is a school of evil, that drinking
leads Americans usually to drunkenness,
and that drunkenness is subversive of man-
hood, good citizenship and morality. Many
of these saloon keepers are entitled to our
sympathy and pity. Our duty is to per-
suade and educate them. They are men
with souls. The Master loved men but
hated sin. We cannot improve upon Him.

"I plead for more charity among temper-
ance workers for other temptrance work-
ers, who are as sincere as we are but who
cannot consent to our methods. The weak-
ness of temperance to-da- y is Its divided
forces and the intemperate attitude of
r:any of its advocates. The laws for the

Hebrews were not as drastic as the prin-
ciples announced by Jesus Christ. Only
the Hebrew who committed the overt act
was guilty of adultery. Christ said that to
look upon a woman with an evil eye is
adultery. Jesus commanded the disciples
not to interfere with one who was work-
ing cures, but not particularly authorized
by Him. The W. C. T. L people are work-ln- g

along one line, the third party Prohi- -
fcltlonlsts are working along another line,
the Anti-Saloo- n League has its peculiar
work, gospel temperance would lay hold of
the poor unfortunate who has lost his
equilibrium and has fallen before the com-
mon enemy. These various temperance

, forces should work together as so many
regiments under one division commander.

"I plead. alo, for common sense in our
rympathy. Too oftt-- n charity becomes
maudlin sen'.imentallsm. When the drink-
ing man is petted and caressed, when he
Is made to think he is a hero and more
finned against than sinning, then the
matter is being overdone. Preachers,. priests
and women who carry flowers to condemned
'criminals, and overdo the charity act and
fubstltute gush for reasonable sympathy,
ought to be restrained. The family of the
drunkard, upon the whole, has not had its
share of Christian sympathy. My sym-
pathies go out to the heart-broke- n wife
and to the handicapped children more than
to the selfish man. who drinks up his and
their earnings and who conies home with
feiied breath, unsteady step and with a
curse for those whom he has sworn to
fupport and cherish. Angels pity them;
we ought to help them. The greatest vic-
tory for temperance and the drinker's fam-
ily that has been achieved for many moons
is the recent decision of the Supreme Court
of Indiana making the saloonkeeper liable
on his bond for the support of the man's
family made drunk by him and who may
commit a crime and be Incarcerated for
that crime. The good Lord help us to love
all men into temperate habits and Chris-
tian ways."

CHURCH PAYS TRIBUTE

Hcfcrciico of tin Pastor to the Deeds
of a Just .Mnn Mimical .Num-

bers lcu.

The service at the First Baptist Church
yesterday morning was set apart to the
commemoration of the life and valuable
Christian service of the late Ullas C.
Atkins, who was a deacon of the church
from 1ST3 to KZ and a tru.-t-e from 1 to
the time of his demise. The quartet and
choir, under the direction of M. Leo 11.

Riggs, rendered appropriate and beauti-
ful musical numbers, chief of which were
Woodward's anthem, "Crossing the Par,"
Woodman's "The Souls of the Righteous"
and the hymn "Days and Moments Quick-
ly Flying." A feeling tribute to the memory
of the deceased, which was adopted at a
recent meeting of the deacons of the
church, was read by Mr. S. O. Pickens, as
follows:

"Prother Klias C. Atkins was converted
at tho age of fourteen and became a mem-
ber of the Iiaptist Church of Pristol. Conn.,
and during all of his subsequent life he was
an earnest, devoted Christian. On making
Indianapolis his home in 1SÖ7 he united with
this church and that union continued un-
broken until the lsth of April, 1!j1, when
our dear brother was called to enter Ulo
his reward. During all these years he was
one of the church's must loyal, efficient
and progressive members. For more than
forty years he was a member of the board
of trustees and for eighteen years was
also a deacon of the church. As a mem-
ber of the board and as a deacon his
counsel and direction were ever wise and
helpful and guided solely by what he
deemed to be the church's best interest."Prother Atkins was a Christian of high
ideals, broad-minde- d and practical. He
was an everyday Christian, exemplifying
in ordinary dany affairs of life the teach-
ings of the. Master. Jn a marked degree heobeyed Paul's injunction: 'lie not slothful
in business, fervent in spirit, serving the
Lord.' He loved the church and was always
a most generou giver, both of his time
and his means, for the advancement of
Its interests In all Its agencies and de-
partments of work. He gave gladly and
without ostentation. Many Instances could
be related where while a nu mber of the
steward committee he gave of his labor
and money for the improvement of the
conditions and facilities of our house of
worship which he would not mention and
when found out for which ha would re- -
luse. reimbursement; accounting it a favor
to be permitted to do these things for the
cnurch he loved so well.

