HOW CHARITIES RAISE MONEY.

Begrging Nowadays Far More Straight-
forward and Resulis Better,

New York Evenlng Post.

Of beggars and begging there igs no end.
But it is learned that In some directions
there is a distinet improvement in the
methods pursued by some very worthy
charitles in appealing for public support.
A notable ingtance of this is the recent ap-
peal of a religious order, through the me-
dium of its monthly paper, asking for $3,00,
and dolng {t in this direct way:

“Our brotherhood has been doing a chari-
table work for men and boys for the past
filteen vears, We fluna ourselves now with
a deficit of 85,00, To getl rid of this we at
first proposed having a concert, a dramatic
entertainment, a bazaar, or =ome one of
the many things so often resorted to for
sweet charity's sake. To make any one
of these things s=uccessful we should be
obliged to harass our friends into pecoming
patrons, then into buying and selling tick-
ets. We have resolved not to ask money
through any of these channels, but to beg
of vou in a straightforward way. Will you
not =end us a gift equal to what vou would
pay for a ball, a concert, or a theater
ticket? We hope this homely way of asking
assistance will commend it=elf to you."

It did. The response was immediate and
generous, Contributions of from $1 to $10
began to flow in from persons grown weary
of the quid pro gquo system of giving, one
woman writing: *I thank vou very much
for asking in this way instead of proposing
an entertainment.” Evidently this woman
had known the bother and unprofitableness
of a church fair—perhaps many of them—
in her day and generation. Another wrote
that she was so tired of buying tickets for
poor entertainments and belng outrageous-
ly bored that she :.ad resolved henceforth
to give outright what <he expended In
church and charitable works, and to expect
no return whatever., It was an abomina-
tion, she thought, to go to a fair, stuff
yvourself with salads and ereams and then
go home, patting yourself on the back for
having given several dollars to some
church,

This instance of honest begging led to in-
quiries the other day among certain chari-
table and church organizatiens to find out
what proportion of the funds secured for
their support was obtained by direct ap-
peals, It was Jearned that fully %0 per cent.
of the money now given for church and
charity work came either in response to
straightforward appeals or as spontaneous,
free-wil! offerings. But this was not always
0. In the last five yvears there has been a
marked change in money soliciting meth-
odg—less personal ;1{_‘-ppnling, or buttonhol-
ing. and more intelligent asking through
circulars and letters which set forth with
discretion and force just what Is needed to
carry on the work of this or that charity.

When the cause j8 a worthy one the re-
sponse is generally adequate, a notable in-
stance of this being the placing of $20,000 on
the contribution plate of a church in this
city last Easter. A week before the rector
had modestly advanced to the chancel steps
and said: 1 should like very much to have
the Easter offertory In this church reach
$20,00, for we need every cent of it to keep
up our good work for the poor.” When the
contents of the silver alms basins were
counted there was found to be 321,481, about
215,00 of it being given by eight men. the
largest check on tne plate being for 10,0660,
A Broadway pastor was #ven more success-
ful. lately, in realizing his hones, though
they perched not so high as those of the
rector just referred to. He asked for $5.000
to complete some lmprmvmenla about the
church, and there was counted out of the
plate that day just 36,90, one check being
for $3.000. These are exceptional cases, it
is true, as regards the extent of the bene-
factions, but it is no uncomman thing for
New York pastors to get more than they

‘really ask of their eongregations.

“The day of the church falr., the ice
cream sociable, and other church catch-
penny divertisements is rapidly going.”
said a leading officer in the American
Congregationa Missionary Association,
and pointing to the treasurer's report for
last yeur he continued: *“Last year our
total receipts were 68632, and of this
amount I do not suppose there was a thou-
sand dollars, all told, which came from the
receipts of church entertainment,” And he
seemed very glad to be able to report the
fact. Charity organizations, especially the
larger ones, long ago abandoned the dubi-
ous devices they had to resort to in getting
money. One of these was the professional
promoter, who would agree to arrange an
entertainment and pay $100 or $1.000 to some
worthy charity for the use of its name as
a patron. Tickets are then sold by clever
solicitors in the name of the charity, even
by its friends and managers. The result
was a poor entertainment generally, and
a pocketing by the promoter of about five
times ag much as the charity received.

By far the largest part of the income of
some of the clty's leadi charity societies
come from membership fees. In the case
of the Charity Organization Society, out
of total receipts for last yvear of $54.148.
about 346000 came from contributions and
dues. Its patrons number fortyv-two, every
one of whom has paid §500 for the honor of
being enrolled as such, making $21.000 the
total receipts from this class of members.
Of life members there are about 3. Life
membership costs §100, and the aggregate
receipts from this source is $36.000.
