OHIO LAUNCHED.

(COXCI.rDKD FROM FIRST PAOli
liunusrnp lor tne workingmen during his
entire public career, and touched the hearts
tf the surging crowd before him as he
spoke eloquently of the patriotic response
which California had made during the
Spanish war. Many eyes were wet, and
more than one of the workmen made a
ttuspicioxis movement with his coat sleeve,
as )f to brush away an unbidden tear.

When the I'resident spoke ef the content-
ment of the working classes there was oi e
discordant note. A big. strapping fellow,
perched upm an adjacent scaffolding, with
his mind full of the threatened strike,
fchouttd: "How about next week?"' A hun-
dred of his companions looked up and mo-
tioned to him to cease.

The President Speech.
The President's speech in full was as

follows:
"My Fellow-citizen- s I am inexpressibly

thankful to the Ruler of us all for His
goodness and His mercy, which have made
It possible for me to be with you here to-ela- y.

I. have wanted to see the men of the
Union iron works. 1 have known of their
skill. I have seen their genius displayed
and their workmanship. i have observed
what your spokesman has so well said
that, suflering under th disadvantages of
fuel, indeed, thousands of miles away from
the raw materials w hich go to make "a ship,
you. have yt t persevered and triumphed and
made as good ships as have ever sailed the
teas. Great applause.

' "I am glad to be among these working-me- n.

1 have been glad to be in the city of
San Franeise-o- , and, while I have not been
able to meet all her people, I have been
able to meet tens of thousands of them,
have heard their cheers for our country,
have se-e- their smiling faces and lu.ve ob-
served that peace and contentment which

faces of the people as we have taUenuirlong journey from the Atlantic to the Pa-clti- c.

J I met this morning one
of the returning transports as we came to
your works, carrying the Forty-sixt- h and
Forty-secn- d United States Volunteers.

I was sorry, indeed, not to have been at
the unveiling of the monument day before
jesterday, erected by a descendant of Peter
Donahue, who founded the Union works
and dedicated to the mechanics of the city
of San FraPvCisco. I should liked to have
paid that honor to one who founded these
great works works that have been so suc-
cessfully carried on by Mr. Scott and his
associates and that have made the fame
of the Union iron works world-wid- e.

We not only want a commercial line,
I ut we want a cable line from here to the
Philippines.

Ap-
plause. They say trade follows the flag.
The telegraph must follow trade. Ap-
plause.

"My fellow-citizen- s, we have got prob-
lems "before us. We never had more im-
portant ones. We have expanded. Do you
want to contract? Cries of 'No.' It is
not a question of whether we will acquire
the Philippines, or Porto Rico, or Guam,
or Wake island, or Hawaii, or Tutuila. We
have acquired them: they are ours. The
question is shall we give them up. Gen-
eral cries of 'Xo.' And from one. end of
this country to the other comes the answer.
They are ours not to subjugate, but to
emancipate; not to rule in the power of
rrdpht. but to take to these distant people
the principles of liberty, of freedom, of
eonseience and of opportunity that are en-
joyed by the people of the United States.
Applause. Our Hag never goes anywhere

except it carries blessings. Our flag never
oppressed anybody, but it has given free-
dom to every people over whom it has
Coated. Applause.

"Having sr. id this much, I only want to
thank you all for this moi-- t congenial wel-
come. I am glad again to meet the work-
ingmen of this company. All my public life
has been devoted in effort to giving the.
workingmen the best opportunity, the best
chance for good wages and steady emplov-men- t.

Great applause. When labor is
well employed the country is safe, and
when labor is well employed there is con-
tentment and happiness in the hemes of the
laboring men.

"Ret us do our duty, the great public duty
that confronts us; let us do it walking
humbly before God. dealing justly and mer-
cifully and always asking His favor and
guidance. Let me say that I shall carry
this lcautiful souvenir of the employes of
the Union Iron works with me and it shall
abide with me as long as I live, and shall
be passed along to those of my family that
shall follow as one of the dearest tokens I
have ever received from my fellow-countrymen- ."

