CHICAGO, June 4—The wheat market
ran the gamut of prices to-day, with ma-
nipulative liquldation the feature. July
wheat closed weak and 1@l1%e lower. July
corn closed &% e lower, July oats ¢ un-
der yesterdayv's final price and provisions
unchanged to 2igc lower,

There ywas another exciting session, with
an extremely large volume of business in

the wheat pit. The remarkable strength
which characterized the market yesterday

was not maintained, for a pyrotechnical
advance in the price was followed by a de-
cline which, in the face of general condi-
tions, was probably as sensational,
proving that the July option still {s in the
grasp of manipulators. July wheat opened
sipige to 1%@1% e higher, at T8¢ to T¥éce, un-
der conditlions strongly favoring the manip-
ulators. There were good rains in the West
and Northwest, and evervthing but wheat
responded to this infivence. Hardly recov-
ered from their shoeck of yesterday, the
speculators were loath to.belleve the show-
ers would depress the market, and, rushing
in their buying orders In such confusion
that business could hardly be transacted,
they ran the price up to W4ec within a few
minutes after the opening. The anxious
shortes were then fed with long lines put
out by the commission houses, which bid up
the price yesterday, and when the source
of the supply became common knowledge
the buyers Joilned the ranks of the manipu-
lators and began selllng. Under the force
of fresh reports of general coplous pre-
cipitation in the Dakotas, Nebraska, Kan-
sas and other drought-stricken localities,
and the enormous offerings by commission
houses, the market reacted Instantaneously
and within an hour July wheat was selling
at 75%e, the low price of the day. Jithin
this range there was little opportunity for
even the most modest profit-taking for any
who bought after the high prices at the
opening, but when the minimum ligure was
touched the manipulative elemest returned
to the buvers' glde and the rally which fol-
lowed carried the price to Titge. At this
atage the recent purchasers showed a dis-
position to take profits and the price re-
acted and at the close was weak and 141%c
lower, at 6%ec.
