Old Sol handed out a few real warm rays
yesterday afternoon and smiled with a
complacent satisfaction on the good work
he did on the Indianapolis team. They lim-

bered up and played such a rapid game that
the Wheeling aggregation was left at the
quarter pole while the Hoosiers kept push-
ing forward, finishing nine lengths ahead of
the visitors by a score of 11 to 2.

The aggregation, of ball players with G.
R. on their shirt bosoms, but who now
claim Wheeling, W. Va., as their stamping
ground, played with a recklessness that
was appalling and they piled up a total of
nine of the brownest errors that could be
made with convenience. When the game
was well under way it was easy sailing for
Indianapolis. Errors began falling in the
opening inning, but later there was a grand
display of them.

All the time the Hoosiers trotted along
and gradually increased their lead. Every
man on the Indianapolis team made a lib-
eral contribution of plays to aid in the
grand result. Fox had a wonderful day at
second and a glance at his record in the
box score will show what he did. Flynn
was a great running mate for Fox.

In the division of safe hits three of the
Indianapolis men were not credited withany, but they turned some little trick or
other during the progress of the battle that
helped to lead to the grand finale.

A FURIOUS BOMBARDMENT.
The Hoosiers grew tired of seeing Ames's

face beaming at them on the pitcher's slab
early in the game and they plotted to show
him that he had missed his aim in life. The
signal for the assault came In the third
inning and the bombardment, while It
lasted, was fast and furious, four of the
Indianapolis batters driving the sphere to
safe territory in a few minutes. Ames was
relieved by Irwin. The bombardment sud-
denly ceased' and was not renewed until
Irwia had retired six men in two Innings.
The runs made by Indianapolis after Irwin
began to pitch were largely due to a mess
of misplays. nearly all of the visitors mak-
ing errors that proved a successful anti-
dote to the curves bent over the plate by
Irwin.

Theodore Guese was all right after the
third inning and the three hits that fell
in safe territory after that time were as

The Hoosiers gave the grand Jury Just
cause for considering a case of grand lar-
ceny against them, for they pilfered bases
in sandbag fashion, making no less than
nine deliberate steals before the curtain
fell on the last act. This roguery went
a long way toward putting the score In
two figures.

IN THE FIRST.
As previously remarked. Knoll sent the

ALABAMA'S CONSTITUTION.

First Part Adopted by the Convention
Sweeping Suffrage Scheme.

MONTGOMERY, Ala.. June 11. The first
part of the new Constitution was adopted
to-d- ay In the constitutional convention. The
office of lieutenant governor was created,
the Governor's salary increased from $4,000

to 15.000, the terms of executive officers
were lengthened from two to four years
and they were made ineligible for re-electi- on.

The Governor cannot become a can-
didate for the United States Senate within
one year of the expiration of his term.

The most sweeping suffrage scheme yet
brought forward was introduced to-d- ay by
Mr. Burns, of Burnsville, in the constitu-
tional convention. It provide? that the
following classes shall not vote: "Those
who are bastards and loafers, or who may
be Infected with any loathsome or con-
tagious disease; those who have been con-
victed of treason, bribery, forgery, larceny,
robbery, bigamy, seduction, incest, murder
or an attempt to murder, rape or an at-
tempt to rape or arson: those who are de-

scendants of parents of two or more dif-
ferent races; tho?e who shall have married
any woman having a living husband, from
whom she has not been legally divorced;
those who have committed an assault and
battery on his wife or stepdaughter, and
those "who have ever cast an illegitimate
banot or who has not paid a poll tax of
$1.50 six months before any election at
which he may attempt to vote."

MEMBERSHIP OF 630,000

AXD IXSl'UAXCE TOLICICS AGGRE-

GATING fl ,023,4)00,000 IX VALVE.

Modern Woodmen of America Said to
Be the Greatest of All the Frater-

nal Beneficial Societies.

ST. PAUL. Minn., June 11. The twelfth
biennial camp or national convention of the
Modern Woodmen of America was called
to orcer to-da- y at 10 o'clock in the Audi-

torium, an Immense audience crowding the
great convention hall. Welcomes and re-

sponses and preliminary routine in the
apartment of committees filled the morning
session. The reports of the Woodmen's
head officers show a net gain of 211.370 in
new members since the meeting of two
years ago, carrying a total insurance of
$348.500,000. During the two years 3.3G2 new
local lodges were organized.

In his opening address. Head Counsel
Xorthcott said: "This, rapid growth has
never been equaled by any fraternal so-

ciety or life insurance company in the
world's history. We now have 630,000 mem-

bers and 9,700 local lodges. We are main-

taining insurance on lives of members tcf-d- ay

in the aggregate sum of $1,025,000,000.

and we have more policy holders than the
largest regular life insurance company in
the United States."

The report of Major C. W. Hawes, grand
secretary, shows that up to June 1 the so-
ciety had paid a total of 11,340 death
claims, the aggregate disbursement for
such purpose being J22.000.000. The average
annual cost to the members for their in-

surance has been $4.95 per thousand. At the
close of the biennial term 72.6 per cent, of
the members were paying more than the
cost of their insurance in the average
amount of 6 cents per assessment, while
27.4 per cent, were paying 3 cents per as-
sessment less than cost, indicating a need
of revision of rates of assessment. The
receipts of the society from all sources dur-
ing the term aggregated $S,635.930.6S. Of this
amount $7,770.SS8.25 was received in the
mortuary fund and $1,064.942.43 in the gen-
eral fund. Other official reports submitted
were those of the board of directors, head
banker, medical department, general at-
torney, board of auditors, appeals and
grievances committee, committee of ritual
and editor of official paper.

The morning session was enlivened by a
contest over appointing a committee to
pass upon the revision of the ritual, as
submitted by Head Consul Xorthcott. Mr.
Xorthcott had recommended that this mat-
ter be passed upon by a committee of ten
to be selected from members of the order
not delegates. A resolution embodying this
recommendation was introduced by Dele-
gate Swandon, of Missouri, but after a
heated debate it was laid upon the table.
Later Delegate Howard, of Indiana, pre-
sented a resolution for a committee of ten
delegates to act upon the revision. An at-
tempt to amend this by adding two outside
members was lost and the Howard resolu-
tion carried.

At the afternoon session the reports of
officers and committees were presented.
The election of officers was set for w.

The report of the laws committee will
be considered section by section and will
consume a large part of the week. The
question of admitting Chicago and five
other large cities now excluded from mem-
bership in the order was precipitated by an
amendment to the laws' committee pre-
sented by a delegate.
