CHILD DALLIED WITH DEATH.

A Three-Yeur-O- ld Drank Considerable
Carbolic Acid.

The three-year-o- ld daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Joseph M. Mullins, of 30 North Rural
street, had a narrow escape from a horrible
death yesterday morning. About 9 o'clock
the child ran to its mother, .who was in
the front part of the house attending to
household duties, and asked for a drink.
Without waiting for the parent to wait
on her the child ran quickly from the room
and into the kitchen, where her eye spied
a small vial on the window sill. Grabbing
the bottle the child poured out two tea-spoons- ful

of carbolic acid, which the bottle
contained, and drank it. The child uttered
frightful screams, and the mother ran to
ascertain the catise. She found the child
on the floor, writhing in agony. Dr. C. O.
Lowry, who lives but a short distance
away, was called. He immediately gave a
hypodermic injection to relieve the pain.
While the doctor was doing this the
muscies of the child relaxed and he heard
what he thought was the death rattle In
the throat. To all appearances the child's
life was extinct. A young man. who ac-
companied the doctor to the house, was
told by the physician to hold the child's
throat open. During this operation the
doctor gave another powerful hypodermic
injection to restore repsiration. and in a
short time the pulsations of the heart could
be felt.

From the time of the arrival of the doc-
tor the child remained unconscious one
hour and a half. The Hps and tongue and
Inner part of the mouth showed the terri-
ble effects of the poison. After regaining
consciousness the child recovereel rapidly.

Last night about supper time the doctor
made another visit to the house to note
the child's tndltlon. Arriving there he
asked the father as to the little one's con-flltio- n.

and he answered: "I just left her
down the street playing with some other
children."

It is thought the acid was greatly di-
luted.

HIGH SCHOOL'S NEW ART

PLASTER CAST OF DRINKING FOUN-

TAIN ON KX1I1IIITIO.V.

Miss Selleck Tnlkn of the Design nnd
of I'upil' Helntlon to the

Nude in Art.

The pupils of the Shortridge High School
and their friends, the artists of the city
and many persons artistically inclined, have
teen greatly Interested in the plaster cast
oi' the drinking fountain made by Barnhorn,
the Cincinnati sculptor, at the commission
of the High School class of 1D01, which
row stands on a draped table in the first-flo- or

corridor of the building. The plaster
will be shipped soon to New York, where
the bronze will be cast from it. The
bronze will be brought to this city and set
iu the wall of the high school's corridor
as a memorial of the 1'JOl class and an ex-

pression of the love It has for the school.
The piece is about three feet in diameter,

and the design is of a sea maiden holding
oii her arm a dolphin. From the mouth of
the fish a stream of water will flow into
the basin beneath. The figure, which is
half woman, half fish, is of delicate beauty.
A wisp of hair streams down over the left
shoulder and breast. The face is uplifted
In an expression of youthful humor and
Innocence. There is no suggestion of the
classic in the pose or the design the carves
are light and pliant and the sea maiden
is delightfully human; it is a piece of
modern art. i '

The suggestion that somo persons heard
of objection to the nude figure being- - placed
in the corridor of the high school originated
in a slight incident. The art students of
the school knew of the work of Mr. Barn-bor- n,

and when it was decided that tho
ciass of iwi should give a drinking foun-
tain to the school it was also decided that
Mr. Barnhorn should make it. The de-
sign Is of Mr. Byrnhorn's conception. When
he-- had finished the clay model he had itphotographed and sent the pictures to the
committee appointed by the class to attendto the matter.

The pictures were taken to Miss RodaSelleck, art instructor of the school, andshe suggested to the committee that aslight change be made that part of thehair be drawn down over the left shoulder
ol the sea maiden in order to decrease thenudity of the figure and forestall, partiallyat least, any objection that might be madeto it. Mr. Barnhorn agreed to the change
anu made it. and, thoug!. there may havebeen some objection to the figure since, ithas not been forcible and the class andthe school have accepted Mr. Barnhorn'swork.

S CG GESTS BEAUTY ONLY'.
"Not only has the class accepted the

fountain," said Miss Selleck yesterday aft-
ernoon, as she stood before the plaster
cast, "but the boys and girls are all de-
lighted with it', and the artists that have
called to see the cast have declared it to
be a fine work.

1
wish we had that cast to place right here
in the front corridor of the school for the
children to see every day."

NO FUNDS TO ENFORCE LAW

HOW MR. HINT COl'LD MAKE FOR
STATE $I0,0"0 ANNUALLY.

Result of His Visit to the Illinois Se-
cretary of State Plan to

lie I'urmueil.

"If the last Legislature had appropriated
ll.OO'j a year with which to enforce the for-
eign incorporation law enacted by It, 1

have no doubt I could have made for the
State $10,M) annually," declared Secretary
of State Union B. Hunt yesterday. "I do
not want to be umlerstood as censuring
anybody because the lawmakers did not
make such a provision, for nobody was
to blame. The bill was only passed at the
end of the session and was not a law, as
a matter of fact, when the Legislature ad-
journed. There was not time in .which to
study tho provisions of the measure thor-
oughly."