"While we mourn the departure of our
dear brother, yet we rejoice that he left a
record of high, generous. Christian man-
hood which will ever continue a benedic-
tion and an inspiration to those of us who
remain."

T1UUCTK OF Tili: PASTOIl.
Pastor Villers added his tribute of re-

spect, admiration and love to the memory
of the departed good man in an extempor-
aneous address, speaking in part as fol-

lows:
"Every life which has been lived contains

fcome lesson which Is worthy of permanent
record. It may be a life of obscurity, like
the poor widow who cast into a temple
treasury her 'two mites which make a
larthing, but because she did what she
could her Master immortalized that act of
hers; or it may be a conspicuous life like
that of Mary, who brought to her Master
ner flask of alabaster containing the pre-
cious ointment and as she pourYd out that
ointment until tho odr filled the house
our Master was so gratified by her chival-
rous deed that He canonized her on . the
spot as kings sometimes on th battlefield
knighted a soldier who had performed some
notable deed of arms.

"It was not an obscure life but a conspicu-
ous life that our brother lived. He was a
man of light, and so there are many les-
sons from his life which are worthy of
lasting remembrance. Surely I would be
Insensible of his service and would be a
very . ungraeful man this morning did I
not desire to speak words of loving ap-
preciation. Alighting at the church doors
to-da- y I was reminded, before entering
the house, of his bounty; passing into the
pastor's room, once more his generosity
confronted me in the furnishings of the
room: stepping upon this platform and
standing out over this baptistry, again 1

am reminded of his deeds, for the church,
and no sooner had the organ begun to play
before I was reminded of a time and place
where his generosity has been exercised.

There were great gifts in marked
degree In the life of our brother that
could hardly fail of success. He was a man
of exceptional intellect, a man whose mind
had been broadened and enlightened by
thought and by discriminating breeding un-
til at last we could say of him that his
mind was as full of light as his heart was
of devout heat. His mind was as luminous
as his heart was devotional, and with that
luminous mind there was the tense nature
that Peter says we must iove one another
fervently,' vising the figure of an Instru-
ment stringed so that it is stretched to
its highest tension. The strlnKs of the
life of this brother were very tense, and,
because of the Intensity of his nature, so
many blessings came to Mm and through
him to the people about him. And with
that luminous mind and intense nature
there was also a. large soul. He was run
in a large mold, he was built on a large
plan. He had large conceptions, not only
for his business, but especially for the
church and kingdom of God; and so it
seems to me one of his messages to us
this morning is 'My heart is enlarged now.
For a recompense In the same way be ye
also enlarged.' Just two or three
thoughts in connection with his business
life. I have often thought of bis re-
sources. He never seemed to have come
to the end of his resources, but Impressed
us day by day with his reserve power, and
with his resources there was scrupulous
honesty, conscientious integrity, and with
that integrity and with those resources
there went hand in hand unselfish-
ness.

"I think I have never seen a nobler
testimonial than as I stood by that casket
last Sunday and saw those men with whom
he had been tolling, accounting him a
father and a friend, filing bv that casket;
and. as they walked rapidly past, there
were so many of them that it took twenty
minutes for them to tile by. A notable
testimonial of what a Christian man may
be in his business! possibly the
most conspicuous grace of his life among
us has been his beneficence, a giving not
only of his means but, better than all. a
giving of himself. There have been times
when that man of dignity, as President
Harper ald. A very prince among men."
when that man of dignity and means has
passed Into the cellars of this church, with
coat laid aside, has wheeled coal to the
furnaces as a common laborer. For
such a man there is no death, and to-da- y

MEETING OF THE0S0PHISTS.

COMING OF THE CIRCUS

T1IU AVA LliAClj SHOW AH HIVED
HAHL.V THIS 3!OItMG.

Story of the Killing of Keeper Huff.
man Uy the lilg i:iephant

t.hnrlie."