SAN FRANCISCO. May 18. The launch-
ing of the Ohio followed the President's
speech to the workingmen. A platform had
been built around the prow of the big Iron
monster, which lay in the very slip In
which the famous Oregon was built, and
from which President Harrison launched
the monitor Monterey ten years ago. On
the platform were the I'resident and mem-
bers of the Cabinet, Governor Nash, of
Ohio, Miss Deshler, hi? niece, who was to
christen the ship. Miss Rarber, who was to
act for Mrs. McKinley and many uniformed
officers of the army and navy.

Imediately at the right was a red-coate- d

band. Relow. workmen were knocking
away the last keel blocks, until the great
steel hull rested upon her cradle and only
a single beam, set like a trigger and ready
to fall aside with a blow, held her in place.
Miss Rarber and the President stood before
the electric appliance which would loose
the weight that was to knock out this last
beam. Miss Rarber with her finger on the
button was looking intently at the indica-
tor. At l'J:22t. two and a half minutes be-
fore the tide was at its highest, the time
set for the launching, the word was given.
Miss Rarber pressed the button and the
last block fell away. At the same time the
bottle of champagne, suspended by a red,
white and blue ribbon, crashed against the
side of the ship and Miss Deshler uttered
the words "I christen thee 'Ohio.' "

Released from Its bonds, the heavy hull
of 11, (M tons of steel, went ploughing
through the thick grease of its cradle.
Slowly at Ilrst, then faster and faster she
slid down the ways taking the flood ma-
jestically and piling up the water in great
waves before her. The bind crashed,
whistles blew and the multPude shouted.
No ship ever given to the American navy
has taken her initial plunge into the rca
tinder more favorable auspices, or in the
presence of a more distinguished company.

The trip back to the city was almost a
repetition of the journey to the yard. There
was the same wild demonstration from sea
anil shore. Rut on the way back the
Slocum passed in formal review before the
warships. The President, with Secretary
Long at his side, stoo.l at the wheelhouse
eluring this parade. As each warship was
passe! the jackies made a blue hedge about
the ship as they stooi at tue rails shoulder
to shoulder. The marine guarl aft pre-
sented arms and the I'resident got the lour
trumpet flourish and Irüin rufiles to which
he isventitle! as commander-in-chie- f of the
navy.' As the Slocum sailed by the Wis-
consin, which was Hying the two-starre- d

blue pennant of a rear admiral at the peak.
Admiral Casey and his staff stood on the
bridge with their hands touching their caps
at salute. It was a glorious spectacle and
it was a poor sailor whose pulse did nQt
beat faster at the sight of it. When the
Slocum came alongside her wharf, the
president did not wait for the gangway to
be run out. lie stepped over the rail to
the pier and almost ran to the carriage
which was waiting for him. The door
slammed and he was off at a gallop 'for
the bedside of his wife.

McKinley nml Mla Deihler.
SAN FRANCISCO. May IS. The plate

presented to I'resident McKinley by the
workmen of the Union iron works to-da- y

is of burnished gold, five inches in diame-
ter, and surmounted by the casle and shield
of the American seal. The shield in the
center is of California gold-bearin- g quartz,
and is flanked on either side by the Amer-
ican and California Republic Hags. At one
corner of the plate is tho seal of California,
and at the other the seal of Ohio. In the
center is a p'atlnum miniature of the bat-

tleship Ohio, with the inscription: "To
commemorate the launching of the United
States battleship Ohio. Presented to Hon.
William McKinley. President of the United
States, by the employes of the Union iron
works, San Francisco. Cal." The decora-
tions around the border of the plate are
of oak leaves. Intertwined with California
poppies.

Immediately after the launching a pretty
ceremony was performed on the presiden-
tial platform. Irving M. Scott presented to
Miss Helen Deshler. who' christened the
ship, a splendid souvenir of the memorable
occasion in the shape of a tablet of black
oak and primavra. the wood used In the
cabin of the Ohio. This was inclosed In a
handsome mahogany case. On the tablet
on the right hand corner is a portrait of
President McKinley, in the left hand corner
a portrait of Miss Deshler. and in the cen-
ter a painting of the battle ship Ohio, i ne
tablet contains the following: "United
States battleship Ohio, launched at the
Union iron works. Christened by Miss
Helen Deshler in the presence of Hon.
William McKinley, President of the Unite!
States of America, Säw Francisco, May li,
1901."