Mr. Hunt, accompanied by his chief clerk,
Stephen Hinshaw, went to Springfield, 111.,

Wednesday to have a conference with
Secretary of State Rose, and returned yes-
terday morning. "I found out a great
many things of interest while we were in
Springfield." said Mr. Hunt, "and not the
least was that we cannot properly enforce
our foreign incorporation law, because we
haven't the money with which to defray
the expenses of conducting investigations
to finö. out the names and address of out-
side companies that do not comply with
the law. In Illinois they have an appro-
priation of $5,000 every year for the en-

forcement of the foreign incorporation law
of that State. The secretary of state is
provided with four clerks who do nothing
elso but look after this business. Secre-
tary Rose told me that he thinks the In-
diana law ought to be of more value than
tho Illinois law, because we in Indiana
have not only the big Eastern companies
to draw from, but there are in addition
a large number of Chicago companies that
transact the greater part of their business
in Indiana, and fees can be collected from
every one of them.

MORE THAN EXPENSES.
"My hopes of getting a large sum of mon-

ey as the result of the foreign incorpora-
tion law of this State," continued Mr. Hunt,
"are not very bright, but we will take in
enough to more than pay all the expenses
of the secretary of state's office, Including
salaries. The working of the law in Illi-
nois is resulting in the State receiving an
average of $50,000 a year in fees."

Mr. Hunt arranged with Secretary of
State Rose, of Illinois, to forward a list of
the Incorporations of that State, nine-tent- hs

of which are located in Chicago or
Cook county. The list will be up to date,
and with Its aid. reinforced by a Chicago
business directory, the Indiana secretary of
state will begin at once the writing of per-
sonal letters to all of the Illinois' companies
that have not complied with the law and
filed articles here. Mr. Hunt expects to
write thirty or forty letters a day untilevery company in Illinois has been favored.

A little surprise is being planned for an
Illinois corporation of $1.oii0,m) capital thattransacts much of its business in Indiana.
This company was organized at a period
in the history of Illinois when the incor-
poration fee was only $3 for each company,
regardless of amount of capital. "And
that was only about five or six years ago."
said Mr. Hunt, whose- - eyes twinkled as he
added significantly, "but I will give them
a chance to make up for this in a few days.
I am going to request them to send me a
fee of Jl.fM) to pay for a certificate undT
the foreign Incorporation law of the lastIndiana Legislature."

FEE FROM STEEL TRUST.
While Mr. Hunt was In the office of Sec-

retary of State Rose at Springfield he told
the latter of his attempts to get a fee from
the steel trust and of his failure up to the
time he left Indianapolls. "I have had a
little experience with that trust myself,"
said Mr. Rose, "and It is very interesting.
I wrote the officials of the trust a number
of letters asking thori to comply with our
foreign incorporation law by filing articles
in Illinois and paying the legal fee. I re-

ceived no reply to any of my letters. One
day not very long ago a Chicago paper
printed a story under the heading 'Secre-
tary of State Rose Has a Nice Rod lu
Pickle for the Steel Trust." In a few days
I received an anonymous communication
to which was affixed a clipping containing
the article mentioned, with a written in-
dorsement beneath the article saying 'Have
the people of Illinois gone mad?' "

"You surely don't think anybody connect-
ed with the steel trust sent that communi-
cation." said Secretary Hunt.

"Well, it came from New York." replied
Mr. Rose, "and I don't know who else
could have sent It."

Another very interesting bit of legisla-
tion that was brought to Mr. Hurt's atten-
tion at Springfield was a law passed by
the last Legislature of Illinois, requiring
eich domestic corporation in the State to
file with the seceretary of state a report
everv year, accompanied by .t. fee of $1 for
registration. The object of this statute
is to enable the secretary of state to have
at hand data from which he can at any-
time readily ascertain whether a corpora-
tion is alive or dead. Mr. Hunt says he
endeavored to have such a law passed by
the last Indiana LeKislature, but the bill
Introduced at his Instance was killed in
committee. The Illinois law produces an
annual revenue of J.'iö.O".

INFORMATION FROM MAGAZINES.
Mr. Hunt says he was told by Secretary

Rose that much valuable information con-

cerning foreign incorporation is obtained
from magazines. Mr. Rose is librarian of
Illinois as well as secretary of state, and
hs makes regular inspections of the adver-
tising departments of magazines for the
purpose of ascertaining the names and
locations of new foreign companies, so that
he can write to them, directing compliance
with the law. In this way many thousands
of dollars of revenue have been secured.
Mr. Hunt was delighted with the treat-
ment accorded Mr. Hinshaw and himstll
during their stay in Springfield. "Secretary
of State Rose could not have been more
obliging and courteous than he was," said
Mr. Hunt. "He turned over his entire
rdfice to us and placed at our disposal his
fone of clerks and deputies. Instructing
them to do everything in their power to
assist us.