The Wallace show, which is getting to be
a regular visitor here, arrived this morning
with a linely equipped circus outfit Every-
thing Is brand new and looks as if many
weeks have been spent in preparing the
outfit. The usual street parade will take
place at 1) o'clock. It is claimed the per-

formance Is of the highest class.
In speaking of the killing of Henry Huff-

man by the elephant Charlie, last week,
Harry Hardy, press agent for the Wallace
show, last night ald: "In the morning
after the feeding of the elephants while
the helper.? were cleaning up, Charlie
was backing to and fro. One of the helpers
by th'? name oi Charles Mortiz got closer
than usual t-- j Charlie. The elephant swung
around, struck Morltz with his trunk and
knocked him at least twenty feet. Mr.
Huffman, the trainer, was outside the
building when they told him about the as-

sault on Mortiz. Huffman came in and in-

stead of chastizing the elephant, only
lookel at him. My theory U that this was
one cause of the murder of Huffman later
in the clay, because the elephant feeling as
if he was th; master of the situationthought, if indeed the brute could think,
'1 am the muster her.'

"At l:;:a in the afternoon Henry Huffmancalled his assistants to take the herd ofelephants to the Mlssissinnewa river forwater as the regular supply had given outat the elephant house. Charlie was always
the leader of the herd and he was takenout first, the others following to the river.As soon as the big elephant, Charlie, had
finished drinking, he turnel and came up
on the bank. He grabbfd Huffman aroundthe body with his trunk, as he always did
in their act in the ring. Huffman thought
the elephant was playing with him. Al-
most instantly Huffman was thrown fully
fifty feet, lighting in a small bush. Theelephant immediately starte! up the bank.Huffman was in delicate health and thistogether with his treatment by the elephantgreatly weakened him. Put he managed to
all out, 'Charlie, lo you want to kill me?Why lo you trexat me like this? Comeback; I won't hurt you.'
"The elephant halted, turned, came backand grabbl him as before. Huffman,thinking that everything was all right,

allowed him to place his trunk about hisbody as he always had done in their act.
The elephant instantly turned and wentfor the river. Plunging into the river, theelephant. Ftill holding Huffman, pushed
him under the water ami held him there tillhe was drowned. Lifting the helpless keeper
out of the water the elephant looked at himas if to see whether he was alive or dead.Apparently satisfied with his work, thebrute then threw his dead keeper into mid-
stream. He turned and came out of thewater, stood for a few moments on thebank, then turning up the stream about
one hundred feet he went back into thestream again and took his bath as play-
fully as an innocent kitten. He then waded
out and proceeded leisurely to the farm
where the show is kept.

"Quick as big Charlie threw Huffman in
the bushes th' helpers took the rest f
their here! to the elephant house. Asitle
from big Charlie there were five in the
herd, and they ar all females. Mr. Ferris.
In charge f the animals of the show, toldme that in all his experience he never
heard such noises as came from the ele-
phant house after the tragedy. The fiveelephants moaned most piteously. My
theory is that they realized that some-
thing awful had happened and they feltthey were all to be punished. At the time
Mr. Wallace was in Indianapolis, and his
private secretary. C. L. Cory, took matters
iti hand. He (mediately telephoned out to
the farm to kill big Churlie, if posible; that
he had on the way three apples prepared
with strychnine. When the apples arrived
out was tossed to the elephant. He ate
It and the second one he tossed away. The
third one he paid no attention to. In abouttwenty minutes he seemeil to be in great
agony, and by that time men had arrived
with their forty-fou- r caliber rifles loaded
with steel bullets. A skilled marksman of
Peru h;d been sent for, and when he ar-
rived he began shooting. He fired from
behiml a tree, a distance of about I'M feet,
i ti the neighborhood of twenty shots. Thev
all struck the elephant and all but one
failed to penetrate his hide. One pierced
tho hide back of the ear, and It is believed
this bullet stunned him. As soon as this
bullet struck him he laid down. He lay
there lor perhaps live minutes quivering.
The marksman, thinking he was down ami
out, started from behind the tree. As he
did so the elephant arose to his feet and began staggering about as If he were intoxi-
cated. He went through two fences as if
they wfre mosiuito bars. He went perhaps
half a mile anl then laid down. He was
dead within ten minutes. After his death
his tongue was found to be swollen ami
Hat k. which indicated that the strychnine
had caused his death, rather than the
bullet.