A tablet of similar workmanship and
similarly engraved, but having in the cen-
ter a picture of the American eagle and
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the flag, and on either side the official seals
of the States of California and Onlo, was
inscribed to Mrs. McKinley, who' was to
have pressed the button that launched the
Ohio.

Governor Na?h, of Ohio, and his personal
party, including Miss Helen Deschler, were
with the President's party on the Slocum.
The steamer Resolute was chartered for
the other Ohio .visitors and for all mem-
bers of Congress present, including those of
the Pacltic coast.

The battleship Ohio will be the newest
"pride of the American navy." She is
forty feet longer than the Oregon and 2,0X)

tons greater in displacement. She is twenty
feet longer than the Iowa, and 1,0 tons
greater in displacement than that ship.
Her largest rifle will be twelve inches. Her
secondary battery will contain sixteen six-In- ch

rifles. The Ohio's dimensions are:
Length cn the water line, SSS feet; width,
72 feet 5 inches; mean draught, 23 feet 6

inches; maximum draught, 1 feet 3 Inches;
displacement. tons; speed, IS knots;
maximum horsj-powe- r, P),oA); total coal
supply, 2,0jO tons. She will carry one Hag
cfiiccr, one commanding officer, sixteen
wardroom oflicers, twelve junior orticcrs
and ttve warrant officers. In many respects
the Ohio will be the greatest of all marine
fighting machines. The works of the ship
will be of the most approved kind. Her en-
gine room will resemble a great workshop,
fitted with the finest tools th.i can be
made. The ship herself, with her windings
and alleyways, her brad decks and hun-
dreds of apartments, will be like a small
city behimi walls of steel. She will have
her telephone system, her lighting plart
ami her waterworks. In this steel-gi- rt city
will be nearly 1,000 incandescent lamps and
telephone communications between all
parts. The filling of one water-tig- ht com-
partment at any time need be no cause for
alarm. The touch of a button in the cen-

tral station will close every water-tigh- t
door in less time than would take to give
the order. Her complement will be about
5uu men.

TWO TONS OF ART.

Heaviest Picture in the World 3Iuken
u Journey.

London Mail.
The huge picture, eighty fret long and

fifteen feet high, that has for so many
years hung on the wall of the Great Hall
of Christ's Hospital, was removed yester-
day morning. It was painted by Antonio
Vario, between ltlSl and 1J: "to commem-
orate the foundation and endowment with-
in the hospital of the Royal Mathematical
Scholarship by his Majesty King Charles
II in 173 ami 1KT5. It has therefore been
part of the famous school for over two
hundred years, ami li has not been removed
for over seventy-liv- e years. Charles La tab
and Coleridge must both have gazel with
awe at its immense size and strange draw-
ing, for Vario, like many another court
painter, was a mighty poor artist.

e'hrlst's Hospital is doomed, however, and
the great picture is to go to Horsham with
the bluecoat boys. So yesterday morning,
under the careful supervision ef Mr. C. W.
Carey, the keeper of the picture gallery at
the Royal Holloway College, it was lowered
from the wall with oulleys and carefully
and gently laid on the ground. Its weight
is two and a half tons, and Mr. Carey
proudly says "it is the largest ami heaviest
picture, in the world." The canvas is to be
taken out of the frame and cleaned before
being rehung.

A Stnpid Ilird.

"Purins a recent trip through the lower
western section of the country," said a
young mnn who bas recently returned tj
New Orleans, "I believe 1 discovered the
laziest and most stupid form of life to bo
found anywhere rn the globe. It was an
aquatic fowl, with a big, clumsy-lookin- g