"In my mind the killing of Huffman was
a deliberate murder. It was so deliberate
that it might have been planned by humancunning. Henry Huffman was in verv
delicate health, and It was believed that
he was a consumptive. It is a weil-know- n

fact among men familiar with wild ani
mals that they shun persons who are dis
eased. This fact very likely caused the
elephant to take a lislike to Huffman
Mr. Ferris, himself, is now In charge of
the herd. The other animals are perfectly
tractable, and no further trouble Is antici-pateil.- "

The regular morning sermon of the Rev.
J. dimming Smith, of the Tabernacle Pres
byterian Church, was prefaced by a short
talk upon the Saturday closing of business
houses. He said the Sunday question was
largely a Satunjay question. Men require
sports, the freshness of rural places and
the recreation of the woods and streams
as much as they need miney, food or edu
cation. He thought that the reason that
many estimable young men do not marry is
because the strenousness of business life
makes them Indisposed evenings and Sun
days to make an effort to jet out among
their friends and get acquainted with them..
He thought that a bird which did not now
and then stop to pour forth a song woull
be a poor bird in gathering worms, ami
that the business man who supplied for his
employes liberal and regular periods of va-

cation without loss of wages would secure
to himself the best of their labors, and far
in excess in value of the cist of the vaca
tions. He urged that owners of business
places study the question and close Satur
day afternoons, at least.

The pastor's regular sermon was in keep
ing with his remarks on th? labor question,
the text being taken from Matthew xi,
verses 2S to 30, from which the topic of

The Two Rests" was taken. He said in
part:

"Our Lord addresses all the weary and
heavy laden that is, the world! For who
knows no unrest? Who do not feel them-
selves out of rhythm? Who are conscious
of complete satisfaction in the spiritual
sense? Eeneath the glitter of opulence
as beneath the pinch of poverty, beneath
the veneer of culture as beneath the shabby
coat of ignorance, the sold tossed about as
a man in pain that skill cannot quell, and
the one universal demand of the world is
rest. The first rest comes with the faith
that God loves us as His own. He for-
gives our sin. He restores us into confi-
dence. He sows a new repentance and res-
olution in our souls. The atonement of
Jesu was not to mike God willing to save
but man willing to be saved. Nothing pre-
vents a father's pardon to a returning
prodigal. But n hundred things conspire
to steel and stiffen a man against the
return home.

"Calvary has no upward attribute of
softening or conciliating (Jod's government.
Indeed, if man cannot be at rest astray
from God, God cannt be at rest apart from
man. God must seek his child until that
child is in the fold. The church visible
consists of all who profess; the church in-
visible consists of all who really believe;
the church universal consists of all who
believe in God and are attuned to His
spirit, whether they have heard of Christ
or not such as Lnoch and Job and Cor-
nelius and Marcus Aurellus and Socrates.
I cannot fancy heaven shut to martyrs for
principle, however void their creed on some
points.

"The first rest is Immediate, instantan-
eous, perfect. The second rest Is gradual.
'Learn of me and take my yoke, and ye
shall find rest.' The repose in God's love Is
the starting point; the continuous effort
to come into harmony with a holy and in-
telligent Ueing who encircles infinitude is
the progress toward final harmony. In a
sense the struggle tward it is our lestlr.y.
The church Is in anxiety and unquiet. Why?
Because sha is not In perfect harmony with
God's mind. She must aim to be or she
dies. Some are cast Into harrowing fears
v;hen the church endeavors to express more
completely the truth of Gotl. The alarm js
unwarranted. The supreme theology is still
to be and the church is in travail for it.
It is coming. Growing intelligence must
find views t match the greatness of God
and the glory of His word. With all ray
reverence for the past. I behmg to th'e
church of the future. To me it is as clear
a day that all our churches have their
follies .and fetichisms; they are excellent
In some respects, but all are grounded on
the creeds of men who dwelt in far
pasts when the air was lurid with con-
troversies and bitterness dethroned reason.
Our Presbyterian Church is surpassed In'
power and mellowness and catholicity by
none; but even she must reach out after a
more sane and symmetrical system of truth.
The confession, once a haven, may yet be
a malstrom; a coat of the polemical sev-
enteenth century may be a dead weight
in the twentieth. Truth must grow. Man
must aspire to greatening equipoise. God
must be more and more iliscovered. The
principle of evolution overrides all other
principles.

"I fear the forecast less because every
new truth dawning out of the night
seems to point most eloquently to Christ,
and our authority, as I have often said,
when you frop cant jinl discard platitude
cur authority Is not the Pible, but the
Christ.