leak, and with a form something like the
dodo, now exttnet. 1 have spent much time
in watching this fowl, which is found in
some of the shallow lakes, and the chief
point of interert to me was the startling
stupidity displayed. Ihey call them shags,
1 believe, out West. They generally so.ua t
on stumps or logs in the lake and watch
for the smaller ri?h that play around the
surface of the water. They are fairly
e'ever in catching what they want, ana
they throw out their bill with considerable
precision when they gii for game. Rut
they never get to eat what they catch until
they have fed at least one, and maybe
more than ore member of another, kind of
w ater fowl. tu never a shag begins to
eatch f.?h a long-legge- d. long-neck- el water
ben will take a place immediately behind
hi at. When toe shag lands a fish, the water
hen simply reaches over and gets it. With
cut any show of resentment, and without
turning around, the shag will continue its
watch for fish, and this Is kept up until
the water hen has lwished a meal, and
then, if no other enterprising member of
the same tribv comes along, the shag ispermlttc! to enjoy the product of Its own
sleepy efforts. I have, on one occasion,
seen one shag feel as many as three water
hens before eating a single fish. It is cer-
tainly a singular display of stupidity, and
after having watched the performance a
number of times I am convinced that thefhag is actually too dull to even know
that the water hen stands behind it to
steal the fish out of its mouth."

A Close Eye on Hnlls.
State Factory Inspector McAbee has been

At the
concert in the assembly hall of school No.
10 Friday night Mr. McAbee saw several
things which did not meet with his appro-
val, and he called them to the attention of
the School Board.

Mr. McAbee timed the crowd as it
passes! from the building and found that
ten minutes were consumed in clearing the
building. This, he said, was more rapid
than would have been the case if a panic
had been started.

THE QUESTION OF LINEAGE.

Hume, of California, iot the Only
One Who Can Trace Hack to A tin in.

To the IMitcr of the Indianapolis Journal:
Your article in to-da- y's Journal describ-

ing the descent of Robert Deniston Hume,
of San Francisco, through a hundred and
fifty generations from Adam (a well-know- n

ancestor of horticultural fame) has inter-
ested me exceeiingly. The passage of this
bluest blood through the royal veins of
Israel, Ireland, Argyleshire and Scotland,
with the strains of Alfred the Great and
Charlemagne entering the family inci-
dentally, awakens in my own heart a re-
sponsive throb, such as none can feel who
are not themselves of royal and imperial
lineage. I much doubt, Mr. Editor, whether
you have ever felt anything like it. But I
ieei it, for I have come (so they tell me in
Philadelphia) Irom the royal house of
Powys, and I would be very grateful to
jou if you can tell me where the devil
this kingdom lies, for 1 feel drawn to it by
irresistible tics of kindred, and woulel will-
ingly revisit the palace of my ancestors.

Mr. Hume, however, is much in error 't
he considers himself the only one who can
trace his descent "straight through" to
Adam. He may be unique in California, but
there are plenty as good as he is if he will
only go to Philadelphia to find them. It
was a lady from that city whom I met not
long ago at a summer watering place who,
speaking of her family, said with that quiet
gravity which was the best guaranty of
her good faith as well as of her good blood
and breeding, that she cjuld trace every
link in the chain of her descent "from
Adam the son of God." You will notice
that this lady goes back one generation
further than Mr. Hume, and this, too, with-
out betaking herself to the land of Nod.

And now, Mr. Editor, since the great
field of heraldry bas been opened to us
through the columns of your paper, I want
to ask you a question, for I assume that
you know eat least you ought to know) all
things. When the mediaeval heralds traced
the descent of their patrons from the king?;
of Israel, the patriarchs, old Father Noah
and Adam himself, they gave us diverse ac-
counts of the coats of "arms formerly worn
by these worthies. With Adam the thing
was comparatively simple, the apple erased
being' universally plart upon his shield.
Rut with Father Noah I want to know
which of th devices attributed to him is
authentic. Is it the dove volant, or rather
the whole menagerie passant? For myself
I have always inclined to the latter opin-
ion, for since so many of the sons of Noah
have taken various "selections from this
menn eerie it would seem to me that they
had hardly a rieht to do so unless all the
animals had been blnzonel in the shield of
their common ancestor, and I reject as
totally inadmissible the suggestion that
NoahJs device represented Mount Ararat
rampart, surrounded by an ark couchant
and the whole encircled by a grapevine.
However valuable such a device might be
historically "in nerpetinm rel memorinm."
I Is neither heroic nor heraldic. It is true
a whole menagerie requires, a pretty large
shield to present it adequately, but no
doubt the shields were as much larger in
thoe days as th term of human life then
exceeded our threescore yeirs an1 ten.
